As of Wednesday of Jiis 
week, wc haye still not found 
any signs of the pecan nut 
easebearer. A number of trees 
around town were checked 
Wednesday afternoon and all 
were found free of the pest. 
No eggs or worms or damage 
could be found anywhere.

Sprays which are recom­
mended by the Experiment 
Station and which have prov­
en most efective for the con­
trol of the casebearer are D 
DT, malathion, toxaphene, pr 
parathii^n. The first three are 
available but the parathion is 
hard to find. Also, it requires 
a little more caution in hand­
ling as it is quite toxic and 
can be dangerous if mishand­
led. Either three pounds of D 
DT or malathion is good; five 
pounds of toxaphene is the 
recommended amount per one 
hundred gallons of water. If 
you use DDT. you should add 
s|k piounds of wettable sulfur 
to each hundred gallons.

In this area, it is a good 
practice to add i  pounds of 
90% zinc sulphate to each 
pnp hundred gallons of spray. 
This combats the rosette 
which is very prevalent in 
this arpa. Rosette causes a 
bunched appearance of the 
leaves. They are narrow and 
have a reddish grown color.

To check your own trees 
for the casebearer. examine 
the brown ends of the tiny 
nuts for greenish-white eggs 
the size of pinheads. If they 
are found, if is time to spray. 
@nce the eggs hatch, the 
worm feeds for a fgw days on 
the outside of the nuts by 
puncturing them. It later en­
ters the nut to complete the 
cycle by developing into a 
moth stage. After entering the 
nut, control is impossible.• ♦ • • •

The swarms of candle flies 
or candle moths or light bugs, 
whichever you prefer to call 
them, might be the forerun­
ner of another insect invasion 
in the near future. These 
moths are the adult stage of 
fhe cutworm. The cutworm is 
a general feeder insect, or one 
which attacks a variety of 
plants. Ordinarily they con­
fine their feeding to flowers, 
garden plants and field plants. 
On occasion they do attack 
lawns.

At the present time, there 
is nothing which can be done 
In the way of control. The 
adult or moth stage does not 
feed and most insecticides 
would be ineffective. The on­
ly type that would do any

good would by a spi ay or dusf 
which was put directly on the 
moth. This is difficult to do 
and would be possible only 
where gieat numbers of the 
pests had gotten into the house 
and made life miserable at 
night when the lights are on.

Of coui'se, there is always 
the possiblity that nothing 
will come of the great num­
bers of the moths that are 
present. Weather conditions or 
other conditions might cut 
down tile possibility of any 
damage; let's hope so, at 
least If the cutworms do 
cause damage, control meas - 
ures can be taken at that 
time. • # • •

You've Got To Be Permanently 
Disabled To Get Social 
Security Disability Benefits

In order to receive social se­
curity disability beriufits. on­
ly those a^« eligible who have 
a permanent disability—that 
is, u disability which U so se­
vere that it prevents doing any 
sub.stantial gainful work.

Floyd B. Ellington, District 
Manager of the San Angelo 
Social Security Office cm- 
pahsized, "The disability 
which the claimant has must 
be a condition which is ex­
pected to last indefinitely and 
one which will not likely im­
prove with time or medical 
treatment.”

Many jieople think a partial 
or temporary disability js puf- 
fifient to enable theiTi to re­
ceive disability benefits until 
they can return to substantial 
work and earnings again. In 
effect, they believe that the 
social security disability pay­
ment is a "stop gap" income 
on which the can depend un­
till they are well enough to 
return to work. Ellington 
stressed that such provisions 
are not a part of the social 
security law.

"Rather.” he said, "social 
security benefits are intended 
to provide some relief from 
loss of income due to a per­
manent disability.’ ’" If the dis- 
ablin'̂ g cqnditi«n wiU improve 
with tiniei or with medical 
treatment; or if the claimant 
can work at a job that is less 
demanding than his usual 
work, he will not be consid­
ered to be disabled under the 
social security law, and should 
not count on receiving disa­
bility benefits.

Ellington added that the lo­
cal office "has a booklet titled 
‘How Disabled Must You Be?’ 
which sums up briefly the ma­
jor points of the disability pro­
visions in the law-

READY FOR SIGNING

W. O. Green, tax assessor- 
collector. has the new Ux 
renditions ready for signing 
by taxpayers. Ho is making 
the rounds with the renditions 
and .-ays it would be a big 
help if people would stop in 
at the office and sign their 
renditions. They should all be 
ligned now, said Green.

The south and southwest 
got a break last week when 
President Eisenhower vetoed 
the election-year distresssed 
areas bill which had been 
pushed through Congress at 
the behest of sections smitten 
with chronic unemployment 
caused in many instances by 
industries closing up and mov­
ing south.

'The bill would have creat­
ed a new government agency, 
headed by a Director who 
would have the power to de­
termine which community 
would be leigible to get the 
government help provided. It 
provided for Federal loans and 
grants totaling $251 million to 
urban and rural areas suffer­
ing from unemployment and 
loss of industry.

It was estimated that 132 
industrial areas and several 
hundred rural communities 
would be eligible for assist­
ance.

The Senate bill on the same 
subject, approved by the Sen­
ate last year, called for $379 
million to be made available 
for grants and loans. But the 
•Senate accepted the watered- 
down House version, approved 
two weeks ago, for the $251 
million figure.

Many valid objections were 
raised to this legislation. It 
attempts to "bail out” areas 
whkh have lost industries due 
to high labor costs and ex­
cessive tax rates, by pouring 
Federal money in to help build 
or rebuild factories, train 
workers (at Federal expense) 
to do new jobs that would be 
created, etc. Many of these 
industries have moved south 
because of a more favorable 
labor market, lower taxes, 
etc.

If the government is to be­
gin this practice or rushing to 
the relief of any area that 
finds a factory^ shut down, 
there would be no end to the 
applications and the political 
pressures that would be ap­
plied to get on the receiving 
end of this Federal largesse 
It would tend to stifle local 
initiative, and would cause 
communities to look more and 
more to Uncle Sam to take ov­
er their burdens for them.

Once begun, It can be cer­
tain that this sort of a prog­
ram would snow-ball. Un­
doubtedly billions of loUars 
would be poured into it. and 
there would be no end to this 
new run on the Federal treas­
ury.

The President was wise in 
vetoing the bill.
