al public health problem of
highway destruction” lies in
more education. 1f necessary,’
he thinks courses in art, music,
and home economics should
yvield to driver training in the
schools. In addition, he believes
that courses should be required|
for the public not only for be-|
ginners but  also
whose licenses have
jeopardy or revoked.

Other points Dr. Sweeny
makes: a chemical test of
breath or blood must be de-
manded in all instances in
which driving while drinking
is suspected; and automobile
designers must assume that
some crashes are unavoidable
and others inevitable.

“Extra cost and safety de-
vices such as harnesses, door-
locks, polarized headlight len-
ses, high extension seats, shock
absorber bumpers can be com-
pensated for by less chrome,
less hood ornaments, fewer
knick-knacks and knobs. It is
astounding to see how little has
been spent on safety devices
compared to advertising for
sale of an automoble.”

Dr. C. MacGeyer of Wichita
Falls reports in his article,
“Connecticut Highway Safety”,
on the pesitive program initiat-
ed in Connecticut to halt high-
way slaughter.

The program is based on the
premise that fear of death does
not slow drivers but fear of
loss of license does.

Decaths in Connecticut were
drastically reduced after the
strict program was initiated in
1955. By 1959, Connecticut had
the nation’s lowest traffic
death rate.

“In Connecticut.” Dr. Geyer
notes, “the first speeding con-
viction means loss of license for
30 duys, second offence 60 days,
and third conviction an in-
definite suspension.”
