Little sneezewted, a poison­
ous plant, has apparently pro­
duced some poisoning in at 
least one bunch o f calves in 
the county. The plant is very 
poisonous, particularly in the 
flowering stage. As little as 
.25% o f an animal’s body 
weight will produce death in 
both cattle and sheep.

Littlehead sneezeweed is 
prominent in the county, par­
ticularly in moist soil around 
tanks, ponds, overflows around 
troughs, and potholes in the 
creeks. It is an erect plant 
with angular rather than 
round stems. The leaves often 
grow out from the stem.

Poisoning symptoms or signs 
are numerous. The major 
symptoms are a weak, stag­
gering gait, often called stiff­
ness; other symptoms are 
weakness, diarrhea, vomiting, 
excessive salivation, and bloat­
ing. Animals often groan and 
grind the teeth, the breathing 
rate is fast, the lips retract.

NI MBER ONE ON THE B.CLLOT
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
ST.ATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 9, 

Article VIII, Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amend­
ed to read as follows:

“ Section 9. The State tax on 
property, exclusive of the tax 
necessary to pay the public 
debt, and of the taxes provided 
for the benefit of the public 
free schools, shall never exceed 
Thirty-five Cents (35f) on the 
One Hundred Dollars ($1(W) 
valuation: and no county, city 
or towTi shall levy a tax rate 
in excess of Eighty Cents (80c) 
on the One Hundred Dollars 
($100) valuation in any one 
( 1) year for general fund, 
permanent improvement fund, 
road and bridge fund and jur>' 
fund purposes: provided fur­
ther that at the time the Com­
missioners Court meets to levy 
the annual tax rate for each 
county it shall levy whatever 
tax rate may be needed for the 
four (4) constitutional pur­
poses; namely, general fund, 
permanent improvement fund, 
road and bridge fund and jur>' 
fund so long as the Court does 
not impair any outstanding 
bonds or other obligations and 
so long as the total of the fore­
going tax levies does not ex­
ceed Eighty Cents (80^) on the 
One Hundred Dollars ($100) 
valuation in any one ( 1) year. 
Once the Court has leGeil the 
annual tax rate, the same shall 
remain in force and effect dur­
ing that taxable year; and the 
Legislature may also author­

ize an additional annual ad va­
lorem tax to be levied and col­
lected for the further mainte­
nance of the public roads; pro­
vided, that a majority of the 
qualified property taxpaying 
voters of the county voting at 
an election to be held for that 
purpose shall vote such tax, 
not to exceed Fifteen Cents 
U5c) on the One Hundred Dol­
lars ($100) valuation of the 
property subject to taxation in 
such county. Any county may 
put all tax money collected by 
the county into one general 
fund, without regard to the 
purpose or source of each tax. 
•And the Legislature may pass 
local laws for the maintenance 
of the public roads and high­
ways, without the local notice 
required for special or local 
laws. This Section shall not be 
construed as a limitation of 
powers delegated to counties, 
cities or towns by any other 
Section or Sections o f this 
Constitution.”

NUMBER FIVE ON THE BALLOT
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEG1SL.\TURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS;
Section 1. That Article III of 

the Constitution o f Texas be 
amended by adding a new sec­
tion thereto to be known as 
Section 49-e, as follows:

During its first year the 
new Federal medicare pro­
gram paid out more than 
$130,300,000 for the care of 
people age G5 and over in Tex­
as according to Wayman Regi­
ster, Social Security Regional

las About $100,000,000 of 
this amount was paid to the 
548 hospitals which partici­
pate and the remainder was 
mostly for doctors’ services.

Register said that there are 
095,500 people over 65 in thej 
state who are eligible for the 
Hospital Insurance, and this 
group produced 300,000 hospi­
tal admissions.

Section 1. 'That Section 40-b, 

Article Til of the Constitution 
of Teras, be amended .so that 
the s.ame will hereafter read 
as followi:

“ Section 19-b. By virtue of 
prior ,‘Vmcndnients to this 
Constitution, there has been 
created a governmental agency 
of the St.atc of Texas perform­
ing governmental duties which 
has been designated the V’’et- 
erans’ Land Board. Said Board 
shall continue to function for 
the purposes specified in all 
of the prior Constitutional 
Amendments except as modi- 
Bed herein. Said Board shall 
be composed of the Commis­
sioner of the General Land Of­
fice and two (2) citizens of 
the State of Texas, one (1) of 
whom shall be well versed in 
veterans’ affairs and one ( 1) 
of whom shall be well versed 
in finances. One (1) such citi­
zen member shall, with the ad­
vice and consent of the Sen­
ate, be appointed biennially by 
the Governor to serve for a 
term of four (4) years; but the 
members sen’ing on said Board 
on the date of adoption hereof 
shall complete the terms to 
which they were appointed. In 
the event of the resi^ation or 
dc;ith of any such citizen mem­
ber, the Governor shall ap­
point a replacement to serve 
for the unexpired portion of 
tl.e term to which the de­
ceased or resigning member 
;;.a;l been appointed. The com- 
pen-stion for said citizen mem- 
iKii'S shall be as is now or may 
hereafter be fixed by the 
Legislature; and each shall 
make bond in such amount as 
is now or may hereafter be 
prescribed by the Legislature.

