An urgent letter was re-
ceived this week in regard to
the screwworm eradication
program. Program ofifcials are
concerned over the increased
number of confirmed cases of
worms. The unfavorable wea-
ther conditions combined with
the producers’ inability to
reach livestock in the flooded
areas of South Texas are creat-
Ing a situation that might be-
come extremely serious. Ap-
proximately one sixth of Tex-
as land area was under water
in the flooded areas of South
Texas for several dasy.

All producers whether in-
cluded in the flooded areas or
not are being urged by prog-
ram officials to increase their
vigilance for possible worm
cases. In this area, there could
be an increase in possible cas-
es because of favorable weath-
er for the pests. Most stock-
men here say that this time
of the year was one of the
most dangerous time for the
worms in the years before the
program went into effect.

Social Security Tips

About one of every five ap-
plicants for social security
disability benefits delays so
long before making his appli-
cation that he risks possible
loss of some payments, Ted F.
Moellering, district manager
of social security in San Ange-
lo, said today.

In an effort to remedy this
situation, the Social Security
Administration is asking any-
one who might possibly quali-
fy for disability benefits to
get in touch with a social se-
curity office as soon as pos-
sible.

“Some people fail to apply
because they don't realize
that they can benefit from
the program,” Moellering said.
“Younger pecple often think
that social security payments
only for people in their six-
ties, whereas the disability
was specifically set up to pro-
tect the wage earner who is
forced to stop working before
he is old enough to collect re-
tirement benefits.”

A person under 65 can re-
ceive monthly payments if he
has a physical or mental im-
pairment that has kept, or will
keep, him from working for
a year of more. Individual
benefils range from $44 to
$152 a month. If the worker
has dependents, total family
benefits can amount to as
much as $£339 monthly.

-‘Others don’'t file because
they are under the impres-
sion that they have to be per-
manently disabled. This was
generally true before a 1965
change in the law, but now
payments can go to a person
whose disability has lasted, or
is expected to last, for 12
months or longer,” Moellering
pointed oul.

Benefts begin after a per-
son has been disabled for §
full months. No benefits can be
paid for months during this
“waiting period.” Also, the law
iimits the back benefits a per-
son can collect to the 12
months before the month in
which he applies.

This means that the latest
a person can file without los-
ing any bhack benefits is the
month that comes after the
18th month of his disability

(These 18 months cover the
wailing period and the 12-
month limit of retroactive

benefits.)

A recent social security sur-
vey shows that at least 19 per
cent of disability applicants
file later than this, thus risk-
ing loss of benefits they might
otherwise have received. An
undetermined number of dis-
abled persons do not file at all
and so miss out entirely.

Moellering cautioned, how-
ever, that benefits can be paid
only if a person’s disability is
severe enough to prevent him
from doing not only his usual
job, but also any work in keep-
ing with his age, education,
and experience. And, to be
eligible, a person must have
worked under social security
for at least 5 of the 10 years
before he became disabled.

Benefits continue for as long
as the disability lasts, or until
the beneficiary reaches 65.
At age 65, disability benefits
are converted to retirement
benefits, without any change
in the amount.

Currently, over a million
disabled persons--plus more
than a million of their depen-
dents--are receiving benefits
under the program.

“If you know of anyone
who might qualify,” Moeller-
ing urged. “tell him to phone,
write, or visit the nearest so-
cial security office. Your tip
may lead to his not losing out
in whole or part in this bene-
fit that is meant to help re-
place earnings lost because of
disability incurred before re-
tirement age.”

FILING AN ESTATE
TAX RETURN

If you are worried about
vour heirs owing an estate tax
on your property when you
die, here are the rules: An
estate tax return must be
filed if the fair market value
of your property is more than
$60,000 on the date of your
death. However, the com-
munity property laws usually
allow the estate to be worth
$120,000 in community pro-
perty since each spouse is en-
titled to a $60,000 exemption.

He was first contacted as a
speaker for the annual Lay-
men's Day services at the

Dr. Kunath's topic will be
“The Scientific Revoluion——
Man's Newest Challenge.” The
talk will be closely related to
those he has given at numer-
ous civic clubs and religious
groups in San Angelo. He
points out “that recent devel-
opments in medicine and tech-
nology have made such tre-
mendous advances in recent
yvears that our moral and eth-
ical standards have found it
impossible to keep pace with
them. And that one of the
greatest challenges of our age
is that our power increases
more rapidly than our ability
to understand it and use it
well. As a result, we are ex-
periencing an ethics lag in
which the family doctor, as
well as the families themselves
are often found groping in a
sort of twillight zone trying to
make decisions for which
there often seems to be no
closely defined right or wrong.’

“On the other hand doctors
are sometimes being criticized
for ‘needless prolongation of
life." Yet families too, are wor-
ried by the question—did we
do all that we could or should?

“With the advent of artific-
al kidneys, artificial heart
pumps, heart pace makers,
respirators, organ transplants,
cte. mankind is facing many
new challeneges. Just how far
should we go in attempting to
sustain human life?

Dr. Kunath points out that
the rapidly developing scien-
tific advances carry with them
profund theological implica-
tions. He poses the question:
—Will mankind be able to
meet these new challenges?
Even though this pesent gen-
eration may never know the
“answers” it is important that
we all be made aware of the

challenge and prepare our-
selves, both mentally and
spiritually for the changes

ahead.
