Social Secuiiy Tips
I

People who sign up for so­
cial security only to gain Medi­
care coverage are often amazed 
to learn that they will also be 
drawing some checks for the 
year, according to Ted F. Moel- 
lering, District Manager of the 
San Angelo Social Security 
Office.

For instance, a person en­
titled to a monthly benefit of 
$122.90 who expects to earn 
$3000 in 1968 would draw a 
check of $17.40 for June, 1968, 
and full checks for the rest of 
the year.

"This is possible because of 
the liberalized retirement test 
under the present social se­
curity law," Mr. Moellering 
said.

“A social security benefici­
ary can earn $1680 per year 
and draw his checks every 
month. If his earnings are 
$2880 or less, an amount equal 
to one-half the earnings be­
tween $1680 and $2880 is sub­
tracted from total benefits

!payable for the year. If earn- 
lings are over $2880, an addi­
tional one dollar for every dol­
lar over $2880 is subtracted 
from benefits payable.

"There has been no change 
in the provision that a person 
can draw a check for each 
month that he is age 72, re­
gardless of his total earnings 
for the year.”

j The “length of marriage” 
requirement in social securi­
ty’s definition of "widow” , ‘wi­
dower” , and stepchild of a de­
ceased worke” has been chang­
ed, reports Ted F, Moellering, 
District Manager of the San 
Angelo Social Security Office. 
A widow, widower, or step­
child may now qualify for so­
cial security benefits based on 
a marriage that has been in ex­
istence for only 9 months just 
before the death of the worker.

Mr. Moellering added that in 
some cases a marriage that has 
lasted for as little as 3 montiis 
may qualify the survivor, 
These are cases involving ac­
cidental death or death in tne 
line of duty in the uniformed 
services.
! Benefits under th-s change 
'in the law were first payable 
jin February, 1968. Any person 
who has been previously dis- 
|qualified because a marriage 
had not been in effect long 
enough should contact the So­
cial Security Office at 3000 
West Harris Avenue in San 
Angelo, Texas, or see the re 
presentative when he is in your 
area.

The U.S. Border Patrol of 
the Immigration and Natural­
ization Sei-vice has an urgent 
need for physically fit young 
men desiring a career in Fed­
eral law enforcement work 
This is a career opportunity 
for those who like action and 
outdoor work.

The Border Patrol is the 
mobile, unifoimed enforce­
ment branch of the Immigra­
tion and Naturalization Serv­
ice. Its principle purpose is to 
prevent the smuggling and 
illegal entry of aliens into the 
United States. The border 
patrolmen, called Immigration 
Patrol Inspectors, work along 
international buondaries, al­
though their duties are not 
necessarily confined to these 
areas. They work in jeeios, 
tars, on foot, in boats and ev­
en in airplanes. Officers in­
vestigate violations of the im­
migration laws and frequently 
make arrests. They are often 
required to work irregular 
hours, under all weather con­
ditions. These duties demand 
mental alertness as well as 
exceptional physical vigor and 
stamnia.

The entrance salary of an 
Immigration Patrol Inspector 
is $7,639 a year (Grade GS-7). 
There are promotional oppor­
tunities up to executive levels 
in the Immigration and Natur­
alization Service. On-the-job 
training offers splendid oppor­
tunities for promotion to po­
sitions of greater responsibil- 
ity.

No experience is required 
for these positions. To qual­
ify, applicants must pass a 
written test of verbal abilities, 
judgment, and aptitude for 
learning a foreign language. 
Candidates who pass the writ­
ten test are called for oral in­
terviews in the order of their 
standing on the list. The or­
al intei-view is designed to 
determine if the candidate has 
the personal qualities needed 
for the w'ork. Applicants 
must also pass a rigid physi­
cal examination. Candidates 
who are .selected for appoint­
ment are assigned to the Bor­
der Patrol Academy for a 
period of intensive training in 
such subjects as immigration 
laws, Spanish, physical train­
ing and marksmanship. Train­
ees receive full pay while in 
the academy.

Applications are now being 
accepted for the civil service 
examination for Immigration 
Patrol Inspector which will be 
held on Saturday, January 24, 
1970. An additional examina­
tion is scheduled for April, 
1970. However, those wishing 
to be tested in January must 
submit their applications be 
fore December 19, 1969. Full 
information is given in An­
nouncement No. WAM-911 
which may be secured from 
Interagency Boards of Exam­
iners and from many post of­
fices as well as any office of 
the Immigration and Natur­
alization Service.

Social Security
HOSPITAL INSURANCE 
BENEFITS

The hospital insurance bene­
fits of Medicare provide for 
services of three types, accord- 
in to Ted F. Moellering, mana­
ger of the San Angelo social 
security district office. Bene­
fits are possible when you are 
( 1) a bod patient in a hospi­
tal, (2) a bed patient in an ex­
tended care facility (skilled 
nursing home) assigned there 
by your physician as a follow­
up to hospital care, and (3) 
a patient at home receiving 
home health services, Mr. 
Moellering continued. There 
has been some thought that be­
cause you are covered under 
Medicare up to a certain max­
imum number of days, you 
can automatically count on 
that number of days regard­
less of your condition. Mr. 
Moellering went on to say that 
this is a misunderstanding and 
that when your condition im­
proves to the extent you no 
longer require the level of 
care provided, then your eligi­
bility ceases.

