Several persons have asked 

about prvining rose bushes 
now. Actually, it is a httle 
early in this area to prune 
roses. You nuiy have ree-i 
that this should be done now 
and it shouid in areas a little 
removed from us but the 
chance of a killing freeze in 
the few weeks makes it ad­
visable to postpone the job 
here.

The reason for waiting until 
late Mardi or even early Ap 
ril here ts the danger of frost. 
If the bushes are pruned now 
and we have several days of 
warm weather, the bushes 
will put out new growth. A 
freeze would kill this growth 
and it would be necessary to 
prune again below this growth 
which could result in too se 
vere pruning and a vei-y small 
bush. By waiting a little while, 
this can be avoided.

The same is true of fertiliz 
ing roses and pecans at this 
time. Fertilizer would stimulate 
growth and a hard freeze 
could damage the plants se­
verely. ’This might endanger 
the life of the plant Wait un­
til the last week of this month 
or even the first week of Ap­
ril to ferilize.

DINING ROOMS AND AREAS
D ining room sH ike old- 

fashioned parlors—give much 
pleasure. They enhance the 
ceremony of eating, their deco­
ration, likewise, partakes of rit­
ual : the centered table, the 
sideboard, the chandelier or 
wall sconces.

Somehow a deep dado is 
right for such a room, and 
above it a wallpaper mural or a 
large repeating pattern should 
be considered. Painted walls, or 
heavily panelled ones of wood, 
should be firmly rejected the 
former because they lack rich­
ness and atmosphere, the latter 
because they have too much, 
like a clubroom.

In country houses, over a 
dado, a scenic “toile” might be 
an excellent choice, or even—if 
there is no dado—a broad floral 
stripe.

At present, the dining room 
is often just around the comer 
from the living room, and 
hence easy to decorate quite 
differently, with regard to both 
furniture and wallcovering But 
it must be corvstantly remem­

bered that even here, as in all 
adjacent and visible areas, the 
colors should be related, from 
one area to the next, although 
the change in pattern and text­
ure can be as abrupt as you 
wish.

In a ,sm.ill apartment the 
“dining room” may consist of 
nothing but a table and some 
chairs. Should you attempt to 
enclose them by screens or 
curtains? If you do, you may 
make an already small room 
seem smaller Rather than cut 
up your floor space it might be 
wise to define the different 
areas by means of well-chosen 
wallcoverings It would be sad 
not to point up a dining room 
in some way. The evening meal 
in particular should be height­
ened by romantic lighting and 
a colorful background.
