D.P.S. Recruiting
Men and Women

MIDLAND — Major E K.
Browning,Jr., Regional Comman-
der of the Texas Department of
Public Safety's 49 County West
Texas Region, announced that
an intensive effort is being made
to recruit men and women.

Major Browning stated this is
the first time since the Depart-
ment was created in 1935 that
applications are being accepted
from women for the position of
Patrolman.

Major Browning said the De-
partment has been successful in
recruiting persons from minority
groups to the position of Patrol-
man. Efforts to recruit from these
groups are continuing.

All persons making application
for the position of Patrolman
must be between 20 and 35 years
of age, between 68 and 76 inches
in height, must weigh not less
than two pounds nor more than
314 pounds per inch of height,
and visual acuity no worse than
20/40 correctable to 20/20. A
pe}son must be of good moral
character, excellent physical con-
dition and must have a minimum
of 30 semester hours of college
credit,

Persons selected as recruits will
be assigned to Austin for an 18-
wecek training school at the Homer
Garrison, Jr. Law Enforcement
Academy. Successful graduates
will be assigned to either the
Highway Patrol Service, License
and Weight Service, Motor Ve-
hicle Inspection Service or the
Driver License Service, according
to the needs of the DPS and con-
sideration of personal preference.

The salary during training will
be $600 per month. Room and
board while at the Academy will
be approximately $55 per month.

When a person is commissioned
as a Patrolman, his salary will
increase to $743 per month. Pa-
trolmen also receive longevity
pay after five years of service, a
monthly uniform cleaning allow-
ance and travel expenses when
away from their home stations.

Recruits must furnish their own
uniforms which consist of khaki
shirts and pants, black shoes, belt
and te. When commissioned as
a Patrolman. uniforms, vehicles,
weapons, ammunition and related
equipment are furnished.

Group life and hospitalization
are paid for the employee, and
dependent coverage is available
at reasonable rates. Patrolmen
participate in the Employees Re-
tirement System of Texas, as well
as Social Security. Vacation, holi-
days and sick leave are provided.

Browning said interested men
and women should contact any
DPS office or Patrolman for an
application. After completing the
application, it should be pre-
sented to the DPS office either
in Midland, Abilene, San Angelo
or El Paso for the examinations.

Bob Bullock
Campaigns Here

Bob Bullock, former Secretary
of State and now a candidate
for State Comptroller., cam-
paigned in Sterling City this week.
Bullock, 44, is the first Demo-
cratic candidate to announce for
state ofrice.

Born in Hillsboro, Bullock re-
ceived has bachelor’s degree from
Texas Tech in 1955 and earned
his law degree in 1958 from Bay-
lor law school.

He served two terms as a mem-
ber of the Texas House of Rep-
resentatives, Chief of the Anti-
Trust and Consumer Protection
Division of the Attorney General's
Office and Chief Legal Counsel
for the Governor.

Most noteworthy,
was Bullock's tenure as Secretary
of Statc of Texas. There, he
worked hard to clean up cam-
paign financing in Texas and
developed a fair and economical
elections system.

During his tour, Bullock said,
‘Texas taxpayers are losing
$82.500,000 in tax dollars each
vear because some retailers are
pocketing the state and local
sales taxes they collect instead of
reporting it to the comptroller.

‘Frankly. I think it is ridicu-
lous to talk of taxing food and
medicine when ten percent of the
sales taxes now being paid by
our citizens is not being recov-
ered by the State.

‘As Comptroller. I will work
to see that the taxes we now pay
are not lost to some unscrupulous
retailer because of faulty col-
lecting procedures' by the State.

Bullock, a veteran of the Kor-
ean conflict, resides in Austin
with his wife and two children.

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Social Security Tips

Social security checks should
be cashed within a reasonable
time to prevent loss or theft, even
though there's no time limit on
cashing them, according to social
security officials here.

‘If your check is lost or stolen,
get in touch with your nearest
social security office at once,’ a
spokesman said. ‘The check can
be replaced, but it takes time.
Handle your check carefully when
vou get it and you won't have to
wait while it's being replaced.’

Social security pays over $4
billion a month in benefit checks
to almost 29 million people—
eligible retired and disabled work-
ers and their families and families
of deceased workers who worked
long enough under social security.

The San Angelo Social Secu-
rity Office is now taking appli-
cations for supplemental security
income payvments, a Federal pro-
gram scheduled to start in 1974
that will establish an income
floor for people in financial need
who are 65 or over, or blind, or
disabled, according to J.M. Tal-
bot, social security manager.

But, people already getting
State old age assistance or State
aid because they are blind or dis-
abled don't have to apply, he said.
They'll be geting more informa-
tion later this vear about how
the program will help them.

"The first monthly payments
under the Federal program will
be made in January, 1974, Mr.
Talbot said. "Until then, State
and local public assistance offices
will continue to make payments
in the usual way.”

People not getting public as-
sistance now who think they may
be eligible for the new Federal
payments should call or write
social security to find out if
they should apply, according to
J.M. Talbot.

"Federal supplemental security
income payments will be made
by the Social Security Adminis-
tration,” Mr. Talbot said. "But
the program will be financed by
Federal general revenues—not by
social security contributions from
workers and employers. It's not
the same as social security.”

The aim of the new program
is to provide supplemental pay-
ments in cases of need so that
people 65 or over, or blind, or
disabled will have a basic cash
income of at least £130 a month
for one person and $195 a month

—

for a couple.

“This doesn’t mean that every
eligible person or couple will he
getting that much from the Fede.
ral Government every month,”
Mr. Talbot said. “The amount of
the Federal payment any person
gets will depend on how much
other income he has.”

“Eligibility for Federal pay.
ments will depend not only o
the amount of income people
have but on the value of their
assets,” Mr. Talbot said.

“If you're single—or married
but not living with your husband
or wife—you can own things
worth up to $1500 and still g
Federal payments,” he said. “A
couple can own things worth up
to $2250 and get payments. Not
everything you own has to be
counted toward vyour total as-
sets, however.”

“A home of reasonable valuye
will not be counted as an assetr,”
Mr. Talbot said. Personal effects
and household goods won't
count in most cases. Insurance
policies or a car may not affect
eligibility either, but it will de-
pend on their value.

Certain income will be disre-
ded in deciding on an applica-
tion for supplemental security in-
come., The first $20 a month of
income generally won't affect the
Federal payment at all, Mr, Tal-
bot said. “In addition, people
who are working part time should
know that the first $65 a month
of earnings won't be included
in counting their income and
only half of the rest of their ad-
ditional earnings will be counted,
he said.

Apart from earnings, other in-
come above the first $20 a month
generally will reduce the Federal
payment. This includes social se-
curity checks, veterans payments,
workmen’s compensation, pen-
sions, annuities. and gifts, Mr,
Talbot said. And. if you live in
someone else’s household, your
basic Federal payment will be re-
duced by one-third before other
income that may affect your pay-

ment is deducted.

4608. Even though payments can-
not start until January, 1974,
we're starting to take applications
now so we can process them ahead
of time and avoid delays that
might occur if there's a rush of
applications right at the end of
the year, Mr. Talbot said.
