A Picnetr Resi(!ent of the Pecos Valley 
Who Knew Him Personally 

Gives His History.
Santa Fe New Mexican.
Mrs. L. C. Kla.sner, daughter o fj 

the late Robert Casey, one of the first i 
aettkrs in aouthern New Mexico, and 
who herself has been a resident of 
Lincoln county for thirty-six years ia 
a gueat at the home Mrs. Charles 
West, on Grant avenue.' The Casey 
ranch, on which Mrs. Klaaner was 
born, was for many years a most wel­
come stopping place in Lincoln coun­
ty as Casey was a very hospitable man 
and o f kindly lieart. 'I’he school sec­
tion upon w hich the Casey ranch is 
situated has been in possession of 
the family for thirty-eight years and 
comprises section 10, township 11 
south, range 18 east.

W ith Mrs. Klasner at the West 
homo was Mrs. Sallio L. Robert, for 
twenty-seven years a resident o f the 
I ’eco.s valley, and o f late o f the new 
town of Artesia, in Eddy county. 
Mrs. Robert is now the owner of laud 
upon which is situated the largest 
artesian well in the territory. The 
water from this well rises four feet 
and nine inches above the ground 
and the stream o f water measures six 
square inches. Mrs. Robert is the 
daughter of James Chisum, who, 
with his brother John, were among 
the first settlers in southeastern New 
Mexico.

Both are well versed in the history 
of the territory in early days and 
Mrs. Klasner, who is probably the 
best living authority on the maneu­
vers o f W illiam  Anthrum, more fa­
miliarly known ns “ Billy the K id ,’ ’ 
who terrorizid what was llien Lincoln 
eounty in the late seventies, ha-i been 
asked to compile data o f thedeed.s of 
this unfing outlaw- and will do so uj 
on her returu liome.

In conversation with a New .Mex­
ican representative, Mrs. Klasner had 
the following to say relative to the 
stirring events connected with the 
movements o f this outlaw in Lincoln 
county:

“ Much has been said about the 
noted outlaw W illiam  An thrum, 
(B illy the Kid) but not everything 
that has been said and wiitien is 
strickly truthful, in fact, a great deal 
that lias appeared in print of late 
years is incorrect to a greater or less 
extent. In a brief account it is al 
most impossible to give any idea of 
the magnitude of Authrum’s opera 
tions and for this reason I will not 
go into detail. Mrs. Robert and I 
wore both acquainted with the noted 
outlaw, having met him on several 
occasions. U hat we know of his 
youth, we gleaned from the biog­
raphy written by Pal F. Garrett. 
From this sketch we learn that ho 
was born in Silver City. M hen a 
boy he went to Santa Fe, where he 
lived for some time. We became ac­
quainted with him when he w-as a 
veij’ young man ami boro a fairly 
good reputation.

“ Billy the Ked’ ’ was o f a pleasant 
disposition. He was o f small stature 
and a blonde. He was easily recog­
nized from the fact that liia teeth 
in the upper jaw protruded very con­
spicuously. He was unusually jolly 
and gave one the idea that ho w-as 
continually smilling. Anthrum first 
became prominent by figuring in the 
Lincoln county cattle war. For the 
benefit o f those wlio are net conver­
sant with the trouble, which is still 
green in the memory of the older in ­
habitants o f the southeastern part of 
the territoiy, 1 will explain that|John 
S. Chisum, an uncle of Mrs. Robert, 
owned a range rancli in that section

I ’ ’ from the fact that cattle were 
branded with a long, straight mark 
In 1876 the Alex MeS-.veen e.im- 
pauy, another concern, was formed, 
and cattle btloiiging to Mc.Sween 
were marked with an arrow. A coii- 
llict in the brands o f the two named 
companies arose. The .McSweei. 
company split into two factions and 
trouble began. The “ rustlers”  were 
soon actively engaged in stealing and 
rebranding cattle. The secessionists 
became known us the .Murphy gang 
and the K id figured conspicuously 
with them. The confiiit did uot 
come to an end until! 1879, lasting 
three years.

