William Penn’s Grave.
I notice th a t one o r two of your 

correspondents seem concerned about 
the  condition of W illiam Penn’s 
grave. Having, while in England dur­

We ea t th ings green, red, 
yellow and violet; flesh, flsh or plants 
In all the colors of th e  rainbow except 
blue.

Many deadly poisons are bine In col­
or, such as b^uestone or the deadly 
n ightshade flower. The color stands in 
our siang for everything m iserabie 
and depressing.

H eat a bar of iron and the particles 
of the m etal are set In motion, shak­
ing violently one against another.

P resen tly  the surrounding e ther Is 
set in motion in large, slow waves 
through the air, like th e  waves of tb* 
sea until they break upon our skin 
ax give us the sensation of heat. As 
th e  iron gets ho tter o ther waves are 
set in motion in im m ense num bers, 
traveling at m ore th an  lightning 
speed, and those break  upon the eye, 
giving us the sensation of ted  light.

The re.lhot iron, getting  still more 
heated, throw s o u t o ther sets of 
waves, still sm aller and more rapid— 
orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, 
violet, nil the colors of the  rainbow. 
T he eye cannot tell one from another; 
th e  whole bundle of rays mixed up 
gives us an im pression of white. T liat 
is the glow from w hite hot iron, ••njd 
such is the light from the still y* t 
e r brightness of the sun. Sunlighv is 
a bundle of rays of light—red, orange, 
yellow, green, blue, indigo and violet 
all mixed together. The m ixture of 
ail colors is white light. T he absence 
of ail color is u tte r darkness.—New 
York Journal.

Nearly ail 
cf the cattle  killed by lightning have 
met their death in opt-a fields, where 
In many instances there  was not even 
a tree to a ttrac t the electric fluid. As 
many dead cattle  were found near wire 
fences this led to the discovery th a t 
the lightning was carried along the 
wires composing the  fences. During 
a severe storm ca ttle  are liable to run 
until stopped by a fence. Here they 
stand huddled together ready for the 
lo lt. A remedy Is suggested In run­
ning a ground wire every ten rods sev­
eral feet luto the earth.

Broken Bones Bolted.
Dr. Stephen H. W atts, ass is tan t res­

ident surgeon a t the Johns Hopkins 
hospital, lialtlm ore, has devised a 
method of Joining broken bones that 
is a ttracting  wide in te rest am ong sur- 
geon.s. Hio device consists of a silver 
bolt and nut and is sim plicity itself. 
The fractured bone is exposed and the 
broken ends are m ortised Just as a 
carpenter m ortises the ends of two 
pieces of wood he desires to Join. 
Then a small liole is drilled through 
the Joint thus made and a silver bolt 
18 insert'.d. W hen the nut is screwed 
down the Joint is immovable and tho 
natural knltllng  of the  bone may pro­
ceed without the Interruption usually 
caused by change in position and lack 
cf rigidity.

VERY TIR E D  LAND.

All over the .Middle W est, even in 
the very best of it, we find some very 
tired land—land th a t badly needs rest 
and doctoring. Tenant farm ing is re­
sponsible for much of it, but not at 
all.

Prof. Hopkins cf Illinois in some of 
his com m unications to tho press tells 
of a field in southern Illinois that has 
been continuously in corn for twenty- 
seven years and th is year produced 
twenty-seven bushels per acre, and 
renting for fifty cents per acre; of a 
field directly opposite to it which has 
been rotated with corn and oats, and 
leguminous crops, and th is year pro­
duced seventy-five bushels of corn; 
aud opposite to tills is another field to 
which was added some bone meal, 
wli'ch produced eighty-seven bushels. 
“So wc have," to  quote his own lan­
guage, "from twenty-seven to  elg'uty- 
seven bushels c f corn grown th is 
year, the some quality of corn, p lan t­
ed a t the sam e tim e and cared for 
Just the same—an actual difference of 
sixty bushels from twenty-seven to 
eighty-seven grown in th e  sam e type 
of soil.”

Nearly every tim e we meet farm ers 
of Illinois we are  told tha t th e ir land 
is inexhaustible, that corn has lieen 
grown upon it for th irty  or thirty-five 
years, and th is y ea r’s crop Is as gcod 
as any before. We have always oeen 
skeptical of the  real arcuracy of tliese 
statem ents, believing that there  were 
conditions, such as favorable seasons 
c r a superior condition of the land, 
which would account for the facts as 
stated.

