To sailo rs it does not seem very 
m arvelous th a t birds are able to  fly 
from Am erica to  Asia and back again. 
But, if one pause to consider it, the 
feat is really  som ething a fte r all.

t5t ugullT^are* especially fond of the  
arm y transports , fur these ships carry 
many m en who, denied the ta s te  for 
b(Kiks, which renders an ocean Jour­
ney less tedious, and having limited 
facilities for deck sport, take to feed­
ing the gulls as a pastim e. W hen one 
of the big vessels leaves the Golden 
Gate and passes the  Farallcne islands, 
a hundred or m ore brown bodies with 
long sw eeping wings leave th e ir re s t­
ing place and s ta rt in the wake of the 
transport.

Then som e soldier who has made 
the trip  before says: “ H ere comes 
the seagulls. W e’d b e tte r feed them  
if we w ant a quick passage th is  trip .” 
Manv soldiers invade the s tew ard ’s 
prem ises and g a th er up the  w aste 
bread and victuals.

The birds seem to know when they  
are to be fed, for they come flying 
in ever narrow ing circles un til they 
are w ithin a sho rt d istance of the  
ship. T hen the food begins to  fall 
on the w aters and the brown-winged 
forms swoop eagerly down upon the 
waves and seize what has been 
throw n nut. This is continued until 
the  food is exhausted.

T he gulls never seem to rest. Day 
a fte r day they follow the  ship, cleav­
ing th e  a ir  with swift wings, flying 
easily and w ithout apparen t effort.

On a  recen t tr ip  of the  tran sp o rt 
I..ogan one of the gulls had Us wing 
m uscles injured and dropped flu tter­
ing upon the deck. Its wide, goose-Ilke 
bill open, and s trange squaw ks com ­
ing from Its th roat. A soldier spied 
it and took it to his bunk, where be 
fed it daily until it becam e strong 
again. Then he allowed It to fly 
away.

But th e  bird had not forgotten Us 
benefactor. Every day It would 
alight on the deck and allow none 
save th is  particu lar man to feed IL 
It followed the  boat to  Honolulu, to 
Guam, and finally to  Manila.

W here It rested  during the two 
weeks the lx>gan lay in Manila Is not 
known, hut when the vessel turned 
on Its home'ward course, liound for 
Nagasaki, th e  first day out found th is 
gull, easily distinguishable by a fleck 
of w hite on its  neck, resting  on the  
stern .

As Its favorite  soldier did not ap ­
pear, the  gull graciously allowed o th ­
ers to  feed It and continued its  trip  
with the  ship until the  l» g a n  passed 
the F ara llone Islands.

A peculiar Incident occurred on th e  
steam er A thenian on a trip  from 
Yokohama to Vancouver. F ive days 
out, 1>0OO m iles from land In any 
direction, a little  owlet alighted on 
the deck and was captured by the 
second stew ard. It was a baby owl. a  
little  bundle of brown and w hite 
feathers, and It blinked Its eyes In 
the daylight as It rested  contentedly 
in the  cage, which the stew ard pro­
vided.

and pulse.

Hy taking supplies of pure oxygen 
.^nd m ixture of gases to the sum m it of 
Monte Rosa and analyzing the blood 
it was shown, however, that a dim inu­
tion in the am ount of carbon dioxide 
in the air due to tho low jTeRsure was 
d.oubtloss re.sponsibic for much of the 
trouble in respiraiiou. Proof of this 
was afforded by breuthing a m ixture 
of &ti per te n t of o.\ygen and 2<> per 
cent of carl)on dioxide tin top of 
.Monte Rosa, wlib a feeling of p leas­
ure ami ease, while ihc effect of the 
same m ixture near tlie sea level in 
T urin was lo produce giddiness and 
vomiting

spcltz has given better re tu rns than 
the fall sown on tho farm of the Okla­
homa experim ent station. There are 
known varieties, however, th a t are 
well able to w ithstand the w inter and 
are even quite hardy in th a t respect 
as well as drouth resistant. In the 
fall of 1902 one plat was seeded to 
speltz. The soil was in excellent con­
dition and the seed germ inated mod­
erately well, but the plants made a 
very slim growth during the fall and 
tho m ajor portion of the crop was de- 
8ti"oyed !)}• the frosts of winter.
