Before leaving Roswell he 
said to a Record reporter: “ The 
joint statehood bill pans, granting 
Arizona and New Mexico statehood 
if they desire it. A single statehood 
hill would not pass in your lifetime 
or mine. There is no doubt but 
what the constitutional convention 
will be held by Nt^w Mexico and 
Arizona. The bill carries with it an 
appropriation to defray the expences 
of the convention, and the people 
will want to consider the proposition.

“ The constitution framed by this 
convention must be a good one. 
I f  it is, the people will favor it, and 
we will have statehood. I f  it is not 
good, we will have no statehood. 
There must he restrictions as to the 
exprenses of the government, such as 
the national government now has in 
the Territory. The limit should be 
no greater than it now is. There 
must be a law that will prevent cou- 
ties tiom issuing bonds to assist rail- 
loads and other corporations. A 
governor must bo allowed to hold but 
one, four-year term. A governor 
must be disqualified 
States senator. These 
ments would prevent the building 
up of a machine in politics and 
would get better service from the 
governors. -With these provisions 
as well as others, the people will

Entries In Three Townships Held for in ­

vestigation. It is Only Temporary
The local land office has received a 

telegram from the Wasiiingtou office 
to bold all desert land entries in 
three townships in Chaves county 
suspended, pending investigation of 
certain cases therein. The three town­
ship are Nos. 13, 14 and 15 S., in 
range 25 E. 'More easily understood, 
they are the three townshi{>s west of 
Hagerman, west of Dexter, and west 
of Lake Arthur.

Although thousands of acres come 
under this order, there are many 
ho.iicstead claims and much patent 
land in these townships, so it can be 
seen that the whole townships are 
not affected. Whatever land there 
may be in these townships that has 
not been taken up does not come 
under the order.

An official of the land office said 
he did not attach much importance 
to the order, and that he looks for 
most of the laud to be taken from 
under suspension before long. While 
in suspension, time is not counted 
against it, and the man now having 
one month for proof will still have 
one month when the suspension is 
ended. Thus the order may be a 
good thing in some caies for those 
who need more time in getting wat­
er on their land, it may be several 
months befoie some who are now 
ready to make their proof can do so.

There I 
found a fine, new brick school build­
ing of two stories, tilled already to 
its entire capacity, and whilst I did 
not have the opportunity of visiting 
the scfiraate rooms, 1 saw a great deal 
of the work that is being done and, 
so far as 1 could judge, everything 
indicated a most commendable edu­
cational spirit

“ Perhaps the most satisfying evi­
dence of the educational spirit and 
enthusiasm that prevades this valley, 
was given in the fact that the teach­
ers of that section have organized and 
Meld the first session of the Peco- 
Valley Teachers’ .Association. It 
convened on Thursday evening, No­
vember :k)th, and was continued 
through Fiiday and .“Saturday follow­
ing. I had the pleasure ofatteodir.g 
every session, and of taking caieful 
note of what was being done. For 
fifty years I have attended such 
associations, and I have no recollec­
tion of one where better papers were 
read or better professio.ial spirit wa  ̂
shown. The sim[de fact that those 
teachers have organized for a more 
complete social ac(|uaintance one 
with another, and for the discussion 
of questions pertaining to education­
al interests is a guarantee of the ad­
vance of education in that section 
of New .Mexico.

How to Ventilate.
With the advent of the cold weath­

er tho doors aud windows are closed, 
largely shutting out the purifying in­
fluences of the fresh atr which has so 
freely circulated through tho hojuso 
during the warmer seaaun. '

The rude habitations of our pioneer 
ancestors, with their capacious open 
fireplaces, were superior to our mod­
ern palatial dwrellings in that there 
was always possible an abundant sup­
ply of fresh air. Houses of the pres­
ent day In our civilized land are made 
as nearly air-tight as architectural 
skill can secure, and unless provided 
with some systematic mechanical 
means of ventilating, the indoor atr is 
constantly contaminated with breath 
poisons and other impurities resulting 
from the heating and lighting and 
rooking within the house, so as to 
bo a constant menace to the health of 
the inmates.

Probably the best mean.s of provid­
ing the needed supply of fresh air. Is 
the open fire with a wlde-mouth chim­
ney to act as ventilator. The open 
grate is likewise the most healthful 
means of heating a house; although 
so far as fuel alone is concerned. It Is 
not tne most economical. Weighed In 
the balance with the saving In health, 
however, it may be considered a mat­
ter of economy.

