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NUTRITION AND THE
ELDERLY--WIDESPREAD
DEFICIENCIES

I worry that my 85-year old
grandmother, who lives alone in
her own apartment, doesn't eat
the right foods. Might she be
malnourished?

As the group of Americans
over the age of 75 increases,
there is growing concern among
doctors and nutritionists that
many elderly people may not be
eating a nutritious diet. Poor
nutrition among the elderly
appears to be a major cause of
the physiological decline in
fighting disease, that was pre-
viously blamed on the aging
process.

The lack of good nutrition
among the elderly crosses all
social and economic groups in
the population. While much of
the problem is confined to the
desperately ill or poor patient,
financially secure elderly can
also be affected as a result of
drugs that they may be taking,
or a loss of taste, among other
reasons.

Nearly half of all people over
65 years old in this country
consume insufficient amounts of
calories or nutrients such as
calcium, iron, B vitamins or
vitamin C. Some researchers
believe that by assuring proper
amounts of these vitamins and
minerals and calories, the de-
cline in health that accompanies
aging may be slewed.

The true dietary needs of
various age groups in the
population are not known. New
figures on the recommended
daily allowance (R.D.A.) pre-
pared recently by the National
Academy of Science proved to
be highly controversial and
remain unreleased. Experts
warn that some R.D.A. figures
are too low, such as for calcium,
while others are too high.

A common problem that is
difficult to control is the loss of
taste and smell among the
elderly, and which can lead to
poor nutrition. Nerves that carry
taste sensation and the taste
buds decline. The smell center
in the brain also degenerates,
and some believe there may be
a connection between the loss of
smell and depression among the
elderly because of the close
proximity of the smell center
and the centers of emotion.
Often, adding flaver enhancers
to foods ‘encourages better

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eating and improves spirits.

Drugs taken for various
chronic ailments can also affect
appetite and taste. This is a
widespread problem. Doctors
estimate that more than 80
percent of the people over 60
years of age take one or more
drugs for chronic ailments.
Aside from altering taste,
drugs--alone are in combination-
-can decrease the body's ability
to absorb nutrients.

Some form of exercise is also
considered by doctors and
nutritionists to be important in
reducing malnutrition among
the elderly. A sedentary life-
style may lead to lowered food
intake and therefore less of the
crucial nutrients are being
consumed.

Elderly people should do their
best to get as much fresh food
as possible, including fresh
vegetables and fruits. Taking
extra vitamins is recommended
for some patients, but a doctor
should be consulted about this,
because too much can be
harmful. The unsupervised use
of large doses of vitamins, or

megavitamin therapy, can be -

dangerous because of the poss-
ible ingestion of toxic amounts
of certain vitamin and minerals.

Use Heat Tape Safely

Heat tape can keep exposed
pipes from freezing this winter,
but can also be a fire hazard,
says a Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service
housing specialist.

“While heat tape itself is a
safe product, it's often used
improperly, and is a frequent
cause of home fires,”” says Dr.
Susan Quiring.

Heat tape contains electrical
wires and insulation and pro-
duces heat when plugged into
an electrical outlet.

One study showed that 40%
of home fires involving heat
tape were caused by the tape
being incorrectly installed so
that it lapped over itself,
Quiring says.

I'he specialist
sumers to take
precautions when
tape:

e Check all heat tape wrapped
pipes for proper installation and
cracks in the plastic insulation
or bare wires. Replace any
damaged heat tape immediate-
ly.

¢ If you're buying new heat
tapes or cables, know the
diameter and the length of the
pipe to be protected. Manu-
facturers usually suggest speci-
fic lengths for various pipe sizes
to avoid either the hazards of

Be Wary

Of Weight-
Loss Plans

Some commercial weight-loss
businesses may help you shed
more dollars than weight, cau-
tions a family economics expert.

“‘Advertising that promises a
specific weight loss for a set fee
can be misleading,"’ says Nancy
L. Granovsky, ‘‘because the diet
plan may also require the
purchase of expensive dietary
supplements, which raises the
consumer’s cost."’

These supplements and
special foods are often marked
up by 300 percent or more and
may be of questionable nutritive
value, says the Texas A&M
University Agricultural Exten-
sion Service specialist.

If the weight-loss business
uses the term ‘‘medical’’ in its

title or advertising, it should
have a doctor on call for
consumers at all times,

Granovsky says.

