In spite o f  Beard 's  years,
H uckaby had suspicions of the 
former bavin;; evil designs 
upon his twelve-year-ohl 
daughter. He claims that his 
suspicions were founded upon 
several acts that could not he 
misunderstiKKl. O n  last S u n ­
day afternoon at aliout tw o 
o ’ clock Beard ami his wife 
went to call on the H uckaby 
family. Bt*ard walked faster 
than his w ife and reached the 
H uckaby hom e a little in ad­
vance. l i e  was met at the 
door by H uckaby, who states 
that he accused him  o f  actions 
toward H uckaby ’ s dauRliter, 
ami admits that w'hen the ac- 
cuse<l man stood still w ithout 
sayiiiK anythin ;; that he hit 
him over the head with a club.
T he blow, which was witiiesseil 
by Mrs. H uckaby and <lau;;hter 
and Mrs. Beard fnm i a «lis- 
tance, felled Bearil, and when 
he had fallen H uckaby  made 
him ;;et up and ;;<> home.
Beard was dazetl b3' the b low  
and after ;;oin ;; home, had a 
physician com e  and dress the 
wound. He urnclually laj)secl 
into unconsciousness and died 
at eleven o ’ clock  last ni^ht 
without recovering his senses.

Brobably o w in g  to the na­
ture of the case, both famalies 
said nothing about it until yes­
terday afternoon, when H u ck ­
aby came to R osw ell and made 
com plaint to Justice A . J. W e l ­
ter and to District Attorney L.
O. Fullen, endeavoring  to have 
Beard arrested for interfering 
with his family. H e recited 
his alleged w rongs not know- 
that the man would Ik; dead in 
a few hours.

W hen the news cam e of 
Beard ’ s death, a warrant was 
issued for H u ck a b y ’ s arrest on 
the charge o f murder. He 
was arrestetl by Deputy Sheriff 
O. Z. F'inley, of this city, and 
Deputy Sheriff O. F. Calloway, 
o f  Dexter, in front o f the court 
house early this m orn in g  and 
is now in jail awaiting pre­
liminary hearing.
