An Important Move.

Editor Advocate:

I should like to use a little
of your valuable space in dis-
cussing the importance of the
newly organized Farmers In-
stitute to the people generally
and especially to the farmers.
There are other societies in Ar-
tesia, such as the Artesia
Commercial Club, which work
great good along the lines in
which they operate, but these
only indirectly benefit the
farmers upon whose prosperity
the success of all other occupa-
tions in the Pecos Valley de-
pends. If it is for the benefit of
the commercial and business
interests to cooperate, it must
likewise be beneficial for the
men who till the soil to be
banded together,

The social benefits derived
from meetings of this kind are
in themselves of much im-
portance. We are all "'Stran-
gers in a strange land’’ and
should get together and be-
come acquainted. But it is

* along the line of upbuilding

and improving the farming in-

“terests from a business and
financial point of view that we
should use the Institute prin-
cipally. We have here men
from all sections of the country
and as customs and industriul’
methods differ in difierent lo- |
calities, each can contribute
some valuable experience that
will be new to all the rest.

We want the old settlers with
us, because he has learned by
experience the conditions that
prevail here: the character of
the soil, the temperature and
also the results of experiments
made on the ground.

We want the new comer:
For all of our older inhabitants
have met problems that they
cannot solve and some of the
mew men may have come from
sections where people were

confronted with those prob-
lems and have surmounted
them,

We want the man who has
made an unqualified success,
in that the less successful may
learn of the road which he
travelled in his upward march.

We want men who have
failed along certain lines, that
we may learn of the pitfalls
we ought to avoid, and that
they may have the errors they
have made pointed out and
get on the right track.

There are many matters of
immediate importance that we
For
instance, we are becoming
noted as an alfalfa producing
section where ninty-five per
cent of the product can
honestly be put on the market
as ‘‘pea green” stock. This
reputation is valuable and we
should see to it that it is not
impaired by selling the other
five per cent as the highest
quality when, as a matter of
fact, it is inferior. The great

- fame of Artesia and of the

Pecos Valley in regard to the
quality of its alfalfa is sure to
attract dealers from abroad and
some of them may be dishonest
enough to attempt by using
our reputation to make an
enormous profit by the sale of
poor alfalfa for good for a short

Let us forestall any such ac-
tion by taking steps to see that
every pound of alfalfa from the
Valley is sold for what it is.

We
should get together and dis-
cuss different breeds of cattle
and hogs in order that we may
improve our stock by bringing
in the kinds needed to secure
the best results,

That
the accusations against the
council relative to the saloon
petition was unwarranted the
author has already admitted,
but the case is not up before a
jury of New Mexico citizens for
adjudication. It is before a
tribunal that is absolute and
arbitrary in its decrees, and all
the truth and justice that an
humble democratic newspaper
might bring to bear would avail
nothing.
