Mr. Hale 
recently purchased the A u lt 
farm on the C ottonw ood 
through the Artesia Land 
Com pany.

Editor Message: — A s you 
have so kindly requested an 
article from  me in regard to 
the m uch talked o f Pecos V a l­
ley o f New M exico I w ill try to 
tell your readers what I know 
about the country. Many peo­
ple are w ondering since my 
Hrst enthusiasm  wore off if 1 
am not som ew hat sick of my 
bargain and w ishing I had not 
sold out in good old Audrain 
and bought in a new country. 
But a second trip out there has 
convinced me that I made no 
m istake. It looks better than 
ever. W hile we were suffer­
in g  here, and our crops burn­
in g  up^wiAh the long sum m er 
drouth, the Pecos V alley  was 
green with the alfalfa waist 
h igh, m aking a ton and a half 
to the acre the third cutting 
and the apples were grow in g 
fat and ju icy  on the trees. And 
this is the hay that is now  sell­
ing  at $14 per ton right there 
in the Valley, and the apples 
that the city i>eople all over 
this country are now  paying 
fi cts. each for at the fruit 
stands.

That is the l>eauty o f an ir­
rigated country, no w orrying 
about the drouth or too much 
wet weather. N o mud. no 
«lark. g loom y, sloppy winter 
days.

N ow  I expect to leave out 
rom ance and real estate yarns 
and get dow n to bold facts. 
First, as to irrigation, let me 
say that G overnm ent experts 
claim  for this region the most 
abundant supply o f water of 
any arid region in the West.

There are im m ense natural 
springs and there are artesian 
wells which nothing m ore or 
less than artificial springs. 
The strongest and best artesian 
wells in the world are found 
here. The visitors from  this 
country who went down in 
Septem ber were struck dum b 
with astonishm ent on behold­
ing  these wonderful wells 
especially the one * * that 
flows over 4,000 gallons per 
m inute and throws a four inch 
stream 80 feet high.

The country lays beautifu l­
ly, as level as a floor, without 
a rock or any other obstruction 
anywhere in sight. A ll you 
have to do is to get the water 
on the land and then plow. 
No sod to speak of. The soil 
is, I believe, the richest on 
earth, and practically inex­
haustible, from  15 to 30 feet 
deep, very loose and easily 
worked, with just enough 
sand in it to make it work 
well. You dont have to 1)« a 
“ cltMl-hopper”  out there, there 
are no clods. A fter you get 
the water on this soil it grow s 
the most luxuriant vegetation 
I have ever seen. 1 don ’ t be­
lieve that such alfalfa grows 
anywhere else on earth, and 
that of course is their staple 
crop. Now, I am go in g  to 
make a statem ent that may 
raise a protest; alfalfa is the 
most wonderful and pmfltsble- 
o f all the staple farm crops. 
The Pecos V alley seem s par- 
ticularlv adapted to its grow th. 
You sow it once in a life-tim e 
and instead o f one crop per 
year you get four or five and 
som etim es six crops. No 
plow ing and harrow ing and 
planting and cu ltivating every 
year. A fter you once get a 
stand all you have to do is to 
harvest and keep on harvest­
ing, and, say, unless you are 
fond of harvesting and hauling 
off the prmluct and selling  it 
and putting the m oney in the 
bank don ’ t go to the Pecos 
Valley, for you will sure find 
plenty to do take care o f six 
to eight tons o f hay per acre 
every year, and you will have 
plenty o f m oney to put in the 
bank when you haul it off in 
the fall and get $12 to $18 per 
ton for it. And to cap the

Big Profits in Fruit and Alfalfa 

Near **Qneen City.*’

The only difference between 
Rosw ell land and land around 
Artesia is that we have more 
irrigated soil here and that, 
l>eing a new er country, the 
price o f real estate is not so 
high.

T he fo llow ing  by the Ros­
well correspondent o f the El 
Paso Herald is just as appli­
cable to Artesia as it is in R os­
well:

Rosw ell, N. M. Nov. 30.— As 
an exam ple of the \alue o f land 
in this section o f the Pecos 
Valley, it is on ly  necessary to 
state that som e of the C. P. 
Sherman orchard property sold 
here recently for $750 an acre. 
Som e of the Hagerm an or­
chards brought $800 an acre. 
In each instance the orchards 
were bearing and under irri­
gation.

