The road between Artesia and 
Hope is in a fair way to be snb- 
•tantially improved. These im­
provements have been in contem ­
plation for some time, but like 
many other things during these 
troublesome times have hung fire.

The plans and specifications for 
the improvements are now on file 
in the state engineer’s office at 
Roswell, and bids for the work 
will be advertised for in January .

The plans call for a hard su r­
faced road forty feet in width for 
a distance of 21 miles or the whole 
distance from Artesia to Hope. 
They also include bridges and 
culverts that will provide for a 
complete system of drainage. The 
estimated cost will be $90,000 for 
the completed job.

There is no road in this valley 
that is traveled more than this and 
the people who do the traveling 
will hail with peculiar pleasure the 
announcem ent of its improvement. 
H undreds of cars of fru it, alfalfa, 
cotton and wool are shipped every 
year from the statiou here th a t are 
trucked down from Hope. Every­
thing that comes to Hope by 
freight is also carted over the road. 
The advantage to be derived from 
a good, smooth highway will be of 
mutual advantage to both places.

Christma.s ig a day to which all 

peoples of the civilized world look 
forward with happy anticipation. 
While Its observance was, and still is, 
primarily, to commemorate the birth 
of Christ, the day has come to mean 
much more than that. Religious ex­
ercises are held in the churches as 
universally as ever anc the service 
of sermon aud song continues to be 
inspiring, moving and eniiabling.

Christmas day has been sppropri- 
alely observed since the event on Cal­
vary, and the obssrvsnce, with it.< at­
tendant concomitants, will continue as 
long at civilization endures.

The comparative calm that has 
characterized the situation for the 
past month has been due to the 
fact that some of the heavy in 
terests were awaiting for the sale 
of leases on State School lends 
which took place in Chaves and 
Eddy counties the past week. At 
this sale leases on about 40,(XX) 
acres were sold at auction and 
every acre was bid in by the N a t­
ional Exploration Co. This, ad­
ded to the acreage in the valley 
previously acquired, will give 
this company sufficient territory  
for its operations for a century.

It i.s expected, however, that 
some of the acreage controlled by 
this company will be parcelled out 
to other concerns.

It is now thought that develop­
ment will go forward with a new 
impetus. As stated by a noted 
local oil scout, " th e  stage is very 
nearly set and the enrtain will 
soon rise on a scene both startling 
and g ran d .”

In this connection the repre­
sentative of a concern in the east 
which m anufactures well-shooting 
explosives remarked- ' The big 
operators of the whole country 
have their eye on th is field and I 
think they know much more con­
cerning the extent and im 
portance of the field than you 
know h e re ."  T heir representa­
tives, expert and practical, who 
have made thorough investi­
gations here have not given their 
conclusions to the public but car­
ried them away tightly  corked. In 
time you will see the re su lt.”

We all realize that we do not 
know what is going on behind the 
curtains, but the Advocate may 
be depended upon to give all the 
news as fast as it can be obtained. 
Not only that, but it will keep its

Since the above was put in type 
the well of the Sunshine State Oil 
and Gas Co, has been spudded in.

Why not abolish the criminal courts 

in New Mexico and leave the admin­
istration in the hands* of Governor 
Ijkrrazolo? It would save a lot of 
money, and citizens would not have 
to waste their time serving on grand 
juries and trial juries. The mere fact 
that men have pleaded guilty of hav­
ing taken human life wantonly dues 
not seem to make any difference; or 
the fact that they were regularly in­
dicted by a grand jui*y constituted 
with every regard for insuring to the 
accused their constitutional rights.

The governor excuses his action by 
saying that the Columbus raiders 
were acling under Villa’s orders and 
therefore are not criminally liable.

So, applying the govornor’s argu­
ment logically, it follows that every 
r'urderei- who lia> acted under Villa’s 
orders in committing crime is not 
criminally liable.

