SHOOTING AT
ORCHARD PARK

Well No. 2 of the National Ex-

pecker wells, so called because they
are being drilled with Star rigs, are
going right along and are down all
the way from 250 to 400 feet.

A new derrick is being erected
at the Carlsbad well in place of
the one which burned, and it is an-

ploration Co., at Orehard Park, '“.uounced that the drill will be go-

shot on three different days last
week.

On the night of the 18th a heavy
charge of nitroglycerine was placed
on a bridge in thé well opposite
the vein of sand to be shot with
the Intention of firing i1t next morn-
ing. During the night the bridge,
nitgo-glycerine and all, slipped to
the bottom of the well. As it could
not be fished out, it had to be fired
off to get rid of it

The next morning two more shots
were fired at different depths,
somewhere around 1,024 feet, A
good deal of mud, sand and debris
was thrown out, and there was a
strong odor of gas, but not much
oil,

Another shot was decided on,
which left Cisco, Tex., in time to ar-
rive next{ morning- Saturday. This
shot was set off in the zands Dbe-
tween the depths of 976 and 1024
feet. Considerable oil came out of
the well with the water but the
hole immediately became filled with
rock, dirt and other debris.

The cleaning process is going on
and will continue until the result of
the shooting can be ascertained.
This will require perhaps a week.
From inside sources comes informa-
tion that it is very doubtful if the
well will yield enough oil to pay
for pumping, and in that event
drilling will be resumed.

There is no cause for discourage-
ment over the result of the shoot-
ing. The contract between the
drilling company and the Roswell
Oil and Gas Company, requires
it is understood, that every oil sand
encountered in drilling shall be
tested out and the shooting last
week was simply a compliance with
the terms of the contract.

A depth of only 1105 feet which
the well has reached is not great
enough to be considered a deep
test or for the fulfillment of extra-
vagant expectations. Even the so-
called Redfield sand is not reached

at this depth.
If our information is correct the
drilling will be resumed, if it has

not already been, and continue until
the deeper strata of sand are found
and tested. The contract under
whieh the drilling is being done
calls for a depth of not less than
2500 feet.

The situatiion is not looked upon
unfavorably by anyone who under-
stands all the conditions.

LATER:—Since the above was
writtefi, baling of the well has con-
tinued and the prospects have ma-
terially improved. The baler is
bringing up a considerablé® oil, and
the amount is increasing.

_ The men in charge of operations
begin to feel almost certain that
they have a well, and that they will
not be obliged to go any deeper.
It will require a considerable more
time to get the well thoroughly

“Blue 7Bird” Derrick
Burns Near Carlsbad

L.ast Monday night about twelve
o'clock the oil derrick of Blue Bird

No. 1 about a mile south of Carls-
bad caught fire and was burned.
It seems it caught from the fur-

nace used for sharpening and re-
pairing tools by the drillers which
was built of brick at the east side

of the derrick and resting upon
the wood floor. In the afternoon
these brick were melted by the in-
tense heat and the floor of the

structure caught fire then but was
easily extinguished. Before leaving
for the night the drilleis put water
all over the wopd work and thought
there was no possible chance of it
reviving. But it seems the heat
caused the wood to again catch fire
and it was not discovered until too
late to save the derrick. A wateh-
man stays there at nights and was
there Monday night but the fire had
got considerable headway before he
was aware of it,

Work has already begun on
clearing away the debris preparatory
to erecting another derrick and re-
sume drilling which is 1ey en-
couraging to all concerned and
shows that the people doing this
work have confidence in finding oil
and are satisfied with the log of
the well so far. We understand it
has been drilled to a depth of. over
2,600 feet and if the prospects were
not good the hole would have been
abandoned after the fire.

It is estimated that the loss of
the derrick will amount to between
twenty and twenty-five thousand

dollars and as no insurance can be
carried in this state on oil well der-
ricks, the fire loss is total.

Resumption of work and rebuild-
ing the derrick will put a erimp in-
to the line of talk being peddled by
the knockers of this concern as they
seem to be doing all in their power
to bring in a real oil well in this
field. They are at least risking a
large amount of money in making

a real test. —Carlsbad Current.

OIL NEWS OF THE
LOWER PECOS FIELD

Digest of Past
Week’s Work in
the Pecos Field.

(From Pecos Times)

The purchase of the Zone well by
H. A. McKinney of El Paso was also
announced this week, The Zone is
located three miles west of (he
Laura on section 22, and has a
hole 800 feet deep under a standard
rig. Mr. McKinney and associates
in the new purchase arc understood
to also have heavy holding in the
Sunshine Oil Corporation the part
owners in the Laura well, and it is
understood that they intend to form
a company for the purpose of dril-
ling down this well in the event
that the showing at the Laura
proves up to expectations,

C. A. Owens, president of the
Arthur-Pitts Oil company of Texas
returned to Pecos Friday morning
after an absence of a week in Dal-
las. During his absence work has
been started on the Valley well of
the company on section 6, block 33,
H. & T. C. railway survey, in Ward
county, the rig of the River well
of section 25, block 33, has been
skidded over twenty feet to the
north, and the Soda Lake well on
section 197, block 34, has been fil-
led up to the first showing of oil
at 1863 feet, and new casing has
been ordered for a cement bridge
job at that point.

The Valley well has been idle for

‘months while the ecompany
efforts on

'the River No. 1 caused the decision
to pull sowe of the casing and start
'a new hole. Secretary H. C. Craue
went to Ranger earlier in the week
and puiclhased a vew swring ol cas
ing for the Soda Lake well to be
used in the cementing job.

