ACALA CO’TTON TAKES FIRST 
I’LACE IN THREE YEAR TRIAL.

Acaala cotton has outyielde*! all 
other varieties in thre year’ trial at 
the New Mexico -Agricultural Ex;ieii- 
ment Station. Acala, first grown by 
the Station in 1921, outyelded Dur­
ango that year by more than 3i»0 
pounds of seed cotton , an KTe. Dur­
ango tool .'•I’cond place.

In 1922 .^cala again mlyieldeti Dur­
ango by 5 40 pounds. Triumpii and 
Durango were second and third re- 
siiectively, but the difference between 
them was only 30 pounds an acre. 
This last year Acala was again in the 
lead with a yield of 1139 pounds of 
lint cotton an acre. This was 107 
pounds more than Triumph, which 
came second, and 150 pounds more 
than Durango, which was third.

Durango had the longest staple 
of the three varieties, measuring 
1-5-16 inches. Acala measured 1)4 
inches, and Triumph 1-‘A inches. 
Since the 1 )4 inch cotton often com­
mands a premium over the 1 inch, 
it i.s doubtful whether the Triumph 
would be as profitable as the Dur­
ango.

The lint percentage of these three 
vareties in 1923 chowed Triumph with 
a yield of 40.9 per cent of lint, Acala 
with ,38.0 per cent and Durango 36.3 
per cent.

These results chow that the Mesilla 
Valley farmers were wise in selecting 
Acala as the only variety to be grown 
in 1924. I f  several varieties were 
grown in the same community, they 
ure certain to cross. Crossing leads 
to degeneration, and in a short time 
the entire crop may be poorer than a 
lower yielding variety which has 
been kept pure.

Acala and Durango are the moat 
popular varieties in New Mexico. If 
‘ heir good qualities are to endure, 
■very precaution must be taken to 

keep them pure. Concentrated action 
in growing one variety within the 
community means added profits, and 
is aorthy of the assistance of every 
farmer who is intrested in the pro­
gress of farming witTiin his commun­
ity

( ITY  STREETS AND COUNTRY 
ROADS.

According to figures recently pub­
lished, if the paved streets of 290 
American cities were merged into a 
single highway 18 feet wide it would 
extend in a continuous pavement for 
56,974 miles. The population of the 
290 cities, as o f January 1, 1923, in 
which this pavement was laid, com­
prises 65.8 per cent of the 53,898,.385 
urban population of tne United States.

Of the 601,65,3,647 square yards of 
pavement,469,463,141 square yards, or 
78 per cent was of types migher than 
water bound macadam. Of the various 
pavements, a.sphaltic types comprise 
53.9 per cent, brick 21.9 per cent, 
stone block 11.6 per cent, worn! block
з. 3 per cent, Portland cement concrete 
5.5 per cent, tar macadam 2.9 per cent 
miscellaneous 1..3 per cent.

The point of interest to taxpayers 
in these figures is that city streets get 
much heavier use than country roads. 
In spending tax funds for hard surffac 
iig state highways, it is essential that 
public officials be guilded in their 
choice by time-tested methods of pav­
ing which have withstood the wear 
and tear and vibration of vehicles 
under actual traffic conditions.

Why should state or county funds 
used for road building purposes be 
wasted on experiments when the ex­
perience of cities can be drawn on to
и. scertain the most enduring as well as 
economical pavement?

A BUSINESS PREPARATION 
PLAN

Finding by the expert commission 
to investigate the financial condition 
of Germany is that Germany can easi­
ly pay the 1.32,000,000,000 gold marks 
assessed against it in 1921 for re­
parations. The expert commission 
proposes to put Germany in condition 
to realize these financial possibilities 
by making a loan secured by mort­
gage on the railroads and by /issue 
gold-secured currency. This plan is 
plain business and is practicable if 
each nation concerned will waive all 
political objections. France must draw 
from the Ruhr and suppress fear of 
German economic recovery, and Ger­
many must abandon the pretense that 
working to pay a debt is slavery. If 
that were true of Germany it would be 
equally true of the United .States §nd 
of every nation that is in debt.
