CAUSE AND TREATMENT OF
BLOATING OF COWS.

Cows often bloat in the spring
when the foilage is young and tend-
er, especially if the foilage is damp
or the animals are grazing toward
the wind. Contrary to the opinion
that alfalfa is the only thing that
bloats cattle, they bloat on various
kinds of foilage,

Bloating can be prevented in two
ways, acording to the livestock
specialist of New Maeoxico State Col-
lege.First,do not turn the stock into
a luxurant growth of foilage while
they are very gaunt. Second, when
starting cattle to a green pastur
ellow them only a few minutes firs
day, and increase the time a few
minutes daily until they are accus-
tomed to the feed.

Treatment of bloat: First, get the
animal to stand with fore feet on
some high object, such as a ditch

(Cottonseed or olive oil may be
substituted for the raw linseed)
This dose may be repeated in thirty
minutes, In case these ingredient
are not available, use four ounces of
ordinary kerosene in a pint of milk
Or one ounce of formaldehyde in a
pint of milk may be given. These
three remedies may be used alter-
nately if the case is persistent, but
do not give them under thirty
minutes apart.

Sticking of cattle is only recom-
mended when the case is very ob-
stinate or when the animal has been
observed too late for medical treat-
ment, If sticking must be done, use a
trocar and canula.The proper point
for tapping is the center of a triang-
le formed by the last rib, the point of
the hip bone, and the ends of the
short ribs,

TREATMENT OF HORSES FOR
INTESTINAL WORMS.

There are several different species
of small, round worms which infect
the intestines of horses, but they all
vield to a general treatment. Dr.
Hurst, livestock specialist of New
Mexico College of Agriculture, gives
these directions.

Fast the horses for twenty-four
hours. Then administer turpentine at
the rate of one in five ounces of raw
linseed oil, for a pony, and up to two
ounces of turpentine in ten ounces of
raw linseed oil for a large draft

THE BEST VARIETY OF SEED.

A large number of varieties of any
annual crop cannot exist in a com-
munity without detoration. In this
location, as in every other. Farmers
should endeavor to plant this varie-
ty in order to prevent detoration as
much as possible. Under average
farm conditions even the best select-
ed and bred-up strains suffer enough
deterioration without the gin and
thresher help.

There is often such a small dif-
ference between the two or three
favored varieties in some crops that
farmers should be willing to accept
the second best, in their estimation,
if the majority favor it, in order to
standarize the commodity and de-
mand recognition for a quality pro-
duct. For example, if Acala cotton is
the predominating variety grown
locally, and a good supply of pure
seed is obtainable, every patron of
the local gin should use Acala.

Farmers are not inclined to- select
their plants for seed, and few are apt
to rogue. However, when any crop
develops to a considerable local cam-

This local seed
improvement work is usually good
for the community since the breeders
are men interested in local problems
and work with the local varieties.
Their seed is produced where the
farmer can see for himself the crop
grown and judge its quality and
value under local conditions. Every
farmer should always be careful to
select the best pure local seed avail-
able.

How To Improve The Chicken Crop
Thru Care And Selection of Eggs.

One of the quickest ways to secure
uniformity in chicks is to select large
eggs of the color for hatching.

Abnormal, small, or poorly shaped
eggs should not be set.

Eggs should be set when fresh, if
Germination starts in the egg before
it leaves the hen’s body, so the soon-
er the egg is set the less germination
is retarded or checked. Setting eggs
may be. kept, however, for fifteen
days, altho it is not advisable to keep
them longer than ten days and then
only under the best conditions. In|
cold weather, eggs shoud be gathered
three or four times a day to prevent
chilling.

Brood hens allowed to sit on eggs
in the nests may hurt the hatching,
qualities of the eggs. !

A cool, clean room, such as a base- |
ment or cellar, is the best place to
keep eggs. When in large numbers.
they are generally kept in a cabinet
or turning rack for convenience in
handling. The temperature of the
room should be between fifty to sixty
degress Fahrenheit. Altho the eggs
will stand considerable variatior, the
temperature should not go above
sixty-five degrees because germina-i
tion will start at sixty-eight or
seventy.

All eggs saved for hatching should
be turned each day. .

Remember that neither the hen
nor the incubator will hatch strong
chickens from eggs which have not
received proper care,
