HOT TIME IN KINGDOM
OF SAN MIGUEL OVER
THE RECENT ELECTION

Official Count Is Stopped
for the Eighth Time. Mrs
Chacon Gets Poll Book
From Santa Fe. Crowds
Angry.

EAST LAS VEGAS. Romero's
brother, Cleofes, has been defeated by
Lorenzo Delgado for sheriff of San
Miguel county by six votes—even
with the famous 100 stolen votes of
precinet 3 counted and no count at all
taken on Delgado’s 30 majority in
precinet 11. The climax of the long
battle was a dramatic one.

Saturday afteroon in the famous
Leahy-Romero court room at Las
Vegas, Commissioner York in the
chair, announced that the board would
now adjourn. Senator Sam G, Brat-
ton, democratic counsel, protested and
offered certified copy of the poll book
of precinct 12, bearing the great seal
of New Mexico upon it, to replace the
“lost” book. It was refused. Senator
Bratton stated that Secretary of State
(Mrs.) Chacon would arrive within
30 minutes with her original copy.
Attorney Renehan insisted that the
republicans would object to a canvass
from this copy. York said he couldn’t
wait all year for it anyway. Lino
Romero and Captain Thornton rushed
out for Mrs. Chacon. Argument of
counsel kept the board from adjourn-
ing for a couple of minutes. The
crowd pressed forward, resentful of
this effort to refuse to count legiti-
mate votes on a mere technicality.

Then “Mrs. Chacon is here!” Lino
ran “interference” for her, clearing a
gangway through the packed court
room and Capt. Thornton escorted the

cash between now and the end of the
year for the Baptist 75 Million Cam-
palgn, thus matching thelr subscrip-
tions In 1919, when the progrom was
launched, with actual payments, it is
announced at Baptist headquarters.
The women were asked to assume
responsibility for $15,000,000, or one-
fifth of the goal of the Campalign,
but their subscriptions went far be-
yond this

Their original goal of $15,000,000
in cash had been reached by the
women June 1, 1524, and under the
leadership of Miss Kathleen Mallory,
corresponding secretary of the
Woman's Misslonary Union, they are
making extra efforts to meet their
pledges as well as their quota. Thou-
sands of Baptist women gthroughout
the South are practicing self-denial
in many ways in order to make spec
fal contributions to the missionary,
educational and Dbenevolent enter-
prises embraced In the Campaign,
while other thousands who have al
ready pald out their subscriptions are
making special thank offerings that

the goul may be reached. Reports
indicate that thousands of Baptist
men as well will redeem their sub-

scriptions in full during this year.

Large Resulits Obtained

Indlcating some of the results that
had been realized from the Campaign
up to May 1, 1924, the general head-
quarters reports that the foreign
misslon force has been increased over
100 per cent, while as many persons
have been baptized on the foreign
fields in the five years of the Cam-
paign as there were church members
there at the outset of this program
after 76 years of missionary effort,
In the realin of home missions the
1,170 workers report the baptism of
203,682 persons, organization of 1096
new churches and 3,38 new Sunday

schools, and the completion of the
$1,000,000 Church Building Loan
Fund

An average of 2,734 state mission
workers have been employed during
the Campaign who report 240,686
baptisms, organization of 1,646
churches and 5,035 Sunday schools,
and the erection or repair of 2,331
houses of worship Into the 119
Southern Baptist schools, colleges
and seminaries the Campaign has
put $7.528,485 in permanent improve-
ments, $2,910.420 In maintenance, and
$2,732,231 in endowment, while $1,
277021 has been employed in the can-
cellation of outstanding debts.

Old Preachers Aided

As a result of the Campaign more
than 1,000 aged preachers and thelr
dependent ones have been helped;
$4,464.000 has been put into 19 Bap-
tist orphanages caring for 4,000 home-
less boys and girls; while the num-
ber of Baptist hospitals in the South
has been increased from 12 to 24

In order that there may be no let-
up In the support of the general mis
sionary and other causes fostered by
the denomination at the close of the
76 Milllon Campaign, plans have been
perfected for the projection of the
1925 Program with the week of
November 80-December 7, when an
avery-member canvass will be made
of the 28,000 Baptist churches of the
South for the support of state, home
and foreign missions, Christian educa-
tion, ministerial relief, hospitals and
orphanages next year. These are
the same interests that have been
embraced in the Campaign but they
will be supported Iin the future on
the basis of annual subscriptions
from the members of the churches
rather than on a five-year pledge.

