No. 3 Is Shot
Fri.---Makes
A Good Well

Other Wells Nearing The
Pay Sand May Be Com-
pleted Next Week—Give
Possibilities Of Much
Greater Activity.

The Twin Lakes well No. 3, 550
feet north of well No. 2, in the
SW corner of Se 28, Twp. 18,
Kange 28, which was shot Friday
between 2003 and 2004 feet, does
not measure up in every respect to

the Maljamar, still the wonder well
thus far in the field, yet it made a
flow of 135 barrels the first six
hours, equaled to a production of
540 barrels for the first 24 hours.
At the rate of production it will
exceed many other completions and
will probably rate higher than the
first two wells, Nos. 1 and 2, which
during an earlier time served to

direct the attention of numerous
jperators to this section.

The saying that it “Never rains
unless it pours,” serves to sum up

the situation as to the completions
since the Twin Lakes No. 38 last
Sunday During this time, however,
everal wells have entered an in-
teresting stage and may be com-
pleted by the early part of next
week. Should they prove what the
operators hope for, the next few
days will be the most significant
period passed thus far in the his-
tory of the field as the present work
may extend the field several miles in

re than one direction.

Those attracting the most inter-
st are the Wells, No. 1 in the cen-
ter of Section 19, Twp. 20, Range 30,
the A. R. Goodale, California No.

1, in Sec. 30, Twp. 18, Range 29,
Roswell No. 2 of the New States

8, and the Flynn, Welch & Yates

Striking both oil and gas at 1490
feet, the W. C. Wells test is being
losely watched as it gives indica-

Should the latter be the case, it
will mean the opening of a new pro-
ducing area, as it is in the much
favored southeast trend.

The Goodale well is also reported
to be checking with producers in
the field and many operators are of
the opinion that this test will make
a well around 2300 feet. Work has
been considerably delayed during the
past week due to boiler trouble with
the bottom of the hole reported at
around 2150 feet.

Both the Roswell No. 2 and the
Knowles test are making good time
and are expected to be put in the
ranks of the producers during the
coming week.

TO EXTEND DRILLING
CAMPAIGN SIX MILES

The announcement this week that
Col. Rob’t. D. Gordon, of Eastland,
Texas has taken over the Gissler
permit, comprising four sections in
Twp. 18, Range 30, is of special sig-
nifigance to those interested in the
extension of the nrezent development,
both because it will mean that the
drilling wells are to be extended six
miles to the east and because Col.
Gordon is no piker when it comes to
going down after the real fluid. At
least it will be a measure of assur-
rance to those who know Col. Gor-
don’s former reputation for getting
action and oil if there proves to be
any in this vicinity.

The first well contracted is to be
lovated in the SW corner of Seec. 18,
Twp. 18, Range 30. Drilling opera-
tions is to be started as soon as
drilling material is received. The
other sections comprising the permit
are 7, 9, and 17 respectively.

Col. Gordon is credited with bring-
ing the Eastland, Texas field to the
front ranks after the large compan-
ies had tested the Ranger and Breck-
enridge territory and pulled out for
creener fields after making a few
locations in the Eastland field.

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SPRING PLOWING IS

Like so many other farm operations,
there Is no time to sow the
cower crop in the orchard. The time
will depend upon the kind of frult, the
season, the soll, and the load of fruit
the trees are carrying, the orchardists
at Cornell college

Thl‘ ¢cover crop for
chard Is usually
three weeks Iater than In the apple
orchard. Peach (rees grow some-
what later In the fall than the apple.
They are usually set on lighter types
of soll and require large amounts of
molsture In maturing crops of fruit.
It seems advisable, then, to delay
planting a cover crop in the peach or
chard In New York state until the
first spring and summer. On & sea
son when the orchard Is producing a
very heavy crop of frult, or when the
crop Is likely to suffer from lack of
suflicient cultivation wmight
well be continued untll the middle or
latter part of August before sowing
the crop.

The cover crop In the apple orchard
should be sown during July, preferably
the early part. Sown at this time, soll
conditions are usually more favorable
for a good germination of the seed
than when sown late. A cover crop
put In during July should make much
more growth and add wmuch
more to the humus supply of the soll,
than when sown a month later

Elther fall or very early spring plow
Ing of the orchard Is doubtless a better
practice than late spring plowing
Early spring plowing or cultivation
makes conditions favorable for nitrifi-
cation in the soll, and this |s essentla
in the production of a large healthy
leaf surface, which is all-lmportant In
of the tree and In the pro-
of frult.
