HEAVY HONEY CROP
WILL BE MADE THIS
YEAR SAYS ATKINSON

W. R. Atkinson, Artesia bee man,
tells us that this year's crop of
honey will be the best gathered
here in several seasons and will
probably exceed last year's crop by
several hundred pounds. The in-

crease, he explains, is brought about
by an atmospheric condition peculiar
to that industry, which is especially
true of the honey made by alfalfa
bloom. Mr. Atkinson has several
colonies located near the river, which
feed on the bloom of the salt cedar
and other flowers, but the quantity
of this honey will not be increased.

Mr. Atkinson, who operates one of
the largest bee plants in this sec-
tion, has about 800 bee colonies un-
der his supervision and ships the
famous Pecos Valley honey to all
parts of the southwest.

Frank C. Pettit, who is a noted
writer on bee culture, was a Pecos
Valley visitor last February and
carried a lengthy article on the bee
industry in southeastern New Mexi-
¢o, in the National Bee Journal,
showing several interesting pictures
from the upper valley section. In-

The wmoney that
we pay in taxes for the education of |
our children is our very best in-|
vestment, provided that we are wise,
enough to insure that it is well|

spent. How ecan we do this? Gen-
erally, so far as the ordinary farm
citizen is concerned-—the man in the
road, to paraphrase a popular ex-

pression--by showing an intelligent
interest in the school all the year
round., Not spasmodically but con-
stantly. Is there a board member

to be selected? Then go to the vot
ing place and help select the best
person for the job. Is a new school
house or are repairs for an old one
needed? Then do in-

your part to
sure that the building is the best
the community can afford. Is a

teacher to be employed? Do all
you can to see that the school board

members ‘are encouraged to get the
best teacher available, Raise the
salary if necessary but do not be

satisfied with a cheap teacher. The

board will follow the sentiment of
the community in regard to the
qualifications and salary of the
teacher,

Do your part in ecreating a com-
munity sentiment favorable to a
good school. The citizens of the
community are responsible for the
quality of the farmers' school-—not

CUTTING DOWN EXPENSES

By ERWIN GREER
(President Greer College of Auto
motive Engineering, Chicago)

Are you one of those torist
who are afraid to take long try
for fear that something will happer
to your car that you wont Know
how to repair? You needn’t be, for
all . we know about motor vehicle
has been gained by observation.

Some fellows seem to be alway
having engine trouble, while othe
are constantly fooling with then
tires. Another keeps his left foot
constantly on the accelerator and
the other on the brake, yet this chap
rages like a dog with hydrophobia
when his ear is towed back to the
garage with a serious break-down.

It would be a good thing gen
erally if owners who are complain
ing about gasoline mileage and

blaming it on the quality of the fuel
carefully the

would also examine

condition of their engines. The con
dition of the eylinders, the tight
ness of the piston rings and the con
dition of the valves, all have their
influence on gasoline mileage. If

the cylinders are slightly scored, the
piston rings loose and the valve
seating improperly, it is no wondel
that gasoline mileage is low, even
granting that the present day fuel
is inferior in quality to that which
could be purchased two or three
years ago.

If loss of power is due to a faulty
carburetor adjustment, the trouble
is more likely to be on the side of
an adjustment which too rich.
The exhaust smoke is usually black
or will have the odor of raw gaso-
line, A simple test is to shut off
the flow of gasoline to the carbure
tor and allow the engine to run with-
out touching the throttle. If the en
gine speeds up as the level of the
gasoline drops in the float chamber,
it is an indication that too much
gasoline is being supplied under nor
mal conditions when the chamber is
full, Such a mixture causes not

BEAT A BLIZZARD

Electric Light on Pole In Yard Guideo
Cattlie to Shelter.

Kansas blizzards have long been a
dread of the farmer in the prairie |
country. Livestock and even human
beings have been cut off from shelter
and frozen to death Hence the feel
ings of a farmer in Ellis County, Kan
sas, can be appreclated when he says

“My electric installation paid for it
self in one night during & sudden
blizzard last winter, The big light |
on a high pole pear the barn helped |
us to drive all the cows and calves
to shelter. Without it many would
have been frozen to death.”

Nearly all the high wattage electric
lights so far placed on poles in farm
yards are Mazda lamps of 500 or even
1,000 watts. They were developed by
General Electric engineers and scien
tists, who first brought Mazda lamps
into existence. These same specialists
