Pruging now oc cuple» the attention
of frult growers, and questions arise
concerning the best procedure under
certaln conditions. Experience shows
that orchardists prune too much, with
out regard to the real need of the tree,
It Is pointed out that with trees which
are well selected when the orchard is
set out, it Is necessary to remove only
occasional branches which start out In
the wrong place, and to remove dead
injured and crossed limbs.

If the trees are bearing small fruits,
if the tops contain muany dead
branches, or if the seasonal growth
Judicious pruning
is recommended as a means of reju
venation. This usually conslsts in cut-
ting back many branches, and in en
tirely removing others. The following
general rules are applicate under
such conditions: Prune weak-growing
varietlies heavily ; strong growing kinds
Varleties which branch free
ly need little pruning ; those with many
unbranched limbs, much pruning.
Prune trees In rich, deep soils lightly ;
fn poor, shallow solls, heavily

The cutting back of all the branches
of a tree Is practiced regularly only
with peaches, and some plums. This
is attributed to the fact that, with
the wood of the past sea-
son, and therefore the crop, is borne
progressively further away from
trunk, so that it Is necessary to Lead
in these fruits by cutting back the
branches in order to keep the bearing
wood near the trunk. On the other
hand, apples, pears, cherries, and most
plums are borne on spurs from wood
two or more years old, and with these
heading-in is not so desirable. Experli
mental evidence Indicates that winter
pruning has no speclal advantage over
summer pruning, except that the pres
sure of other work Is less during the
winter months.

Strawberry Root Louse
Feeds on Tender Parts

The strawberry root louse passes
the winter as a shinlng black
which, in early spring, hatch wingless
summer females that mature and give
birth to living young. These are ull
females and give birth te young
throughout the season. Winged males
and females appear at the approach
of cold weather In the fall.

At first the summer females feed
on the young, tender of the
plants above ground, but In the latter
part of April they move down to the
roots of the plnnl.i, where colonies
are established. The little brown field
ant is responsible for the®moving of
this aphis to the roots. The aphids
multiply very rapldly, one generation
following another about every four-
teen or sixteen days. At the approach
of winter males and egg-laying true
females appear. The females deposit
their winter eggs on the leaves and
leaf stems above the ground.

l.oss caused by the strawherry root
louse can be avolded by setting clean
plants on uninfested land, by adopt-
ing a crop rotation and by turning
under abandoned beds as soon as the
crop Is harvested,

The plants for new beds may be
freed of aphlids by walting until all
the eggs are hatched and then dlp-
ping them—roots, plants and tops—in
a solution of nicotine sulphate, using
one part to one thousand of water,

Trouble With Raspberry

Raspberry growers have within the
last few years become acquainted with
a serlous disease known as mosale.
This is one of the so-called virus dis-
eases which Is carried in the sap of
the plant and Is spread from plant to
plant by means of sap-sucking in-
gects, the principal offender being a

large green aphid or plant louse. This T _p,

disease has become so serious In most
of the raspberry growing states that
drastic efforts are belng taken by‘,
pursery inspection forces to hold it
under control. It reduces the vigor |
of the plant, and consequently the
yleld. The frult Is smaller and more
crumbly on mosale plants than on
healthy plants. So sweeping in Its
effect has been the mosaic disease
that in some states entire varieties
have been discarded because of the
prevalence of Infection. Nur.-wr_vmen'

too much to make every effort to se-
cure and maintain dlsease-free planta-
tions. If mosale-free plants can be
secured and planted In beds isolated |
by at least 20 rods from any other |
raspherry field, they can generally be
kept free from the disease. Tt will |
require watchfulness and immediate |
digging and destruction of Inrected'
plants whenever they appear.

WASHINGTON.—Potentially valu-
able reserves of helium, phosphate,

average petroleum, coal and potash have been
101 bar- set aside by the interior department

among the 56,993,776 acres of the
public domain withdrawn during the
last year, the department reported to
congress Monday.

Helium reserves were declared in
Utah, potash in California, Nevada
and New Mexico; and phosphate in
Idaho, Montana, Utah and Wyoming.
Lands withdrawn for coal reserves
included acreage in Arizona, Califor-
nia, ldaho, Montana, Nevada, New
Mexico, Oregon, Utah and Washing-
ton 0il reserves were established
in Arizona, California, Montana, Ne-
vada and Utah.

The largest withdrawal was in
New Mexico, where 13,354,000 acres,
including 7,418,437 acres of potash
land, were set aside,

Other withdrawals were:
10,114,000 acres; Utah, 6,659,000;
Wyoming, 6,000,000; Oregon, 1,843,
000; Idaho, 1,071,000; California, 2,-
172,000 and Colorado, 5,817,000,
