To understand and appreciate the 
historic place, one must necessarily 
know about its connections with the 
early developments and better still 
to have some knowledge of the lat­
est book on Billy the Kid. While 
the thoughts of reading the life of 
the famous outlaw, may be repul­
sive to many and there is no ar­
gument but that more desirable lit­
erature may be obtained for the 
young folks, yet Billy the Kid, 
plyed his role, and this role has be­
come a part o f the history o f the 
state. If, therefore, you are to 
learn something o f the early hap­
penings yo uniust sooner or later 
know Billy the Kid, because this 
character is wound into the early 
developments of the eastern section 
o f the state in such a way that 
is inseparable.

Many of the older buildings, 
the court house, the old fort and the 
McBweeney store remain, although 
the fort is in ruins, the walls o f the 
old court house are practically in­
tact.

There are other towns up the val­
ley, interesting because o f their his­
toric connection and among these 
is White Oaks, still ,the home of one 
o f the principals o f the Lincoln 
county war, so far as we know.

While at Hondo we were told that 
Frank Coe, who lives just two miles 
this ride of Lincoln, an old timer of 
that section and friend of Billy the 
Kid, has planned to move the body 
o f the Kid from Fort Sumner to a 
private burying ground near Lin­
coln.

KEEPI.NG THE
RECORD STRAIGHT

A conscientious newspaper, like a 
conscientious individual who does not 
want to acquire the name o f a first 
class liar, is usually careful with its 
statements. We can not be too care­
ful, its only a question o f the 
amount of energy we wish to spend 
in investigating what we print. Its 
a cinch, we can not run every little 
item to its source, if we did, little 
would be accomplished.

In so far as the news items are ! 
concerned, we invaribly try to qual­
ify  our statements. We wish every 
reader o f the Advocate would learn 
to distinguish the difference between 
the unqualified and the qualified 
statement. To use the expression, 
“ It has been reported, it is under­
stood, it has been rumored, etc,” is 
in effect the same as a man who 
.says to his friend “ I understand 
such an event will happen, but I 
don’t know how true it is.”  Now 
after your friend has made a sim­
ilar statement to you, could you 
feel positive that it was the truth, 
the whole truth and nothing but 
the truth? O f cour.se you wouldn’t.

As a matter o f fact we could not 
afford to qualify every innocent 
statement. I f  John Doe or Jim 
Jones tells a reporter that he is go­
ing to Roswell, it would look rather 
nonsensical to state, “ We are in­
formed that Jim Jones will go to 
Roswell today.”  However, in mat­
ters o f finance, or where the char­
acter or good name o f a person 
may be involved, it is well to use 
qualified statements.

Not long ago a man said to us:

po»es, after deducting amounts which 
will be sent to institutions and 
counties for expenditures through 
these agencies, about $4,UOO,U0U will 
be expended. Approximately $1,750,- 
000 will be spent by the fifteen edu­
cational and other Institutions of 
the state. A  similar amount will be 
necessary for the rifty-two cities, 
towns and villages, of which perhaps 
one-third will be expended for the 
maintenance of public utilities which 
exist in one-half of these municipal­
ities. County expenditures will 
reach about $6,500,000, including $1,- 
000,000 for direct charges and in­
terest and sinking requirements in 
the several school districts.

The total o f $16,000,000 which will 
probably be expended during the 
present fiscal year for the expenses 
o f state and local governments is 
about fifty per cent increase over 
the expenditures o f eight years ago. 
To meet this total, general property 
taxes will furnish 60 per cent of the 
revenues, the remainder being de- 

i t ; rived from fees and licenses, earn­
ings of departments, and institutions, 
and from the income from state | 
lands and permanent funds.

The foregoing statements a r e , 
made so that one may get a com- - 
prehensive view o f tne whole field o f , 
governmental costs.

