Swanner told tie  group a lot 
has happened since he became 
administrator or the nursing 
home, and a jo t  has happened 
since^4he~ fust of December, 
when the West Plains Medical 

|  Center Board took over opera­
tion of the nursing home.

Registration started on Mon­
day, January  5, and will 
conclude on Friday, January 9 
for the South Plains College 
Division of Continuing Educa­
tion Classes at the Muleshoe 
Community College Center.

You may register for the 
available classes in the curricu­
lum office, Room 20, at Watson 
Junior High School 8 a.m. - 5 
p.m. and classes get underway 
on Thursday, January 15. Books 
for the classes will be sold on 
the first night of class.

Tuition will cost $68 for three 
hours; $112 for six semester 
hours and $157 for nine 
semester hours, all for in-state. 
Out-of-state tuition is $292 for 
three semester hours; $314 for 
six semester hours and $335 for 
nine semester hours.

A minimum enrollment of 15 
persons is required for a course 
to be held and those applying 
must be a high school graduate 
or passess the GED certificate. 
Persons without the GED may 
apply for probationary enrol­
lment to the Dean of Contin­
uing Education at South Plains 
College in Levelland.

To apply, you must complete 
the application for admission, 
and a social security number is 
required , along with other 
appropriate forms. Also, you 
must have an official transcript 
from high school or college. 
College transfer students must 
have transcripts of each college 
attended.

New Immigration Law 
W ill Affect This Area

On November 6, President 
Ronald Reagan signed a new 
Immigration Reform and Control 
Act into law, a law that is being 
“ implemented slowly and 
cautiously,” according to the 
U.S. Border Patrol.

Highly controversial, a por­
tion of the new law concerns 
employers who knowingly hire, 
recruit, or refer illegal aliens.

This particular portion of the 
law may have far-reachin 
effects, especially with the sti 
penalties that ‘may’ be im­
posed, beginning 23 months 
from now, and is being closely 
watched, by many area agr- 
businessmen, especially.

Until May 5, illegal aliens, or 
undocum ented workers, may 
obtain the proper papers and 
may become legal U.S. resi­
dents through the amne'-tv 
portion of the law, which affects 
aliens who have resided contin­
uously in the United States prior 
to January 1, 1982.

From May 5, employers will 
have an 18-month grace period, 
explained Sgt. Willie Morales of 
the U.S. Border Patrol regional 
office at Marfa.

Sgt. Morales said there will 
be a written citation for the first 
offense after May 5, and on 
second and continuing offenses, 
the penalties will be increased.

With the written notice, the 
violator is informed that he may 
request a hearing within 30 
days. If no hearing is requested, 
said the Border Patrol officer, 
this will be followe ’•»y a ‘cease 
and desist’ order.

Affected, accoi. <ng to the 
Sergeant, will be those employ­
ers who are involved in hiring, 
recruiting or referring illegal

aliens.
Although the original legisla­

tion involved jail time, the final 
version had only civil penalties - 
but they can be ‘very stiff.’

1986 DISASTER PROGRAM 
Also, Noble continued, ‘In 

our newsletter dated December 
4, 1986, we stated that a
producer must have suffered an 
overall loss of 50 percent of 
income in ALL program and non 
program crops in the county to 
be eligible for a d isaster 
payment on nonprogram crops.

This requirement has
changed. In order to be eligible 
for a d isaster paym ent of 
non-program crops, the pro­
ducer must have suffered a 50 
percent loss of production 
and/or market value for that 
crop on all farms in which the 
producer has an interest in the 
county.

The disaster payment acreage 
for each non-program crop is 
the 1986 planted acreage not to 
exceed the 1985 planted acreage 
for that crop. The final date to 
apply and have all application 
forms signed is January 30,

All products that wish to 
participate in the 1987 farm 
program MUST signup their 
intentions by no later than 
March 30, 1987.

Cont. from Page 1
violation will bring a fine of not 
less than $200, nor more than 
$2,000 for each unauthorized 
alien; the second offense will be 
not less than a $2,000 fine, nor 
more than $5,00u for each 
unauthorized alien and the third 
offense will be not less than a 
$3,000 fine, nor more than 
$10,000 for each unauthorized 
alien.

Sgt. Morales also said the 
new law requires all employers 
to verify the residency status of 
all new workers by examining 
documents, such as a U.S. 
passport, a U.S. birth certifi­
cate, a Social Security card, a 
driver’s license, or other state- 
issued identification.

As the Border Patrol has the 
same arresting powers as any 
federal officers, such as the 
FBI, Drug Enforcement Agency, 
Federal Marshals and other 
federal officers, they are allow­
ed to make both ‘on-sight’ and 
‘by warrant’ arrests for viola­
tions, added the Border Patrol­
man.

Also, any violators from this 
area would appear in federal 
court, and that would mean 
before U.S. Court in Lubbock, 
with Federal Judge Barefoot 
Sanders presiding.
