horses and driving them over the
trails to Kansas markets.

With the buffalo and horse gone
from the plains, came the day of
pioneer agriculturalist. Giant wind-
mills were reared on the plains to
face the onrushing winds and pump
to the surface water for the farm
household.

Men brought their families, the
old timers say, and drove miles across
country to watch the erection of the
windmills. Near St. Vrain today
stands one of the earliest windmills
of the Cury county plains, and as
if it were asserting its claim of
antecedance tnd the superiority of
its antiquity, it stands today as the
most massive windmill of the section,

Clovis stands as the eastern ex-
tremity of the highway. Twenty-
one years ago, there was no town of
Clovis. Today the town has a pop-
ulation of 6,900 and all around on
the plains of the wild horse and
buffalo are scores of farmhouses and
productive fields of small grain.

Poltrymen are realizing more and
more that grains, mash and meat |
scraps do not make a complete ra-|
tion for the laying flock, says L.|
N. Berry of the New Mexico Agri-|
cultural college. Vitimines and min-z
erals are equally important. Just|
as an automobile will not run on a
supply of gasoline alone, but must|
be properly oiled, so the egg machine |
can not last on grain alone, but re- |
quires vitimines. |

Green feed is the chief source of
vitimine A. With the approach of
winter and the housing of the flock
this part of the ration becomes more
a problem. Alfalfa leaf meal and
alfalfa meal are very good sources of
vitimine A. The alfalfa leaf meal
is made from the leaves, as the name
implies, and is the better of the two.
It also, of course, is higher in price
and sometimes hard to obtain. Al-
falfa meal is made from alfalfa hay.
It contains more fiber or woody ma-
terial than the leaf meal and on
this account is not as digetible. lf,}
however, it is made from a late cut-
ting of alfalfa hay and ‘is of good
bright color, it proves very utls-'
factory.

If either of these meals make up
10 per cent of the laying mash, the
vitimine A requirements of the flock
will be met. In addition to this,
alfalfa leaf meal is a fairly rich
protien feed, ranking above wheat
shorts in this respect. The use of
either of these meals has the ad-
vantages of being convenient, labor
saving, and adequate for the birds’
needs.

In cases where these meals can not
be obtained or are too high priced,]
alfalfa hay can be substituted fairly
satisfactorily. Hay is not as ef-
ficient as the meal, but is better
