A NEW AUTO LICENSE 
LAW WILL BE EFFECTIVE 
ON JANUARY I, 1930

For the benefit o f our readers who 
may want to know something about 
the operation of the new motor ve­
hicle law, which will be effective 
January 1st, 19.30. As we understand 
the new registration fee combines 
both the state and county taxes and 
the fee to the state highway depart­
ment, making it unnecessary for a 
motor vehicle owner to obtain a 
state and county tax receipt be­
fore he can make application for his 
highway license plates.

When an auto owner desires to 
register his car for the coming year 
under the new system, he can make 
application through the deputy col­
lector. I f  the car has not l>een reg­
istered in the state during at least 
three years prior to the year for 
which the vehicle is being registered; 
$18.00 plus $2.00 fur each additional 
hundred pounds or fraction thereof, 
weight of such vehicle in excess o f 
2400 pounds. On the same basis a 
thri“e (|uarters annual fee would be 
$13.50 and a one half annual fee would 
be $8.00 apd $4..50 for a quarter an­
nual fee. On cars that weigh 5,000 
pounds the annual fee under the new 
law will be $70.00.

I f  the car has been registered in 
any state during the past three years 
a fee of $10.00 plus $1.00 for each 
100 p«)unds in excess of 2,000 pounds 
will be charge<l. On a car that does 
not weigh in excess of 2,000 pounds, 
which has been operated for three 
years, the annual fee will therefore 
be $10.00.

Ex-Service men are required to 
pay only two-thirds o f the regular 
fee.

2, they heard a suspicious noise, and 
upon investigation, found the prairie 
literally alive with rattlesnakes that 
had come out to enjoy the warm sun­
shine. They managed to dispatch 
forty snakes before all o f them crawl­
ed back into their holes. Sunday Mr. 
Burch in company with Jim Berry- 
paid a visit to the spot where the 
first number were killed and added 
thirty-two more snakes to the list 
of victims.

Dwight L. Bull, the twentieth cen­
tury pony express rider and former 
cow puncher o f eastern New Mexico 
has found the lure o f the sunshine 
state too great and he has returned 
to the place o f the beginning o f the 
famous horseback ride across the con­
tinent from here to Scranton, Penn., 
which was starte<l on la.st Christmas 
day. He did not return astride his 
trusty 8tee<l, but chose the more 
modern nuale of travel, driving 
through in a model A Ford sedan. 
On coming back to New Mexico, Bull 
with his companion, .Mr Hood traveled 
the indentical route of his pony ex­
press ride, almost six months pre­
vious. He found the modem method

approximately 2,700 miles in four 
and a half days that took him three 
and a half month.s to make on horse 
back.

Bull left here Christmas day with­
out a cent o f money. He spent next 
to his last cent for Christmas dinner 
at the Antlers cafe. He then spent 
his remaining cent for a stick of 
chewing gum and started out at 
noon on his ea.stern route in the 
direction o f Lovington. The only 
night he spent in the open on the 
entire trip was near the Drew Tay­
lor ranch, east o f here. The howl 
o f the wolves was so bad he stayed 
only a few hours, saddling up his 
pony and riding to the Drew Taylor 
ranch hou.se for breakfast. A fter 
he reached Lamesa, Texas he was so 
well advertised that the folks along 
the route watched for him and vied 
with each other in order to have the 
privihge o f entertaining him. The 
re.-t of his journey home is fairly 
well known to our readers except the 
time that ho arrived in Washington, 
I). C. and was the guest o f President 
Hoover and family for supper, while 
his horse was cared for in the White 
House stable.

Bull proposes a more daring ad­
venture next spring over the same 
route o f his first ride. He says he 
is going to ride a New Mexico steer 
back to Scranton, so that his home 
folks can see what a real New Mex­
ico steer looks like. Bull say.s that 
he will make a start on this journey 
in front of the Advocate office.

His re<-ent visit here is connected 
with the organization o f a county 
police force. Bull is a recent grad­
uate of the school maintained for 
i ’enn.sylvania mounted policemen. He 
has hud quite a success in organizing 
a police force for the sparsely pop­
ulated sections of the country.

He w a^ th e guest o f the Artesia 
Chamber o f Commerce while here. 
He also did some advertising for the 
Artesia Auto Co., a placard on each 
side of his Ford announccnl the fact 
that he traveled 2,700 miles in 8714 
hours, driving time, without experi­
encing any car trouble.

Another item of interest concern­
ing Mr. Bull's journey to Scranton, 
which we neglected to mention was 
that the horse he rode from Fort 
Worth on to Scranton is now the 
property o f the city of Scranton in 
the city zoo.

.SANTA FF]— Carl Wright o f Lake- 
wood, charged with murder for kill­
ing A. J. Foster in Eddy county, was 
denied a writ o f habeas corpus by 
the state supreme court yesterday.

