May Is Electrical
‘Safety Awareness’

May is Electrical Safety
Awareness Month and South-
western Public Service Company
(SPS) is reminding its customers
to be especial'y careful around
oumdoor power lines and clcc-
trical facilities.

‘‘In the spring, people spend
more time outdoors,’’ says Bill
Greaser, SPS safety manager.
“They're trimming trees, put-
ting antennas on roofs, and
moving ladders around. Any of
these activities could cause a
serious injury or death if a
person should happen to come
in contact with a power line.

Installing an evaporative cool-
er-- a common springtime task
- also is a potential hazard,
Greaser savs. ‘‘By the time you
get your metal cooler up, you're
usually standing in a puddle of
water. But metal and water are
both good conductors of elec-
tricity, so make sure your unit is
grounded, like your washing
machine is. And, don't plug the
cooler in until everything is
hooked up. If you have to make
any last-minute adjustments, be
sure to unplug the unit first.”’

setting up summer irrigation
systems can be hazardous as
well, Greaser says.

‘*‘Metal irrigation pipe is an
excellent conductor of elec-
tricity,”’ Greaser says. ‘‘Moving
a tall section of irrigation pipe
or trying to! C'islodge :an. animal
inside it could be fatal if there's
a power line above you. That's
why SPS urges farmers, ranch-
ers, and anyone who works
around electrical facilities to
ook up for safety. Be sure

there's no power line above you’
before lifting any tall object into’
the air.”’

_Springtime also is a good
time to teach children how to be
safe around electrical facilities,
Greaser says. ‘‘School is almost
out and the kids are spendiug
more time outdoors. Teach them
to stay away from utility sub-
stations -and poles. Even if a
kite or model airplane should
get tangled in a power line,
they should necver c¢limb the
pole or try to get the oy down
by themselves. And be sure
they know to look up for safety
before climbing in any tree If
there's a power line in that tree,
they need to get down im-
mediately. That's not a safe
place to play."”

‘Safety Awareness’

May is Electrical Safety
Awareness Month and South-
western Public Service Company
(SPS) is reminding its customers
to be especially careful around
outdoor power lines and elec-
trical facilities.

*In the spring, people spend
more time outdoors,”’ says Bill
Greaser, SPS safety manager.
*“Thev’re trimming trees, put-
ting antennas on roofs, and
moving ladders around. Any of
these activities could cause a
serious injury or death if a
person should happen to come
in contact with a power line."’

Installing an evaporative cool-
er-- a common springtime task
- also is a potential hazard,
Greaser says. ''‘By the time you
get your metal cooler up, you're
usually standing in a puddle of
water. But metal and water are
both good conductors of elec-
tricity, so make sure your unit is
grounded, like your washing
machine is. And, don’t plug the
cooler in until everything is
hooked up. If you have to make
any last-minute adjustments, be
sure to unplug the unit first."

Setting up summer irrigation
systems can be hazardous as
well, Greaser says.

‘‘Metal irrigation pipe is an
excellent conductor of elec-
tricity,”’ Greaser says. ‘‘Moving
a tall section of irrigation pipe
or trying to! dislodge :an. animal
inside it could be fatal if there's
a power line above you. That's
why SPS urges farmers, ranch-
ers, and anyone who works
around electrical facilities to
lgok up for safety. be sure

Springtime also is a good
time to teach children how to be
safe around electrical facilities,
Greaser says. ‘‘School is almost
out and the kids are spending
more time outdoors. Teach them
to stay away from utility sub-
stations and poles. Even if a
kite or model airplane should
get tangled in a power iine,
they should never climb the
pole or try to get the toy down
by themselves. And be sure
they know to look up for safety
before climbing in any tree If
there's a power line in that tree,
they need to get down im-
mediately. That's not a safe
place to play.”

