He's a modern-day nomad, in
a white suburban -- and a tired
nomad, at that -- when he
visited The Journal offices on
Sunday afternoon in his year-
long trek around the state of
Texas.

This nomad’s mode of travel
is the ‘National Car of Texas’ as
designated in an August 1986
issue of Texas Monthly.

Initially, he expected to cover
more than 70,000 miles of Texas
highways and end up on New
Year's Day, 1988, just before
Texas Monthly's fifteenth anni-
versary.

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Civy Council Approves New Fees, Study

It was a busy meeting, and a
fast one for the Muleshoe City
Council Tuesday morning, as
several items were taken care of
in something like 20 minutes.

Approved was an Ordinance
to provide for the assessment of
special expenses by the Muni-
cipal Court as provided by
Article 45.06 of the Code of
Criminal Procedure. In other
words, Municipal Court can
assess a fee of $25 for serving
warrants for other law enforce-
ment entities. They can also
assess monies in relation to
Defensive Driving Courses.

A resolution was approved for
the City to participate in the
Texas Community Development
Program, and named City Man-
ager as the city’s executive
officer and authorized represen-
tative. The city is seeking the
funds to help pave portions of
the city.

A routine matter, the renewal
of the agreement with the
Bailey County Appraisal District
to assess and collect taxes for
the City of Muleshoe, was also
approved.

Also approved was a resolu-
tion approving the participation
in the Telephone Franchise
Study Committee. It will cost

the city oniy $25 to participate
in the study.

The city manager explained
that this is a general study, and
since Muleshoe’s franchise ex-
pires in 1990, now is the time to
approve such a study.

The city manager, Dave
Marr, also said he expected to
hear something on Tuesday or
Wednesday of this week, show-
ing the status of the city’s
application for a grant in excess
of $450,000 to help provide
capital operating funds for the
hospital. A final decision is
expected around November 22.

Marr explained that much
criteria must be met in order for
the city’s eligibility for the grant
to be approved.

He also said the right-of-way
acquisition for the new airport is
progressing well; the city is
studying participating in a
volunteer fireman’s pension pro-
gram; the city will be advertis-
ing for the purchase of several
large items of equipment; a
change in the method of billing
some customers; and read a
letter from SPS, indicating they
are asking for a rate decrease,
and refund of fuel-cost over-
charges to SPS customers.

It took several years of
researching and more than four
years of construction, to set up
a log cabin on the east edge of
Muleshoe.

Fhe log cabin is 16X18 feet,
with enough lumber, that if
split, would build a six room
house of one inch Ilumber,
according to John Fried, who
moved the log cabin to Mule-
shoe.

built around 1870,

Originally

Fried said he found the
structure on the North Canadian
river bottom near Shawnee,
Okla.- where it had been
abandoned since 1937. Fried

said the formerly two-story log
cabin had been lived in until a
bad hail storm in 1937, unroofed
it. The cabin was then aband-

oned.
When the Frieds’ found the
cabin, said to have been built

by a German ‘squawman’ the
roof and floor were gone, rotted
away with the years and with
weather. They purchased the
structure for $100 from the
woman who owned it and made
arrangements to have the logs
transported to his home-site in
Muleshoe.

hen the real work started.
Fried said he hired a crane to
move the 400 pound logs into
place. The corners had been
hand cut to fit perfectly, and the
house was originally built with-
ut nails, as wooden pegs held
he logs where they fit on the

rners.
Fried said he put approx-
mately 11,000 pounds of oak

0ogs into the one story structure
in Muleshoe and wused a
mbination of clay, sand and
ment to mortar the logs. The

! was dug from about fown

Ciay
feet deep in the ground south of
[his formed the
base for the 3,000 pounds of
mortar used to put the building
together.

Muleshoe

He said he found the house to
be perfectly even on all corners
except the northeast corner,
which was two inches off, and
the handhewn logs were adjust-
ed to level the structure on all
sides of the six inch thick logs.

After putting up the outside
walls, Fried roofed the struc-
ructure, and put in a new floor
and ceiling. He went to Lubbock
and had windows specially cut
to fit the original windows of
the cabin.

In the attic
full sized

is room for two
beds, such as log
were used in frontier
corner features a
fireplace and a coal range sits in
the room. An old-fashioned iron
bed is in one corner, as well as
an old dresser, a rocker, table
and chairs and a cabinet, which
is from the pioneer days.

On the bed is an original
feather mattress and rag rugs
cover portions of the bare floor.
Fried said he and his wife had
spent the past four years
reconstructing the log cabin and
putting it on a bare spot at the
back of their property for
Muleshoe version of the ‘‘Little
House On The Prairie’".
