The fight of Arthur V. Pue, of
Carlsbad, “small” stockman, to ob- '
tain grazing rights on land near
his homestead claim, was believed
at an end Friday, when word was
received in Carlsbad, from Wash-
ington that his homestead claim
had been granted by the depart-
ment of the interior.

Pue recently won the right to
graze an average of seventy five
head of cattle on the public do-
main adjoining his homestead,
twenty miles east of Carlsbad, re-
versing a decision of the district
grazing board.

The region grazier, in a written
ruling, gave Pue the right to graze
the land pending outcome of his
homestead application, which then
was before the secretary of the in-
terior.

James M. H. Cullender, counsel
for the Stockmen’s Cooperative as-
sociation, which backed Pue is
fighting his case, who is in Wash-
ington in the interest of the group,
speeded the decision on Pue’s home-
stead application.

The case recently attracted wide
attention because members of the
Stockmen’s Cooperative associa-
tion, an organization of men with
small holding, claimed the “big
stockmen are trying to squeeze us
out.”

J. S. Cullinan Dean

Later
he resigned and organized the
American Republics Corp., and
about two years ago turned the
management of this company over
to his son, Craig Cullinan.

Hookup of Dist.

Peace Officers Propose a
500 Watt Station at Pe-
cos to Serve Radius of
250 Miles in Texas and
New Mexico.

Eddy county officers and police
may join a peace officers’ radio
network hookup for west Texas
and eastern New Mexico, Sheriff
Dwight Lee announced at Carlsbad
Tuesday on his return from a
peace officers’ meeting at Pecos,
Texas. Lee said his office would
have to have the approval of the
district court and the county com-

missioners to join the hook-up.
Peace officers at Pecos, Texas
made tentative plans for estab-

lishment of a 500 watt, short wave
broadcasting station, which would
be operated over a radius of 250
miles and would eighteen
counties in Texas and New Mexico.
Texas counties particularly
anxious to have Eddy, Chaves and
Lea counties join the move.

Under the tentative plan, the
sheriff’s office at Carlsbad would
have a short wave receiving set
and all sheriffs and police cars
would also have short wave sets.
The station would be located at
Pecos. This station would be call-
ed by telephone in case of a rob-
bery in this section and the in-
formation broadcasted.

Under the plan the expense to
the county would be small and
would only be a part of the up-
keep of the Pecos station. Pres-
ent communications between peace
officers is quite slow compared to
the rapid radio information.

NEW LAW ON BIRTH
REGISTRATION

The passage of Senate Bill 70 by
the thirteenth legislature not only

| established a separate state board
| of health but made some import-

ant changes in the law regarding
registration of births.

Until now certificates of birth
filed before 1920 remained in the
office of the county where they
were filed. These certificates are
becoming more and more valuable
and with the coming into force of

| the new law they must be trans-

ferred to the office of the state
department of health in Santa Fe
where the director of public health
is required to “file, bind, index and
preserve in a fireproof vault all
such original certificates for the
permanent state record.”

The increasing value of possess-
ing a birth certificate has also in-
duced the legislature to take new
precautions that such certificates
shall not be improperly obtained.

| The new law requires that certi-

fication of births occurring one
year or more before the date of fil-
ing must be made by a district
judge who must be satisfied that
the birth actually took place as
certified before the certificate can
be accepted. Parents who wish to
avoid all the complications of court |
procedure should be careful to see
that the baby’s birth is registered
soon after the event and in any|
case before the baby is a year old.

One more change: the old law
provided that there should not be
more than one subregistrar of
births and deaths in any one school
district. Recognizing that by con-
solidation some school districts are
growing larger this restriction has
now been removed.

Range Report

the same as last month, as com-
pared with eight five percent for
the ten year average.

SHEEP & LAMBS: Sheep have
wintered well so far and are possi-
bly in about normal condition for
this season of the year. Ewes are
in good flesh and a good lamb crop
is expected during the coming sea-
son. Losses of all classes of sheep
have been normal, or possibly be-
low, so far this winter. Contract-
ing of wool during the past month
has not been as active as during
January. Wool contracts reported
last month seem to be somewhat
stronger than earlier in the season.
The condition of sheep is reported
at eighty six percent of normal as
compared with eighty five last
month and eighty five seven for
the ten year average.

New Mexico range prospects
have been improved by above nor-
mal precipitation during February
and prospects at this time indicate
a good supply of spring rangei
feed, according to the monthly re-
port issued by the United States
Bureau of Agricultural Economics
through the office of Fred Daniels,
agricultural statistician. Cattle
and sheep have withstood the cold
of recent weeks and are reported
to be in good condition over the
state.

