Organization of farmers, both in 
the Pecos Valley and generally 
throughout the country, in order 
to protect the agricultural Indus* 
try and place it on an equal basis 
with industry and capital, was the 
trend of the remarks of all speak­
ers at a meeting of the Central 
Valley Farm Association in the 
Americgn Legion hut Monday ev­
ening, following a barbecue in the 
yard there, attended by about 160 
persons.

Col. Albert T. Woods, the first 
speaker, not only advised organi­
zation of the farmers, but sug­
gested a definite payment from 
every bale of cotton and ton of 
hay be made towards a fund for 
sending capable men to Santa Fe 
and Washington if and when need­
ed to fight the farmers’ battles. 
He named 25 to 50 cents a bale of 
cotton as tentative figures.

The Pecos Valley, Col. Woods 
said, is the only prominent farm­
ing locality of which he knows 
where the farmers are not pro­
tected by a strong organization.

“It has taken the farmers ISO 
years to get to the point where 
they can have meetings like this,” 
he said, declaring there should be 
a solid front of farmers, which will 
stick together, as do capital and 
labor interests.

The colonel advised that .3 or 4 
men be sent to Santa Fe and oth­
ers to Washington during the next 
sessions of the legislative bodies 
to do the “legging” for the sen­
ators and congres.smen, working 
under them in order to put over 
laws for the benefit of the farm­
ers.

Such men could be sent without 
great expense to an individual, he 
said, and the process would be 
“painless” if definite payment be 
made on each unit of alfalfa or

Material for repairing the Pecos 

River bridge east of Artesia, which 
is now unsafe for heavy loads, has 
been laid down, ready for work to 
begin. However, a rise in the 
river last week postponed the work 
a few days.

It was thought the high water, 
resulting from rains to the north 
and opening of the Alamogordo 
Dam, would recede sufficiently by 
the end of the week for repairing 
to he started.

The job will take only 3 or 4 
days, it is understood. Heavy 
trucks with capacity loads being 
driven to and from the oil fields 
weakened the bridge so much the 
State Highway Department had to 
limit the bridge to loads of five 
tons.

The department reported several 
weeks ago funds are not now 
available for a new bridge, but 
might be next year.

Local interests, oil men and the 
Santa Fe have been greatly con­
cerned over the condition of the 
bridge, as heavy machinery for the 
fields has had to be shipped to 
Hobbs or other points and trucked 
from there.

President Roosevelt last week signed a bill requiring persons 
disseminating foreign political propaganda in the United States to 
register with the State Department.

It must 
never be taken away from us. But we can confine free speech 
America to Americans.

Having heard often about the tricky plates issued to automobile 
owners of Connecticut, we made a point of interviewing the state com­
missioner of motor vehicles, .Michael A. Connor, on his last visit to 
New York. Under his regime, Connecticut cars, instead of bearing 
dull and formidable numbers, frequently break out with such gay 
legends as BUG, IMP, .A-1, HIS and Y 27 (Yale '2 7 ) . Furthermore, 
Connecticut residents now have permanent possession of their plates, 
merely changing a small detachable metal tag each year.

Commissioner Connor figured out that, using three letters, you

fet about 35,000 combinations, whereas with digits you get only W 9.
ising two letters and one, two, or tfiree digits gives you half a mil­

lion combinations— more than his state is likely to need for some 
time.

The commissioner started modestly on his new plan in 1935, with 
a single pair of plates bearing the letters RBO.

M Avalon.
"  The group, meeting in the Am­

erican Legion hut here, discussed 
both the duck hunting and fishing 
questions, as they affect sports- 
men in this locality.

S. J .  Lanning, Jr ., president of 
the association, pointed out that 
the government, through the Bi­
ological Survey, Department of 
Agriculture, can assign October, 
November or December for duck 
hunting in this state, but that De­
cember is the only one which will 
benefit the most hunters.

October, it was pointed out, is 
none too early in North New Mex­
ico, but the sale of duck stamps 
there last year indicated there 
were only a few duck hunters. The 
natural course of flight is down 
the Pecos Valley, Mr. Lanning 

h- said, and conditions in the valley 
ahould be considered in setting the 
open season. Experience here in­
dicates that December is none too 
late for a successful open season, 

f  Although the month of Novem­
ber would come nearer to serving 
the whole state, neither the north­
ern nor southern part would en­
joy a good season, except under 
unusual conditions. Rather than 
have the season in that month, it 
was said, it would be better to al­
ternate from year to year between 
October and December for the 
state.

But on the other hand, Mr. Lan­
ning said. Northern New Mexico 
has its big game hunting and fish­
ing and sportsmen from other lo­
calities go there to enjoy those 
sports. So why not, he asked, set 
the migratory duck season accord­
ing to the best time in the district 
where the hunting is naturally su­
perior, and huiiters from other vi­
cinities could come here and hunt? 
Besides, duck hunting is practical­
ly the only sport in Eastern New 
Mexico.

