Stroud, Altus, Okla.; Mrs. Beula
Evans, LaFayette, Ga.; Paul and
Tom Terry, Cottonwood; Witt and
Mark Terry, Rosston, Okla., and
Cleve Terry, Ardmore, Okla.

Julius Diamond Terry, a son of
John Orin and Fruza Marriner
Terry, was born at New Orleans,
La., March 2, 1847. He served
during the Civil War in the Sev-
énth Louisiana regiment of the
Confederate forces. Of three sur-
viving Confederate veterans of this
section to die in recent years, the
Rev. Mr. Terry was the last, pre-
ceded within the last three years
by William Daugherity and Thom-
as Blakney.

Miss Nancy Elmira Gosselin and
Mr. Terry were married April 9,
1868, the seventieth anniversary
of which was observed last April
9, with the aged couple hosts to
about 100 friends. To them were
born eleven children, of whom the
eight mentioned survive.

The Rev. Mr. Terry began his
ministry in Oklahoma at the age
of 40 years and served in Oklaho-
ma, Texas and New Mexico. A
circuit rider, he visited many
churches in missionary work for
a number of years.

The Rev. and Mrs. Terry and
family moved to New Mexico in
1911 and the aged couple lived con-
tinuously since at their farm res-
idence, “Beulaland,” southeast of
Artesia.

All children of the Rev. Mr.
Terry were here Wednesday for
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the funeral except two, Matt and
Cleve Terry. Friends from Day-
ton, Lakewood and Rocky Arroyo,
where he served as pastor for the
last thirty years, attended in num-
bers.

Doing Missionary
Work Among the
Artesia Mexicans

Rev. Gonzales, Carlshad, Holds
Meeting Here Each Monday
—Has Conversions

Missionary work among the
Spanish-Americans of Artesia is
being carried on by the Rev. Con-
stantino Gonzales, pastor of the
Mexican Methodist Church of
Carlsbad, who has been making
regular trips here the last four
months. Services are being held
at the home here of Atanasio Pe-
laez each Monday, as Senor Gon-
zales is busy in Carlsbad on Sun-
days.

Although the personable pastor
has been adding to his acquaint-
ance among Artesia business men,
this phase of religious activity has
not been generally known here.
Senor Gonzales, who has served in
a number of churches in Cuba and
in Texas and Arizona prior to com-
ing to the Pecos Valley, has been
quietly working up interest in his
work among the Spanish-Ameri-
cans.

“For about four months I have
been conducting church work here,”
the pastor said, “and because of
the good will of some citizens of
Artesia, I have been able to visit
here every week. The work has
been developed and some conver-
sions have been reported, baptised
in the Baptist Church.

“This shows that ours is not a
sectarian work, for which reason I
think that every Christian citizen
of Artesia should be interested in
our work as a matter of develop-
ing Christianity among the Mex-
ican people, and in so doing we can
see a big field of missionary work
here at our own doors.”

Senor Gonzales was born in
Spain, in the land of the conquista-
dores. He came to America in
early boyhood and after conversion
to Protestantism he went to Cand-
ler College in Cuba, where he re-
ceived his education for the min-
istry.

He started his ministerial work
in Cuba and established many
churches there. After he came to
the United States, of which he is
now a citizen, he located in Texas,
where he served as pastor of Mex-
ican churches at Toyah, Pecos,
Marfa, Ft. Davis, Presidio, Alpine,
Valentine and Sanderson.

Big Convention

Dick Clowe Reports on
International Meet in
Frisco Last Month—
Greets Members Repre-
senting Many Nations.

A lesson in nationalism learned
by D. I. (Dick) Clowe, who rep-
resented the Artesia Rotary Club
at the annual convention of Rotary
International in San Francisco
June 19-24, was passed on to his
fellow Rotarians at the regular
weekly meeting Tuesday noon,
when he made a convention report.
Regardless of anything, a man
cannot be a great internationalist
of the day, unless he is first a
nationalist, loyal to his own gov-
ernment, he said.

