A drive in Artesia the last week 
against persons working in New 
Mexico with out-of-state licen.ses 
on their cars and those who do not 
have drivers’ licenses has been 
bringing results.

Members o f the state patrol have 
been in town several times since 
the first of last week, checking on 
violators of the license laws, and 
have caused a run on applications 
for licenses, both for cars and 
drivers.

Sixty-nine drivers’ licenses were 
sold in the office o f Tom Ragsdale, 
city clerk, from Monday to Satur­
day o f last week, and the rate of 
applications is continuing this 
week, the clerk said. The major­
ity of those issued, a state patrol­
man said, were to persons who 
likewise purchased New Mexico 
tags for their cars, at which time 
they were advised to obtain driv­
ers’ licenses.

However, seven persons were ar­
rested charged with violation of 
the drivers’ license law, the cases 
o f five o f whom are pending. The 
two others, Woodrow Briggs and

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Soil Conservation 
Is to Be Stressed 
For the Year 1940

L itt le  Known F acts and  
Sidelights on Oil Industry

The 1940 A A A  farm program 
will place increaHed emphasis on 
soil conservation, says J. Minor 
Beene, chairman o f the state AA A  
committee, who returned recently 
from the national A A A  conference 
in WashinKton, D. C., where recom­
mendations were presented for the 
profrram.

According to Beene, next year’s 
farm program will provide a better 
opportunity for operators of small 
farms to participate. Respon.sibil- 
ity of administration will continue 
in the hands o f farmer-committees.

An important recommendation 
affectinir soil conservation, and 
which should help small farmers 
to take part in the program, was 
there be established a minimum 
soil buildini; allowance of $20 a 
farm. Another important soil con­
servation recommendation is one 
that would allow farmers to earn 
up to $.‘10 a farm for tree planting, 
in addition to the reirular soil build- 
inir allowance for the farm.

State and local A A A  committee­
men will have more responsibility 

^  'o r the field administration o f crop 
insurance and loans. This is in line 
with established A A A  policy o f 
decentralizinK administration of 
the proirram, wherever possible.

The national conference was held 
^ a  month earlier this year than last, 

which will irive farmers a better 
opportunity than ever to know, 
well in advance o f the planting sea­
son, what the proirram has to offer 
them in 1940, Beene said.

Recommendations adopted at the 
national conference will be used 
for draftinir specific provisions of 
the 1940 program. In ireneral, it 
will continue on the same lines as 
the 1939 program. Chanires 
recommended are those which will 
simplify administration o f the pro­
irram or make it more effective 
from the standpoint o f soil con­
servation. As in 19.39, there will 
be two different payments which 
farmers may earn in 1940. These 
are the conservation payments and 
the price adjustment payments.

Cooperative Research—

Research in the petroleum indus­
try is carried on cooperatively, not 
only in various branches of the in­
dustry, itself, but in many other 
fields. These include manufactur­
ing, health, aeronautical engineer­
ing and agricultural parasitology.

About $12,000,000 is spent an­
nually for research by the Ameri­
can petroleum industry alone, with 
the results o f investigation and ex­
periment generally made to the en­
tire industry. Example is the dis­
covery and development o f the 
cracking process. Commercial 
cracking started around 1920. Its 
rapid progress has been based 
largely on equipment developed 
from basic and improved patents 
taken out by various groups. Re­
finers have been encouraged by 
advertising and sales promotion to 
utilize these processes at uniform 
rates based on the quantity o f ma­
terial treated.

As a result o f this system, small 
refiners are relieved of the burden 
o f unending and costly research, at 
the same time obtaining a first- 
class consulting and advisory serv­
ice without the anxiety o f being in­
volved in expensive patent litiga­
tion. In effect, the system works 
as a cooperative enterprise, the 
benefits being shared by all users. 
Although ownership o f the patent 
remains in the hands of the central 
research and licensing corporation, 
the bulk of the royalty payments 
is utilised fur further research. 
Without cracking, more than 2,000 
million barrels o f crude oil would 
have had to be produced to obtain 
the motor fuel needed in 19.38. 
Disposal o f other products, such as 
fuel oil, would have been almost 
impossible.

The same plan is being carried 
out with equal success with other 
processes patented more recently, 
such as catalytic cracking, the sol­
vent refining o f lubricating oils, 
and the use o f chemical inhibitors 
for the improvement o f motor fuel. 
Many refiners are now building 
small polymerization units to con­
vert part o f their waste refinery 
gases to high-octane motor fuel. 
These small units could never have 
been constructed were it not for 
the experience and profits derived 
from designing and installing 
large units.

Development and unrestricted li­
censing o f patented processes en­
ables the small operator to meet 
modern demands for high quality 
by keeping his plant at a high 
standard of efficiency.

