Governor Dempsey, who spoke|
here less than a day after Gunder-
son and his party were guests at
a Republican rally, said he had no-
ticed in daily newspapers where
his opponent was quoted “to the
effect that rather than super-high-
ways, we need farm-to-market
roads.”

The governor himself has stress-
ed the need for farm-to-market
roads, but he also is strongly of the
opinion that New Mexico should
work for super-highways, both
east-west and north-south, in the
blueprint stage of which this state
has been included.

“New Mexico is confronted with
the problem of going forward or
backward,” Governor Dempsey de-
clared. “We cannot stand still.
God gave us good scenery and good
climate, but the road building He
left to us.

“Preliminary work has routed a
super-highway from Canada to
Mexico through part of our state
and a super-highway from the
East Coast to the West Const]|
through another part of it. We
should not stand in the way of
progress.

“]I have never seen a person in
New Mexico who refused to use
good roads. Opposing them is look- |
ing backward, not forward.”

Two Onions Raised
By Gooden Near
Dayton Are Whoppers

Two large and unusual onions,
grown by R. G. Gooden about three
miles northeast of Dayton, were
brought to The Advocate office
last week end by his father-in-
law, P. R. Ramuz.

They weighed 2 and 1 3/4 pounds
and would have been placed in one
of the windows at The Advocate
office, but the September sun
through the glass was too hot for
them. One of them has since made
a fine pot of onion soup.

Gooden has about twenty acres
in onions this year, after starting
last year to raise the crop on a
large scale. Part of the field is
doing very well, but another part
“damped off.” The onions, raised
from seed, have been selling at
98 cents a sack, compared with the
retail price of onions last winter,
which went as high as 18 cents a
pound.

Besides the onions, Gooden has
1% acres in cantaloupes, which
have brought in $400 already, in
spite of the fact more than half
of the crop has been fed to hogs.

Nobody, except Zuppke and his Illini, knew what had happened, |
except that an Illinois player had kicked and that another had caughti
the ball and had run, unmolested, for a touchdown, with the Wolver- | ™
ines standing around laughing at the crazy fool toting the ball.

And the play stuck, as did the score. And Illinois won the game. | 1one 296,
However, just for the record, the onside kick was made illegal within |

the next vear or two.

We might call the use of gliders an onside kick, in which the man |

who receives the ball must be behind the kicker at the time of the

deep in enemy territory.

In the decade of 1920-1930, preceding the
New Deal, the increase of students was practically the same as in the
New Deal decade of 1930-1940. For public education of every kind the
.American people spent less than $5 per head in 1910, $10 in 1920, $19
in 1930 and a dollar less or $18 in 1940,
OLD AGE PENSIONS

Experimental legislation on this subject began in 1914; a wider
advance was made in 1923 and the big permanent forward movement
was dated 1928, Between 1928-32 eleven States passed old age pension
laws. This was before Mr. Roosevelt was elected for his first term.
When the New Deal was still in its infancy and before it began to work
on this subject there were old age pensions in no less than 25 States.

WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION
Measures which provide that injured laborers will receive adequate

1902 in Maryland and in 1910 a Republican-dominated New York

passed 35 laws, for 18 of which the Republican Party was directly
responsible; the Democratic Party sponsored only 8, while 7 were

In a law passed by a Republican Congress and signed by Theodore
Roosevelt in 1908 the principle of workmen’s compensation was applied

By 1920 forty-one States and the Federal Government had sub-
stituted compensation for the old liability laws.

In 1927 President Coolidge signed a bill establishing a compensa-
tion system for longshoremen and harbor workers and in 1928 approved
a similar act for workmen in the District of Columbia. Both measures
were passed by a Republican Congress.

COLLECTIVE BARGAINING

As early as 1896 the Republican Party recognized the right of labor
to collective bargaining and the need for mediation to avoid the conflict
and industrial paralysis caused by strikes and lockouts; on June 1,
1898 President McKinley signed the Erdman Act which provided for |
mediation and conciliation in the settlement of disputes between car-
riers and their employees. A Republican Congress passed the Railroad
Labor Act of 1926 which improved upon the Erdman Act. !

The average paid a man over 65
years was $14 a month and 80 per
cent of these had at least one de-
pendent, he said. A great many
of these cases came to him, and
he personally contributed $1,400 a
month as a result of these calls.

“It was an emergency where old
people would freeze or starve to
death unless something was done,”
he said. “And I am not the kind
of governor who will see our old
people starve or freeze.”

As to the tax, he added that it
was not placed upon everyone, but
was placed upon an item which
people could use or not use, as they
chose.

Dempsey made a strong plea for
more freedom for private enter-
prise and said “the time has about
come when federal spending ought
to be kept within federal income.”
Lease-lend, he said, should be call-
ed by its right name which is real-
ly “give away,” so there would be
| no misunderstanding about what is
coming back.

Reminding, however, that with
more than 50,000 New Mexico men
and women in the armed forces or
war industry a great adjustment
must come after the war, he said
the state is now working on pro-
jects to cushion the shock.

Dempsey said he felt that pri-
vate industry could not shoulder
the terrific job of adjustment alone
and that if it did try to do it
alone and failed socialism or com-
munism would be the result.

The state’s projects are such as
development of irrigating water
resources, which in itself would
provide permanent jobs to a great
many people after the public part
of the project had been forgotten;
and development of roads leading
to scenic parts of the state, which
is valuable in development of tour-
ist trade.

“We want better schools and in-
creased hospital facilities, too. But
primarily we want to build so that
the people of New Mexico can live
by their own efforts and not by a
dole.”

Dec. 31, 1945.”

Passage of the bill will be of
great benefit to many oil operators
in Southeast New Mexico, who
have been unable to start drilling
operations on their leases and who
would have had to forfeit those
leases next Dec. 31 under the
former legislation.

Because of the manpower shor-
tage, as well as the difficulty in
obtaining materials, many opera-
tors have not been able to carry
out the drilling programs they had
planned, which would have pro-
gressed sufficiently for the leases
not to have been cancelled by law
next Dec. 31. '

“Should the hall be used by a
dancing school or any other com- |
mercial enterprise, the activities of
the two ventures must conflict for
reasons that are obvious to those
who have had the experience of
trying to conduct two such enter-
prises with motives that are alto-
gether different.

“To be more \‘\N‘{fh‘, the Art.
esia Service Club is financed by

the citizens of Artesia without
assistance from the national USO, |
On the other hand, servicemen can-
not patronize our social functions

with the approval of the USO un- |
less the USO has some authority
in the conduct and management |
of the club. From the beginning of
this organization these facts have
been well known by those who par-
ticipated in the venture. Whether
or not that is to everyone's liking
has nothing to do with the situa-
tion as it exists. USO clubrooms
are not operated as some of our
supervisors would have this room
operated now. In answer to a letter