“The Commissioner of the 
General Land Office shall act 
as Chaiiman of said Board 
and shall be the administrator 
of the Veterans’ Land Pro­
gram under such terms and re­
strictions as arc now or may 
hereafter he provided by law.

sold. Such bonds or obligations 
shall be sold for not less than

par value and accrued interest;

denominations, and upon such 
terms as are now or may here­
after be provided by law; shall 
be issued and sold at such 
times, at such places, and in 
such installments as may be 
determined by said Board; and 
shall bear a rate or rates of 
interest as may be fixed by 
said Board but the weighted 
average annual interest rate, 
as that phrase is commonly 
and ordinarily used and under­
stood in the municipal bond 
market, of all the bonds issued 
and sold in any installment of 
any bonds may not exceed four 
and one-half per cent (4% % ). 
All bonds or obligations issued 
and sold hereunder shall, after 
execution by the Board, ap­
proval by the Attorney Gen­
eral of Texas, registration by 
the Comptroller of Public Ac­
counts of the State o f Texas, 
and delivery to the purchaser 
or purchasers, be incontestable 
and shall constitute general ob­
ligations of the State of Texas 
u n d e r  the Constitution of 
Texas; and all bonds hereto­
fore issued and sold by said 
Board are hereby in all re­
spects validated and declared 
to be general obligations of 
the State of Texas. In order to 
prevent default in the payment 
of principal or interest on any 
such bonds, the Legislature 
shall appropriate a sufficient 
amount to pay the same.

“ In the sale of any such 
bonds or obligations, a pref­
erential right of purchase 
shall be given to the adminis­
trators of the various Teacher 
Retirement Funds, the Perm­
anent University Funds, and 
the Permanent School Funds.

"Said Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall consist of any lands here­
tofore or hereafter purchased 
by said Board, until the sale 
price therefor, together with 
any interest and penalties due, 
have been received by said 
Board (although nothing here­
in shall be construed to pre­
vent said Board from accept­
ing full payment for a portion 
of any tract), and of the 
moneys attributable to any 
bonds heretofore or hereafter 
issued and sold by said Board 
which moneys so attributable 
shall include but shall not be 
limited to the proceeds from 
the issuance and sale of such 
bonds; the moneys received 
from the sale or resale of any 
lands, or rights therein, pur­
chased with such proceeds; the 
moneys received from the sale 
or resale o f any lands, or 
rights therein, purchased with 
other moneys attributable to 
such bonds; the interest and 
penalties received from the 
sale or resale of such lands, 
or rights therein; the bonuses, 
income, rents, royalties, and 
any other pecuniary benefit re­
ceived by said Board from any 
such lands; sums received by 
way of indemnity or forfeiture 
for the failure of any bidder 
for the purchase of any such 
bonds to comply with his bid 
and accept and pay for such 
bonds or for the failure of any 
bidder for the purchase of any 
lands comprising a part of said 
Fund to comply with his bid 
and accept and pay for any 
such lands; and interest re­
ceived from investments of any 
such moneys. TTie principal and

interest on the bonds hereto­
fore and hereafter issued by 
said Board shall be paid out of 
the moneys of said Fund in 
conformance with the Consti­
tutional provisions authorizing 
such bonds; but the moneys of 
said Fund which arc not im­
mediately committed to the
payment of principal and in- 

■hterest on such bonds, the pur­
chase of lands as herein pro­
vided, or the pajTnent of ex­
penses as herein provided may 
be invested in bonds or obli­
gations of the United States 
until such funds are needed for 
such purposes.

“ All moneys comprising a 
part of said Fund and not ex­
pended for the purposes herein 
provided shall be a part of 
said Fund until there are suf­
ficient moneys therein to re­
tire fully all of the bonds here­
tofore or hereafter issued and 
sold by said Board, at which 
time all such moneys remain­
ing in said Fund, .except such 
portion thereof as may be 
necessary to retire all such 
bonds which portion shall be 
set aside and retained in said 
Fund for the purpose of re­
tiring all such bonds, shall be 
deposited to the credit o f the 
General Revenue Fund to be 
appropriated to such purposes 
as may be prescribed by law. 
All moneys becoming a part of 
said Fund thereafter shall like­
wise be deposited to the credit 
of the General Revenue Fund.