An example of this misun­
derstanding is the 100 day eli­
gibility in an Extended Care 
Facility. We are sometimes 
asked why a certain person 
was told Medicare would no 
longer pay for his stay in an 
Extended Care Facility when 
he had only been there 50 days 
and still had 50 days coming. 
The condition of the patient 
rather than the number of 
days is the controlling factor 
up to the point that the maxi­
mum number of days is 
reached. Coverage ends when 
his condition is such that he 
no longer needs the level of 
care provided by the Extended 
Care Facility.

Great Plains Program 
Is Extended for 
Ten Years

The 10-year extension and 
broadening of the Great Plains 
Conservation Program in leg­
islation recently enacted by 
Congress can mean a doubling 
of the needed soil and water 
conservation work in t h e  
North Concho River SWCD, 
Ranee Conservationist Herb 
Seene of the USDA Soil Con­
servation Service said today.

The law extending the pro­
gram, which was launched in 
1957 to give landowners in the 
Great Plains help in building 
greater stability in fanning and 
ranching enterprises, was 
signed by the President on 
November 18, 1969. The pro­
gram had been scheduled to 
end December 31, 1971 but has 
now’ been extended to 1981.

The legislation authorizes an 
additional $150 million in Fed- 
eral funds for the cost-sharing 
of conservation measures.

In addition to cost-sharing 
regular soil and water con­
servation work, the broadened 
program will provide for the 
enhancement of fish, wildlife 
and recreation resources on 
farms and ranches where it 
will improve the economic 
condition of landowners. It 
will also provide assistance on 
agriculture-related pollution 
problems in keeping w’ith the 
program’s overall objectives.

It also authorizes the Secre­
tary of Agriculture to enter in­
to contracts on land not gen­
erally considered to be agricul­
tural but w’here erosion is so 
serious that conservation work 
is needed to protect form or 
ranch holdings.

Senne pointed out that the 
law’ brings the responsibility 
of soil and water conservation 
districts more sharply into fo­
cus, stipulating that “approved 
conservation plans developed 
in cooperation with the soil 
and w’ater conservation district 
in which their lands are situat­
ed shall form a basis for con­
tracts.”

The Great Plains Conser\’a- 
tion Program as a most use­
ful tool for soil and water 
conservation districts in their 
effort to get greater resource 
ana economic stability esta.o- 
Ished in a legion recognised 
for its agricultural risk.

“The success of this program 
can be assigned to the willing­
ness of landowners to enter 
into formal contracts with the 
Secretary of Agriculture to 
move ahead faster toward 
completing the conservation 
job on their entire units,” 
Senne said. The whole idea of 
the Great Plains Conservation 
Program is to enable the land- 
owner to make needed changes 
in his cropping and grazing 
system, to change the use of 
his land as indicated by soil 
information, and to install 
needed soil and water conser­
vation treatment measures.”

“ Nearly 500,000 acres of crop­
land have been planted to 
grass in Texas under the pro­
gram,” Senne said. He pointed 
out that an inventory of con­
servation needs shows that 
571,000 aditional acres in the 
99 Great Plains counties in 
Texas need to be returned to 
permanent vegetation.

The latest checkup by SCS 
shows 34,662 farmers a n d  
ranchers in 424 counties in the 
10 Great Plains states have 
entered the program with hold­
ings covering over 62 million 
acres. More than one-third of 
the number have finished all 
needed conservation work. 
Federal money obligated for 
cost-sharing in the program 
has amounted to nearly $121 
million with about $29 million 
still to be paid as owmers go 
ahead with their work.

In Texas, 10,908 farmers and 
ranchers have signed contracts 
covering 13.7 million acres and 
obligating $37 million in cost- 
share funds. Nearly 1,200 Tex­
as farmers and ranchers have 
applications on file to t a k e

Social Security
Medicare Patients Pay More 
For Hospitalisation

Because of the rising cost of 
hospital itervioea. Medicare 
beneficiaries w’ill be paying a 
bit more for hospitalization in 
1970.

The dedutble payable by the 
beneficiary will be $52 begin­
ning January 1, an increase of 
$8 over the present amount. 
Medicare will continue to pay 
for the remaining covered ser­
vices for the first 60 days of 
hospitalization for each bene­
fit period.

For the 61st through the 
90th day of a hospital stay, the 
beneficiary will have $13 a 
day of the covered serv’ ices to 
pay. At present, the benefici­
ary is liable for $11 a day of 
such costs. Medicare w’ill con­
tinue to pay the balance, 
w’hich will average over $40 a 
day now.

"This increase in cost to the 
beneficiary is a must,” accord­
ing to Ted F. Moellering, so- 
sial security district manager, 
“ in order to keep the Health 
Insurance Trust Fund on a 
sound financial level’

“The nationw’ide average 
cost of hospitalization for a 
Medicare beneficiary in 1966 
was $37.95 per day, including 
costs to the patient and costs 
paid by Medicare,” Mr. Moel­
lering pointed out.

“This cost per day rose to 
$49.34 in 1968 and with such 
a substantial rise in costs 
still continuing, an increase in 
the deductible paid by the pa­
tent could not be avoided.”