The career o f Anthrum ended 
■March 27, 1881, he being shot and 
killed by pat F'. Garrett, then sherifi 
o f Lincoln county, at the home ol 
Peter Maxwell, near F’orl Summer. 
A short lime before he was captured 
he was tried upon charges of murder 
and ientenced to !>e hanged. He 
was confine*! in the Lincoln county 
court liouse, hut succeeded in escap­
ing after murdering the guards plac­
ed over him. Bob Olinger, J. W. 
Bell, Pat F’ . Garrett, John W, Poe, 
now president of the bank atRuswell 
and Kit McKinney, now- o f Uvalde, 
Tex.is, followed the fugitive to the 
neighborhood o f F'ort Summer. 
Garrett w-ent to the residence of I ’et- 
er Maxw-elJ, and inquired after the 
Kid. While he was talking he over 
hoard footateps near the liouse and 
was surprised when Maxwell said: 
‘There he is now.”  Gun and knife 

in hand, bare-footed and in his night 
robe, the outlaw had come from a 
nearby residence to secure something 
to eat. He was always prepared and 
Garrett well knew just how desper­
ate he was. The pursuer and pursu­
ed had hardly more than recognized 
each other th.in Garrett pulled his 
gun and fired the fatal shot.

“ Volumes could be written about 
outlaw- and all o f it would be inter­
esting reading. I hope to be able to 
coinjilete an accurate account o f hi; 
life in the near future.”

Mrs. Klasner will remain in Santa 
Fe several days. Mrs. Robert left 
yesterday for her home at Artesia.

ARE BORING FOR OIL.

The First Drii in The Seven Rivers Oil 
Field Starts to Work Tuesday for 

the Artesian Oil Company.
riu re has be* n no excitement thus 

far regarding the oil fields seven* 
ti'en mii<*s southeast of Aruoia. 
Very little has been said and not 
riiuijy people arc aw-are of the fa* t 
that ih*-' “ field”  is more than mere 
r.imor. There has been no efi'ort to 
boom the discovery. The exper*s 
w ho have been working over the land 
for a year searching for the place of 
d*'posit, tiled tlieir rep*irts n.me 
months ago and tilings were iinmedi- 
ateiy made on several thousand 
acres o f land—some o f it by the 
■Standard Oil people and some by lo­
cal companies anu individuals. Tiie 
.Vrtesian Oil Company, composed of 
i'exas and California parties, is tbe 
first to get on the ground «mh a drill­
ing rig The editor of the Ad' ;cate 
am! J. B. Hancock visile*! the ticld a 
f w- days ago, and found things mov­
ing along nicely. S. H. Mount is in 
charge of the .\rtesian Oil Compa­
ny’s rig and started to boring 'fucs- 
*lay under contract to go KXK) feet. 
Their holdings are on Gyp Creek and 
the surface i.idications are lime rock, 
shale, sulphur, gas and croppings o f 
oil rock, strongly impregnated with 
petroleum. Two large well drills 
were shipped from Las Angeles just 
before the recent tloo*ls and are de­
layed in transit. It is not given out 
as to what portion o f the fieltl they' 
will operate in. The surface oil iu- 
dicalion.s extend over an art a c f 
about ten mile.s s*iuare. Wells bored 
fur stock water in this area hav>* ail 
>hown a small amount o f oil and it 
is said by experts that petroleum in 
paying quanties will be found at 
eight hundred or one thousand feet.

Operations in the Seven Livers dis­
trict are being watche*! witli interest. 
Finding of oil there means more rail­
roads, cheap fuel and a lot o f poor 
people made rich.

In Japan there is no such thing as 

disrespect from youth to age. No Ja­
panese boy or girl could ever think in 
a light or disrespectful manner of his 
or her superiors or teachers, and this 
may account for the earnestness so un­
usual among young children. When a 
student enters a master's presence In 
Japan he bows to the floor, and when 
the lesson is finished he bows again, 
with expressions of his deepest grati­
tude as be takes his departure. The 
teacher, sitting in most cases upon his 
feet on the floor, gravely returns each 
salutation, then lights bis little pipe 
at the inevitable bit of a smoking box. 
and waits for his next class. There is 
no hurrying of masters from room to 
room, as in some of the schools In 
our own enlightened land. Great imita­
tors as they are, the Japanese are re­
markable for knowing instinctively 
those “foreign” customs which would 
not coincide with their national char­
acteristics.

Sunshine Is so rare in England that 

tbe government takes great care to 
measure It. The official summing up 
for 1903 as regards sunshine shows 
that all districts in the British isles, 
with one exception, fell short of the 
average. The exception was England 
northwest.

WHO IS TO BLAME1

D is tru s t of Repuoiican P rosperity  in 
Business Centers.