While the farm  m entioned is in 
southern Illinois, where the soil in 
general is inferior to the  central, yet 
we have had no trouble in finding 
much worn-out land even in the  very 
best parts of the state , and we will 
not feel quite happy until we are  able 
to induce corn-growers in th a t s ta le  
to abandon their evil ways and ro ta te  I 
thedr crops. It is to give them  an 
object lessgn from their own s ta te  1 
and from one of their most Highly ! 
esteem ed professors, whose o p i n i o n i  
in the lines on which lie gives ills ! 
opinion, go as far as any m an’s of 
whom we know, tha t we quote the 
statem ent given above.

There is no possibility of progress 
in farm ing until th is  one crop sys­
tem  year afte r year on tho sam e land ' 
Is broken np. It must be broken up : 
or It will exeutunlly break up the  men

Notice In the above 
statem ent the wonderful increase in 
p red ic tion  when leguminous crops, 
such as cowpeas, clover or alfalfa, 
have a place in the rotation. To un­
derstand the reason is easy. This 
centinuoua cropping in corn, or in any 
other one crop, o r any«number of non- 
Icgumlnous crops, will sco n ir or la te r 
burn out the liumus liy evposing it 
to the air. Tills will prevent tho 
farm er from getting  his roil in the 
proper physical condition as well as 
use up a very large am ount of the 
nitrogen which it contains.

Clover and other legum inous crops 
supply nitrogen from the atm osphere 
and supply huir.us to the soil, and 
thus enable the farm er to get his soil 
in such a physical condition th a t the 
roots of the p lan ts can utilize the  fe r­
tility  which it contains. F arm ers 
BOW these crops not merely to  furnish  
nitrogen to  the soil, hut to furnish 
humus and to get them  in proper 
physical condition and you need not 
worry about anything else until the  
crops show th a t it is short of som e of 
the  m ineral elem ents.

Some of th e  soils in southern  Illi­
nois are deficient in potash; oVhers in 
phosphoric acid. W here it is clear­
ly ascertained th a t the soil is defi­
cient lu these, they should be added 
in the cheapest possible v.ay.

T here Is nothing, beyond good seed, 
necessary to ra ise  crops proportion­
ate  to the  season except to get the 
soil in the  proper physical condition 
T hat is the  main reason why we grow 
clover and o ther g rasses, the  main 
reason why we ro tate , th e  main rea­
son why we urge fa rm ers not to plant 
any crop until they  get the soil in 
such a condition th a t th e  p lant can 
avail itself -af the fe rtility  therein  con­
tained.

Mutton as hum an food is gaining i 
rapidly |n popularity. (Jood au thori­
ties pre-lict tha t the tim e is rapidly 
.npproaci ing wl; n as many sheep and 
b.mbs will 1)0 sl.uightcrcd in th is coun­
try as there on. liogs and ca ttle  
slaughtered now.

Wool lirings a good price, m ut­
ton is in demand and the farm  needs 
fertilizing. Tlicn why not every 
farm er grow sheep, and those who 
feel so inclined operate  a sheep 
ranch? It is a paying business.

VINE BLIG H TS.

A reader in B atavia, Ohio, asks 
how to prevent blights on nuiskmclon, 
watermelon aixd cucum ber vines. The 
an.swer usiiaHy given is, "Spray with 
Bordeaux m iyiure." It is easy enough 
t.» ';lve this advice—it is fa r m ere dif- 

^ficult to make use of it in such a way 
a.s to s.ave the p lan ts when they are 
bound to l)!i;,!:t. T hat the  Borden'ax 
m ixture affords some protection th e re  
can lie no doubt; but in order to  be 
cffeeiive it ihould bo applied quite 
freely ai d quite frequently. W hen we 
allow Inmgs and beetles to riddle the  
plants, we cannot expect to keep our 
p lants free from diseases th a t stand 
ready to attack  them . I invariably 
rtfid some arsenical poison (preferalily 
arsenic of load, or d lsparene) to the 
Bordeaux m ixture, and thus m ake 
sure tha t insect enem ies will not do 
much damage. Some of these blights 
are insistent diseases, and often take 
the  p lants just as soon as we are 
gwilty of the least negligence.

The cow’s me.nory is long. Often 
It reaches clear down into the  milk 
pall. It Hways will do th is if she Is 
treated  bidfy.

To get rid of moss and llrch en s  ad­
hering to the  hark of trcc.s, give an 
application of whitewash.