If other means of heating be em­
ployed, good ventilation can be se­
cured only by some special arrange­
ment for the incoming of fresh air 
and the outgoing of foul atr. How 
this may be well ac<H>mplished is best 
told In the words of a well known au­
thority on the subject: "The foul air 
outlet should be constructed on the 
plan of the fireplace—an opening near 
the floor connected with the chimney 
or an upright ventilating shaft, the 
top of ■which should extend above the 
roof like a chimney. The ventilating 
shaft should always be located In an 
inside wall, and, if possible, should 
be placed next to a chimney which is 
always warm. The chimney heats 
the duct and Increases the draft.

"The opening for the outlet of Im­
pure air should be at the bottom of 
the room when the house is heated 
by a furnace or by other means which 
warms the fresh air before It Is ad­
mitted to the rooms. If the fresh air 
is ndm.itted cold, the foul-air outlet 
should be at a higher level. The best 
point is perhaps at about four feet 
from the floor. This will secure a 
thorough admixture of the air. If the 
outlet Is at the floor, the cold fresh 
air admitted to the room will pass 
out before it has been warmed and 
used, while the hot foul air will ac­
cumulate in the upper part of the 
room, and thus the change of air will 
be Imperfect.

"Two openings must be provided to 
secure proper ventilation, one for the 
entrance of fresh air, the other for 
the exit of foul air. It is in every 
way better that the air should be 
heated, at least partially, before It 
enters the room, as this will to a 
large degree prevent the formation of 
a cold layer about the floor."

Shut Your Mouth.
Shut your mouth. Breathe through 

your nose. Never allow yourself, 
says a medical writer, unless i>o8ltlve- 
ly necessary, to breathe through your 
mouth. The nose is made to breathe 
through. It is provided with hairs to 
sift the (lust out of the air. It is pro­
vided with warming plates (turbinat­
ed bones) to temper the air. It is 
provided with apparatus for furnish­
ing moisture to the air. All of this l.s 
quite essential before the air Is drawn 
into the lungs.

Breathe through the nose. Shut 
>'our mouth. Man is a talking ani­
mal. He talks so. much he forget.s 
how to breathe through his nose. In 
slrglrg, also. It is Impossible not to 
breathe through the mouth.

A good, brisk walk In the morning, 
compelling yourself to breathe 
through the nose, Is an excellent hy­
gienic practice. At first it may bo 
difficult, but persist In doing so. Think 
of it all day, whatever you are doing. 
Shuf your mouth; breathe through 
jour nose. Keep thinking about It 
until you have formed the habit, it 
■nay require quite an effort at first. 
I azy people had better not try it. 
Some people are tcK) lazv to breathe 
anyhow. They go around with their 
mouth open, like a fish. Keep your 
mouth shut. Breathe through your 
rose-:r

Quain, in his Medical Dictionary, ar­

bitrarily defines advuncMid life ns the 
period between sixty-twu and eight)- 
two, and the time of old age beyond 
that rwriod. But the Infirmities of 
ago are measured, not so much by 
length of days us by the Integrity of 
the bodily functions, and the soukd- 
ness of the organic structures.

The question. How much work is 
normal and rational for each? must 
be answered according to the past life 
and present condition of each indi­
vidual obi man or woman. For most 
old people, however, there is no em­
ployment better than work in a gar­
den In which they have some commer­
cial Interest. Money, honestly earned 
and wisely spent, promoteH health. 
The hoeing, weeding, trimming, gath­
ering and marketing of the fruits and 
vegetables or flowers; the open air 
life, exercise in the sunshine among 
growing things; the healthy stiranlus 
of planning the work, studying and 
talking to oUiers of the Itest methods 
of gardening— what is most profitable 
to plant in that region, how the land 
should be fertilized, and where and 
when to sell the producta—all this 
keeps the mind active.

Poultgj’ raising and bee culture are 
also employments well adapted for 
those advanced in life who need to 
make work remunerative.