Before beginning any weight-
loss diet, it's also a good idea to
have your doctor or a registered
dietitian judge the diet’'s nutri-
tional merit.

Prior to signing a contract
with a weight-loss business, ask
what will be done if you do not
lose weight or if you’re not
satisfied with the program. If
there is no refund policy, look
around for a different program.
When there is a refund policy,
be sure to get it in writing.

You can also check with the
Better Business Bureau or the
State Attorney General's Office
to see if . there  are any
unresolved complaints about the
company.

““Be a careful shopper for a
diet plan by comparing the
various programs available,”’
Granovsky advises. In addition
to commercial weight-loss busi-
nesses, you may want to
compare the nutrition education
and exercise programs offered
by many hospitals, community
organizations and the Extension
Service.

Or Hinder Care For Elderly

Warren. ‘‘But the burden and
stress of maintaining an elderly
person at home leads many
families to hire a part-or
full-time caregiver.”’

““The relationship relatives
develop with the paid caregiver
will either help or hinder the
care of the elder,”” observes the
Texas A&M University Agricult-
ural Extension Service special-
i1st.

Warren explains that a recent
survey study published in the
journal Social Work, reports
that paid home care workers felt
relatives living outside the
household were likely to make
their jobs easier, while family
members actually living in the
client's home often interfered
with the plan of care.

The paid care givers believed
relatives were most helpful with
shopping, running errands, es-
corting the older person when

outside the home, visiting,
bringing special treats, and
helping with emotional pro-
blems.

But the paid care givers also
reported difficulties when rela-

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tives tried to specify the type of |
care to be given by the worker, |
unfairly voiced complaints about |
the quality of the care, or made
the elder upset or depressed as |
a result of arguments.

The study concludes that paid
care givers often seem best for
handling  housekeeping func-
tions, specialized duties such as
bathing and changing linen and
providing consistency in care,
says Warren.

“*Open communication is the
key for family members in
working with paid care givers,"’
advises the gerontolist. ‘“‘It’s
important for the relative to sit
down with the care giver and
develop a written plan and
instructions for the care to be
provided."”

Clear communication will help
the relative insure that appro-
priate care is being provided,
without making it difficult for
the paid care giver to do his or
her job, she points out,

The Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, and some other
community groups, offer work-
shops on planning for the care
of an aging family member, and
training in care giving skills
both for family members and
people who wish to become paid
care givers, says Warren.

Sewage sludge, mine spoil
reclaim damaged land
faster than fertilizer

COLLEGE STATION — Dried sew-
age mixed with mine spoil can be used to
reclaim lignite mine sites, making the
grass grow faster and helping alleviate
concerns with groundwater pollution,
says a soil scientist who has completed a
study on the topic.

Texas A&M University scientist Dr.
Kirk Brown and graduate students at
Texas A&M’s College of Agriculture ex
amined the feasibility of using sewage
sludge for reclamation of mine sites that
have not been top soiled at the Texas
Municipal Power Agency’s (TMPA) lig-
nite plant at Carlos, Texas.

More than 10,000 acres in Texas have
been disturbed by strip mining, with an
estimated 2,500 additional acres being
stripped antually.

Brown said the sludge is far superior
to fertilizer. It can accomplish in a year
what it takes four years to do with
fertilizer, he said.

“After one year, the nitrogen reserve
is equivalent to the reserve resulting
from four years of applying fertilizer,’
he said. “Within a year we can restore
the nitrogen cycle to nearly the level
found in native soils.”

Brown, who holds joint appointments
with Texas A&M University and the
Texas Agricultural Experiment Station,
said the grass yield with the sludge was
spectacular.

el. in the soil, the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service
Soil Testing Laboratories at
College Station and Lubbock are
routinely analyzing soils for
nitrate nitrogen. is analysis
determ‘nes the amount of avail-
able nitrogen present in the soil
which is then subtracted from’
the amount of nitrogen required
to reach a desired yield goal.
This reduced nitrogen recom-
mendation results in a direct
savings to the producer without
sacrificing yield.

A soil test also will determine
which nutrients other than
nitrogen are deficient in the soil
for a particular crop so the
producer can fertilize to supple-
ment the soil supply. Tanksley
emphasizes that it's only profit-
able to supply nutrients re-
quired and in sufficient quant-
ities for a specific crop.

There is no substitute for
knowing what your soil bank
nutrient balance is as you start
planning next year's cropping
program, emphasizes the county
agent.