This does not seem like a 
high price when it is realized 
what prices the apples bring. 
The L. F. 1). stock farm sold 
(K) acres of apples for $12,000 on 
the trees this fall, the buyer 
p icking and packing them. 
Many of th »  orchardiatis in 
valley sell their apples on the 
tree for $150 an acre. W . M. 
Atkinson, president o f the 
H ondo W ater laser’ s associa­
tion, believes that alfalfa is one 
o f the surest and best crops tor 
this valley, in fact for any val­
ley in the west. He figures 
that it pays more for less work 
than any other crop a man can 
put in.

Mr. Atkinson says practically 
all the cost there is attached to 
alfalfa after the planting the 
first year is the gathering of 
the different crops and the ir­
rigation. He estimates that 
he can raise, gather and de­
liver alfalfa to the Roswell 
market from  bis ranch, 13 
miles from  town, at $3.25 a ton 
per cutting. H e says a fair 
average for the hay delivered 
to the cars is $10, and a fair 
crop is five tons to the acre. 
This makes a net profit to the 
farmer o f $33.7.5, per acre and 
a 40 acre farm means a net 
profit o f $1,550 a year.

These figures as to the 
am ount o f production ami sales 
price are figured low, he says 
and the yield will generallj- 
run more than fiv'e tons.

And the alfalfa grow er has 
tim e to do som ething else 
while his crop is m aking him 
money.

Farm Land CongreM

Chicaf^o, 111.—The five-days’ 
session o f the first National 
Farm Land Con stress, held at 
C hicago, closed on the 20th. 
Prior to adjournm ent steps 
were taken to give perm anency 
to the m ovem ent wliich aims 
at open ing up all vacant farm 
land to easy settlem ent. G ov ­
ernor Deneen opened the C on­
gress on the 16th. T w o per­
manent boards were establish­
ed— an advisory board and a 
publicity board. Tlie form er 
is to be compose'd of State and 
Federal officials, railroad m an­
agers and business men repre­
sentative o f all sections of the 
country. It was re(|uested to 
appoint a general conference 
com m ittee to m eet in C hicago 
this w inter to form ulate plans 
for carrying out the aim s and 
purposes o f the Congress. The 
function o f the publicity  board 
is to *'co llect and disseminate 
am ong the people accurate.

impartial and practical infor­
mation concerning vacant and 
cultivatable lands in all States 
and Territories”  for the pro­
motion o f Am erican farm 
hom e building. This board is 
to be know n as “ The Central 
Board of Publicity  o f the 
National Land C ongress,”  and 
it consists o f the governor of 
each State and Territory, who 
is to act in person or through 
a representative o f his ap­
pointment. The headquarters 
are to be in C hicago. L eg is­
latures o f the several States 
are-invited to make reasonable 
appropriations for the neces­
sary expenses o f their respec­
tive State representatives on 
the board o f publicity. C on­
gress and the State legislatures 
are urged to provide funds 
with which to establish agri­
cultural high schools in each 
Congressional d i s t r i c t  and 
Territory in the United States. 
Most im portant am ong the 
recom m endations o f the C on­

gress, however, is the follow ­
ing:

"W hereas, The prime pur­
pose o f this Congress is to aid 
in providing homes upon the 
lands for those now hom eless: 
therefore, we recom m end to 
the State legislatures of the 
various States the enactm ent 
o f a progressive land tax law, 
to the end that sm all land 
holdings may be encouraged 
and excessive holdings d is­
couraged.”

farm ing of larger areas w'ith- 
out irrigation as an insurance 
against total crop failure and 
to provifle a hom e growti food 
supply.

"T h e  recent years of drouth in 
the east and the spread o f in ­
tensive farm ing in that section 
have caused eastern farmers to 
realize that they can not afford 
to depend entirely upon rain­
fall for the m attiring of their 
crops, and they are calling u p ­
on this department for infor­
mation as to methods of secur­
ing  and utilizing water sup­
plies for irrigation. In re­
sponse to this demand, an e x ­
pert has been detailed to tlie 
eastern field and is devoting his 
tim e to a study of eastern con ­
ditions and the adaptation o f 
western irrigation methods to 
these conditions.”