Since Villa has been luirduned hy 
the president of Mexico, and Villa’s 
agents have been pardoned by the 
governor of New .Mexico -why, one I 
can only come to the conclusion that | 
no wrong was ever committe<i, there ' 
was never any Columbus raid, there ' 
was never any Pershing punitive ex­
pedition.

N'o single executive should possess 
the power of his own initiative and 
uncontrolled impulse to undo the 
work of the regularly constituted 
courts and set convicts at liberty. 
There are cases in which “executive 
clemency’’ should be exercised, but 
at least there should be a competent 
board of review which should con­
duct hearings, make open recommen­
dations, publish its reasons, and share 
responsibility. In a case like this in 
New Mexico, the action is final, the 
governor is within his legal rights, 
and there is no redress. But it is 
a long way from finally convincing 
the great body of citizens that the act 
of wholesale pardon is wise of timely, 
or even just.

Arlesians have become familiar 
with the rotund figure of a man 
slightly bent by the weight of three 
score and ten and who, on account of 
a slight lameness, uses a cane in his 
daily peregrination about the city.

This man, whose name is W. H. 
Chisholm, is not a national celebrity 
and 4iis name is jiot found in histor­
ical reference books. He is a plain, 

. hard-headed old farmer, but one who 
reads, remembers and thinks, and the 
information gained by reading, as 
well as by e^xperience and asaociation, 
is turned to profit.

While his whole life has been one 
of unremitting toil, his ideas have 
been progressive and his method up- 
to-date. Theories and practicea of his 
/orefuthers are not held sacred by 
him if he has learned others which are 
beWer. He preaches the doctrine of 
application of intelligence and good 
judgment to everything one under­
takes,* and the comfortable compe­
tency he is enjoying in his declining 
years proves the efficacy of his doc­
trine.

Socially Mr. Chisholm is a delight. 
His reminiscences, given in bis in­
imitable way, furnish entertainment 
for a whole evening, for his life story 
is interesting, his descriptions graph­
ic and there is a philosophical tinge 
in his conclusions.

Mr. Chisholm owns a large farm 
just outskie the fringe of Sherman, 
Texas, lie  raises grain and cotton, 
and though the farm is large he cul­
tivate it intensively. He raises 
:rain from the be.it tested seed, nev­

er allowing a weed to grow on the 
place, and his crops are mostly sold 
to other farmers for seed grain at 
good prices. He alio has a large cot- 
t'lri gin which he has operated for 44 
years.

With his immediate family he live# 
in .''^hermun, where he has a luxurious 
home. Hut his time and attention is 
given to his farm, which he visits 
every day—sometimes with his super- 
six Hudson and sometimes with tb« 
old mare and phaeton.

In 1905 Mr. Chisholm heard glow­
ing accounts, thrOugh relatives and 
acquaintances, of the Pecos Valley. 
Having the ready means for invest­
ment and a desire to take a flyer in­
to a new enterprise he and hit broth­
er came to this vicinity. A few tents 
were all there was of Artesia at that 
time und Dayton had not yet been 
born.

The first purchase was 320 acres of 
land at Orchard Park, on which the 
oil well of the National Exploration 
company is now being drilled. A 
few improvements were made on this 
land anJ it was then sold a t a good 
profit. The next purchase was 600 
acres of land beginning at Dayton and 
extending westward and southward. 
The village of Dayton and the oil 
well of the Illinois Producers com­
pany are on land included in the orig­
inal purchase.

In this location Mr. Chisholm thot 
he had 'found a Eutopia and he laid 
out plans for a laVge model farm. He 
remained on the farm to personally 
oversee the work, and in three years 
had a farm which people traveled 
miles to see. He had good buildings, 
200 acres of orchard, and 175 acres 
of alfalfa, all of which was irrigated 
by the water from two artesian wells. 
He also planted acres and acres of 
cottonwooiis, making parks, wind­
breaks and driveways—in fact no 
money or labor was spared in carry­
ing out the program the owner had 
evolved. A rabbit-proof fence was 
built around his orchad, while smudge 
pots and o.ther equipment were had 
in abundance.