In Culberson couunty the Owens
No. 1 is reported to be down wore
than 500 feet, and the Owens No.
2, is reported to be shut down after
drilling a tew [eet awailing the
completion of & water line, which
will supply plenty of duid for dril-
ling and for the boilers. No word
was recelved frowm the Lewis Jones
well, !

The Grogan well of the Suunshine-
Federal interests is reported to have
been drilling steadily lor several
wecks, and 0 have attained a depth
that causes a belief that they are
in pousition to pick up the Bell shal
low sands in a very short tiwe.

With ears 10 the ground oil men
in Pecos are watching every whill
of wind which seewms Lo carry news
from the drilling Ueld as reports
[1om nuwerous wells indicate that
these drills are working in forma
tion whieh give hopes of a cowmwmer-
cial strike in a comparatively short
e,

The greatest atlention is center
ed ou the Laura, which has set a
new string of casing and is prep)r
ed to drill on in the asphalt bear-
ing (ormation at about 2,000 feetin
the hope of finding a pool thal ma)y
be rivaled ouly by the Tampico pro
ductions.

Reports fromu the Toyah Bell No.
2 are to the effect that every bailer
seews 10 bring out ““the best yet',
and while some f[ree oil shows on
top of the water there is sowme
doubt as to whether it comes trom
the formations in which the drill
has entered, or whether it is seep-
ing in from the formations above,
in which some oM saturation was re-
ported. The crew has been work-
ing daylight hours Only on this well
for the past two weeks, and have
pushed the hole down to nearly 2,-
800 feet.

Considerable gas has been ap-
parent i» she Bell No. ., which was
down over 1600 feet Thursday. Mr.
Bell stated that the formation in
which the drill was working that
day was very similar to that in the
Laura just above the asphalt show-
ing.

Materials have been steadily haul-
ed to the Pinal Dome location in
eastern Loving county during the
past week, and while the rig build-
ers have not yet started operations
it is understood that they are pre-
pared to start in a few days.

The Ellsworth & Reid well on
section 12, block 55, township 5
has been, pushed down to 319 feet,
but is quiet for a few days while a
new contract is made with another
driller. Considerable gas was had
in this well at the very shallow
depth of 218 feet. The drill was in
a blue formation, when work was
stopped Wednesday. Mr. Ellsworth
hopes to have another drill on the
job in a few days.

The ginning business here the
past season was highly satisfactory
in some respects and a disappoint-
ment in others

Both the quantity and quality of
cotton grown tributary to this place
exceeded his expectations. When
the picking got under way the gin
was kept humming during every
hour of daylight Moreover, the
crop proved not only that cotton
can be raised here but that the

conditions are well adapted to It

The lisappointment came from
the low price of both lint and sced
Many acres were left unpicked on

that account, and some who picked

their whole crop eould not pay the

cost of ginning. In such cases Mr.
Larsh took cotton for his pay, and
with a coustantly declining market
he lost money on every pound he
accepted, besides having to walt a
long time before he realized on It

It is hard to predict what the
situation will be the coming sum-
mer All who raised cotton last
summer would have been satisfied
with their venture if the bottom

had not fallen out of the price.
How many will grow a crop this

year, taking their chances on bet-

ter prices, and how many will aban-

don it, no one kuows.

Quotations from Mr. C. H. Gus-
talson who is chairman of the
Farmers National Marketing Com-
mittee of Seventeen:

“The Awmerican farmer has eon
cluded he can't make a liviug wage
merely producing raw matecial,

Now he is formulating plans to aad
to his Income as a producer,
of the profits that are going to the
speculator of his products. He is
Boing ioto business ou a large scale,
He is going iuto the keen competi-
tion of selling the products of his
labor himself,

“The farmer intends to succeed
it the other man's game by hiring
the best talent in the world along
that line,

“The 1ocal co-operative associa-
tion is the correct basis for the
working out of the plan. These
gradually forming themselves into
district organizations and they in
turn forming national associations
to deal directly with the manufac-
turer and the foreign trade.

“The tarmer must realize, in
golng into business for himself
where he will compete with trained
and established concerns, that he

some

needs to finance hig venture just
’us strongly, or stronger, than the
{other fellow. Proper management
|of the business and his unqualified
|support is essential. If a group of
farmiers aren’'t willing to put wup
| the money to make their venture
| succeed, and be ready to pay an ex-
|pert a sufficient salary to run that
|business they better hadn’t start at
all.

“Most co-operative concerns are
selling agencies, mainly, although
some  commodities may be bought
for their members in _earload lots.
Usually a rare use of this carload
lot buying is sufficient to keep
prices within reason.

“We intend to eliminate the man
who doesn't give any service in
the production of our ecrops but who
exacts a profit from the man who
raises them.

“I urge _the farmers to organize
and finance properly local markei-
ing associations. Capable managers
are also of extreme importance,
Managers of local concerns who
aren’t in sympathy with the move-
ment can prove a great draw-back.

“The farmers’ movement doesn’t

need to fear outside interests. The
danger is within—from selfish in-
terests. Our salvation is in our

own hands.”

The* above quotations taken from
an interview with Mr. Gustafson by
a Star (K. C.) correspondent, hit
the nail on the head. Farmers will
do well to study what this man
says, and to realize that we are
stepping out Into a new era for
the producer. It will be interest-
ing to follow this up closely. Just
now we are partiedlarly interested
in getting our tocal organization go-
ing, then we hope to co-operate
with similar organizations through-
out the Valley, .