Want $15,000,000 Next Year

Reports reaching the general Cam-
palgn headquarters are to the effect
that organizations have been set up
throughout the territory of the South-
ern Baptist Convention looking to the

completion of the old Campaign
through the redemption of the
pledges, and the successful launch-

ing of the new program through the
taking ef subscriptions for next year
at the same time. It is the hope of
those charged with the ln:iolrlhlp
fn these programs that a minimum
of $15,000,000 will be ralsed for the
general denominational enterprises
in 1926 and that each year there
after there will be an inoreass over

I'he New Mexico College of Agricul-
ture and Mechanic Arts Radio Station, !
KOB, in co-operation with the state |
highway department, has recently in- |
augerated a new highway report ser- |
vice. The report is for the benefit of |
travelers by auto over the main high- |
ways of the state, and is broadcast
twice daily, following the time signals
and official U, S. weather bureau re-
ports at 12:00 noon and 10:00 p. m.
chambers of commeree and garage
owners throughout the state have |
agreed to co-operate to the extent of
copying the reports as transmitted
and posting in prominent places for |
the benefit of the public and tourists, |

To facilitate the making and re-|
ceiving of reports, the main roads of |
the state have been arranged and |
designated by numbers. Each district
highway engineer makes a weekly re- |
port on a standard form to the high-
way office at State College on the con- |
dition of the roads in his district and |
the length of time required to drive
over them. These reports are com-
bined into a single one giving the
radio number of the road, the terminal
cities, the road’s condition, including
general remarks, and the time re-
quired to drive over the road. The
combined report is the one broadcast.
Any changes in condition of any road
reported on, ocecurring between the
weekly reports, are immediately tele-
graphed in and are entered on the com-
bined report.

To assist in receiving and posting
the road reports broadcast, the state
highway department is distributing
large tourist maps of the state, with a
complete outline of the road system. |
Space at the bottom of this map is |
pro.ided for the posting of daily re-
ports. This is a printed form issued
in blocks, with each road numbered
and named in the order it is broadcast.
By this means it is only necessary |
for the receiver to fill in the blank
spaces with the required information,
and attach to the map in some con-
spicuous place. Chambers of Com-
merce, garages and many private in-
dividuals throughout the state have
indicated their interest in this ser-
vice, and pMn to utilize it.

Week brings home to
Americans the astonishing fact that
this country ranks highest amongst
enlightened nations in percentage of
illiteracy. The Better Schools League
calls timely attention to this amazing
fact and gives these figures in proof:
Percentage of illerates (persons |
ten vears of age or over unable to
srite in any language, not necessarily
finglish) in the United States, 6: |
Germany, two tenths of 1 per cent;
Denmark, two tenths; Switzerland, |
five tenth England, one and eight- |
tenths; France, nearest to the Uunited
States in this discreditable showing,
tands only four and nine-tenths per
cent. Illiteracy is not confined to any
one section of our country but it is
heavier in rural communities than in
he larger cities. Nor is it to be at-
tributed to the foreign-born for
their are twice as many native-born
Iliterates as those of alien birth.
There are two major reasons for
this condition. First, failure of too
many communities to realize the im-
nortance of education and to subor-
linate their support for lesser civie
enterprizes, Next, the lack of acces-
ibility to schools in sparsly settled
ommunities, The Better Schools
League is working in co-operation
with rather than in competition with
the other existing national organiza-
tions in its efforts to make attainable
improvement in individual situations.
Thus aid in organiziing the best
means for financing, equipping and
conducting schools is given: a clear-
mg house for the school activities of
the nation is provided; and an agency
familiar with the problems both of
citv and country schools is at hand.
One of the obstacles depriving the
voung of a fair educational start in
life is inadequacy of school funds, It
cems strange, says the Better Schools