O f the total expenditure, about 
45 per cent are required for educa­
tional and about 20 per cent fur 
roads and bridges. It should be 
noted also that approximately $1,- 
250,000 of the total amount is e x - ' 
pended for debt charges, $688,983 be­
ing required for interest on bonds, 
and $;176,195 appropriated to meet 
sinking fund requirements. The * 
amount o f interest required for 
school bonds is $358,697 and the 
amount required for sinking funds on 
school bonds is $113,962, both of 
which amounts are taken into con­
sideration in giving the estimate of 
45 per cent just mentioned as a part i 
of the total expended for education. 

[For roads and bridges the estimated, 
expenditures by the state and coun-! 
ties amount to $3,500,000 and for 
educational purposes and institu­
tions approximately $7,150,000.

Trace Wedding Cake
to Old Roman Custom

The wt‘ddiiig rake Is believed to be 
the survival of an old Roman practice 
when the bride and groom not only 
ate together as a eigii of their kinship 
and mutual love, but feasted the 
guests as well. At this tlfue It was 
good etiquette to break the cake over 
tlie bride’s head as a algo of plentl- 
fuliu‘ss. In the marriage ceremonies 
o f tlie early Anglo-Saxons huge bas 
kets of dry crackers were employed. 
After tlie feast each guest took ■ 
cracker home with him and tlie re 
ninlnder was distributed to the poor. 
"Later It became the custom for the 
guests themselves to bring to the wed­
ding small, richly spiced buns, which 
were piled In one huge mound on the 
table. It was a common occurrence 
for the bride and groom to attempt to 
kiss each other over thia mound, and 
if G'cy succeeded they were assured 
lifelong prosperity.” ' It Is said the 
wedding cake o f today is due to the 
genius of a French cook, who, while 
traveling In England, observed the In­
convenience of stacking hundreds of 
these small cakes In a mound and con­
ceived the idea o f cementing the 
mound into a single huge cake with 
Icing. At the wedding feast it was 
the duty of the newly married man 
to wait on his bride at the table, 
whence came the name bridegroom- 
signifying one who serves the bride.

1 met men on the road that ac­
cording to the standards o f society 
and the laws were liable to arrest 
at any time because they were count­
ed as vagrants.

— broad-minded men--and men that 
were well educated. 1 learned to 
never judge a man by appearance 
because there is many a hum in a 
full dress suit and there is many a 
prince in rags. 1 learned something 
o f the meaning o f kindness and 
friendship. 1 continued on there at 
the barber college at Uklahoma City 
and all together six months. A  man 
came from Texola, Uklahoma, and 
came into the barber college and 
watched all us fellows work and he 
picked me out for a job. He said !

they had him charged with a crime 
they could do something with him, 
jail breaking.

Ray told me when they had him 
charged with criminal ayndicaliah, 
he could of got out by taking the 
wilness stand and testifying against 
the men in there with him, and I 
guess he coidd have got out that 
way, 1 am siuisfied he could and if 
he had nut had this charge o f jail 
breaking against him when 1 got to 
Vancouver, Wash., I believe between 
dad and 1 we could have talked to 
the buy and got him to renounce his 
membership in the organization and 
they would have turned him louse, 
but the abuse they gave him, which 
caused his jail breaking, has caused 
a bitter feeling to enter his heart 
toward what they represented com­
bined with the teaching the I. W, W. 
had begun to make a different man 
out o f Kay and planted into his 
heart a feeling o f bitterness toward 
society. Bitterness and hatred was 
the reaction for the abuse and un­
kind treatment Ray received at Van­
couver, Washington.

1‘ leads to Judge.
1 went to Judge Holden, the prose­

cutor, 1 told the judge that Kay was 
the victim o f circumstances and en­
vironment, that he was the same as 
myself when 1 la.st saw him, a law 
abiding, hard working American man, 
a kind hearted man, an honorable 
man. 1 told Judge Holden that if 
he would give my brother his liber­
ty 1 would be responsible for the 
boy’s future. 1 begged him to give 
my brother his liberty and promised 
him that 1 would take care o f the 
boy, knowing that my influence 
would cause him to renounce his 
membership in the 1. W. \V., that I 
had more influence with him than a 
bunch of cruel hearted, inhuman o f­
ficers, knowing that 1 could take 
care o f Ray, knowing that he would 
never refuse my pleadings.