This disease is rather pe­
culiar for the Pecos valley, but about 
twenty ca.ses were reported to the 
department this year. The disease 
in many instances was contracted 
in other parts o f the country. Dr. 
Puckett with the aid o f a malaria 
specialist from the U. S. Health 
Department will make a drive on the 
mos<iuitos next year and will make 
an effort to rid Eddy county of these 
pests, which during the past year 
have been the contributing cause pf 
all cases contracted here.

Mark Lately

RED GROSS DRIVE NETS 
$304.56 AND HUNDRED 
THIRTY-TWO MEMBERS

The Five Gins In This Area 
Show Gain Of Only 420 
Bales Over Last Week—  
Snow, Wind Does Damage 
To Cotton Crop.

A late report submitted yesterday 
evening by G. S. Deane, chairman 
o f the local Red Cross roll call re­
veals that a total o f $.'!04.56 was 
raised during the drive. O f this 
amount the community chest received 
238.56 and $6C.OO was sent to the 
national Red Cross.

The Artesia membership in this or­
ganization now numbers 132, as a re­
sult o f the roll call. Much credit 
is due to the efforts o f Mesdames 
Arba Green, Z. B. Moon, W ill Bal­
lard, R. N. Eaton, J. M. Story and 
G. S. Deane, who maintained a booth 
at the post office Friday and Sat­
urday and secured a large number 
o f members.

The Red Cross roll call has been 
completed, according to G. S. Deane 
and the results are very gratifying. 
About $300.00 has been secured, in 
the canvass o f the business district 
and in maintaining a booth at the 
post office. O f this amount ap­
proximately $235.00 will be placed 
in Artesia and will remain in the 
community chest. The remainder 
of the money raised will be sent to 
the national headquarters o f the 
Red Cross. The Red Cross member­
ship in Artesia numbers about 140, 
a nice increase over the past year.

A complete report will be made 
of the roll call in the next issue 
of the Advocate.

It seems peculiar 
that men who liave scarcely ever .shot a gun in their 
livi-s wil go after big game with high-powered rifles, 
but such has always la-en the case. Many men who 
can’t shoot a jackrabbif, Ix-causi- of their excitability 
will enter the nioiintaiii.s confident of hringng Lack a 
buck, a feat that demands steady nerve without tenden­
cies toward the tenderfoccl hunter’s disease “ Buck Ague.” 
These men gel into the mountains and are a menace 
to very human U-iiig within range of their guns, be­
cause of their igncirance. At the first sign of a move­
ment ill the uiKlerbrush, these would-lie iiiinrods blaze 
away, without having s*-en a thing that they could 
possible identify. Consequently tbeir shot often brings 
death to a fellow hunter. O f course, there are acci­
dents that o<<ur lliat are actually unavoidable, but 
tliese constitute the minority of hunting accidents. It 
wouldn't lie pracliial to tell the tenderfoot deer hunt­
er what the fond in«ither told her son about not going 
into the water until he learned bow to swim, in regard 
to his big game hunting, but it is not without the 
bounds of advi.sability to suggest that he devote a little 
time first in hunting smaller game with a less danger­
ous rifle liefore be shoulders a high powered gun and 
strides into the wilderness.

Thanksgiving it turkey time. The United States De­
partment of Agriculture says that the turkey crop has 
shown a very little increase in the past few years over 
the nation. I'uikey is still a popular dish at the lead­
ing hotels and cafes, not only at Thanksgiving, hut 
during the winter months. \A illi an increasing demand 
and about the same nuinU-r of turkeys each year to 
serve this demand, it would seem logical that the 
Thanksgiving bird should command a good price this 
year and next.

As has been predicted by those familiar with cot­
ton belt conditions this year, the percentage of uri-; 
lendcrable staple has increased over last year. The Oe- 
tober 25 report of the bureau of econmomies shows that 
15.5 per <;ent of cotton ginned up to October 1 was 
uiitenderable on account of short staple— under seven- 
eigbtlis inch— while only one-half of 1 per cent was u ii-; 
tenderable on account of grade. The short staple 
increased 3 per cent over 1928 for the same date. In 
other words, 287,*XK) hales more untenderable staple h ad ' 
been ginned October 1, 1929, than at the same date in 
1928. I

\^hile there has been an increase in the planting 
of short staple varieties in some sections, this has 
probably been offset by increased use of somewhat 
longer staples in other sections. What has happened,' 
as predicted during the drouth that covered so much 
of the cotton territory last summer, is that the varieties 
which under average or favorable conditions produce 
seven-eighths to lifteim-sixtecnlhs staple, could not make 
the grade under unfavorable conditions. They were 
so near the dead line of tenderability that they readily 
fell below when subjected to drouth.

As has lieen shown repeatedly, the mass demand

Since then j 
he had wavered, seldom conscious.! 
Unconscious throughout the day and' 
hope was abandoned hours before | 
death occured at 8:37 p. m. Attend-j 
ing physicians were surprised, in I 
view o f Mr. Good’s fi3 years, by the j 
vitality which enabled him to survive j 
so long while infection permeated j 
his system. Several times Monday | 
evening it was thought that he had; 
taken his last breath, but the doctors i 
bent over him and discerned a faint 
life. !