Scenes' view of

SPS Survey: 5,253,976 Cattle
Fed In The Panhandle

In 1986 more than 5.2 million
cattle moved through the feed-
lots, and S million were slaught-
ered in the packing plants
located in Southwestern Public
Service Company (SPS) service
territory, reports the electric
utility’s most recent annual Fed
Cattle Survey.

SPS serves a 52,000-square-
mile area in parts of the
Panhandle and South Plains of
Texas, eastern and Southeastern
New Mexico, the Panhandle of
Oklahoma, and southwestern
Kansas. The feedlots in the
territory fed 5,253,976 head last

year, a J3.5% increase over
1985, but slightly below the
record 5,259,779 fed during

1984.

*“This year is the third in a
row that the number of cattle
fed has exceeded five million,”’
said Seth Thomason, SPS man-
ager of agricultural and indus-
trial power. ‘‘That’'s a good

indication that the cattle-feeding
business is here to stay."’

Total one-time capacity of the
feedlots surveyed in 1986 was
2,594,975 head, down from the
total capacity of 2,619,775 head
in 198S.

A reported 5,071,877 cattle
were slaughtered at packing
plants in the SPS service area
last year, 293,039 more than
were slaughtered in 1985,
Thomason said. There are 15
beef packing plants in the SPS
service area, he said, with an
annual slaughter capability of
5,509,953 head.

“*We get requests for South-
western's Fed Cattle 3Survey
from all across the nation,”
Thomason said. ‘‘By providing
this information, we hope to
help stimulate further develop-
ment in the agricultural sector.
The area’s feedlots and packing
plants were extremely coopera-
tive and helpful during this
survey. We commend them for
their help.”

The survey lists each feedlot
in the SPS area, and the lot
capacities and number of cattle
fed, by counties. There are
feedlots in thirty of the counties
in the SPS service area.

Charts of the number of
feedlots surveyed, number of
feedlots with 1,000-head capa-
city or above, growth of the
feedlot industry, and one-time
feedlot capacity are included in
the report.

A draft program policy that
would guide management of
wild horses and burros has been
released for puHu view and
comment by the Department of
the Interior's Burean of _lLand
Management (BLM). The policy
statement covers all aspects of
the program from management
on public lands to removal and
disposition of excess animals.

“We have recognized for
some time that changes need to
be made in the wild horse and
burro program.'' said BLM
Director Robert F. Burford.
"Our emphasis must remain on
humane treatment of the ani-
mals, but we also must consider
their impact upon the public
land resources that we are
required to protect, upon other

public land users. and upon
neighboring private landown-
ers, as well as the cost

effectiveness of the program.

"*We have incorporated the
Wild Horse and Burro Advisory
Board's five-step process, which
provides a wide range of options
for placing the animals in the
private sector,’”

The first four steps of the
process are (1) the Adopt-A-

burro; (2) special adoptions at
altered fees; (3) training of
horses by prison inmates prior
to adoption; and (4) adoption
and placement of horses on
privately funded sanctuaries

Private entry - $5,500. Major-
sponsored entry - $7,500.

This year’s race will be
contested over a 3,660 mile
course, passing through 10
Sunbelt states for 11 days
enroute to a July 10 finish at
Walt Disney World, in Florida,
after starting June 30th at
Disneyland, in California. A

record $265,000 purse is at
stake.

There are 10 qualifying races,
one each day, with daily

winners paid cash prizes. Cars
which finish at least nine of the
ten qualifying races qualify for
the Grand Champiouship Race
July 10 from Tallahassee to
Walt Disney World. The bulk of
the prize money ($190,000) is at
stake on that day.

Stops for food, fuel and rest
will be made at about 42 cities
enroute. Major overnight stops
are San Diego, Phoenix, Albu-
querque, Lubbock, Arlington/
Dallas/Fort Worth, Houston,
New Orleans, Birmingham, At-

lanta and Tallahassee. Chat-
tanogga is the northernmost

part of the race and Tampa,
Florida is at the southern
extremity.