RANGES: There has been a ma-
terial increase in the amount of
soil moisture over most of the state
during the past month. The aver-
age precipitation for the state dur-
ing February was 0.95 inch, or 0.24
above normal. Up to March 1, it
remained extremely dry in counties
in the northeastern corner of the
state. Parts of other counties ly-
ing along the eastern border of the
state remained dry up to March 1.
Very little snow remains on ranges
now in use. There is considerable
depth to snow in higher altitudes,
making prospects for summer
ranges and irrigation water very
good. Range and pasture feed is
getting very short, necessitating
an increase in supplemental feed-
ing. The present supply of hay
and other livestock feeds is consid- | ™™ S—
ered ample to carry livestock un-
til green feed is available. There
will be a small carryover of all
kinds of feed. The stock water
supply is generally ample over the
state, but the supply is getting
short in tanks and small streams
in the northeastern counties. The
condition of ranges is reported at
seventy seven percent of normal as
compared with seventy five last
month, and 82.1 for the ten year
average.

CATTLE & CALVES: Cattle and
calves have held up well during the
past month. Although February

ORDINANCE No. 36,

AN ORDINANCE DEFINING
“MILK"” and CERTAIN “MILK
PRODUCTS”, “MILK PRODU-
CER"”, “PASTEURIZATION",
ETC.,, PROHIBITING THE
SALE OF ADULTERATED
AND MISBRANDED MILK
AND MILK PRODUCTS, RE-

UIRING PERMITS FOR THE
ALE OF MILK AND MILK
PRODUCTS, REGULATING
THE INSPECTION OF DIARY
FARMS AND MILK PLANTS,
THE EXAMINATION, GRAD-
ING, LABELING, PLACARD-
ING, PASTEURIZATION, RE-
GRADING,  DISTRIBUTION,
AND SALE OF MILK AND
MILK PRODUCTS, PROVIDING
FOR THE PUBLISHING OF
MILK GRADES, THE CON-
STRUCTION OF FUTURE
DAIRIES AND MILK PLANTS,
THE ENFORCEMENT OF THIS
ORDINANCE, AND THE FIX-
ING OF PENALTIES.

Be it ordained by the City Coun-
cil of the city of Artesia as fol-
lows:

Section 1. The following defini-
tions shall apply in the interpreta-
tion and the enforcement of this
ordinance:

A. Milk is the lacteal secretion
obtained by the complete milking
of one or more healthy cows, ex-
cluding that obtained within 15
days before and 6 days after calv-
ing, or such longer period as ma
be necessary to render the mil
practically colostrum free; which
contains not less than 8 percent of
milk solids not fat, and not less
than 3% percent of milk fat.

B. Milk fat or butter fat is the
fat of milk.

C. Cream is a portion of milk
which contains not less than 18
percent milk fat. Sour cream is
cream, the acidity of which is not
more than 0.20 percent, expressed
as lactic acid.

D. Skimmed milk is milk from

which a sufficient portion of milk
fat has been removed to reduce its
milk fat percentage to less than
3% percent.
E. A milk beverage or a skim-
med milk beverage is a food com-
pound or confection consisting of
milk or skimmed milk, as the case
may be, to which has been added
a sirup or flavor consisting of
wholesome ingredients.

F. Buttermilk is the product
which remains when fat is remov-
ed from milk or cream in the pro-
cess of churning. It contains not
less than 8 percent of milk solids
not fat.

G. Cultured buttermilk, cultured
milk, and cultured skim milk are

roducts resulting from the sour-
ng or treatment, by a lactic acid
or other culture, of milk or milk
products. They contain not less
than 8 percent of milk solids not
fat.
H. Vitamin D milk is milk the
vitamin D content of which has
been increased by a method and in
an amount approved by the health
officer. y

1. Reconstituted or recombined
milk is a product resulting from
the recombining of milk constitu-
ents with water, and which com-
plies with the standards for milk
fat and solids not fat of milk as
defined herein. Reconstituted or
recombined cream is a product re-
sulting from the combination of
dried cream, butter, or butter fat
with cream, milk, skim milk or
water.