The government will not split 
months, it was pointed out, but 
will set the season only according 
to a calendar month.

Mr. Lanning stated his personal 
preference for November, as far 
as the state at large is concerned, 
as long as a split will not be 
granted.

The action of the association 
was in line with that taken re­
cently by the Chaves County Game 
Protective Association, that De­
cember be recommended to the 
Biological Survey for the 1938 
duck and goose season.

Government action on the sea­
son dates for the whole country 
will be taken at a convention at 
Nashville, Tenn., June 20-2.'>.

In recommending improvement 
of fishing conditions between Lake 
McMillan and Lake Avalon, the 
sportsmen pointed out periodic 
draining of Lake McMillan kills 
all the fish and that restocking Is 
wasted the next time it is neces­
sary to again drain the lake.

The lake was established pri­
marily to provide water for irriga­
tion below, rather than to provide 
fishing sport. And the farmers 
depend on that water for their 
crops. “Instead of cussing them 
for opening the gates,” one sports­
man said, “we’d better pray for 
rain.”

By cleaning out the rough fish 
between the two lakes and restock­
ing with game fish, better fishing 
than ever before, not many miles 
away, would be provided, it was 
brought out. Springs, a sports- | 
man said, continually flow enough 
water in that section of the river j 

■ for the fish.
It was suggested members o f ; 

the association cooperate with the 
game warden in cleaning out the 
rough fish, especially gars, which 
are numerous. By working in re­
lays, the job could be easily ac­
complished, it was brought out.

To this end, representatives of 
the association are to contact the 
Fish Department at Dexter to de­
termine what can be done and how.

tion being from July 1 to July 1, 
the annual election was held.

Study Cave Fauna 
Scientist Plans to

Dr. C. Bertrand Schultz, profes­
sor of palenthology and assistant 
director of the University of Ne­
braska Museum, and his assistants 
arrived in Eddy County Monday 
to resume archeological diggings, 
most of which will center at Bur­
net Cave about forty miles south­
west of Artesia.

Be Built in Artesia; 

Operation by A u r . 1

A new independent refinery is 
to be built in Artesia by Mac Hall 
and Errol C. Holt, who have been 
operating at Arp, Texas. A plot 
about 300x600 feet in block 17, 
Fairview Addition, adjoining the 
old ball park, has been purchased 
for the site.

The company is to be incorpor­
ated. However, the name has not 
been announced as yet.

The refinery men expect to be­
gin building immediately to be 
ready for production by Aug. 1. 
The plant will be new in all re­
spects and modern and efficient, 
('apacity will be 1,000 barrels a 
day and will require the employ­
ment of about fifteen men.

Both Mr. Hall and Mr. Holt 
have been in the refinery business 
in Texas since 1934. Mr. Hall for­
merly owned the Artex Refinery 
Company at Arp and the Tydal

Planning Pageants 
For ’40 Centennial

Acoordins to the manner in 
which Thomas Stevens, program 
director of the Coranado Cuarto 
Caatannial, is planning the series 
of ealehrations to be stared in the 
Southwest ia 1940, a Coronado road 
show will be seen travelinr all 
over New Mexico, and perhaps in 
nearby states, durinr the year 
which ia to be the 400th anniver* 
sary of the entry of the oririnal 
Coronado expedition into the Unit-1 
ed States.

Stevens has been travelinr over ' 
parts of New Mexico recently un­
der the authority of the Coronado 
Cuarto Centennial Commission. 
The few trips he has made so far 
have been for the purpose of sur- 
veyinr the portable or travelinr 
pareant possibilities in connection 
with a state-wide—and perhaps 
wider, aeries of local celebrations 
which will commemorate the con­
quest of this part of the country 
by the Spanish conquistadores in 
IMO.

Development of Stevens* plans 
for travelinr parvants include the 
possibility of forty Coronado pa­
reant performsmees, in at least 18 
to 20 difference places. Some of 
the locations will be on the oririn­
al Coronado route, others will be 
held in different localities where 
later history sirnifiennt in the de­
velopment of New Mexico and the 
Southwest is important.

Col. Woods told of a recent 
meeting in the East of prominent 
agriculturists, 100 or more legisla­
tors, William Green, president of 
the American Federation of l.abor, 
and other leaders, at which the 
‘Agro-Industrial Association of 
America” was formed, to bring 
closer together industry and agri­
culture.

Local 
alfalfa seed last year was the 
cheapest in the country, compara­
tively speaking, he said, quoting 
the price here at 18 cents a pound 
and at Omaha, Nebr., at 32 cents. 
There was no proof, he said, that 
the latter was any better than the 
New Mexican seed.