The idea, embraced in a speech
by Maurice Duperry of Paris,
France, president of Rotary Inter-
national, was but one of many
points which tie in with the prin-
ciples of the organization which
were impressively presented at
the convention, attended by 11,170
registered delegates, with more
than 2,000 children under 16 years
also there. Duperry, Mr. Clowe
said, visited forty nations and in-
terviewed twenty rulers during his
incumbency.

One of Mr. Clowe's most inter-
esting experiences, he said Tues-
day noon, was meeting and talking
with fellow Rotarians from thirty-
eight states and twenty foreign
countries in the “House of Friend-i
ship,” a large room designated for |
the purpose. However, there were
delegates from fifty-nine foreign
countries at the convention.

A meeting of delegates from the
115th district, embracing New
Mexico and Western Texas, was
attended by forty-one, Mr. Clowe
said.

One of the more interesting talks
was by Almon E. Roth, a past
president, who spoke on the labor
situation along the waterfront of
San Francisco Bay. Mr. Roth, who
represents 181 employers, not only
of American ships, but of many
foreign nations, in their dealings
with employes, said labor troubles
have been greatly reduced, Mr.
Clowe reported. In Mr. Roth’s
opinion there will always be fric-
tion between employer and em-
ploye on the waterfront.

Mr. Roth said he had spent many
months drawing up contracts be-
tween the two groups in an en-
deavor to have written agreements
for every possible contingency
which might arise. He called on
the Rotarians of the world, Mr.
Clowe said, to assist in getting
legislation through which will force
both parties to such contracts to
be bound and liable for damages,
if violated, and further that em-
ployers receive the some protection
and justice as employes.

Eddy County will receive ap-
proximately 1,700 additional acres
for general crops under a reclassi-
fication of the county in regards
to the agricultural conservation
program, according to a commun-
ication from Washington Tuesday
to H. C. Little, ACP secretary.

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NOW IS THE TIME TO GET IT

Now is the time to get in on the spending and lending program,
not after the money is all gone. The government is putting out mil- |
lions of dollars, being approved at the rate of a million dollars a day,
and the wide-awake communities throughout the nation are taking
advantage of it.

Whether a community gains through the program or not, it will
pay its share in the long run. .

There are a number of projects which could be applied for in
Artesia. Already there is a project for sidewalks for which appli-
cation has been made, to the credit of the city administration. Side-
walks are needed here in many places, both new and replacements,
and if the property owners can obtain them for the cost of materials,
they should take advantage of the opportunity to improve their places,
as well as make for a better city, if and when the project receives
sanction.

In the meantime, there are many other projects for which appli-
cation could be made. We need a class “A" airport. Already there
is work being done in that line, which will probably bring results.

Then there is the decided need of spur sidewalks at corners, pro-
viding a means for pedestrians to cover the distance from the curb-
ings to the property walks. This need has been brought home forci-
bly during the recent rains to those few who are so unfortunate as to
have to walk. And there should be either stepping stones or solid
concrete dips across the alley ends.

Artesia has a fine golf course, but it would be better to make it
municipal. Then more could enjoy the game. Many cities no
larger than this the country over have municipal courses. An appli-
cation for such a project could be made.

And then there is the need for a municipal hall of some sort.
The library could stand larger quarters. And there are many other
improvements, which might be applied for.

No one would expect to have all projects approved. It would
be unreasonable. But it wouldn’t hurt to apply, and some might be
given the government’s OK.

Then again, Eddy County could make application for other pro-
jects. There are always plenty of things the people want, but see
no way of obtaining.

And as we said in the first paragraph, with the government ap-
proving millions of dollars a day, now is the time to get in on it.

We know of one county where several years ago there was lots
of talk about government assistance on county roads, as there was in
neighboring counties. The other counties far surpassed the one in

aid was received. In the one case there was little talk, but lots
of cooperation among the citizens, coupled with action; in the other,
it was all talk. Let’s get busy.