Nearly four hundred years ago,* 
Don Francisco Vasquez de Coro­
nado, a captain in the armies of 
Spain, set forth from Campustela, 
Mexico, in search o f the fabled 
“ Seven Cities o f Cibola.” Though 
born in Spain, Coronado had come 
as a young man to New Spain, to 
Mexico City, and had there heard 
stories of untold riches lying in the 
land to the north.

The cities of Cibola were the 
topic o f conversation and conjec­
ture among those who sought high 
adventure. They were rumored to 
be rich in gold and silver. Precious 
gems adorned the hea<i-dress o f the 
rulers, and the wealth o f the Incas 
was reported to be duplicated in 
their temples.

In 1540, Coronado assembled hit 
army and marcheti from Mexico 
into the wilderness to the north. 
He brought his supply o f food 
stuffs along with him “ on the 
hoof” and thus introduced into 
what is now the territory o f the 
United States the first horses, cat­
tle. swine and sheep. He entered 
.\rizona, made headquarters in 
New Mexico, explored the high 
plains country o f Texas, and 
touched in his wanderings portions 
o f Oklahoma. Kansas and Colorado. 
Rut he found no gold!

Spanish conquistadores followed 
his trail into New Mexico and the 
Spanish Southwest. Out of that ’ 
racial stock has come a descendant > 
who has just persuaded the Con­
gress to pass a bill for $250,000 t o ' 
celebrate this historic expedition.; 
That descendant is Senator Dennis 
Chaves o f New .Mexico. By means 
o f the Coronado Cuarto Centennial, 
the 40th anniversary o f the Coro­
nado expedition will be celebrated 
throughout the six states.

Through all thia Coronado coun­
try, there are today Spanish-speak­
ing people. Senator Chavez has 
advocated the strengthening o f the 
tie that binds the United States to 
the other American republics by 
the recognition and utilization of 
this Spanish tie.

He is here shown, riding his pet 
hobby-horse. Senator Chavez has 
advocated the establishment o f a 
short-wave radio station for pre­
senting programs to Latin-Ameri- 
can neighbors. These programs i 
would serve the dual purpose of 
cementing the ties that already ex- , 
ist through the common heritage i 
o f Spanish conquest and language, 
and o f counteracting the Nasi 
propaganda which is inimical to 
American business.

The broadcasting station which 
the senator suggests would be of 
benefit to both the Americas. The 
subject has been carefully consid­
ered and discussed by Bi.shop 
James H. Ryan o f Catholic Uni­
versity, Washington, D. C., and by 
the Rev. Maurice Sheehy, who re­
cently completed a tour o f South i 
America. The two, as a result 
o f their experiences, support the 
senator in his program for close 
means o f communication between 
all American repubilcs.

TtcfhBit Fee at \ational Mimumeuts 
Kuiteks Bottom Out of Ttmrist Travel

A drop of 10,000 visitors during 
June, compared with June, 19.38, 
at seven Southwestern national 
monuments now charging a 25-cent 
admission fee was reported.

" I t  looks," Frank Pinkley, super­
intendent, said in a report, "like 
a 25-cent adult entrance fee will 
stop nearly half our visitors. As 
a deterrent it is very much strong­
er than the car charge in use at the 
parks, as it is actually a very 
much higher charge per hour of 
attendance.’ ’

Pinkley reported 7..302 visitors 
to the seven monuments last month, 
as against 17.304 in June, 1938. 
Visitors to the seven monuments 
fell from 61.4 per cent o f all mon­
ument visitors a year ago to 38.1 
per cent.

He said weather and road con­
ditions in June were good and 
added:

"The state inspection stations 
tell us that travel was heavier than 
last year, but if this be true the 
travel is sticking more to the pave­
ments.

White Sands National Monument 
near Alamogordo showed the 
greatest decline in visitors last 
month, Pinkley’s figures showed, 
dropping to 2,429 from 10,039 in 
June, 1938.

Eat Eggs for Stamina
By R IITH  J. COOPER, Consulting Home Economist 

Breeder-Feeder Asanciation

At Carbondale, Pa., a transient 
accosting Mayor William L. Mon­
ahan, complained his soleless shoes 
made his feet “ terribly sore.”  The 
mayor took him into city hall, i 
slipped o ff a pair of brand new | 
brogans an dsaid: “ I f  they fit, 
they’re yours.”  They did, and the 
man walked out mumbling his 
thanks. “ They’ve been pinching 
me for three days,”  sighed the 
mayor.

In a study of American dietaries, 
representing a wide range of con­
ditions both rural and urban, the 
amount spent for eggs was 6.6 per 
cent o f the total amount spent for 
food. In comparison to the amount 
o f nutrition derived, this is too 
low by half. We need about one 
egg per day or approximately 30 
dozen eggs per person per year, or 
about 11 per cent o f the food 
budget.