“ When a Division of said 
Fund (each Division consisting 
of the moneys attributable to 
the bonds issued and sold pur­
suant to a single Constitution­
al authorization and the lands 
purchased therewith) contains 
sufficient moneys to retire all 
of the bonds secured by such 
Division, the moneys thereof, 
except such portion as may be 
needed to retire all of the 
bonds secured by such Divis­
ion which portion shall be set 
aside and remain a part of 
such Division for the purpose 
of retiring all such bonds, may 
be used for the purpose of 
paying the principal and the 
interest thereon, together with 
the expenses herein authorized, 
of any other bonds heretofore 
or hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board. Such use shall be a 
matter for the discretion and 
direction of said Board; but 
there may be no such use of 
any such moneys contrary to 
the rights of any holder of any 
of the bonds issued and sold 
by said Board or violative of 
any contract to which said 
Board is a party.

“ The Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be used by said Board 
for the purpose of purchasing 
lands situated in the State of 
Texas owned by the United 
States or any governmental 
agency thereof, owned by the 
Texas Prison System or any 
other governmental agency of 
the State of Texas, or owned 
by any person, firm, or cor­
poration. All lands thus pur­
chased shall be acquired at the 
lowest price obtainable, to be 
paid for in cash, and shall be 
a part of said Fund. Such 
lands heretofore or hereafter 
purchased and comprising a 
part of said Fund are hereby 
declared to be held for a gov­
ernmental purpose, although 
the individual purchasers there­
of shall be subject to taxation 
to the same extent and in the 
same manner as are purchas­
ers of lands dedicated to the 
Permanent Free I’ublic School 
Fund.

“ The lands o f the Veterans’ 
Land Fund shall be sold by 
said Board in such quantities, 
on such terms, at such prices, 
at such rates of interest and 
under such rules and regula­
tions as are now or may here­
after be provided by law to 
veterans who sen’ed not less 
than ninety (90) continuous 
days, unless sooner discharged 
by reason of a service-con­
nected disability, on active 
duty in the Army, Na\-y, Air 
Force, Coast Guard or Marine 
Corps of the United States be­
tween September 16, 1940, and 
the date of formal wthdrawal 
o f United States troops from 
the present armed conflict in 
Viet Nam, and who, upon the 
date o f filing his or her appli­
cation to purchase any such 
land is a citizen of the United 
States, is a bona fide resident 
of the State of Texas, and has 
not been dishonorably dis­
charged from any branch of 
the Armed Forces above- 
named and who at the time of 
his or her enlistment, induc­
tion, commissioning, or draft­
ing was a bona fide resident 
of the State of Texas, or who 
has resided in Texas at least 
five (5) years prior to the date 
of filing his or her applica­
tion. The foregoing notwith­
standing, any lands in the 
V'eterans’ Land Fund which 
have been first offered for sale 
to veterans and which have not 
been sold may be sold or re­
sold to such purchasers, in 
such quantities, and on such 
terms, and at such prices and 
rates of interest, and under 
such rules and regulations as 
are now or may hereafter be 
provided by law.

“ Said Veterans’ Land Fund, 
to the extent of the moneys 
attributable to any bonds here­
after issued and sold by said 
Board may be used by said 
Board, as is now or may here­
after be provided by law, for 
the purpose of pa>*ing the ex­
penses o f surveying, monu- 
menting, road construction, 
legal fees, recordation fees, 
advertising and other like 
costs necessary or incidental 
to the purchase and sale, or re­
sale, of any lands purchased 
with any of the moneys at­
tributable to such additional 
bonds, such expenses to be 
added to the price of such 
lands when sold, or resold, by 
said Board; for the purpose 
of paying the expenses of is­
suing, selling, and delivering 
any such additional bonds; and 
for the purpose of meeting the 
expenses of paying the inter­
est or principal due or to be­
come due on any such addi­
tional bonds.

“ All o f the moneys attri­
butable to any series of bonds 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board (a ‘series of bonds’ 
being all of the bonda issued 
and sold in a single trans­
action as a single installment 
of bonds) may be used for the 
purchase of lands as herein 
provided, to be sold as herein 
pix)vided, for a period ending 
eight (8) years after the date 
of sale of such series of 
bonds; provided, however, that 
so much of such moneys as may 
be necessary to pay interest on 
bonds hereafter issued and sold 
shall be set aside for that pur­
pose in accordance with the 
resolution adopted by said 
Board authorizing the issuance 
and sale of such series of 
bonds. After such eight (8) 
year period, all of such moneys 
shall be set aside for the re­

tirement o f any bonds here­
after issued and tr.ld and to 
pay interest thereon, together 
with any expenses as provided 
herein, in accordance 'with the 
resolution or resolutions auth­
orizing tl'ic issuance and sale 
of such additional bonds, until 
there are sufficient moneys to 
retire all of the bonds here­
after issued and sold, at which 
time all such moneys then re­
maining a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund and there­
after becoming a part of said 
Fund shall be governed as 
elsewhere provided herein.

“ Tliis Amendment being in­