“ A lull in traffic” Is the way the 
New York Journal of Commerce heads 
the news from Chicago about the rail­
road situation. Western railway men 
have been somewhat disappointed at 
traffic developments In their terri­
tory. They find that business is not 
picking up as rapidly as they had an­
ticipated and they are now inclined 
to take a rather gloomy view of the 
outlook, says the same newspaper, 
and the further information is given 
that “ farmers are resting on their 
oars, so to speak, as far as money 
matters are concerned, while mer­
chants and manufacturers are ex­
tremely cautious.”  The largest job­
bing interests report a very small vol­
ume of seasonable business. Collec­
tions are reported easy and money is 
plentiful, but railway traffic seems to 
grow no better. An officer of the Chi­
cago Sc Northwestern railway explains 
the situation that “ farmers have spent 
money freely for three or four years 
and are able to get along with the im­
provements they have made for some 
time forward. Sentiment for the last 
six months has been that hard times 
are coming and retrenchment is a uni­
versal watchword.” Officers of the 
other Western railroads are quoted In 
the same vein.

Now with money plentiful and crop 
prospects good and improving, why 
are the farmers, merchants and man­
ufacturers all "resting on their oars?” 
Can it be that high trust prices have 
impoverished them and low trust 
prices for cattle and bogs are re­
ducing their Income and although 
there is plenty of money in the banks, 
if the farmer wants any of it he will 
have to borrow It?

The Democrats cannot be blamed 
for this decline of the boom times, 
for the Republicans have full control 
of all departments of the government, 
their prosperity-breeding protective 
tariff has been, and Is In full blast, 
making the trusts richer and the 
IK)or poorer and keeping the balance 
of us on the ragged edge to know 
how we are to meet our bills. Secre­
tary Shaw, the financial expert of 
this tremendous administration, de­
clares that wc were never so prosper­
ous and that If we are paying high 
prices for nearly everything we buy, 
we pay It to ourselves and that ought 
to make us rich. Is Providence de­
serting the Republican party and caus­
ing pet'ple to believe they are poor, 
when we know they are prosperous, 
for Secretary Shaw says so? But that 
cannot be, for the Republican lead­
ers have about all assured us, many 
times and often, that Providence Is 
on their side. Is President Roosevelt 
to blame? A good many Republicans 
seem to think so.

The G. O. P. Mach'ine.
All the acts and doings of the com­

ing Republican national convention are 
being fixed up at the White House. 
The candidate for vice president, the 
platform, who shall be temporary and 
permanent chairman, even the 
speeches are all being considered and 
censored by President Roosevelt.

Political bos.ses and dictators gen­
erally have a hard time of it, so the 
report that the President Is much ex­
hausted by the constant and pro­
longed conlerences that are being 
held Is probably correct. It would 
seem to be a total waste of time and 
money to hold a convention, the pro­
ceedings of which are all arranged 
In advance, but for the sake of ap­
pearances the forms at Chicago will 
have to be gone through with.

The public interest In the Republi­
can convention will be dampened, for 
the cut-and-dried program will be 
known and published long before the 
delegates ratify the decisions of the 
bosses. The G. O. P. Is indeed a per­
fect machine and runs smoothly If 
oiled liberally.

H ow  the Farnner Is Robbed.
Although the farmer does not set 

aside a portion of his produce and 
hand It over directly to the tariff 
beneficiaries, he might just as well do 
so for all the difference It would 
make, In effect. He sells his produce 
at fixed prices in the open markets 
of the world, and out of the money re­
ceived must pay a certain portion to 
the monopolies in excess of what their 
goods are worth. He Is poorer by 
just as much—is robbed of just as 
much—as would be the case if he 
were compelled to set aside part of 
hts wheat, corn, oats, hay and other 
crops and turn It over to the privi­

A 
small grove of these trees was planted 
on a shaggy cliff back of the experi­
mental station, a here it seemed as 
though no tree could grow  at all. But 
the rate at which they have shot up 
under Hkillful attention almost stag­
gers belief.

When this particular tree was about 
a year and a half old It measured four 
inches in diameter. They had to pull 
it up for fear it would break the Sant* 
Monica speed ordinance.

In order to get it safely back to the 
fair the whole tree was carefully 
packed in mosses and soaked cloths.

After its ragtime career under Ab­
bot Kinney and others the experlmeo- 
tal station Is now a successful bl(x>m- 
ing garden.

One of the interesting features ot 
the work is importing trees from for­
eign countries and trying them !n Cal­
ifornia soil and climatic conditions. 
First one soil, then another, la tried 
until a congenial one is found.

One of the additions to the Califor­
nia tree family thus made is one ot