As soon as the  trees in an  orchard  
come Into hearing all o th er crops ex­
cept grass should be discontinued.

Clover is the best plan for the 
orchard. It keeps th e  ground loose 
and moist and a t the sam e tim e en­
riches and shades it.

The growing of fruit trees  is the 
growing of a valuable crop and the 
trees deserve and should have rich 
soil, ra re  and any needed fertilization.

The only certain  cure for "yellow s" 
in the  peach orchard Is to  cu t ou t the 
infected Iree.s. In some poach-grow 
lag s ta tes  th is  is required by law.

Every farm  should have a good 
orchard of choice fru its of different 
kinds and varieties, a t least am ple to 
supply the needs of the  family.

M anure and plow the  patch in tend­
ed for early spring vegetables.

It a good business proposition for 
o rrh ard ls ts  to  grow w hat they  can 
expert with reasonable q rr ta in ty  and 
what tho people will ta'<e? T h at is 
the way the  m ajority  c t  com m ercial 
grow ers look a t it.

This has been a hai l season In 
m any parts  of the country for newly 
transp lan ted  trees, etc. owing to  pro­
longed drought. It Is io t  too la te  to 
m ulch such trees and p lan ts w ith a 
few forkfuls c f partly  ro tted  m anure.

The underlying prlxciple for the 
succe.ssfiil m anagem ojt of an apple 
orchard lies in keepii.g th e  soil loose 
nnd porous, r.o th a t a Jr and roots can 
be filled with hum us to hold m oisture 
and m aintain bacterial action.

W hen trees  arc r jlsc d  from seeds 
there  is no certa in ly  th a t th e  sam e 
identical variety  wllj lie produced.

During oats harvast, if the  w eather 
prom ises to  be unfavorable for dry­
ing cu t th e  crop, which is ofttim es 
the cas-', we se t six to  eight
sheaves in single file. W hen they 
liave dried out souow hat, a day or 
tv.o la te r we put them  into shocks 
of ten sheaves and cap securely  with 
two .sheaves, alw-gys laying th e  las t 
one on well. lirokiiTi and back to the 
prevailing winds. This m akes a lit­
tle ex tra  work, b a t the  oat crop th a t 
is well shocked and cured ou t is worth 
much more for Iced and seed than  
tho musty, bleached quality so ofton 
found a t our elevators.

PASTURAGE FOR GEESE.

In figuring up the  profits of your 
farm  operations for a year you should 
always lake into account the house 
ren t and good living the  family has 
been provided with. If you do not 
know how much to cred it the  farm  
with on this account, go to town and 
ask some man with a like home and 
family to support, how much it costs 
him. Doing thus, th ere  is quite likely 
to ha a surprise in store for you.

In fa m lc g , as a rule, it is b etter 
to ra ise  \  thing, or an anim al, than 
to buy it. S o m e th in g  should be grow­
ing wid g<Wg all the  tim e, and this 
can "pe do ii(|only  by keeping a variety 
of stock a n J  crops. Different plans of 
m anagem ent will be necessary on dif­
ferent fa rm s lb u t Is should be rem em ­
bered th a t t l *  farm er Is fa rthest from 
mt-tket who nothing to sell

Geefss are gracing birds. In fact, 
they live and th rive  on good pastu rage 
and w ater, although, of course, they  
do no t make the  rapid grow th th a t 
may be secured when some gra in  Is 
fed; on the o ther hand, it is probably 
not possible to ra ise  goslings on an 
exclusive grain diet, w ithout a  liberal 
supply of some succulent vegetable 
food. Young goalings m ake th e  m ost 
rapid growth upon short, nu tritious 
grass, or brook g rass and grain. In 
a wild s ta te  geetie devour large quan­
tities of roots of grassea and aquatic 
plants which they  dig fiom  th e  banks 
and borders of stream s, and wash 
free from ea rth  in shgllow w ater. Do­
m estic geese confine them selves to  
less w ater and aquatic p lants, and 
generally feed upon pastures, prefer­
ring m oist, rich lo /alltlos w here tho 
grass Is kep t short and sweet by con­
stan t feeding and rapid growth. Tall, 
woodjr g rasses which have become 
tougti are not relished by them . This 
natu ra l habit of geese m akes consid­
erable space ne;essary  for th e ir suc­
cessful keeping, o r requlrea th a t  they 
be provided with sacealeBt ffreaa 
f f t v v t k .