The main points for the aged to 
consider are; To avoid disease and 
premature failure of strength, not by 
increase of food and stimulants, as Is 
often advised, but by cutting down 
and simplifying the diet In proportion 
to the decreased wear and tear of tis­
sue, so that the intake will not exceed 
the output; to still maintain an inter­
est in current thought and activities, 
and to select some occupation suited 
to their physical strength and their 
previous training and skill.

The secret of a healthy, useful, ac­
tive old age Is to know how to wear 
out life’s waning energies normally, 
nut to exhaust them prematurely by 
overwork, or, worse still, waste them 
by the rusting of needless inactivity.

There would seem to be little need 
in old age of destitmion and depend­
ence on the county, were all the work­
ing classes to plan for a home in the 
country and a few acres of land, by 
saving money uselessly spent for such 
disease-producing, health-destroying 
articles as tea, coffee. tobac(X> and al­
cohol, to say nothing of other Injuri­
ous table luxnrirs. By a wise econ­
omy in the expenditure of money, and 
rational investment in a home, the 
old working man and woman would 
find themselves with a fund of health 
and strength equal to their day, and 
when no longer able to compete with 
a younger generation, they would 
still have useful, remunerative occii- 
IHitlon on their own premises.

Temper Powders.
Sir I.aiider Brunton. a famous Eng­

lish physician and surg(>on, is quoted 
by a sp«'cial lAindon cable to the New 
Y’ork Herald as recommending a 
"temper powder,’! consisting of bro­
mide of potash and other drugs, 
which should bo taken whenever one 
Is subjected to "some irritating occur­
rence," or "some depressing news," 
"to take away the sting of either, so 
that in the place of being much wor­
ried and unable to turn attention to 
other things, a- person feels as if he 
had slept over the bad news or worry, 
and is able to obtain relief by turn­
ing his attention to something else.”

According to this dispatch. Sir I>au- 
der Brunton recommends the "tem­
per powders" as a means of prevent­
ing ‘ those constant explosions of tem­
per on the part of a member of tho 
family,” which ’’may affect the health 
of the other members, who have their 
appetites spoiled, their digestion Im­
paired. their nerves shattered, and 
their pleasures in life destroyed by 
the mental suffering Induced by the 
Irritable temper of another. For 
these patients the best treatment is to 
ac’ nilnister ‘temper powders’ to the 
ofTeiiding person, when the distress­
ing symptoms of the other members 
of the famil.v will ho relieved."

This Is. indeed, an easy way otit of 
trouble; but It Is a dangerous expe­
dient. and in the end will only make 
worse ti^oiible. for the effoets of bro­
mide of potash and other stupefying 
drugs are to leaVe the subject In a 
state ofsincreased irritation when the 
effects have worn off. In order to 
cure bad temper, then, by (his plan, 
tho only effective method would he to 
keep the patient under the constant 
influence of the l>romlile of potash, or 
opium, or some other nerve-depress­
ing drug.

Bad temper, in a great proportion 
of cases, has for its foundation. In­
digestion. nervous exhaustion, or 
some other physical ill, which may bo 
relieved by the removal of causes and 
the adoption of sultJthle physiologic 
measures. In certain casea, moral 
remedies are necessary, ns well as 
phriUtl,

S E Q U O Y A H  WAS A  CE/f IVS
Sequoyah, for whom it has been sug­

gested that the proposed new state be 
named, was a genius of his day', and 
all Indians have agreed that bis name 
should be perpetuatetl by giving It to 
the state, if separate statehood la 
granted, says the Muskogee (I. T.) 
correspondent of the St. Louis Globe- 
D.mocrat.

Sequoyah was half German, and hla 
German name was George Guess 
Ubiest. He was born in the old Cher­
okee nation, Georgia. He could 
neither read nor write, yet was the 
Inventor of the Cherokee-American al­
phabet. and was styled among the In­
dians as the American “ Cadmus.” He 
v-as born about 1763, and died In 1844, 
w hile in search of a lost hand of Cher­
okee Indians In Mexico. He perfected 
the alphabet In 1821, and since 1829 
Looks and newspapers have been pub­
lished In the Cherokee language. In 
1822 he moved to the new Cherokee 
nation, Indian Territory, and lived 
near where the town of Muldrow now

stands, his trading post being Fort 
Smith, Ark., some of the old inhabi 
tants of which still remember him.