TAXATION THE FARMERS

Endorsed: The Profretshre Land 
Tax Would Mean Smaller Hold­

ings and Actinty For Real 
Estate Agents.

E lsew here in this issue is an 
account of the prtK'eediiiirs of 
the First National Land Con- 
(;re88 which was held last 
month in Chicago. The d is­
patch rightly says that the 
adoption of the progressive 
land tax plank was the most 
important act o f the mt-eting. 
The tendency of our pres­
ent system of taxation is to 
keep land out of use. Kx- 
I>erts in taxation have long 
realized that land taxation 
would not fall most heavily of 
the farmer, but upon the hold­
ers of valuable building sites 
franchises and mines, and the 
recognititni of this fsict by the 
Chicago m eeting of farmers 
will do much to elim inate pre­
judice against a sound system  
of taxation. It is but fair to 
say that the progressive land 
tax is not quite the same thing 
as the much discussed single 
tax, and for som e folks at 
least it has advantages over
the single tax svsteni. For

Îinstance the real estate busi­
ness would lie retarded by the ' 
single tax and promoted by [ 
the progressive tax on the* 
area. In onler that our read­
ers may have an idea of what 
the farmers proposetl at C hi­
cago we shall give an outline 
of the system as explained b> j 
the only l>ook which we have | 
ever read advocating the pro-! 
gressive land tax. “ Tax the | 
Area,”  b}’ Kem per H<K*ock. j 

“ It should be iimlerstofni nt j 
once that a specific tax on I 
land, which must of necessity) 
be a tax according to area or 
linear measurement, does not 
mean the same tax on one 
acre as on another acre dif-> 
ferently situated, any more 
than to make all tariff iluties 
specific would mean the same 
duty on .'i pound of wool as »)U , 
a i>ound of sugar, or the 
measurement of every im por­
tant article by the pound in­
stead of b>- some unit of meas­
urement, more appropriate to 
the circum stances of the case. 
It would be just as easy to 
classify land as any other se­
ries of taxable articles.”

Mr. Hocock then suggests 
the classification of land into 
ilifferent schedules beginning 
say on wild barren waste iind 
proceeding upwanl to sites 
for gold m ines or valuable 
building sites in cities. Then 
he would have a cert.ain 
am ount which would be taxed 
at the m inium rate for that 
class and increase the taxes on 
all am ounts over that. For 
instance if this sNstem were 
enforced in New Mexico and 
the legislature determined 
that eighty acres of irrigated 
land were probafily the profier 
sized farm for to secure the 
best results, then they would 
fix the m inim um  tax on that 
sized farm. Suppose that for a 
given year this area tax sbouhl 
am ount to one dollar an acre 
in a given IcK-ation. The tax 
on eighty acres would be one 
dollar per acre and the tax on 
all over that amount, say up 
to one hundred and twenty 
acres o f the same sort of land 
would be say one dollar and 
twentyfive cents an acre; and

all over one and twenty acres, 
and up to one hundred and 
sixty acres, would lie one dol­
lar and fifty cents an acre, and 
so on.

The specific progressive tax 
is sim ilar to the tingle  tax in 
that it w’ould not tax im prove­
ments. liix'tx'k says: “ The 
com m unity itself has no right 
to tax the value that its 
growth does not proiluce, and 
the nature of the com m unity 
registers this growth in its 
m nnicipal institutions.”

With reference to the liene- 
fits which he asserts w'ould 
follow from this system , Bo- 
CMK-k says:

“ I ’riKlucers of mineral raw 
material w'ould not under spe­
cific taxes lock up thousands of 
acres for future use so as to 
restrict priMluction and control 
the market. Thev would more 
generally operate under leases 
from  individual holders and 
would buy only such land as 
they could afford to pay the 
area tax on. There w’ouhl lie 
less monoiMily and more com - 
(xdition in the production of 
raw material o f a mineral 
character, like coal or iron ore.