All the machinery, wagons, etc., 
necessary for a farm of this dimen­
sion were purchased new and shipped 
from the east, and Mr. Chisholm de­
clares that the six pairs of mules ke 
brought were never beaten for beau­
ty or service by any that have come 
since.
Y But about the time when the orch­

ard was expected to bear, the water 
began to fail. I t soon lacked forty 
feet of coming to the surface. Pump- 
big plants were then installed at 
great expense, but these were insuf­
ficient. Then other obstacles appear­
ed until Mr. Chisholm became, as he 
says, ‘‘tired of pouring water into a 
leaky bucket.” He then sold off soms 
of the land and abandoned the rest. 
Upon returning to his Texas home he 
left behind him a cash investment of 
more than $70,000, besides five years’ 
of planning and hard work.

A few years ago Mr. Cl.isholm 
learned of the oil prospects here and 
during the summer of 1919 came to 
Artesia. ' This was the first time in 
ten years he had visited the scene of 
his investment—his busted Eutopia. 
After looking over the situation he 
became an enthusiastic believer in 
this as an oil field and felt sure his 
Kmaining 400 acres of land which 
comes smack up to the Dayton well 
would yet recoup his loss. He return­
ed in a happy frame of mind and last 
June returned. He remained here un­
til harvest time then went back. to 
Sherman to harvest his crops. That 
done he returned and is going to stay 
right here until he sees this a proven, 
producing oil field. No one is more 
confident than he, and no one is a 
stronger booster.

But during his months of watch­
ful waiting Mr. Chisholm has not been 
idle. He interests himself in every^ 
thing he sees and is never happier 
than when lending a helping i hand. 
He was much interested in this ex­
perimental crop of cotton and while 
the crop wag growing he was watt^h- 
ing it. Being an experienced cotton 
grower he gave many suggestion con­
cerning its culture, in many cases get­
ting down on his knees in the dirt in

order to illustrate his ideas.
Being also a ginner he was inter­

ested in the ginning plant, and at the 
beginning of the season visited the 
gin every day, offering counsel and 
helping with his hands to get every­
thing working right. Almost every 
day he makes a pilgrimage to the 
gin, while on his rounds through the 
town. He expects to go home and 
spend the holidays with his family, 
but says he will start back on Jan­
uary 2, and remain here until the fu-1 
ture of this prospective oil field is i 
settled. During the tedious delays 
that are discouraging to some, he has 
kept his face toward the light and 
maintained his optimisim. He says 
this is the first vacation he has ever 
had, and having become acquainted 
with most of our people he is thor­
oughly enjoying his protracted stay.

It is given to few to be able to 
make friends so naturally and hold 
them so easily n  Mr. Chisholm does. 
Being friendly without being pre­
sumptuous, and kind in apparent 
obedience to his nature, his presence 
is a pleasure to all who truly know 
him.

And this, dear readers, is the 
tersely told tale of William Henry 
Chisholm.

Wish to thank yon for your offer 
of assistance in securing right of way, 
or in furnishing statistics and. data 
that would be of interest to parties 
promoing a line of railway in your 
section. The A. T. & S. F. manage­
ment has not been unmindful of the 
excellent fanning section in which 
Lovington lies, and we have enjoyed 
very nice patronage from that tern- ] 
tory notwithstanding the fact that 
you are located a considerable dis­
tance from the railroad. No doubt 
with the advent of a railroad there 
would be a very large increase in pop­
ulation and production. .

At the present time the Santa Fe, 
along with other railroads, is ac­
tively engaged in bringing its facil­
ities and equipment up to the stand­
ard of pre-war conditions. This will 
take at least a little time and for 
the present, at least, it cannot be ex­
pected that there will be any great 
activity in new railroad consjruction- 
It is poasible that at some future' date 
we may wish to communicate with 
you further upon this subject.