My fathi-r pleaded with Judge 
Holden to give Ray his liberty and 
1 begged him with tears in my eyes 
to give me back my brother, but no, 
he must send him to a school of 
crime and with all my pleading and 
reputation o f living a good Chris­
tian life, but Judge Holden was so 
damn dumb that he could not see 
where I could have more influence 
over my brother than a bunch of in­
human officers who did not give a 
damn what kind o f a life 1 led, or 
what Kay done for his country, he 
did not care snap for Roy's record 
which was clean as any man’s up to 
that time. He did not give a damn 
for that, but he mu.st take my broth­
er away from me for a crime that 
he never committed, only indirectly. 
1 want to say again that he was a 
victim o f circumstances and environ­
ment.

Judge Holden turned a deaf ear

to my pleading and sent my brother 
to a school o f crime, so he sentenced 
Kuy .to one year at the Washington 
state reformatory at Monroe, where 
he received no kindness, and 1 will 
also say he received no abuse.

Now can you see the bitterness 
and the hatred that is entering into 
his heart. It is also entering mine, 
so after saying goodbye 1 went back 
to Salem with dud and he needed 
my help and mother livng in New 
Mexico, neetled my help. 1 could 
nut help them both, so I helped dad. 
I worked fur him to help him sup­
port his family and back in New 
Mexico there was mother needing 
more help and needing Kay’s help, 
but Ray was in a school o f crime 
and a dandy, I think the evidence 
will show it. I do not think you 
will find a better school of crime, 
unless it is changed. Ray was in a 
school o f crime charged with crimi­
nal syndicalism, which is being a 
member o f a radical labor organiza­

tion and it is a fact this labor or- 
I ganization is something very few 
' know anything about. It is made up, 
I for the most part, of migratory 
workers, workers who have worked

CalU Pope Bad Name.
From a tfood honeat, Christian and 

kind hearted bay, a working boy, 
he strayed away from the faith that 
he was tauipht at his mother’s knee, 
and the seed of discontent, rebellion, 
hatred and bitterness was planted in 
his heart, while he was attending 
this school o f crime at Monroe, 
Washintcton. In the meantime I was 
working fur dad, tryii>K to help him 
make a living for himself and fam­
ily, on Sunday Kuing to church, a 
good honest. Catholic boy. On a 
visit to see Kay at Monroe, Wash­
ington, where he was going to school 
1 got to talking with Kay. 1 did 
not know him, he was so changed. 
It seemed to me that he was not 
the brother that 1 knew. 1 could not 
understand the things he tells me; 
I think he is craiy ; he tells me the 
religion that 1 had been raised to be- 
he does not believe in the bible; 
he tells me .he thinks the pope is a 
big rum dum and in general makes 
very light of my religion.

The things he said to me on that 
visit to Monroe, Wash., at that time, 
1 would nut have taken from any 
man, they were that derogatory to 
the faith I was raised on, but be­
cause Ray was my brother, my twin 
brother, 1 took what he said in si­
lence and a heavy heart. I tried to 
show him where he was wrong, but 
he only laughed at me. He said 
that 1 had a lot to learn, and 1 have 
learned a lot since then. He wanted 
me to join the I. W. W. and be a 
worker for the cause. What cause? 
The cause o f humanity and the work­
ing men of the world. He said 
thousands o f women and children are 
starving and dying from malnutri­
tion and thousands upon thousands 
o f honest men working who were not 
receiving the half of what they 
should. What he said shook me 
more than words can tell. He said 
things I never dreamed o f hearing, 
but the worst o f it all, it seemed to 
me, that Kay was what you call an 
infidel, that is the way 1 got it, 
while 1 was a Christian. Instead of 
this refurinatry making Kay a bet­
ter boy, it seemed to me it had made 
him worse. When 1 got through 
talking with Kay 1 was grie f strick­
en, 1 went outside the prison walls, 
I could not stand the burden o f sur-, 
row, so I prayed to Almighty tlod 
to help me bring that brother buck 
to Christ.