Just before lapsing into the final 
unconsciousness, the secretary o f war 
had turned to one o f his physicians- 
and said feebly:

'I have never lost a fight in my 
life and I am not going to lose 
this one.”

Toward the end opiates and oxy­
gon were administered regularly to 
ease his pain and re-enforce his 
strength. The stubborn determina­
tion to live persisted but weakness 
from poisoned blood slowly overcame 
his tenacity.

OIL MEN SEE MERGER 
OF BIG OIL COMPANIES 
ON SINCLAIR’S RELEASE

TULSA, Oklahoma —  The Tulsa 
World said Monday that Mid-Con­
tinent oil men see in the approaching 
release of Harry F. Sinclair from jail 
at Washington, D. C., the vehicle 
which will bring about a plan to 
merge the Sinclair companies with the 
Prairie Oil and Gas Company.

Negotiations for the merger. The 
World says, have been under way for 
several months.

The Prairie Petroleum company 
will be created as a holding unit, 
and the fifty  per cent interest that 
the Standard Oil Company o f In­
diana has in the Sinclair Crude Oil 
Purchasing company and the Sinclair 
Pipeline company will be increased 
by selling the remaining fifty  per 
cent interest to the Standard pf In­
diana.

The Prairie corporation, according 
to the plan, will embody the Prairie 
Oil and Gas 47ompany, the Sinclair 
Oil and Gas Company, the Sinclair 
Pipeline Company, the Sinclair Re­
fining Company, and other closely 
allied concerns, and the Producers 
and Refiners corporation.

The World says it is learned the 
Standard Oil Company o f Indiana 
is contemplating further expansion 
moves, i f  it gets the balance o f the 
Sinclair Pipeline and Sinclair Crude 
Oil purchasing companies. The Dix­
ie Oil Company is its mid continent 
producing subsidiary and the Dixie 
Pipeline Company would be created 
to take over the duties o f the two 
units now owned in part.

The Artesia hotel is not only lo- 
cate<l in the heart o f the valley, 
but at the cross roads of two trans­
continental highways as well. So i f  
a convenient location means any­
thing. Artesia hotel should have 
the lead from the start.

The new hotel is situated on the 
main Pecos valley highway, which 
will soon have an oiled surface a 
distance o f 59 miles, north to Ros­
well a distance o f 43 miles and south 
to Lakewood a distance o f 16 miles. 
The new transcontinental highway 
intersects the north and south valley 
highway in front o f the hotel build­
ing at Main and First streets. This 
route provides a short cut to Fort 
Worth, Texas and other eastern 
points and leads to Cloudcroft, the 
famous summer resort on the west.

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RESEARCH RESULTS IN
THE USE OF MORE M EAT

The intereit in the use o f meats 
and meat products, being manifested 
by the research workers o f the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture and the 
various State Colleges, will eventually 
result in an increase in the per capita 
consumption, says W. L. Black o f the 
extension service o f the New Mexico 
A. & M. College.

Until the past two years a large 
portion o f the meat research has 
l>een an endeavor to find cheap sub­
stitutes.

To-day the human nutrition special­
ists are unanimous in the opinion 
that there is no substitute that will 
adequately replace meat, and are 
directing their efforts toward more 
economical use o f meats rather than 
attempting to eliminate them from 
the diet. This changed attitude was 
especialy noticeable at the Western 
.States Regional Extension Conference 
which was held recently at State Col­
lege.

At this conference two specialists 
demonstrated better cutting and cook­
ing methods, showing that very ap­
petizing and nutricioua dishes may 
be prepared at small expense, from 
the cheaper cuts o f meat thus en­
abling the housewife o f limited means 
to serve more meat upon the family 
table, with a corresponding increase 
in the general health o f the members 
o f the household.

General adoption o f these recom­
mendation will result not only in a 
rcHluction in the family food bud­
get but in the tendency to prevent 
the extreme fluctuations in the prices 
o f livestock which are experienced 
at the present time.

‘ ‘Select breeders in the fall. Know 
which ones you are going to keep 
and manage them so that they will 
produce plenty o f hatchable eggs 
when you want them," says a feature 
article in the winter laying number o f 
the Purina Poultryman. From the 
very start to the very end, this ar­
ticle is filled with suggestions that 
should be helpful to any poultry 
raiser interested in getting more 
chicks from every hatch.

Ill selecting breeders, the article 
points out that you should first feel 
satisfied with the production o f your 
birds for the past season. I f  at all 
dissatisfied, you should go out and 
buy males or buy chick stock this 
coming spring. Stress is put on a 
high egg record back of the hen 
to he used as a breeder.

‘ ‘The head should be well propor- 
tiomni and clean cut. The eye should 
be large, flashy and bright. Your 
best breeders will usually be your 
latest molters— and your rapid molt- 
ers. They seem to lay right up into 
the cold October and November days, 
then drop all their feathers at once. 
The beak and shanks should lie well 
bleached out in the yellow skinned 
varieties. The birds should have

a reasonably solid body flashing, 
even at the end o f a year’s produc­
tion. A bird too thin as she goes 
into the molt will find it doubly 
hard to recover in time to be o f 
much good as a breeder.