Competitors are given detail-
ed instructions 30 minutes
before the start of each day’s
race. These instructions tell
them how to proceed to the
day’s firish point. Written with
the assistance of state-of-the-art
computers, they contain every
speed and direction change and
other detailed instructions. The
intense concentration that they
require must be achieved while
driving antique vehicles at least
51 years of age-machines not
equipped with power assists,
modern braking and transmis-
sion systems or suspensions.

Contestants attempt to match
the computer-scheduled time
(not available tc them), using
only an analog stop watch, an
analog time of day watch, the
vehicle speedometer (its odo-
'meter is removed or covered)
and a tablet and pen.ils.

Contestants must also pass a
series of unannounced check
pvints during the day to certify
their eligibility to be scorec.
Missing a checkpoint subjects
the contestant to disqualification
for the day.

Each second the contestant
finishes off computer-scheduled-
time, for the day counts a point:
As in golf and cross country,
low scure wins.

Horse and Burro Act requiring
the destruction of unadopted
animals, If an animal remains
unadopted after it has been
available for 90 days, it will be
considered unadoptable and
destroyed humanely.

**1 voluntarily placed a
moratorium on the destruction
of healthy excess animals in
January 1982,"" explained Bur-
ford. ‘*However, we now have
as many as 10,000 excess wild
horses in holding facilities,
which costs the Federal taxpay-
er about $25,500 per day or $9.3
million per year. It's difficult to
justify these expenses when the
law requires us to destroy
unadoptable animals.”

To recognize the wild horses
and burros as a significant
resource on public lands, the
draft policy statement requires
that they be considered compar-
ably with other resource values
during development of resourse
management plans covering
herd areas. After appropriate
management levels are identi-
fied in the plans, BLM will
attempt to reach and maintain
those levels within 2 years.

The draft policy also requires
that management of wild free-
roaming horses and burros be at
the minimum level possible to

attain the resource objectives
stated in the land use plans,
and, where private lands are

intermingles with public lands,
cooperative agreements with
private landowners be sought
before a herd management area
is established.

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. Public Comments On Draft Wild Horse And Burro Policy Sought

three-state prlorlly for
lcm()vmg wild horses and
burros is outlined in the draft
policy: (1) removal from private
lands upon the request of the

landowner, (2) removal from
public lands where resource
damagc is occurring or

imminent; and (3) removal from
public lands as necessary to
Maintain appropriate manage-
ment levels.

The need for safe transport-
ation of captured animals that
minimizes stress and risk of
injury to the animals is empha-
sized in the draft policy. A
preference for using straight-
deck trailers to transport wild
horses is established.

The draft policy also encour-
ages the involvement of humane
organizations in monitoring the
adoption program and inspect-
ing adopted animals, and pro-
poses to expedite transfer of
tile to adopters who have
humanely maintained their wild
horses and burros for a period
of 1 year.

The draft policy statement is
based on recommendations sub-
mitted to the Secretaries of the
Interior and Agriculture by the
National Wild Horse and Burro
Advisory Board in December
1986. The Board, which held
meetings across the United
States to solicit public com-

ments, is comprised of nine
members representing various
interests related to wild horse
and burro management and the
general public.

Public comments on the draft
policy statement will be accept-
ed until May' 22, 1987, and
should be addressed to the
Director (250), Bureau of Land
Management, 909 Premier
Building, Washington, D.C.
20240.

Approximately 44,800 wild
horses and burros currently

roam public lands in 10 western
States. Although planning is
still incomplete, BLM estimates
about 30,000 animals will be
maintained on public lands.
Most of the wild horses are
found in Nevada and Wyoming;
most wild burros are located in
California and Arizona. Approxi-
mately 90,000 excess animals
have been removed from public
Jlands since 1973, and more than
"70,000 wild horses and burros
have been placed in private
mamlenance through the Adopt-
'A-Horse Program.