J. Milk products shall be taken
to mean and include cream, sour
cream, goat milk, vitamin D milk,
buttermilk, cultured buttermilk,
skimmed milk, reconstituted or re-
combined milk and cream, milk bev-
erages, and skimmed milk bever-

K. The terms “pasteurization,”
“nasteurized”, and similar terms
shall be taken to refer to the pro-
cess of heating every particle of
milk or milk products to a temper-
ature of not less than 142°F. and
holding at such temperature for
not less than 30 minutes |tn approv-

teurization apparatus, prov-
MMt approval shall be limited
to apparatus which requires a com-
bined holder and indicating ther-
mometer temperature tolerance of
not more than 1% °F., as shown by
official tests with suitable testin
equipment, and provided that suc

" apparatus shall be properly oper-

ated and that the indicating ther-
mometers and the recording ther-
mometer charts both indicate a
temperature of not less than
1431 °F., continuously thorough-
out the holding period. The gern)’s

U. The word “person” as used in
t!ns ordinance shall mean, person,
firm, corporation, or association.

V. Goat milk is the fresh, clean
lacteal secretion, free from colo-
strum, obtained by complete milk-
ing of healthy goats, and shall
comply with all the requirements

of this ordinance. he word
“cows” shall be interpreted to in-
clude goats.

Section 2. No person shall with-
in the City of Artesia or its police
jurisdiction, produce, sell, offer, or
expose for sale, or have in posses-
ion with intent to sell, any milk or
milk product which is adulterated,
misbranded, or ungraded. It shall
be unlawful for any person, else-
where than in a private home, to
have in possession any adulterat-
ed, misbranded, or ungraded milk
or milk product.

Section 3. It shall be unlawful
for any person to bring into or re-
ceive into the City of Artesia, or
its police jurisdiction, for sale, or
to sell, or offer for sale therein, or
to have in storage where milk or
milk products are sold or served,
any milk or milk products defined
in this ordinance, who does not
possess a permit from the health
officer of the City of Artesia and
on whose vehicle there does not
appear in a conspicuous place the
permit number in figures at least
3 inches high and 1% inches wide.
Only a person who complies with
the requirements of the ordinance
shall be entitled to receive and re-
tain such a permit.

Such a permit may be revoked by
the health officer upon the viola-
tion by the holder of any of the
terms of this ordinance or in any
emergency when in the judgment
of the health officer, the milk or
milk production product in question
has become a public health menace:
Provided, That the holder of said
permit shall, after comﬂlying with
such revocation, have the right of
appeal to the board of health.

Section 4. All bottles, cans, pack-
ages, and other containers en-
closing milk or any milk product
defined in this ordinance shall be
plainly labeled or marked with the
name of the contents as given in
the definitions in this ordinance;
the grade of the contents if said
contents are graded under the pro-
visions of this ordinance; the word
“pasteurized” only if the contents
have been pasteurized the word
“raw” only if the contents are raw;
the name of the producer if the
contents are raw, and the name of
the plant at which the contents
were pasteurized, if the contents
are pasteurized; and in the case of
vitamin D milk, the designation
“Vitamin D Milk” and the source
of the vitamin D. The label or
mark shall be in letters of a size,
kind, and color npgroved by the
health officer and shall contain no
marks or words not approved by
the health officer. Every restaur-
ant, cafe, soda fountain, or other
establishment serving milk or milk
products shall display at all times,
in a place designated by the health
officer, a notice approved by the
health officer, stating the lowest
grade of milk and/or milk produets
served.

Section 5. At least once during
each grading period the health of-
ficer shall inspect all dairy farms
and all milk plants whose milk or
milk products are intended for con-
sumption within the City of Artes-
ia, or its pelice jurisdiction. In
case the health officers discovers
the violation of any item of sani-
tation, he shall make a second in-
spection after a lapse of such time

d | as he deems necessary for the de-

fect to be remedied, but not before
the lapse of 3 days, and the second
inspection shall be used in deter-
mining the grade of milk and/or
milk products. Any violation of
any item of this ordinance on two
consecutive inspections within any
one grading period shall call for
immediate degrading. One cogy
of the inspection report shall be
posted by the health officer in a
conspicuous place upon an inside
wall of one of the dairy farm or
milk plant buildings, and said in-
spection report shall not be defac-
ed or removed by any person ex-
cept the health officer. Another
copy of the inspection report shall
be filed with the records of the
health department.

Section 6. During each gndins
period at least four samples o
milk and/or cream from each dairy
farm and each milk plant shall be
taken on nrnte days and exam-
ined by the health officer. Samples
of other milk products may
taken and examined by the health
officer as often as the health offi-
cer may require. Bacterial plate
counts shall be made in conform-

Agricultural Chemist. Bacterial
plntg count, reductase test, and
cooling temperature results shall
be' given to the producer or dis-
tributor concerned as soon as de-
termined if said results fall with-
out the limits prescribed for the
grade then held. Samples may be
taken by the health officer at any
time prior to the final delivery of
the milk or milk products. = All
proprietors of stores, cafes, rest-
aurants, soda fountains, and other
similar places shall furnish the
health officer, upon his request,
with the name of the distributor
from whom their milk and/or milk
products are obtained. Bio-assays
of the vitamin D content of vita-
min T milk shall be made when
required by the health officer in a
laboratory approved by him for
such examinations.