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State Ends Fiscal
Year in the Red

Approximately $141,000 Slashed
From Funds for Next
Twelve Months

New Mexico ending the twenty-
sixth fiscal year in the “red” last
Thursday, prepared to start a new
twelve-month period by slashing
approximately $141,000 from funds
due state institutions from the ap-
propriations account.

The state finance board in its
final meeting of the dying fiscal
year, ordered a 10 per cent reduc-
tion in institutional funds with the
assertion that “indications were
that it would be impossible to re-
store any cut.”

Similar cuts were made last year
but with few exceptions the money
was restored in the last half of
the period.

The board also approved several
departmental budgets for the new
fiscal year, the twenty-seventh in
state history.

Discussion of the $200,000 cash
deficit in the appropriations ac-
count, the drop in the state’s prop-
erty tax valuation below the ap-
proximate $310,000,000 of last
year, and plans for the new state
levy was held by the board behind
closed doors with Paul B. Harris,
chief tax commissioner.

The official final valuation for
the state and valuation of railroad

| property, one of the important it-

ems, was not announced by Harris.

Only one departmental budget,
that of textbook distribution,
came under fire in the meeting.
The board deferred approval of the
budget because the State Board of
Education had not passed on it.

Gov, Clyde Tingley, chairman of
the board, also criticized the sal-
aries provided in the $24,655 budg-
et, asserting they were “higher
than the general level of state sal-
aries.”

This telegraphic work of the
dates of the annual event is just
one of the many strange things of
the Indian country, but it never
fails to bring the hordes of partic-
ipants flocking into the little
Northwestern New Mexico mining
and tourist center of Gallup.

As M. L. Woodard, ceremonial
board secretary, shuffled through
letters from many states and a
few foreign countries, asking
dates, program by days, and other
similar information, he declared:

“Anyway, we don’t have to wor-
ry about the Indians not knowing
when the ceremonial is. In fact,
we have them pointing out to us
that it's about time, before we

ing the word that another Gallup
inter-tribal Indian ceremonial time
is approaching, writes Charles J.
Huff, editor of The Gallup Inde-
pendent.

This telegraphic work of the
dates of the annual event is just
one of the many strange things of
the Indian country, but it never
fails to bring the hordes of partic-
ipants flocking into the little
Northwestern New Mexico mining
and tourist center of Gallup.

As M. L. Woodard, ceremonial
board secretary, shuffled through
letters from many states and a
few foreign countries, asking
dates, program by days, and other
similar information, he declared:

“Anyway, we don’t have to wor-
ry about the Indians not knowing
when the ceremonial is. In fact,
we have them pointing out to us
that it's about time, before we

| Closest This Section, Says Writer

Citizens of the Southwest, who
|trek off to the far-away places
| seeking the fascinating thrill that
| comes only through the tug of fish-
[ing line are only wasting their
|time and money, advises Flem
Hall, sports writer in the Ft.
| Worth Star-Telegram.

No more abundant exciting fish-
ing is to be found in the world than
iright here at home; on the Texas

Coast, 6 to 12 hours by automo-
bile from Fort Worth.

| That’s the testimony of some of
'the world’s most fanatic fisher-
| men, Hall says, and it’s little far-
|ther from Eddy County, which
]makes the story all the more in-
teresting.

| Take for example the case of
4Dr. R. L. Sutton, internationally
| famous dermatologist, who literal-
ly circles the globe in pursuit of
big game fish, Hall continues.
Which makes the story even more
interesting to The Advocate editor,
an old friend of the Kansas City
doctor, who is equally as inter-|
| nationally famous as a big game !
hunter and fisherman, and about |
whom it has been the editor’s|
pleasure to write several feature
stories in the past. ‘

The sports writer continues: Dr. |
Sutton, the big, bronzed 60-year-|
old exploring scientist, makes two |
trips to the blue waters of the|
Gulf of Mexico each year and|
spends weeks enjoying the pleas-
ures that only those waters give
him year after year. Port Aran-
|sas is his special delight, the spot
|he makes his headquarters.
|  “Port Aransas is the tarpon cap-
|ital of the world,” he says.
|  Dr. Sutton has been at Aransas
| the last five weeks, between expe-
ditions to New Zealand and Nova
| Scotia. After angling for the giant
tuna that run off the Northern At-