Eggs are protective foods. Both 
the yolk and white are rich sources 
of protein. An average egg of 70 
calories contains about 60 per cent 
o f the protein in the white and 40 
per cent in the yolk. Raw egg 
yolk is easily digested but raw egg 
white often causes digestive dis­
turbances. That is the reason that 
egg white is cooked just enough to 
coagulate the albumins, for then 
it too, is easily digested.

Fat, and in general, the minerals 
in eggs are to be found in the 
yolk. The most important mineral 
is iron. While the amount is small, 
it is constant and in a very usable 
form. One egg furnishes about 
one-tenth o f the daily iron require­
ment.

Eggs are a rich source of vita­
mins. containing all except “ C.” 
This wealth alone would place 
them in the protective class with­
out their other qualifications.

An egg is an egg whether it is 
taken into the diet straight or in 
combination. Eggs may be used in 
any o f the various methods of cook­
ery and with almost any food. 
Egg and milk combinations are 
nutritious and palatable. They 
round out the protective diet and 
are insurance against nutritional 
deficiency.

Custard ingredients: 2 eggs or 4 
yolks; 2 tablespoons sugar; ^  tea­
spoon salt; 2 cups milk, scalded; 
H teaspoon vanilla; whipped 
cream.

Soft custard: Beat eggs slightly, 
and sugar, salt and gradually add 
milk. Cover over low heat either 
in a double boiler or very low 
flame, stirring constantly, until the 
custard coats the spoon. I f  cooked 
beyond this stage, it will curdle. 
Strain. Flavor and chill. Serve 
with whipped cream.

Baked custard: Combine as for 
soft custard. Strain and flavor. 
Pour into custard cups and set cups 
in a pan o f water to the depth of 
about one inch. Bake in a mod­
erate oven (326 degrees F.) unffl 
a knife inserted in the center comes 
out clean, about 36 minutes. Serve 
with whipped cream.

Eggs poached in cream: 1 egg; 1 
tablespoon cream; salt and pepper; 
toast.

Butter a custard cup and add 
cream. Break egg into cup, sprin-1 
kle with salt and pepper and bake 
in moderate oven (326 degrees F.) 
until egg is set. Serve on buttered 
toast.

Creamed eggs: 3 tablespoons but­
ter; 3 tablespoons flour; cups 
milk; 4 hard-cooked eggs; paprika; 
H teaspoon salt.

Melt butter, blend in flour, salt

Goldenrod eggs are a variation 
of creamed eggs. Dice the egg 
whites and add to the cream sauce; 
pour over buttered toast. Press 
the egg yolks through sieve and 
sprinkle over all.

.Meringues or kisses; 2 egg 
whites; hi teaspoon salt; 2/3 cup 
sugar; hi teaspoon vanilla; hi cup 
pecans, coconut, etc.

Beat eggs to a stiff foam, add 
salt and gradually, the sugar. Beat 
until stiff. Add flavoring and fold 
in the nuts, coconut or whatever 
fruit is desired. Drop on a cookie 
sheet and bake in a moderate oven 
(360 degrees F.) about 12 minutes 
or until delicately browned.

Approximately 70 per cent of 
the annual agricultural income in 
New Mexico is derived from the 
sale o f livestock and livestock pro­
ducts, says W. A. Wunsch of the 
New Mexico Extension Service, and 
in order to eliminate some of the 
princi|>al problems in the market­
ing of livestock, the service, in co­
operation with livestock producers, 
is developing a special marketing 
service.

An inventory blank has been pre­
pared which calls for such infor­
mation as class, age, number, 
breed, time stock will be ready for 
sale, name o f owner, address, tel­
ephone number and weighing and 
shipping point.

One of these blanks will be sent 
in Eddy County by Fred Barham, 
extension agent, to each cattle and 
sheep producer listed, to be filled 
out and returned. When received 
in the county office, they will be 
assembled and current summaries 
will be prepared by the ^gent.

Copies o f the summaries will be 
sent the extension economist, who 
will have state summaries pre­
pared. Copies o f the state sum­
maries will be sent county exten­
sion agents every month during 
the marketing season. The sum­
maries will be revised as sales are 
reported. Copies o f the summar­
ies also will be sent to persons, 
firms or organisations interested 
in the purchase o f cattle and sheep 
in New Mexico and other states.

Marketing news stories, setting 
forth the current demand, local 
prices and movement o f livestock, 
as well as general marketing ac­
tivities, will be published and sent

out to producers through county 
agents in the state.

The marketing project will be 
started in August and will continue 
until the heavy movement o f cattle 
has been completed.