The Cherokee-American alphabet 
contains elghty-slx characters, and la 
one of the wonders of the world, con 
Bluering the fact that its originator 
was an illiterate Indian. The Indian 
minti is remarkable for Its association 
of ideas, and the Idea of writing by 
Sequoyah's method was at once asso­
ciated with branding cattle, and to 
this day the words, writing, printing 
or branding are expressed In the Cher­
okee tongue by the same word: "De- 
gah-Ia tah-naah." Sequoyah carved 
the various characters out of the 
bark of trees, and to this fact 9S ptr 
cent of the Cherokees owe their abil­
ity to road and write.

The Bible wag translated Into the 
Cherokee lang age and haa been the 
treana of teaching Christianity among 
these Indians. The Cherokee Advo­
cate. established at Tablequah In 1844. 
la still in existence, and Is the only 
newspaper of the kind In the world

The shops ask |3 for 
gardens in terra cotta pots and the 
prices range further from 86 to fancy 
prices for splendid specimens in shal­
low porcelain dishes, which are very 
artistic In themselves.

The tiny plants and dwarf shrubs 
that go to make up these fairy gar­
dens come from Japan, but very few 
are imported In their entirety because

of the freight rates and customs du­
ties. There are many Japanese here 
who do the work.

The beauties of these gardens can­
not bo appreciated at a casual glance. 
They are veritable cameos that have 
to be studied. Consequently, they are 
now proving very popular for dining 
rtKmi tables, and whole seta of them 
are used at banquets.

Their charms lie In the fact that in 
a space only six inches across a per­
fect landscape llluaion Is displayed 
that would drive even the American 
property man and scene painter wild 
with envy.

The illusion Is attained by winding 
little gravel paths that circle In and 
out among the tiny plants until they 
are lost in the maze of dwarf trees.— 
New York Herald.

Big Trees of the Sea.
It you ask most persons what the 

World’s biggest plants are they will 
probably mention such growths as the 
giant trees of California, the wouder- 
fu) eucalyptus of Australia or the huge 
banyan tree of Asia. But they would 
be wrong. All these mammoths of the 
vegetable world are mere pigmies com­
pared with the true monsters which 
have been seen by a very few.

in the deep sea. hidden away from 
man except when fierce storms tear a 
few of them from their secret beds or 
when the deep sea dredges of some ex- 
Itlorer wrest them from the al)yss, 
grew plants that are 1500 feet long. 
They are grown seaweeds, with their 
roots in the sunless ocean bottom, 
where never a spark of light filters 
flown, and their stems reaching up 
through a full Quarter of a mile of 

> ocean.
’rhe greatest of these plants has a 

siM i only about a quarter of an inch 
thick, and at the end of it has a leaf 
or a leaf-like growth that is 50 feet 
long; surety the longest leaf in the 
world. This leafy end is beset with 
great bladders, each as big as an egg. 
The bladders are full of air and this 
buoys the vast plant up so that it 
stands upright in the water.

On our own northwest Pacific coast 
Is another weed that grows to be more 
than 300 feet long. At its upper end it 
has an air bladder shaped something 
like a cask, and from this again there 
growa a tuft of 50 or more leaf sprays 
which are 30 feet long.

>  bear and a boaster

At a place called Georgetown, which 
lies in a narrow valley, apparently 
shut in by mountains, were a great 
many bears, but these were much 
smaller and less fierce than the griz- 
zlles. Still they were savage enough 
when they were provoked, especially 
If they were hungry; otherwise they 
would often choose to run away rather 
than fight.

One day news was brought that a 
bear had been seen on the hills above 
the town, and was prowling about 
there. Just then there happened to 
be staying in the town a someubat 
conceited person, who tboiignt he 
knew how to do everything. "Dear 
me," he said, "how fortunate that I 
am here Just now. I will rid you of 
the bear very speedily. Only look out 
to-morrow afternoon, and you will see 
me come down with the skin over my 
shoulder." The people rather thought 
that this was brag, so they watched 
him; but, sure enough, the next morn­
ing he started off to shoot the bear.

Though he had talked bo grandly, 
he was really somewhat uneaBy, and 
as he climbed higher and higher up 
the lonely mountain he began to like 
bear hunting less and less. On he 
went, looking cautiously about him on 
every side, and thinking every heap 
of stones was his enemy, and eyeing 
anxiously each cluster of brown 
boshes, and so be slowly neared the 
top of the ridge.