It would certainly do much 
to accom plish such results, 
and as those who now hold 
large areas woubl in many 
cases Ih* anxious to cut down 
their holdings in order to 
escape the “ progressive”  fea­
ture of the tax, a wonderful in­
crease in the real estate busi­
ness wouM be one o f the 
evitable results.

Real Human Interest.

THKKK BIKTHD.VYS.

There are little sertiioiis 
preached hy the coriiiiionest 
thin^e of life, and we are often 
drawn to the fine moral point 
hy the observation of the lives 
o f those around us, of all de- 
urees. For exam ple in one 
day last week 1 noticed in one 
issue o f a northern paper, 
statem ents o f the birthdays of 
three w idely different men, 
and the plain announcement 
preached a whole sermon when 
it was thou);ht out.

On the same dav .\ndrew 
Carnetjie was 72, Km ilio Gas- 
par was .”)2 and Byron W il­
liams was 42. It is not likely 
that three great men of as 
widely different characteristics 
could have been mentioned in 
the same paragraph, or the 
lesson of the wholesom e and 
useful life brought into clearer 
relief by the same few  lines.

.\ndrew Carnegie is the o ld ­
est of the three. You hear 
more of him because of the 
natural reverence of a good por­
tion of humanity for the self- 
made man and the m illions 
that they may have l>een able 
to accumulate in one way »>r 
the other. O f truth he is a 
remarkable man. Born at 
Dum ferline, Scotland, his par­
ents movetl to -\llegheny City 
Ba., and he began his in ­
dustrial life there as a bobbin 
Imy at the age o f ten. He 
educated him self, and getting 
into railroad work, ami seeing 
the future in the m aking o f 
railroad steel, in lNt>2 he was 
the main organizer o f the K ey­
stone B ridge Works, which 
was also the keystone o f his 
vast fortune, the subsefjuent 
developm ent of which has 
l>een a n-atter of com m on his­
tory. The extent of his wealth 
is now know’ ll to none but 
him self. He has given over 
one hundred m illions of dol­
lars to his pecular "lienefac- 
tion s ,”  and is still the most 
pow’erful influence in the vast 
Cnited States Steel corpora­
tion, his wealth steadily ac­
cum ulating. Carnegie is pos­
sessed of a peculiar sort of 
philosophy, the key of which 
is the conclusion of the most 
o f  the very-rich, that wealth 
atones for all things. For 
th irty  years he was <|uick to 
take adv’antage of the intri­
cacies o f ttie tariff system in 
bu ild ing  up the great w’all o f 
steel that encom passes this 
country, hesitating at noth in g 
to  gain his ends, outside o f the 
really prosecutable. The un­
bending spirit of the man was 
fu lly  shown in the horrors of 
the great “ Hom estead strike,”  
the first in Am erica in w’hich 
the “ bull pen”  was born, and 
flam e and the bayonet were 
introduced as factor in in­
dustrial pacification. N o in­
telligent person contends that 
the wild spirits w ho brought 
on that great struggle under 
the prom ptings o f hunger and 
class hatred were m ore than 
partially justified, or that they 
deserved to win in their efforts 
to lim it the freedom  of capital 
and the individual, but the 
w orld  stood aghast at the 
aw ful brutality of Homestead, 
and it has never been forgotten 
by the m ajority o f the A m eri­