Prays to God.
I went back home to tialem, the 

one thought in my mind and heart 
that if  1 was right in my faith at 
God Would answer an unselfish 
prayer. 1 prayed to God to help me 
bring that boy back to the church. 
Every Sunday 1 went to church in 
Salem, not only on Sunday, but fur 
a period o f time every morning be­
fore breakfast I went to muss, with 
confession and holy communion every 
morning, and 1 only prayed fur one 
thing and that was that God would 
give me the wi.sdom and grace and 
help to bring that brother back to 
the church, but he did no answer my 
prayer. Father Deriun of Salem will 
testify to the truth of what I have 
been telling. 1 was sincere in my 
religious belief and I thought 1 
ought to do something to atone for 
this great sin my brother had com­
mitted, in leaving the church. 1 
thought i f  1 done what was right 
that he would finally answer niy 
prayer, so I arranged to study so 
that I might become a priest. Father 
Buck was going to make the ar­
rangements for me to be a priest 
somewhere in California, at no ex­
pense to myself.

My father needed my help, and 
mother and two brothers needed my 
help, and my love for my father and 
mother and these brothers was great­
er, so I gave up the idea o f entering 
the priesthood, so I could help, but 
1 never stopped praying that God 
would help me bring my brother 
back to his church. P’ inally, Ray 
served his term at the school of 
crime, was given a $5 bill, I believe 
his fare to Vancouver, and a sec­
ond rate suit o f clothes. I never 
lost faith in God answering my pray­
ers; I knew that he would, so when 
liay came back home, I went to talk­
ing with him at every moment— tried 
to show Hay the mistake Jie was 
making, trying to show him what 
that would lead him into, trying to 
bring him back to the church and 
always praying that God would give 
me wisdom to convince the boy that 
1 was right and he was wrong, but 
my words were o f no avail, had no 
effect on Ray, he would only laugh 
at the things I believed and make 
light of it, so I said to Kay, 1 said, 
I will make you a proposition. V will 
listen to all you have to say on your 
side, that I will be broadminded and 
you listen to what I have to say and 
i f  I cannot show you where I am 
right maybe you can show me where 
I am wrong. I talked with him on 
religion, I talked with him on so­
ciology,, which was a place where he 
had the advantage o f me, he knew 
more about both than I did, when I 
asked him to believe in the bible he 
would ask me what bible, and I 
would tell him the Christian bible.

Argue Religion.
He would say: ‘“ Make yourself 

clear, as I do not know but what it 
was one o f many others in exis­
tence in the world today that you 
have reference to.”  I told him the 
Christian bible was the accepted 
bible all over the world and he an­
swered me by saying that there were 
other religions whose adherents 
were in greater number thkn those 
o f the Christian people. He said I

was mistaken about the Christian 
bible being the universal bible, but I 
would not believe him. A ll my ar­
guments were o f no avail whatever, 
and my prayers were not answered.

1 finally came to see that a choice 
had to be made by me. 1 must 
either choose my religion or my 
brother, that I could not have them 
both, and I chose my brother, so 
from then on 1 listened to all he 
had to say, hoping that he could 
convince me that his views were 
rght, wanting to believe as he be- 
lie\ed, so that we eould have more 
in coinmun. It was not long before 
doubt crept into my mind o f the 
religion 1 had been taught all my 
life. Sometimes 1 would miss a Sun­
day in going to church. 1 wanted to 
disbelieve and 1 succeeded.

The bitterness that was in Kay’s 
heart of the treatment he had re­
ceived, was in mine also. 1 soon be­
gan to think exactly like he did. 1 
thought Kay had been done a great 
injustice by the state o f Washington, 
and my heart cried out for revenge. 
1 thought society had wronged my 
brother and I wanted to square the 
account. 1 can see now it was not 
society that had wronged my broth­
er, it was just half a dozen men that 
were not men.