“ A hen cannot be conditioned fo r a 
strenuous breeding season in a week 
or two any more than a cow can be 
fitted for the show ring in the same

SANTA GLAUS BANDIT 
IS LYNCHED TUESDAY 
BY MOB OF 200 MEN

L A S IL A N I),  Texas— Furious over 
his attempted jail break Monday in 
which he dangerously wounded Peace 
O fficer Tom Jones, a mob o f 200 
Eastland men Tuesiiay night, lynched 
Marshall Ratliff, -Santa Claus ban- 
dit” o f the Cisco bank robbery.

R a tliff was hanged from a tele­
phone pole cable after the pailer 
had been captured and his keys tak-; 
fn. Nearly 1,000 people watched the 
lynching.

On the first attempt to hang the 
bandit, who was in jail here pending 
a sanity hearing which had tempor-; 
arily d e lv ed  his death in the elec­
tric chair, the rope broke, and the 
mob waited for about 15 minutes 
while a new grass rope was pro-' 
cured. The new rope was put around i 
his neck and a score or more o f ' 
men hauled on it. i

Someone in the crowd yelled:! 
'M aybe he wants to talk.”  The 
hangmen eased their pressure and |
Ratliff was lowered to the ground 

second time.
"Do you want to ta lk?” they ask­

ed him.
•Yes,”  the doomed man gasped,

pulling the rope free. ■ I've got some­
thing I want to say.”

Again they waited, while Ratliff
■stood looking into the faces about 
him. He muttered something, un-i 
intelligible.

H ell!”  someone shouted, “ he 
doesn't want to talk. String him up 
and make a good job o f it this time.” 

The words "string him up” echoed 
from a hundred men and again the 
hangmen bent thejr weight to the
stout rope. This time he was left 
dangling in the air until dead.

About a thousand people gathered 
around the jail Tu e^ay  night, but 
the lynching party consisted o f only 
about 200 men. The leaders slipped 
into a side door o f the jail, and at­
tempted to persuade authorities to 
give them the bandit.

Giblet Gravy Survivor
of Pilgrim'a Featival

Despite the reverence still lieiu for 
the Oral Thanksgiving and ih« elnb 
orate menu that Is supiaised to have 
been preM'uted to the I ’llgrlin guests, 
about all It has left to posterity Is 
giblet gravy.

“There were many sburtcoiiiings In 
the original feast.”  says Farm and 
Fireside, reviewing the historic event, 
“but It left the gravy that still rfr 
malna one of the features of every 
great Thanksgiving dinner.

“The original New England dinner 
was far from these that have been 
enjoyed since, from the beginning of 
the Nineteenth century ontll now. 
The oldest narratives of this feast re­
fer to Are deer, a gift from the In­
dians, being served on huge pewter 
platters. There were also wild tur­
keys weighing from SO to 40 pounds. 
Sugar was scarce, and honey, extract­
ed from hollow trees, was used for 
sweetening purp<«ea. Dried corn, se­
cured from the Indians, was made 
Into corn bread, enough of a novelt) 
to be most popular.

“ Several napkins were given to each 
person. And needed they were, for 
forks were not In use. Trenchers took 

j the place of plates and two persons 
' ale from each one. CNipe were not In 

uae. The Pilgrims bad two or three 
tankards. These were passed around 
the table, each person drinking bis 
share In turn.

“But there waa giblet gravy and It 
■ooD became a specialty o f the New 
England cooksi It survived through­
out all the famoue kltcbena of noted 
persona aince that time, the table of 
Jacob Tbompaon, secretary of Interior 
nnder President James Bnchanan, be­
ing eapeclally famed for the dish. It 
was made o f heavy cream thickened 
with flour and mixed with water In 
which the giblets, wing Upa and neck 
had been boiled. Rice and buttered 
aaparagus were served with the gravy 
aa Ita use Increased after Pilgrim 
daya.”

That may sound like a very weak 
attempt to be funny, but it is the 
gositel truth. t'ontageous diseases 
such as roup do not fall willy nilly 
from the heavens on some whimsical 
freak o f fate. The way is usually 
paved for them by the lack of ade­
quate sanitation, improper housing 
facilities. incorr»*ct feiHiing, failure 
to cull out weaklings, the weakening 
effect o f parasites, or by some other 
form of neglect. Healthy, robust 
fowls, properly fed and housed in 
sanitary surroundings, will almost al­
ways throw o ff  the germs o f disease. 
Even when they do not, however, 
their rugged constitutions make the 
suceyss o f treatment practically cer­
tain.

Acting on the idea o f prevention 
as the best cure for roup. I never 
add new fowls to my flock until they 
have been kept in quarantine frt>m 
two to three weeks. Even if it is 
practically sure that the birds come 
from an uninfected flock, this is a 
wise precaution. They might be car­
rying the germs o f infection which 
would mature later with disastrous 
results. I f  this should happen before 
they are added to the flock they can 
be destroyed or treateil as the case 
may demand without the danger of 
9preatling the disease.