Section 7. At least once every 6

months the health officer shall an-
nounce the grades of all milk and
milk products delivered by all pro-
ducers or distributors and ultimate-
ly consumed within the City of
Artesia, or its Police jurisdiction.
Said grades shall be based upon the
following standards, the grading
of milk products being identical
with the grading of milk except
that the bacterial standards shall
be doubled in the case of cream,
and omitted in the case of sour
cream, buttermilk, and cultured
buttermilk. Vitamin D milk shall
be only of grade A or grade B
pasteurized, certified, or grade A
raw quality.
Certified milk is milk which con-
forms with the requirements of the
American Association of Medical
Milk Commissions in force at the
time of production and is produe-
ed under the supervision of the
Medical Milk Commission of the
Medical Society of Eddy County,
and of the State board of health or
of the city or county health officer
of Artesia.

Grade A raw milk is milk the
average bacterial plate count of
which does not exceed 50,000 per
cubic centimeter, or the average
reduction time of which is not less
than 8 hours, and which is produec-
ed upon dairy farms conforming
with all the following items of
sanitation:

1. Physical examination and, ex-
cept as provided hereinafter, a tub-
erculin test of all herds and addi-
tions thereto shall be made before
any milk therefrom is sold, and at
least once every 12 months there-
after, by a licensed veterinarian
approved by the State livestock
sanitary authority. Said tests shall
be made and any reactors disposed
of in accordance with the require-
ments approved by the United
States Department of Agriculture,
Bureau of Animal Industry, for
accredited herds.

A certificate signed by the veter-
inarian or attested to by the health
officer and filed with the health
officer, shall be evidence of the
above test.

Provided that in modified accred-
ited counties and modified accred-
ited area system approved by the
United States Bureau of Animal
Industry shall be accepted in lieu
of annual testing.

For diseases other than tubercu-
losis such tests and examinations
as the health officer may require
shall be made at intervals and by
methods prescribed by him, and
any diseased animals or reactors
shall be disposed of as he may re-
quire,

2. A dairy or milking barn shall
be required, and in such sections
thereof where cows are milked
windows shall be provided and kept
clean and so arranged as to in-
sure adequate light properly dis-
tributed, and when necessary shall
be provided with adequate supple-
mentary artificial light.

3. Such sections of all dairy
barns where cows are kept or milk-
ed shall be well ventilated and shall
be so arranged as to avoid over-
crowding.

4. The floors and gutters of
such parts of all dairy barns in
which cows are milked shall be
constructed of concrete or other
approved impervious and easily
cleaned material, shall be graded
to drain properly, and shall be kept
clean and in good repair. 0
horses, pigs, fowl, calves, etc., shall
be permitted in parts of the barn
used for milking.

5. The walls and ceilings of all
dairy barns shall be whitewashed
once each year or painted once
every 2 years, or oftener if necess-
ary, or finished in an approved
manner, and shall be kept clean
and in good repair. In case there
is a second story above that part
of the barn in which cows are milk-
ed the ceiling shall be tight. If
the feed room adjoins the milking
space, it shall be separated there-
from by a dust-tight partition and
door. No feed shall be stored in
the milking portion of the barn.

6. All cows yards shall be grad-
ed and drained as well as practi-
cable and kept clean.

7. All manure shall be removed
and stored or disposed of in such
manner as best to prevent the
breeding of flies therein or the ac-
cess of cows to piles thereof.

8. There shall be provided a milk
house or milk room for the cool-
ing, handling, and storage of milk
and/or milk produets and the
washing, bactericidal treatment,
and storage of milk apparatus and
utensils.

Grade C pasteurized milk is pas-

Sec. 8. From and after 60 days
from the date on which this ordi-
nance takes effect no milk or milk
products shall be sold to the final
| consumer, or to restaurants, soda
fountains, grocery stores, or simi-
lar establishments, except grades
A and B pasteurized, certified, and
grade A raw. This section shall
not be construed as forbidding the
sale of lower grades of milk and
milk products during temporary
periods of degrading not exceeding
30 consecutive days, or, in emer-
gencies, such longer period as the
health officer may deem necessary.