There are bigger, but no gamer
fish than the tarpon, says the doc-
tor, and the bigger ones are not
to be found elsewhere with such
consistency and in such number as
in the shallow waters that lap the
long narrow sandbar islands that
shelter the harbors from Port Ar-
thur to Point Isabel.
|  With light tackle and barbless
| hooks Dr. Sutton brought seventy-
| two tarpon to gaff during his 1938
spring visit to Port Aransas. None
was taken as he doesn't like to
kill the scaly battlers.

“Because of unsettled weather

that kept the water muddy most of |

June, the fishing wasn’t as good
as in 1937 when I caught 88 in
22 days of fishing,” he declared.
The doctor goes after nothing
except tarpon, although the waters
of the Gulf are loaded with king,

jack, ling, mackerel, red, trout,
pike and a dozen other game
species. {

Whether or not Aransas is the
best fishing spot along the coast |
is an open question; it specializes |
in fishing; has the accommoda-
tions and can supply the desired|
result with such consistency that
it can justly boast some kind of
fish bite every day.

Mexico at the Rate of $9.000 an Hour

The rate at which tourist money
flows into the state of New Mex-
ico is $9,000 an hour, according to
figures of the State Tourist Bu-
reau. From every state and a
score of foreign countries come |
tourists to tay an average of four |
days and spend $22 each while|
within the boundaries of “The Sun-
shine State.” i

The bureau estimates almost |
$80,000,000 will pour this year into |
the cash registers of merchants,
hotels, camps and others who will
profit by the great number of
visitors.

Competition between the states
for the tourist trade becomes more
pronounced each year, and other
states, along with New Mexico, are
planning to take advantage of this
major industry, but the bureau be-
lieves such competition, instead of
being detrimental, may have its
advantages.

Many of the state’s chief attrac-
tions are peculiar to New Mexico,
and tourists who have other places |
in the West and Southwest in
mind when they make up their
itinerary, in numerous cases will
so route themselves they may take
advantage of the sights, wonders
and climate of this state, the bu-
reau believes.

Among such sights are the In-|
dian Pueblos, the Carlsbad Cav-|
erns and the Great White Sands.!
And there are a number of others.

The bureau estimates there will
be 363,000 foreign-licensed auto-
mobiles which will enter New Mex-
ico during the tourist season this
year, coming in through the twen-
ty-six ports of entry. This figure
is nearly three times as great as
the motor vehicle registration in
New Mexico. The increase in
number of people will be 954,000,
or about twice the population of
this state,

These tourists will spend $4,400,-
000 on gasoline taxes alone, not to

mention the great sum to be k!-‘
Of |

pended on gasoline and oil
this amount, $2,500,000 will be in
direct taxes alone and nearly $1,.-
000,000 will be from the school
sales tax. Gasoline tax collections
so far this year show an increase
of 18.86 per cent, the greatest of
any state in the union.

There is not an individual in the
state who does not in some way

feel the effect of tourist expendi

tures. Every cent collected through |
the school tax goes into the s('hunli
equalization fund, which in turn
is used for maintaining the com-
mon schools. Every person who
has a child to educate profits di-
rectly from the tourist flow. Ev-
ery person who drives an automo-
bile can thank the tourists for aid-
ing in building the fine highway
system, and every business and
professional man and every person
who works for a salary will imme- |

| diately feel the effect of lessening

of tourist expenditures, even |
though his work never brings him
in direct contact with those trav-
elers.

New Mexico is ideally located
With the trunk line highways eith-
er completed or nearing comple-
tion, the bulk of transcontinental
will doubtless continue to
use the shorter Southern route to
the West Coast. With more and
more states and communities en-
tering the travel field, it is appar-
ent that a tremendous impetus will
be given to this particular industry.

The only way that New Mexico
can lose by travel competition is to
cease to invite traveling America
to enter her borders.