Meanwhile the bear was shuffling 
^easily up the other side of the moun­
tain, not thinking at all about hunters 
or guns, but enjoying the sunshine 
and wondering what he could nnd for 
dinner. Suddenly the man and the 
bear met face to face. The man gave 
a shriek and the bear a growl. For 
a second they looked at each other. 
Then both turned and fled, each down 
the side of the mountain which he 
had so lately ascended.

Tricks W ith  the Hand.
Hold your band in a horizontal po­

sition, palm downward. Place a 
piece of paper, about two Inches 
square, directly under and against 
the crack between the first and mid­
dle fingers and blow through that 
crack. Instead of flying away, the 
piece of paper will cling to your hand 
without support. This is, because the 
current o* air carries away some, and 
the force of the outside air pressing 
'>n the paper makes it stick to the 
hand.

Press the finger tips of one hand 
forcibly against those of the other 
hand and open and shut the hands 
slightly. Shut your eyes and do this 
several times,'sdil the feeling will he 
such that you ran easily believe you

are holding coins between the finger 
tips

Hook the fingers of each hand, hold­
ing them far apart, and shake the 
hands swiftly, Ireely, and forcibly 
from the wrist for several second.s. 
The air currents between the fingers 
will give s sensation as if the hands 
were full of cotton of some woolly 
iiibstancc.

Look closely at the inside of the 
fingers near the tips. You will see 
'urrows running In curved lines. They 
ippear like mere lines, but if you 
look at them through a magnifying 
glass you will see they are really 
slight furrows. Or rub chalk of pcjw- 
ler over them, and they will be out­
lined in white.

It is said that no two persons have 
these markings exactly alike, and al­
so that the markings remain the same 
through life In each individual. You 
may test this by taking a print of 
your own. Spread some Ink thinly 
over a piece of glass or paper. When 
the ink Is nearly dry. press the fingers 
on it lightly, and then on a piece of 
clean white paper. A few trials will 
give you some very good prints.

Another way of taking the print Is 
to drop a little heated sealing wax 
on paper, and before it hardens to 
wet the finger, so as not to burn It, 
and press it on the wax. The Im­
print of all the lines will be clearly 
marked or "sealed" in the wax.

The second trick tells you how to 
find a certain card after It has been 
shuffled in the pack.

The four blocks should he each a 
trifle thicker than the wheels, as 
broad as the side strips are and about 
one inch long. Make two holes in 
each side strip two and a half inches 
from the ends and the size of the 
axles.

Now you are ready to join the parts. 
Take two side strips, one large and 
one small spool, place the axles in the 
holes, put a block in position at each 
end "nd fasten It firmly by means of 
glue or screws or nails. A screw hook 
in each end completes one part.

Make the other part In exactly the 
same way and put In the cord as 
shown In the drawing.

To use the pulley fasten one block 
to the celling or some other high 
place. Attach the lower block '.o the 
object you wish to raise. It will seem 
surprising how heavy a weight can | 
be lifted with but little strength.

After five years of a lull, there is 
again an agitation in this country and 
abroad to have all liquid jK>l8ons kept 
in bottles made in such a fashion that 
the moment any one picks one of 
them up the dangerous contents will 
be revealed by the warning sense of 
touch. This agitation has resulteil 
from the growing number of caa<*8 In 
which persons have gotten up at 
night and mistakenly have drunk 
some poison under the idea they were 
taking medicine.

One of the “ best sellers” among 
specially prepared forms of poison 
bottles In this country is a round one 
of dark bine glass, the entire surface 
of which is covered with diamond- 
shaped projections. These *re  so 
sharply pointed that any one catching 
the bottle up in the dark will be re­
minded of the fact unmistakably.

A form of glass stopper made to 
prevent accidents of this sort has Its 
top armed all around with long 
needle-like projections, which, on be­
ing grasped even by a would-be sui­
cide, would probably cause him to 
change his mind. Still another poi­
son bottle was the bowl blown in ths 
form of a death’s head, the grisly out­
lines being so distinct that even the 
darkness does not conceal its deadly 
suggestion from the touch.