can w’ork ing classes. At sixty 
w’hen Carnegie called lbs first 
halt in active personal par­
ticipation in business, he 
turned his mind to ” l>enefac- 
tions,”  as he him self called 
them. He conceived the idea 
o f bu ild ing a series of me­
morials for h im self such as no 
man ever did before. The first 
step w’as the setting aside of 
fifty m illions o f dollars for 
free public libraries, and these 
have since been placed all 
over the w’orld, a very fine 
specim en of them IxMiig locat­
ed at Rosw’ell. They are in ­
variably w’ell built. w’ell 
e<|uipped, well maintained, and 
the name of Carnegie is over 
the portal in enduring stone. 
Shortly alter their erection be­
gan it W’as noticed that the 
w’ork ing people the country’ 
over did not avail them selves 
of the privileges t>f the libra­
ries in such proportions as 
fli>cked to the m unicipal li­
braries. They w’ere tabu 
atnong all the connections of 
organized labor, and the great 
masses som ehow  or other 
shrank from them, just w’hy 
they them selves being gener­
ally unable to tell. Carnegie 
raged at first w’hen this fact 
became know’ ti, and that his 
libraries w’ere generally con- 
ce«led as a sort of a brilxj to 
his conscience, a nice m eeting 
place for w’om en ’ s clubs, but a 
total failure so far as educa­
tional value is concerned. 
Then he uttered the sentence 
w’hich W’as w’holly typical of 
the man and his class: “ W ell, 
the libraries are built for all 
time: the present generation 
of anarchists will die off in 
time, and w’hat don ’ t die w’ ill 
forget.”  T he3’ haven’ t all 
died 3’et and they haven’ t all 
forgotten, and the Carnegie 
libraries o f the lands are today 
splendid m ausoleum s of m is­
directed generosity, generally 
unfrerjuented by the class they 
are most supposed to l>enefit, 
hated by them, generally 
closed at those hours when 
the general public would re- 
8f)rt most to them , apparently 
w’aiting against that day when 
the canille will die or forget. 
The people pay taxes to m ain­
tain them, and support the 
name of Carnegie, but they do 
it sullenly.

In 1902, Carnegie conceived 
the idea of the “ Carnegie In ­
stitu tion ,”  a sort of education­
al com m ission , and endowed 
it with ten m illions of dollars. 
Its purpose was to add to the 
necessary equipm ent of exist­

ing institutions, to give finan­
cial aid to the exceptional 
student in every line o f study, 
to generally prom ote study 
ami research. Even this great 
conception has been what is 
aptly called a ‘ ‘ frost,”  for the 
great student body as a rule 

; will have none o f it, and popu- 
, lar sentim ent is so strong that 
m any institutions have refused 
to receive offered help from 
sucli a source. Still it con ­
tinues at W ashington, a grave 
and a ponderous tribunal, cap- 

! able o f much good but clouded 
, by the nam e of a man in whom 
j the people have little confi­
dence, whom they distrust.

I Carnegie is now’ an old, 
all>eit a vigorous man. He 

'has built a great castle in S cot­
land and lives there most of 
the time. H e has many fine 
hom es in this country. Serene 

: in his infinite ego, he believes 
him self one o f the greatest 

.friends of the masses the w’orld 
has know n. O ccasionally he 
drops off a m illion or so for 
som e “ benefaction”  and m is­
takes the adulation of a few’ 
for the gratitude o f the many. 
He has even the arrogance to 
pose as a reform er in politics 
and w’onders w’hv the papers 
sneer at his conversion (K’cur- 
ring only after he had gotten 
his. He contributes largely to 
religious centers also, and is a 
strong figure in them, not 
understanding or rather refus­
in g  to understand that by so 
doing he is daily adding to the 
great w’all that is rearing itself 
between the m odern churches 
and the masses. Serene in 

I the possession o f his m illions, 
conceiv ing  many things that 
would l>e o f unspeakable good 
if com in g  from  som e one else, 
m agnificent in his indifference 
to the real lesson of life and 
Christian precept, he is go in g  
tlow’ ii into the sunset with 
golf by da>’ and unfounded 
visions bj’ n ight. The real 
philosopher can but conclude 
that his life has really been 
W’as ted, that his wonderful 
personal successes were really

Am erican people can no m ore 
be bought than can hia g iv ing  
atone for the way in wliich his 
wealth was gotten. It is un­
clean w ealth—w hich contam i­
nates all it touches and makes 
his “ benefactions”  anything 
else but benefactions.