•Mother was ill, neevling my help, 
and dad was needing my help. 1 
wanted to help my mother and fath­
er and 1 wanted to help th a t. little 
crippled brother, and 1 was willing to 
do the best I could to help them, so 
I continued to help along with dad 
in the barber shop, but from all the 
worry, nervousness and eye strain 
my eyes began to fa il and 1 could 
not work at the barber’s trade, so 
1 got a job as attendant at the state 
hospital at Salem, (o7.50 per month, 
board and room. I could not help 
much on that.

Kay was wanting ;o help his moth­
er and dad and all ftis brothers, so 
he told me one day: “ Roy, I am go­
ing to Chicago. 1 am going to get 
in with a big bunch o f crooks (whose 
address he got at the school o f 
crime), who were known to be men 
who played for big mone and noth­
ing else.” He saiii: ‘ ‘Roy, when 1 
get buck there I wiiT get in with a 
bunch of crooks and we will rob a 
'uank—one where there is plenty of 
money, and not just a few thousand 
dollars. We will rob one that will 
probably have a million in it and my 
share will probably be $50,000, or 
somewhere around there,”  and he 
said, ‘ ‘Roy, dad won’t have to work 
any more, Lee will nut have to work 
any more and mother will have her 
home with all o f her boys, just what 
she has always wanted.”  “ Ray,”  I 
said, “ I wll go along with you,”  but 
he would not let me go. He did not 
want me to get killed; he knew that 
his chances were .slim and he would 
not let me go, so 1 begged him not 
to go, but he was bound to go. So 
Ray beat his way back to Chicago. 
1 told him goodbye; I felt like I was 
doing wrong to let him go back by 
himself and risking his life to help 
me out; he did not owe me anything. 
Kay could not find the men he want­
ed in Chicago; he tried hard to find 
them but he could not, so he finally 
came back. This was in 1D21 or 
1922, shortly after he got out of 
.Monroe. By the time he got back I 
had quit my job at the state hospital. 
He told me he could not find his men 
that one man could not handle a job 
by himself, so I told him I would 
help him. It took a great deal of 
talking to get Ray to permit me to 
go in with him. He did not want 
to. Finally I convinced him to let 
me go in with him; I told him if he 
got killed I wanted to also, so we de­
cided to plan a robbery that we could 
make something on. In order to do 
that we had to have some money, 
so we worked together, went to Port­
land and got a job working on the 
section o f a logging road, but I was 
not used to hard wurk, and was not 
built for it and dia not know any­
thing about holding the job, but I 
did manage to stick until we had 
$75 ahead between tlie two of us, and 
then we got fired, was not doing 
enough work.

Met ‘Ex-Con.*
While away there we met one o f 

Ray’s schoolmates at the school of 
crime, and he knew of a bank up in 
Washington, in Yacolt, I believe, that 
would be so easy to rob, and we de­
cided to rob that bank on the day 
before the 4th of July. We figured 
there would not be much of a posse 
out around that time; this was in 
July, 1S)22, so Ray ^nd I agreed to 
meet this man in Portland on the 2nd 
day o f July, and on the 3rd we were 
going up there to rof> that bank. We 
had a place agreed upon where wo

were going to meet this man. Ray 
and I got ready and we went there 
and waited for this fellow in Port­
land and he did not show up, so Ray 
and 1 went up and hud a look at 
it ourselves, but it did not look like 
it would be very easy, as the tele­
phone office was right next door to 
the bank and it vaguld take three 

‘ men, one to go into the telephone o f­
fice while the other two were rob­
bing the bank, to keep the telephone 
operator from telling the police o f f i­
cers, und we had half a mile to the 
tmber, so we passed it up as a bad 
job und figured it would only be 
$5,IHHI or |10,Ui)0 in it anyway.