Watch young and delicate birds 
very closely as they are most sus­
ceptible to the deadly roup germs. 
The same is true o f fowls suffering 
from common cold or catarrh. The 
throa^ and nasal passages, being 
already sore and inflamed, are easily 
infected. Sick birds, no matter what 
the ailment, should always be isolat­
ed. They can be much more effect­
ively treated when away from the 
flock and they cannot contaminate 
the healthier ones if the disease 
should prove to be contagious.

Should any o f your flock begin 
to show symptoms o f roup, no time 
should be lost in starting measures 
to prevent further spread. A ll pens, 
houses, coops and runs should be 
thoroughly cleaned and sprayed with 
a strong solution o f good coal tar 
dip and disinfectant. Droppings, lit­
ter and tra.-ih should be removed and 
burned. All unnecessiary eijuipment 
o f every kind should be removed from 
houses and yards. Every piece o f 
eijuipment fur supplying food and 
water should be scrubbed and disin­
fected. -All this sounds like work
and it iri, but the saving is decidedly 
worth the work requirod.

As the inroads o f this deadly dis­
ease have been known to wipe out 
as high as '.»o per cent o f a flock, 
every owner of a poultry flock should 
learn to recognize the symptoms. At 
first they are much like those o f a 
simple cold or catarrh, but more 
fever dullness, prostration and loss of 
appetite. First symptoms are a wat­
ery nasal discharge, difficult breath­
ing with wheeze sound and constant 
shaking of the head to dislodge ac­
cumulated matter.

A fter two or thre days the dis­
charge from the nose becomes thick- 
erand gives o ff a characteristic o f­
fensive odor. The nasal passages 
then become so clogged that the bird 
must breathe through its mouth. A 
discharge will also run from the eyes. 
This discharge gradually becomes 
thicker, causing painful swellings be­
low on in the eye which often destroy 
it. As it hardens, this discharge may 
cause the eyes to be completely pasted 
shut and may gather in such quan­
tities that the head is swollen to 
twice its normal size. Quite fre- 
quentlythese deposits will press down 
the roof of the mouth to that the 
fow l cannot swallow. In some cases 
there is a canker deposit o f yellowish 
matter on the tissues of the mouth 
and throat. It is easily removed, 
however, and should not be confused 
with u deposit of similar appearance 
which is a syptom of diphtheria.

As soon as any fowl is known to 
be sick, put it at once to itself as 
fa r  from the flock as possible and 
give it one full teaspoonful of epsom 
salts to remove the cold and fever 
from the system. I f  the bowls have 
not moved by the following day, re­
peat the dose. Give one roup pill 
night and morning. Wash the a f­
fected eyes, nose and mouth once a 
day with a solution made by mixing 
one teaspoonful o f dip and disinfect­
ant to one quart o f warm water. 
Souse head, eyes and all into this 
solution each time. Roup will often 
yield to treatment i f  caught in time, 
but each case must be handled in­
dividually and more detailed instruc­
tions are required than the space al­
lowed for this article will permit.

As a measure o f protection for 
the balance o f the flock, after in­
fected birds are removed give epsom 
salts in a wet mash. Give one pound 
o f epsom salts for each 100 fowls 
o f lighter breeds or for each 76 of 
the heavier kinds, and repeat in one

Pawnbroker’s Sign Has Three 
Golden Balls.

The three golden balls as the sign 
of the pawnbrokei are supposed to 
be derived from the device of the fa 
mous Medici family of Florence. 
Pawnbrokers lend money on a per­
sonal pledge left In their jmssesslon 
us security. This trade first flourished 
In Italy, and during the Middle ages 
pawnshops were operated almost ex­
clusively by the Jews and Lombards. 
The first money lenders of Ltmdon 
were Lombards from Florence who 
established the “ money niurkel" on 
1.4>mbard street. The Medici family 
were among the principal Lombard 
bankers and pawnbrokers. Formerly, 
as their name indicates, the Medlcls 
were engaged In the profession of 
medicine. Averardo de Medici wai a 
commander in Charlemagne’s army, 
and. according to a legend, he Blew a 
giant named Mugello, on whose mace 
were three gilded balla. Averardo, to 
perpetuate hla exploit, adopted the 
three golden balls as the device of his 
family. The family waa ao promi­
nent that the three balls became the 
symbol o f the whole medical profea- 
aion, and a legend grew up that the 
three balla represented three glided 
pilla. Later, however, the Medlcla be­
came bankers and pawnbrokers and 
gradually the d.vlce was transferred 
from their first to their second pro- 
feeslon.

I do not claim 
that roup and kindred diseases can-, 
not invade the premises where san­
itation and other precautionary mea-. 
sures are always observed. I do 
not hesitate to say, however, that 
the flock where such measures do 
not obtain is infinitely more liable 
to suffer infection. Furthermore, 
if  the properly managed flock does 
become infected, the damage will be 
much less than among fowls not so 
well cared for. The old maxim, 
"An unce of prevention is worth a 
pound o f cure,”  may be well worn 
from much usage, but it is still as 
true us it ever was.