Sec. 9. If, at any time between
the regular announcements of the
grades of milk or milk products, as
the result of findings of two con-
secutive inspections of any dairy
or milk plant, or because the av-
erage bacterial plate count, the
average reduction time, or the av-
erage cooling temperature exceeds
the limit fixed for the grade cur-
rently held by the milk supply in
question, a lower grade shall be-
come justified, the health officer
shall immediately lower the grade
of such milk or mild product, and
shall enforce proper labeling and
placarding thereof. Any producer
or distributor of milk or milk prod-
ucts the grade of which has been
lowered by the health officer, and
who is properly labeling his milk
and/or milk products, may at any
time make application for the re-
grading of his product. Upon re-
ceipt of a satisfactory application,
in case the lowered grade is the
result of an excessive average bac-
terial plate count, reduction time,
or cooling temperature, the health
officer shall take further samples
of the applicant’s output, at a rate
of not more than two samples per
week. The health officer shall im-
mediately regrade the milk or milk
products upward whenever the av-
erage of the last four sample re-
sults indicates the necessary qual-
ity. In case the lowered grade of
the applicant’s product is due to a
violation of an item of the specifi-
cations, other than average bac-
terial plate count, reduction time,
or cooling temperature, the sgid
application must be accompanied
by a statement signed by the ap-
plicant to the effect that the vio-
lated item of the specifications has
been conformed with.
week of the receipt of such an ap-
plication and statement the health
officer shall make a reinspection
of the applicant’s establishment,
and there after as many addition-
al reinspections as he may deem
necessary to assure himself that
the applicant is again complying
with the higher grade require-
ments, and, in case the findings
justify, shall regrade the milk or
milk products upward.

Sec. 10.—No milk producer or
distributor shall transfer milk or
milk products from one container
to another on the street, or in any
vehicle or store, or in any place
exe¢ept a bottling or milk room es-
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tains, restaurants, groceries, and
similar establishments to sell or
serve any milk or milk product ex-
cept in the original container in
which it was received from the dis-
tributor or from a bulk container
equipped with an approved dis-
pensing device; provided, that this
requirement shall not apply to
cream consumed on the premises
which may be served from the or-
iginal bottle or from a dispenser
approved for such service. No milk
or milk products shall be permitted
to come in contact with equipment
with which a lower grade of milk or
milk products has been in contact
unless such equipment has first
been thoroughly cleaned and sub-
jected to bactericidal treatment, It
shall be the duty of all persons to
whom milk or milk products are
delivered to clean thoroughly the

containers in which such milk or
milk products are delivered before
returning such containers. Appar-
atus, containers, equipment, and
utensils used in the handling, stor-
age, processing, or transporting
of milk or milk products shall not
be used for any other purposes

Seection 11. Milk and milk prod-
ucts from points beyond the limits
of inspection of the City of Artesia
may not be sold in the City of Ar-
tesia or its police jurisdiction, un-

less produced and or pasteurized
under grading provisions identical
with those of this ordinance; pro-
vided that the health officer shall
satisfy himself that the health of-
ficer having jurisdiction over the
production and processing is prop-
erly enforcing such provisions.

Section 12. Notice shall be sent
to the health officer immediately
by any producer or distributor of
milk or milk products upon whose
dairy farm or in whose milk plant
any infectious, contagious, or com-
municable disease occurs.

Section 13. All dairies and milk
plants from which milk or milk
products are supplied to the City
of Artesia which are hereafter
constructed shall conform in their
construction to grade A require-
ments of this ordinance.

Section 14. When suspicion arises
as to the possibility of transmis-
| sion of infection from any person
concerned with the handling of
milk or milk products the health
officer is authorized to require any
or all of the following measures:
The immediate exclusion of that
person from milk handling; the
immediate exclusion of the milk
supply concerned from distribution
and use; adequate medical and
bacteriological examination of the
person, of his associates, and of
| his and their bodily discharges.

Section 15. This ordinance shall
be enforced by the health officer
in accordance with the interpreta-
tions thereof contained in the 1935
edition of the United States Public
Health Service milk code.

_Section 16. Any person who shall
violate any provision of this ordi-
nance shall be fined not more than
$100.00 at the discretion of the
court. Each and every violation
of the provisions of this ordinance
‘shall constitute a separate offense.
| Section 17. All ordinances and
parts of ordinances in conflict with
this ordinance are hereby repealed;
and this ordinance shall be in full
force and effect immediately upon
its adoption and its publication, as
provided by law.

Section 18. Should any section,
paragraph, sentence, clause, or
phrase of this ordinance be declar-
ed unconstitutional or invalid for
any reason, the remainder of said

ordinance shall not be affected
thereby.