Another bottle has two necks in­
stead of one, both of which are so 
constnicte<l that without removing 
one cork and loosening the other the 
contents of the bottle cannot be pour­
ed out. This device Involves the ap­
plication of a simple problem In atmo­
spheric pressure, but the two necks 
alone would lie sufficient to distin­
guish this vessel from all others. 
Still another device is a square or 
rectangular bottle, to which a curved 
neck is fitted. To pour the poison 
from this bottle would require almost 
as much effort as solving a "Pigs in 
the Clover” puzzle.—New York Press.

Vegetation Defies Cold.
“ People in far north latitudes would 

have a bad time of it if vegetation 
was wholly dependent upon the heat of 
the sun." says a scientist. “ As a mat­
ter of fact, wheat will grow In soil 
that even In midsummer is not thawed 
more than a foot below the surface. 
In Norway oats ripen under 69 degrees 
of north latitude, rye a half degree and 
barley a whole degree farther north. 
In Hnmmerfest, in latitude 70 degrees, 
the grass grows underneath the snow. 
It has been found by experiment that 
in latitude 65 degrees north barley will 
grow two and a half inches and peas 
three Inches In the twenty-four hours 
for several consecutive days. Barley 
Is harvested In ten weeks after being 
sown."

Turns Turkeys Loose on Grasshoppers.
An Irishman who has a farm in Kan­

sas has thought out a true Irish way 
of getting rid of grasshoppers. Ha 
keeps a flock of 2,00ft turkeys and 
turned them loose in his fields to eat 
the Insects.

N EW S NOTES FROM T H E  O R IE N T.

Japanese Fans Offensive to Mohemme- 
dane— Tale of Cruelty.

In the Japan Mail ie a curious little 
tale of the fate ot a consignment of 
Japanese fans imported into Bombay. 
The .Mail says: "A  number of the 
fans were found to be decoruted with 
pictures of the holy places of .Medina, 
Mecca and Bagdad. So him>ii as this 
had been ascerlained the .Mobauime- 
dans of Bombay took steps to buy up 
all the fans, regurdiiig them us »acrl- 
legions. Ha.lng :hus averted the dan­
ger of their faMlng into the bunds of 
followers of other religions, they ad­
dressed to the lural authorities a doc­
ument bearing Jt'O signatures. In 
which they begged that steps might 
be taken to prevent any further im­
portation of such fans. The matter 
was brought to the notice of the Jap­
anese consul and he has asked the 
foreign offlee In Tokyo to warn the fan 
merchants against sending to India 
goods which must tend to Injun? Jap­
anese trade.”

Says the Pekin Times; “ A rumor Is 
current in Seoul to the effect that 
some days ago several Korean chil­
dren and a whole family of Koreans 
were deliberately shot by order of the 
Japanese milltarv authorities at a cer­
tain point, some distance north, near 
the Seoul-Wlju railway. No reliable 
details are at hand as we go to 
press, but it Is believed that the chil­
dren were amusing themselves by 
playing on the railway track and prob­
ably placing stones on the rails.”

DISAGREE OVER AGE OF SUN.

FROM RANCHES TO FARMS

Milliona of Years* Difference in Sclen- 
tista’ Calculations.

The age «»f the sun has l>een for 
many years a matter of controversy 
between geologists and physicists. The 
Investigators of tidal friction claim 
that 5(Mt or l.WH) million years have 
elapsed since the birth of the nusm; 
and other scientists, arguing from 
purely giHiIogical reasons, claim the 
age of the sun to be between fifty and 
1,000 million years. On the other hand 
it is asserted by physicists that, at the 
rate at which the suu is emitting en­
ergy, It can not have been active for 
more than twenty million years.

A solution of this discrepancy has 
been recently suggested by i’ rof. G. H. 
Darwin, president of the Association 
for the Advancement of Science, In 
hla presidential aildress at the recent 
meeting of that body In Johannesburg, 
South Africa. He claims that the dis­
covery of radium explains the differ­
ence in these estimates. biH-atise It has 
been shown that concentration of mat­
ter Is not the only source from which 
the snn may draw its heat.

There Is every |>osslbllliy that ra­
dium exists in the sun, and its energy 
will be more readily appreciated when 
It Is considered that, while it requires 
from 5,000 to 6.000 t«>ns of coal to pro­
pel a 12,000-ton ship 6,000 miles at the 
rate of fifteen miles an hour, the same 
amount of energy Is contained In twen 
ty-two ounces of radium.