On the sam e day, twenty 
years later, a boy was born to 
one o f the m ost aristocratic 
houses of Portugal. As near 
as it is possible E m ilio Caspar 
was burn with a golden spoon 
in his m outh. H is boyhood 
was attended with all that 
wealth can give. N othing 
was spared in the way o f edu­
cation and refinement that 
could make him  a worthy con ­
tinuance o f the name of many 
centuries and he rounded into 
m anhood a typical aristocrat, 
not, how ever w ithout the com ­
m ercial instinct- His father 
had invested largely in lands 
in the A rgentine republic, and 
Gasgar was but twenty when 
he journeyed there to see what 
his inheritence was like. Mere 
bov that he was, he saw the 
dawn of a wonderful oppor­
tunity, and went to it with the 
acum en of a Yankee, the tact 
o f a muster. He was the first 
to introduce modern methods 
in farm ing in the new republic 
and one line o f steamships is 
maintaine<l solely for the pur­
pose o f transporting his grain 
to European markets. He 
studied the m ethods o f the 
most successful grain farmers 
in the United States, and as a 
result took a shipload of our 
m achinery hom e with him. He 
released the agricultural la­
borers from  the peonage that 
had held them  from  the^be- 
ginning. H e did not make a 
fool out o f them with unripe 
theories, but he gave them a 
chance, and a hundred thous­
and of them would die for him. 
The schools, the com m on 
schools were insufficient, and 
the governm ent could not 
reach out to his people. He 
gav'e the governm ent ten m il­
lion dollars under the strictest 
pledge o f secrecy, all o f the 
treasure he spent upon cou n ­
try schools and it was not un­
til ten 3’ears later that his gift 
was accidentally discovered, 
long after a system  of country’ 
schools had been inaugurated 
that is a pattern for the world. 
A t another tim e when famine 
was on the land, he gave ten 
m illions more, under the same 
prom ise of secrecy for a great 
governm ent highw ay that 
reaches clear to the foothills 
o f the Andes them selves, and 
work was given all w ho w ant­
ed it for nearly tw o years, un ­
til conditions resumed their 
norm al plane. In the cities 
where his m oney is invested, 
he has given equally to the 
theater and the church, some 
of the finest opera houses in 
world being built under his 
gift. H e recognizes that the 
great mass o f the people must 
be amused first, and that it is 
an easy thing to reach their 
souls if this is properly done. 
He has installed a system of 
old age pensions that takes 
away all fear from  those whq 
labor heavily. There is not a 
drop o f liquor sold on his hold­
ings, which are about the size 
o f the state o f Kansas. Every 
head of a fam ily m ay ow n his 
ow n hom e if he w ill. N obody 
gets ■ anything unless they 
work hard for it, conscien­

tiously and steadily. He pro­
fits infinitely by the spirit he 
has built up am ong his people, 
but they profit infinitely more, 
for he has taught them to re­
spect themselves, to have an 
abiding faith in the d ignity of 
labor, in the consecrated pow er 
of human effort. The people 
he has benefitted have bene- 
fitted him in the pnxjess, and 
there is no false pretenses 
about it. There have l>een 
breaks, o f course, for all of the 
parties to the case are human. 
W hen there is a dispute in one 
o f his factories or mines, it 
does not last long, however. 
One o f Gasper’ s agents is 
notified, and with the nearest 
priest and one o f the workers, 
there is a getting together, and 
the proper course is taken, the 
only rule being to strike an 
average as fair to one as the 
other, as nearly as ma>' be. 
They sim ply use the Golden 
Rule as a base to figure from, 
and the result is a total that 
proves that the world is read\’ 
for that message today.

A ll of this has not been 
easily brought alx>ut. The
natural cussedness o f human 
nature made the work slow  at 
first. Gasper did not attempt 
to rush things. He was not 
hunting for notoriety. He
had no past sins to atone for, 
no particular reason for ex ­
perim ent in buying his way out 
o f hell and fooling the record­
ing angel. He studied the con 
ditions carefully, and took
years to accom plish som e
things, rem em bering that
education must go ahead of 
reform. He is still an aristo­
crat. He Iwlieves in the d i­
vine right of kings, but since 
Iftf-fllso believes that he is his 
brother’ s keCfifer, ft' drres ‘"fTOt 
make much difference. He is 
proud of his ancient lineage, 
and thinks he is a little bit 
better than most folks, j ’et he 
recognizes that his hum blest 
laborer has a right to live, to 
love, to laugh, to hope. lie  
has thoroughly assimilated the 
lesson that folks fu llj’ appre­
ciate only that which has been 
gotten by w holesom e toil. He 
educates his people, gives 
them sanitary hom es of their 
own, amuses them, cares for 
them when they are sick and 
supports them when the^’ get 
old, but onlj' it thej' deserve 
it, if thej' believe that steady 
work at good wages is the 
first step toward salvation. 
The result of his theories 
speak to the world. A  half 
a m illion people respect and 
honor him as one of the real 
benefactors o f the age. He is 
a real benefactor, and his name 
w ill live. Y ielding none of 
instincts of his class, he has 
gone out to the great com m on 
people, and understood them 
better than they understood 
them selves, and has made 
them  build for them selves a 
condition of society that is as 
far advanced as is possible at 
this stage o f the w orld ’ s pro 
gress.