By that time we were practically 
broke, nothing le ft but our guns, so 
we went back down to Seaside. There 
were some little tourist resorts down 
around .Seaside and a bank at Sea­
side. We hud a look at the bank, 
but the police statton was only a 
stone’s throw away, but we would 
have tried that i f  either o f us had 
known how to drive a car. We 
thought there was a lot o f money in 
that bank, but being so close to the 
police station, and us without u 
cur, we would not rub it. *XVe would 
have robbed it if  the police station 

' w'as not so close, as it was close 
the timber and close to the brush, 
so we decided we would go below 
there and see if we could nut get in 
expense money without working for 
it, in order to make the big job. That 
is what our idea was.

.Murder in Hearts.
We went below Seaside, I think 

the name of the town was Cannon 
Beach; there were two little places 
down there. We figured pretty 
strong on robbing the store. It was 
a confectionery store, general tour­
ist store; figured w> could get away 
with $2U0 or $300 anyway on Satur­
day night, and we would have a 
chance o f making two or three hun­
dred or a thousand dollars, of maybe 
$75. We got in a plsibe where we 
could not get out of without being 
seen. We laid down in a damn hole 
out there and was there all day long 
without any water or anything. We 
got thirsty und nervous, gut to think­
ing it over and it occurred to us that 
if the man in the store made a break 
that he would be a dead man, and 
we got to thinking he might be just 
that kind o f a fool and we would 
shoot him and then have a murder 
charge against us for what would be 
at the most $5UU, and the lunger we 
thought about it the more it occurred 
to us that the man would make a 
break. We read so many articles in 
the paper of men getting away from 
a bandit after he had his gun on 
him, this man or woman running 
away or refusing to put their hands 
up, and we knew if  he did that we 
would kill him, so we passed that 
one up, and walked back to Seaside.

1 believe that night was the night 
of the 3rd o f July, 1D22, and that 
night we slept on ttie beach at Sea­
side; we were hungry and tired and 
worn out, nervous and broke, dis­
heartened, just about as badly dis­
heartened as a man could be. The 
next day was the 4th o f July, and a 
big celebration on at Seaside that 
day, so we stayed around Seaside all 
day and I got in the men’s race and 
1 was tired and worn opt and hun­
gry. The started was just a darn 
fool, started us o ff  about six times; 
once he started us o f f  and we ran 
the race clear through, and some of 
them stayed at the mark. 1 believe 
1 was second that time, and then he 
declared it not to be a race, called 
us back and made us start a couple 
o f more times, and when he did start 
us I was left on the mark could not 
get through, did not place. Thought 
1 would get a little money to get 
something to eat, but did not place. 
Well, Kay and 1 went back to Salem, 
then; 1 do not know how we got 
back, whether we paid our way back 
or worked, anyway, 1 believe we went 
back to Salem and stayed with dad 
for awhile and it was the winter o f 
1922 approaching then.

Weli, some guys at Salem were 
smart enough to bea: dad out of his 
location, he lost his place; he could 
not get a location for a shop there 
so he took a shop in Albany. It was 
shortly after this that this little half 
brother of mine came and dad want­
ed to be with Nellie, so he asked me 
to take his place in the shop in A l­
bany, and 1 went to work in the bar­
ber shop in Albany for Stover. While 
I was tworking here dad heard about 
Eugene, what a good place it was 
und he got a chance for a location in 
a new building and he moved his 
shop down to Eugene, while 1 was 
working in Albany. My eyes were 
getting worse all the time; I could 
hardly see; had to be treating them 
all the time and 1 was not fit to do 
hard work at that time, was not very 
strong, my health bad, and I got to 
worrying, quite nervous, then my 
heart got bad, quite a nervous 
trouble with my heart, probably from 
smoking und drinking coffee and 
worrying.

Verne was up there then, my old­
est brother, and when dad went to 
Eugene the boys helped him move 
down and they both came back up to 
stay with me at Albany, and I got 
a couple of housekeeping rooms at 
Albany and Ray and Verne stayed 
with me that winter. That was a 
hard winter, no jobs anywhere any 
place. Ray or Verne could not get 
a job. Thousands o f men on the 
tramp; yes, millions o f men on the 
tramp. Ray used ,to go out on the 
street and he would find some easy 
looking guy who was hungry and 
he would bring him up to the room 
and we would feed him, and he would 
stay all night. A ll the while Ray 
and I had in our minds what we 
were going to do.