LIKES PERFORMANCE 

OF CHEVROLET SIX
A T L A N T A , Ueoriria.— Payintt high 

tribute to the economy and perform­
ance o f the low pricetl automobile, 
especially as a nteans of long dis­
tance travel, the Kev. G. W . Gasque,

cylinder Chevrolet coach on a recent 
10,618 mile loop tour o f the western 
half of the I'nited States, during 
which he averaged 22.3 miles to the 
gallon o f gas.

.Accompanying I)r. Gasque on the 
Seven weeks adventure were Mrs. 
Gas()ue and their young daughter, 
Anna Lee.

The long trip was made on sched­
ule time so that the minister could 
fill speaking engagement in prom­
inent Kpiscopal churches along the 
way. The route k“d from .Atlanta 
to Chicago, by way o f Nashville, 
Kvansville and Indianapolis, thence 
across the northwestern states to 
Seattle, down the Pacific coa.st thru 
Portland, San Francisco and Los 
•Angeles and back home across the 
desert country of .Arizona and New 
Mexico.

A highlight was the climb of Pike’s 
Peak over a tortuous roadway that 
stretches 13 miles along the .moun­
tain side. Ur. Casque reports that 
the car carried its party to the sum­
mit without faltering and without 
heating the motor. Many other cars 
attempting the climb were forced 
to halt along the roadway to cool 
o ff before continuing he said.

Dr. Gasque kept an expense book 
o f the trip, which discloses interest­
ing facts about the performance of 
the car. Having been newly pur­
chased when the trip began, the car 
was not extende<i during the first 
500 miles of driving. During this 
period it averaged 18 miles to the gal­
lon, the book showed.

Good silage fed to horses in limit­
ed quantities acts as an appetizer 
and tunic. It should nut be given 
in larger amounts than 10 pounds 
daily per animal.

.A six-pound hen laying 144 eggs 
in a year produces about three times 
her own body weight and one laying 
240 eggs produces about five times 
her weight. For such hard work a 
hen must be vigorous and in the best 
o f health.

The .American farm worker pro- 
duies from two to five times as much 
us similar workers in the important 
European countries. The higher pro­
duction capacity in this country may 
lie largely attributed to the use of 
machinery.

Get rid o f scrubs and inferior 
stuck— they are wasteful o f feed. 
Reports from livestock feeders over 
the country indicate that purebreds 
make about 40 per cent greater re­
turns fur their owners than do scrubs 
or common stock.

Horses at hard work and dairy 
cows producing heavily should be fed 
three times a day. Young animals 
need to be fed at least three times a 
day, with the intervals between meals 
as even as possible. Two feeds a 
day for other animals are usually 
sufficient.

According to tests made in this 
country, the antelope is the speediest 
animal, says a recent U. S. forest 
service bulletin.

When the car was broken in, how­
ever, the gas mileage was greatly im­
proved. For the entire 10,618 miles, 
which included driving in cities and 
in open country the Chevrolet con- 
sum ^ 476 gallons of fuel, an average 
o f 22.3 miles to the gallon. The gas 
bill on the trip was $107.18. Sixteen 
and one half gallons of lubricant 
were used, costing $22.26. The min­
ister's book showed no expenditures 
for mechanical repairs.

Screenings, or dockage, makes val­
uable feed for livestock and should 
be removed before grain is shipped. 
In North Dakota alone the annual 
farm feed value o f dockage is esti­
mated at $.'<,000,000 or more. Clean 
grain commands a higher average 
price and costs less to ship than un­
cleaned grain.

I f  unhulled sweet clover is used, 
it is better to sow it in late fall or 
winter. Seetling should be dune so 
late that the seed can not germinate 
before spring. The action of mois­
ture and frost breaks the seed coat 
and the seed is ready to sprout with 
the first warm weather in spring.

Lemon Crumb Pudding.—Pour two 
cupfuls of milk over two cufifuls of 
bread crumbs, add one-fourth of a 
tenspoonful of salt, one-fourth cupful 
of sugar, one beaten egg, the grated 
rind of a lemon, three tablespoonfuls 
o f the Juice of a lemon and one 
tablespoonful of melted butter. Pour 
into a buttered baking dish and serve 
with a creamy pudding sauce.

Creamy Sauce.—P>eat one egg. add 
three-fourths of a cupful of powdered 
sugar, one cupful of cream whipped, 
two tahlespoorifuls of orange juice and 
one tablespoonful of lemon Jtilce. 
Serve Ice cold. This sauce may be 
used for various puddings.

Msple Biscuit.— .Make ordinary bak­
ing powder Wsoult, roll thin, spread 
with butter and finely shaved or grat­
ed maple sugar. Roll us a Jelly roll 
cut into slices and bake In a hot oven. 
Serve hot. Nice served with a sance 
for pudding.