Kaiser and King at Outs.
King Edward and his nephew. Em­

peror William of Germany, are at outs 
according to German newspai)eis. 
which speak of the alleged quarrel 
with the utmost frankness. Though 
their difference is In a large measure 
of a political character and Is due to 
the acts of the German emperor, a 
good share of the responsibility nuirf 
bo ascribed to those who have sys 
teinaf icalyly devoted themselves to 
carrying tales from one court to an 
other. Hostile observations regardlne 
Great Britain and the British navy on 
the part of the German emperor were 
reported to London, whore they are 
said to have been dismissed by King 
Edward with the phrase, “ lÂ t him 
play with his navy’ ’—a phrase which 
was prumptly transmitted by eager 
courtiers to Berlin, where It produced 
a prolonged fit of ill temper.

A few montba ago Ringgold, Texaa; 

waa but a little, dull town, although 
on* of the five Gateways into tho graal 
Btata of Texas on the North, and wall 
within the great agricultural bait ot 
North Texas. Ranches covered with 
splendid mesqulte and sedge grass ea- 
compassed it, the cattle roaming up 
to Iti very edges. The farmer had new­
er bwen given the opportunity to buy 
any of the big tracts. The ranchman 
waa aupreme. Such landa aa bad beta 
put Into farma produced big eropa. of 
wheat, of oata, of corn, of cotton, nnd 
the ether money-produring produeta. 
The fnrmera who owned them had 
grown wealthy. They bought all the 
land they eould adjoining them, but 
when they reached the*big ranebee 
they had to stop. So Ringgold couldn’t 
grow. It got up to about four hundred 
people, and then It atopped. But it was 
prosperous aven than. Ita County, 
Montague, didn’t owe a dollar. It had 
t fine high grade school, and it bad 
four good churches and they didn’t 
owe a dollar. There wasn’t a really 
poor knan In town. The people ware 
not rich, but they were prosperous.

But a change came over Ringgold 
The big blocks of land right around 
it were aubdlvlded. A big engineering 
corps came In. They made farms out 
of these ranches, and wide roads were 
run through the landa. Then the Ibnda 
were offered to the farmer. Not to the 
speculator, nor to the capitalist. But 
to the man who wanted land, and the 
beat of It, for a home, for hlmaalf, and 
for hit family; who wanted to get 
into a good country, where bis ehll^ 
ren could gvt the best school advaa? 
tages. where he and bia wifa could ge 
to the church of their choice, and 
where good people lived and 'proa 
pered.
. And tha farmer came In, from the 
far off plains of the Weat, and from 
Bast and South Texas. And many ot 
them came from the black land halt 
of North Texas. They wantad more 
land than they could get at home, 
and at cheaper prices. They sold 
their black land for $50.00 an aer% 
and-bought lanw juat aa good for trom 
$15.00 to $25.00 an sera. Many of 
them got out of the boll weavll eoum 
try, and many of them got out ot a 
malarial country. They came into a 
country of greater diversification, 
whera they could raise all kinds ot 
crops, and all kinds of stock. And. 
furthermore, they got right at a pro» 
peroua town at the junction of two ot 
the great railways of tha  United 
States, ths M. K. *  T. and the Rock 
Island, whera their eropa would brlag 
tha highest prices, because they could 
be shipped direct to the great marketa 
of the United Statea

And the farmer la atlll coming tnta 
tha Ringgold Country. ’While many 
fine tracts of land hava been bought, 
other tracts as fins remain, and every 
week records soma deeda to men whe 
have cast their lot In a country which 
la developing aa rapidly as any a#» 
tion of tha South. Tbay reallsa that 
these rich lands will within a fsw 
years sell for ss many dollara par acre 
as any land In Texaa; that they would 
sell for as much today, it they had 
put into cultivation a few years aga 
They know that la buying landa a% 
Ringgold they lay tha solid foundation 
for future prosperity. And In the easy 
terms under which they can buy land, 
they have the opportunity to make 
the land Itself work for them, and pay 
Itself out. Some are buying cultivated 
farms, and some are putting in tha 
virgin soil.

And Ringgold's four hundred people 
have increased to six hundred, and 
Its houses have filled, and tha sound 
of the hammer is heard from one end 
of the town to the other. The farmer 
has also commenced to build hts home, 
and hla plow is turning over tha rick 
soil.