Gasper is a real philan­
thropist, l)e8ide w hom  the 
g iv in g  o f Carnegie seem s as 
the tinkle o f brass. H e is the 
real benefactor, because he has 
made the people help them ­
selves. That thev have helped 
him at the same tim e is m ere­
ly an incident.

On the same day ten years 
later than Gaspar, was born in

a little village in Indiana, 
Byron W illiam s, singer, print­
er, newspaper man. H un­
dreds who read this will in ­
quire of themselves, “ W ho in 
the thunder is this man W il­
liam s?”  And yet in his way 
he is one of the really great 
men of Am erica. Catching 
his education as he could, he 
early drifted into newspaper 
work, and singing always, 
carried the gospel of gotnl 
cheer and the cleanly life into 
many places. K n ow ing them 
he finally saw the need o f a 
class publication for the cou n ­
try publishers o f Am erica, and 
became editor o f the “ Western 
Publisher,”  a publication that 
was seldom  heard o f outside of 
the shops, and yet w hich was 
the most powerful agent in 
the form ation o f public senti­
ment for good, by suggestion , 
to the most powerful class in 
the world, the Am erican 
country publisher, who is 
really the source o f all public 
progress and the k e y o fe \ o I ii-  
tion upwanl. For ten vears 
W illiam s was the editor o f the 
Publisher, singing always, \’et 
filled with a serious under­
standing of the responsibility 
of the country editor, o f the 
work that was laid upon him  
to do. Reading the m agazine 
for 3’ears. I never saw a b it­
ter or a mean thought ex ­
pressed in its pages. He knew  
his thousands, and his deep 
heart took them all in, from 
Johnson of the Four Corners 
Gazette to Adams of the Puget 
Banner. He rejoiced with 
them in their trium phs, wept 
with them when their hearts 
were sore, sang their children 
to sleep with his lullabies, 
made the laugh com e when 

were downcast and d is ­
couraged—art(i always pointed 
them upward and onwai'w 
higher and purer ideals, led 
them  to a more com plete m an­
hood, a more effective service 
-—without their realizing that 
the\’ were l)eing led or point­
ed. 1 have known many 
3’oung writers whose lasting 
ideals o f the game were <lrawn 
direct from the life of Byron 
W illiam s. Not one of them 
has failed. Ever3’ one is carv­
ing  in the enduring stone, and 
doing it with an accom pani­
ment o f music and laughter. I 
know that thousands of others 
have been inspired Iw the 
strength and beaut\’ of his 
soul. The Western Publisher 
was made great b3’ Byron W il­
liam s.

likely enough in matter and 
make-up, and that is all.

Som e may say that they fail 
to see where the real great­
ness o f this man W illiam s 
com es in. He has founded no 
libraries, has endowed no co l­
leges, has been at the head of 
no reforms. All of which is 
true. Greater than all of these 
things is it to be thought of 
1)3’ thousands as “ U ncle B v,”  
the philosopher with a heart, 
whose rippling m elodies will 
give their silver notes in the 
hearts of generations 3’et nn- 
born, whose broad hum or has 
amused thousands and left no 
crim son drop, to have been 
the nuKiel of hundreds of 3’oung 
writers who are m eeting the 
problem s of the times and to 
have carried them through the 
form ative process w ithout get­
ting l)ent or twisted or em ­
bittered, to have been loved as 
the com forter of diirk shadows, 
the unfailing friend and cherr3' 
com panion, the w illing worker 
for others and the cham pion of 
the weak, is to have all o f the 
elem ents o f greatness, a great­
ness reall3' worth while.

A ll o f these things attach to 
B 3’ ron W illiam s, and he was 
reall>’ the greatest of the three 
who last week were mentioned 
as having had birthda3’s.