While on Sunday we would go to

church— the First Christian church—  
we wanted to get acquainted with 
the girls and have some place to go 
to kill time and to majie friends, and 
1 think we made a few. It was the 
way we got acquainted with the 
girls, these two grls, Verna Morley 
and Dorothy Wiberg. It seems to me 
that during that we winter we had 
kind of given up the idea. I was go­
ing to get a homestead on the coast 
somewhere; there was a land locator 
there, 1 gave him $10 in part pay­
ment; he was going to locate me on 
a homestead on the coast where there 
was plenty o f fish and hunting, plen­
ty o f timber, green and spring water. 
1 believe we got to thinking that 
we would try to call it o ff. This 
man that I made the deal with was 
arrested, an old man, Alonzo Dole. 
They arrested him and put him in 
jail at Portland for starting fires to 
clear up land. That son o f a gun 
gyped me out o f $10. I never saw 
him after that. He was coming back 
in a month and 1 was going out 
there, but he never came back.

While working in Albany I got ac­
quainted with these girls, gut to go­
ing with her for a good time, but 
1 did nut have the good time I ex­
pected to have— found out 1 thought 
a whole lot o f the girl, in fact I 
loved that g irl and still do.

Well, in the spring Kay and I went 
down and stayed with dad at Eu­
gene, helped him there working for 
awhile in the shop, then he quit the 
shop and went into the paper-hang­
ing and painting, and Kay and I 
helped him at that. We could not 
make enough money out o f it to 
stay, so we started for a logging 
camp, going to get a job in a camp 
at Mable, where we expected to make 
$5 a day. As I now recollect it, we 
did not go direct from Seaside back 
home, but we shipped to a place 
called West Lake in the summer of 
1922.

W ASH ING TO N. —  The shortest 
corn crop in twenty-six years was 
indicated today by the department 
o f agriculture in its July crop re­
port, which forecast a production o f 
2,274,424,900 bushels. The figure is 
almost .600,000 bushels below the av­
erage production o f the last five 
years.

"Crop prospect as a whole are (ar 
more promising,” was the comment 
o f the crop reporting board in its 
review o f conditions. “ While it is 
still too early to forecast accurately, 
the production of late sown crops, 
the present outlook is for a very 
short crop o f fruits, for a material 
reduction in the production of to­
bacco; for about average production 
o f potatoes, wheat, sugar b^ets, flax­
seed, and feed grains other than 
corn; for rather large crops of beans, 
peanuts and sweet potatoes, and for 
a record production of hay. Crop 
prospects are fa irly good in the 
western states, but very unpromising 
in the eastern part of the corn belt.

“ The area in crops this season 
shows a reduction o f around 7,000,- 
000 acres, or two per cent 
below the acreage in crops at this 
time last year.

Large shifts in the relative acre­
ages o f the various crops were noted 
by the board, the largest being the
6.000. 000 acre decrease in cotton, the
2.000. 000 acre decrease in corn and 
the 2,000,000 acre increase in wheat.

Low corn prices in 1926, together 
with unfavorable planting conditions, 
\fere held responsible for a decline 
of more than 6 per cent in acreage 
in the north-central states, which 
was partially offset by increased 
corn planting in the south.

Winter wheat made a strong re­
covery from the low condition o f a 
month ago, and the present indicated 
production, 679,416,000 bushels, is
42.000. 000 bushels more than fore­
cast then. The principal increase 
were in Kansas and Nebraska.

The indicated production of spring 
wheat, 274,218,000 bushels, was re­
corded as about 70,000,000 bushels 
more than last year's crop, and 
22,000,000 bushels more than the av­
erage o f the last five years.