Figuring the Nation’s
Leading Cereal Crops

I.,et ns set out to visualize the gi­
gantic proportions of our crops, that 
we may the better appreciate the rea­
son for thankful bcarta Start with 
com, wheat, and onts, the three lend­
ing cereal crops, providing foods for 
man and benst, prosperity for country 
and city alike. Manhattan island, on 
which New York city stands, contains 
27 square miles of land surface. 
Should we empty these three largest 
grain crops over these 14,038 acres the 
gathered grain would cover the island 
to a depth of 120 feet—everything 
under ten atorlea would be buried be­
neath the avalanche of breadstuffsl

Or, let us suppose we lumped It to­
gether. Make a bin. If you plense, 
and our three great cereal crops 
would fill a titantlc measure one-half 
a cubic mile In dimensions. I f  It were 
set up on Broadway, this half cubic 
mile would tower leven times as high 
as the Wooiworth budding, and the 
bin would be twenty city blocks long 
by ten blocks wide. To grow the 
wheat alone required a field as large 
na all of New York state, and the 
billions of bushels of corn were groxvn 
on a field as large as New York, with 
New England, Scotland, Ireland and 
Wales.

And so on right down the column, 
nature has been most kind to Amer­
ican country folks. Surely, a far dif­
ferent situation confronts us than that 
which faced the futliers of Thanksgiv­
ing. Contrast this against that first 
harvest, and we should the better ap­
preciate the reason for our tbnnkful- 
neaa.—Earl W. Cage, In the Michigan 
Farmer.

Almost any variety o f winter or 
fall apples will make good vinegar. | 
Winter apples in general are best as 
they have the highest average sugar 
content. Wind fall apples can be 
used for vinegar, provided they were  ̂
mature at the time o f falling. Green 
apples don’t make good vinegar, be­
cause much of their starch has not 
been transformed into sugar. Frost­
ed or frozen apples have been used 
successfully for vinegar, but they 
must be pressed soon after freezing 
and before any rotting occurs. Con­
trary to the usual belief, sweet ap­
ples are not richer in sugar than sour 
apples. The sweet taste o f "sweet” 
apples is due not to larger quantities 
of sugar but to a deficiency in malic 
acid, an acid normally present in 
apples.

Harold Cheatham died from the 
‘ result o f wounds received at the 
Canty dance pavilion on the night 
of September 14. There was a fight 
on the flour o f the dance hall that 
night, a shot was fired and Cheatham 
who was watching the dance was 
struck by a atray bullet.

Tom Canty disappeared from Ros­
well and a week later returned and 
surrendered to deputy sheriff S. H. 
Coffey, whom he told that he had 
fired the shot which killed Cheatham. 
Canty, however contended that the 
gun nad been accidentally discharged 
when one Marvin Runyan was struck 
over the head with the weapon dur­
ing the fight.

•At a preliminary hearing held at 
Roswell, Canty was bound over to 
aw.iit the action o f the grand jury, 
which body returned an indictment 
against him charging murder.— Ros- 
w ell Record.

WILL NOT BE TA X ED  
UNTIL REPORT IS MADE

S AN TA  FK The state tax com- 
missiun will not set the valuations 
on livestoik, sheep and Kra**''* lands 
until it receives the report of a com­
mittee which is to supply statistics 
to' show the actual value of such 
property.

This committee will be headetl by 
Captain Burton B. Mossnian o f Bos­
well, and he will select other mem­
bers of the committee who will be 
three other cattlemen and three wool- 
Krowers. Captain Mossnian .said he 
would announce the fiersonnel o f the 
committee later.

Decision to ha\e such a committee 
to do statistical research work to 
supply as nearly as possible actual 
facts and fiKures followed the pre­
sentation to the tax commission .Mon­
day o f the requests o f the wool- 
irrowers and cattlemen rcifurdinif val­
uations for the next year.

The wuol-irrowcrs wantctl a $1 a 
head reiluction on .sheep, while the 
cattlemen were satisfied with present 
cattle valuations, and both agreed 
upon retaining; the luesent Ki'azintc 
lease rates..

The statistical report is exi>ected 
to be a useful ?uide to the tax com­
mission when it finally determines 
the valuation.s. The commission is 
not bound to abide by the recom­
mendations o f the wool-trrowers and 
cattlemen, but each year a public 
hearing is held to i;ive the stock 
raisers an opportunity to present 
their views to the commission.

CLOSES 2-OAY SESSION 
AT ALBUQUERQUE SAT.

The Xew Mexico Association of 
Tax Officials clost'd its two day con­
ference at Albuquerque Saturday at 
noon with the election o f officers and 
with the selection o f Santa Fe as the 
meeting place for next year.

The officers elected were: Tony 
Gilbert. Albuquerque, president; Mrs. 
■\lice Huff, Silver City, vice-presi­
dent and Manuel I.ujan, Santa Fe, 
secretary.

Santa Fe was chosen as the meet- 
ini; place fater invitations had been 
extended to the officials also by 
Albuquerque and Fortales. Santa 
Fe’s invitation was extended by 
Theodore N. Espe. of Santa Fe, and 
won the nieetinj: on a close vote 
with .Albuquerviue.