This year's indicated total wheat 
crop was placed at 864,634,000 bush­
els, or about 22,000,000 bushels more 
than produced last year. Stocks of 
wheat on farms on July 1 were rel­
atively low, being 27,339,000 bush­
els, compared with the five-year av­
erage o f 29,913,000 bushels.

An eleven per cent increase in the 
white potato acreage was noted.

Tobacco acreage decreased 4 per 
cent.

Very short crops o f most fruits 
were indicated, with apples appear­
ing likely to be the smallest crop 
in twenty years, with the exception 
o f 1921, and peaches at about two- 
thirds o f last year's production.

Babies as Needles

“ A baby that you sew with, a baby 
that's needle and thread— child labor 
with a vengeance, eh7"

The naturalist closed a book by a 
brotber-naturallst, Qlenwood Clark.

“ Olenwood Clark tells all about It 
here,” he said. “The baby I  refer to 
Is an ant, not a human being. In the 
chrysalis or baby form this ant se­
cretes a silk, and with that silk Us 
piotlier sews the leaves together to 
make the ant nest, using the baby It­
self as a needle, mind you. ~

“The ant nest is built on a twig 
rather high up In a tree. The leaves 
that form it are held together by 
oue group of ants, while another group 
— mutliers armed with their babies— 
does the sewing.
"They hold tlieir babies in their 

claws. They press the tiny heads 
against a place where two leaf-edges 
join. The heads deposit on the leaves 
their cobwebby silk, and then they 
are moved across the leaf Joint, needle 
fashion, back and forth, and as they 
move they make a thread.

“ In this manner, thanks to the 
needle-and-thread babies, the ants’ 
nest is soon ready,"

FARM  W OM EN’S CAM PS
A DEC IDED SUCCESS

Farm women’s camps have come 
and gone. The last hike has been 
taken the last sung sung, the suit 
cases packed, a farewell taken of 
the tall trees, rushing waters and 
cool refreshing breezes. Farm wom­
en are back home again, taking up 
once mure their everyday tasks, but 
with rested, refreshe-d minds and 
bodies, many new ideas and renwed 
enthusiasm and inspiration for the 
future.

There were four o f these summer 
camp* fur farm women this year, 
sponsored by the Extension Service. 
The first one was held at El Porve- 
iiir on June 15, 16 and 17, ami was 
the district camp fur the northeast 
part o f the state. Mrs. ivie Jones, 
county extension agent, was in 
charge and the three counties o f San 
.Miguel, Curry and Harding were 
represented with a total o f twenty 
farm women.

The second camp was held at 
CienegH Canyon, twenty-eight miles 
from Albuquerque. This camp was 
fur the northwest district o f the 
state and Mrs. Maud Doty, county 
extension agent o f Bernalillo county, 
was ill charge. The dates were June 
21, 22 and 23.

The third camp was held at Cedar 
(-’ reek near the Ruidoso. Accom­
modations were at the Odd F'ellows 
camp, known as Camp Lee Roberson. 
This camp was fur tne southeast dis­
trict o f the Aute and the dates were 
Jurw 27, 28 and 29. Four counties 
were repeseiited, Cliaves, Lea, De 
Baca and Otero, and Miss Grace 
Lung and Miss \elnia Burschell, both 
o f the state office, were in charge.

The fourth and last camp was held 
at Kingston, in Sierra county, and 
was for the southwesc district o f the 
state. Miss Zulu Taylor was in 
charge, assisted by Miss Veda 
Strong. Three counties, Luna, H i­
dalgo and Dona Ana were repre.sent- 
cd by twenty-five women.

Programs for all four camps were 
prepared in advance and no effort 
was spared to make these both in­
teresting and entertaining. Setting 
up exercises in the mornings, hikes, 
interesting talks imd demonstration.'! 
during the days, with moving pic­
tures, camp fires and community 
singing or vesper service in the eve­
ning served to make the  ̂ three days ; 
of camp thoroughly enjoyed by all : 
who were fortunate enough to at-1 
tend. Food was served at table camp 
style; the meals were well balaaceii, - 
using food that any farm woman i 
could have.