AvsesMnent meetinK.
Nathan Jaffa, chairman of the 

state tax commission was in charire 
of the conference until 11 o’clock 
Saturday mornin^r when he turne.1 
the mectinjr over to the officers o f 
the .Association of Tax Officials, 
which includes county officials, other 
than assessors, for the business 
session.

Mr. Jaffa announced after the 
meeting that the patherinu o f all 
new assessment boards will be called 
in Santa Fe some time in January, 
the definite date to be named later.

At that time he said uniform 
rules for the new method o f as­
sessments, under the new law, will 
be laid down for all boards. He 
said the j -it inet-tinp was mainly 
for the r.chanpe of ideas for the 
benefit >f the boards.

Mr. Jaffa said the state tax com­
mission will meet with the cattle 
and sh.*ep men in Santa Fe Monday 
to discuss *he tax rate on livestock.

The first part of the meetinp Sat­
urday consisted of a peneral dis­
cussion o f the new as.sessment law 
and the difficulties o f various as­
sessors in the pa.'̂ t. Practically all 
officials prisent were o f the opinion 
that the new law will prove bene­
ficial and bring about a more just 
taxation.

B«-fore the meeting adjourned the 
officials extended thanks to the 
Chamber o f Commerce for courtesies 
shown. Mr. Gilbert announced that 
he would name the executive and 
legislative committees later.

Colonel I). K. B. Sellers in an ad­
dress to the meeting Saturday morn­
ing took up the matter of the chain 
stores saying that they did a great 
volume o f business in the year but 
that in December when the inventory 
on stock is taken, the amount o f stock 
is at its lowest volume.

He expressed the lielief that taxa­
tion should be based on the volume 
o f business o f concerns instead of 
stock on hand. He said a chain store 
might turn its volume of .**tock five 
or six times in a year where a local 
merchant might only turn his stock 
two or three times. He said the 
local merchant is bearing the tax 
burden and that this matter should 
be given consideration.

His recommendation that some 
action taken in the legislature 
looking to a remedy o f this situation 
met with hearty applau.se on the 
part o f the tax officials present.

Cranberry Relish

Red cinnamon cundie.s 
or red hots added to the syrup gives 
the apples a pretty rose color. .After 
the apples are cooked and chilled, 
fill centers with cream cheese, soften­
ed season with a little salt, a lit­
tle paprika, and u little finely chop­
ped green pepper. I f  you like, you 
might form the cheese mixture into 
balls ,roll them in ground nuts, and 
serve beside the apple. .Ser\e on
crisp lettuce leaves and garnish with 
mayonnaise.

W ASHINGTON, D. C.—SecreUry 
Mellon announced Monday he plan­
ned to submit to congress a pro­
posal to speed up the government’s 
$200,000,000 building program Thru- 
out the country to permit the com­
pletion o f essential work.

The building program authorized 
by congress already has provided 
$175,000,000 for construction and it 
is the plan o f the treasury to ask 
congress to enlarge the program by 
$1(83,000,000 outside o f Washington, 
and by $75,000,000 within Washington 
and permit an increase in the annual 
expenditures throughout the country 
o f from $25,000,000 to $35,000,000 
w'hile the limit in Washington would 
be increased from $10,000,000 to 
15,000,000.

Under the present plans the gov­
ernment will expend $200,000,000 in 
addition to $40,000,000 it will have 
from the sale o f old properties.

D. C.— Railroad 
presidents who conferred Tuesday 
with President Hoover w'ere unani­
mous in their determination to co­
operate in the maintenance o f em­
ployment and business progress.

A white house statement issued 
after the conference said the rail­
road presidents bad stated that the 
railways which they representated 
'would proceed with full programs 
of construction and betterments with­
out any reference to recent stock ex­
change fluctuations; that they would 
canvass the situation as to further 
possibilities of expansion, and that 
amongst these particular railw'ays 
it appeared the total volume of such 
construction w'ork alreaily indicated 
an increase during the next six 
months over the similar period of 
last year.”

The conference lasted for little 
more than an hour during w'hich in­
dividual reports were made by the 
railroad presidents.

Besides the president. .Secretary 
Mellon and Lament and Chairman 
Lewis o f the interstate commerce 
commission attended the meeting.

Artesia has become an important 
shipping point for oil, agricultural 
products and livestock. More than 
three million barrels o f oil has been 
produced in the Artesia field since 
its discovery. The Artesia trade 
territory expects to produce 10,- 
000 bales o f cotton, with cotton and 
its products roughly valued at $1,- 
1)00,000. There has been approximate­
ly 600,000 pounds of wool shipped 
from this point in addition to the 
shipment o f the I’ inon-Avia Angora 
Goat Association fall clip amounting 
to 140.UUU pounds valued at $67,400. 
The apple shipments have amounted 
to 130 cars liesides apples consumed 
locally and shipped out by truck. The 
production is figured roughly at 70,- 
t»00 bushels. Total yield o f alfalfa 
and its products include three cars 
of alfalfa seed and about 600 cars 
o f hay. Livestock shipments also 
forms an important revenue, but the 
annual value can not be estimated.
