The story of how the field 
handles this heavy military and 
civilian air traffic is told in the 
September issue of New Mexico 
Magazine In an article titled 
"The Traffic Cops of the Air.” 
Corrilea McDonough, of Albuquer­
que describes the control of traf­
fic from the Civil Aeronautics 
•\uthority tower.

The tower takes charge of all 
[ traffic within a three-mile radiu.s 

of the field, and landing instruc­
tions arc given each pilot by the 
"voice in the tower."

The tower has an unobstructed 
j  view of all directions "That 
' voice.” the article states, "sat on 
' the left, in position A' with mike 

in his hand. On the right was a 
young man identified as position 
‘B’

“He was busily- engaged in shift­
ing little strips of paper on the 
control panel. From telephono 
messages given by the Air Route 
Traffic Control in the airline term 
inal he was recording and tabulat­
ing the clearances of outgoing air­
craft.

’’.\ third man stood back of ‘A’ 
and ‘B', supposedly resting from 
the rotating two-hour shifts. His 
rest period seemed to be taken up 
in scanning the skies, alerting the 
mike controller on aircraft that 
would soon radio for landing in­
structions.

’’In the middle of the room stood 
the sentitive transmitting and re­
ceiving equipment, with delicate 
little needles dancing nervously 
under the glass panels. At the side 
sat a busy little machine, ticking 
constantly while it recorded every­
thing that was radioed out of the 
tower ”

In four .vears there have been 
only three fatal accidents at the 
field, none of which, the article 
point! ouL was lh« fault of the 
tower.

Because both military and civil­
ian planes uae the field, the CAA 
controU traffic rather than the Air 
Force, and only planes with radio 
equipment arc permitted to land 
at the UcM.

It has been thought that the de­
posits under the Louisiana awaropa 
were sufficient for all time, but 
this disclosure would seem to indi­
cate that it is too doubtful for de­
pendency that the supply may not 
give way at almost any time.

New Mexico may be in the pic­
ture here. Pure sulphur deposits 
have been found at many points, 
there being one layer in Northern 
Eddy county that is alleged to be 
20 feet thick.

There may be some way of fenc­
ing off the artoslan water that has 
always prevented any attempts at 
exploration.

Of course, there is no such diffi­
culty attending the almost unlimit­
ed ataraa of 40 per cent sulphur 
rock along the south edge of Eddy 
county, around Orla and known to 
extend well into New Mexico. This 
soarce ia easily tapped and re­
duced to purity, to that we may 
have a big source of values.

Some time science will find a 
way to nuke use of the globulated 
gypsum, west of Alamogordo, 
which means the "White Sands," 
that will make this snowy treasure 
house reachable at less coat than 
the 90 per cent ^paum around the 
little post office of Acme in 
Chaves county.

However, gypsum u  one of the 
commonest minerals in the world, 
and it may be a long while before 
the "White Sands” will have any 
value except at an attraction for 
tourists.

F < iR SOME YEAR.'^ now a numb<*r of leading new spaper men 
have lieen em phasizing to  new spapers they  b e tte r stop 

prin ting  hand outs Mtem^ prepar**d by paid publicity m en for 
governm ental b u n 'au s i and go out and dig up the story .

It appears now th a t w hat these individuals have .said is 
tru e  and th a t the new spapers a re  going to have to /d a r t  find­
ing th e ir own news or at least checking the stories handed to  
them .

The various branches of the fi’dcral governm ent have 
been the  worst offenders. By having their own public re la ­
tions m en p repare the  stories and handing them  out they  m an­
age to  only give otit w hat th ey  want the  public to have. P're- 
quently  the public is entitled  to have a g reat deal m ore than  
they  a re  given.

F'or instances the various branches of the  arm ed services 
a re  now reaching the pfjint when* th ey  want to m ake all of 
the  decisions regard ing  stories printed about any branch of 
the services.

And in fa r too man.v instances for the good of the  public 
and the n**ws{iapers they a re  using the  old excuse th a t such 
and such iirformafion cannot lie published for security  
rea.sons.’

T hat Is being used to  prevent a num tier of th ings from 
lieing printed In m any cases th ere  is no sectirity involved and 
the  public has a perfect righ t to  have the full inform ation and 
details.

This practice of denying new spapers certain  facts and 
data  prevailed during W orld W ar II. 'The officers got in the 
habit of usmg th a t word s«*curity and they  have been using 
it ever since. It afipears a t tim es they  employ it m erely to 
m ake the  thing fhe> are doing appear im portant.

The arm ed forces also have developed the habit of w ith­
holding nam es in th e  event of a ir accidents They contend 
they an* w ithholding the nam es of those kilUxl until next of 
kin have lieen notin**d They have forgotten there a re  paren ts 
of o thers who p«*rha|)s escafi**d being killed w ho have th e  sam e 
|fW it to  know th e ir son is safe.

(le public relation officers holding up the names is just taking 
n a rb itra ry  .stand.

But it is about tim e th a t new spapers s ta rt digging out

in Korea and appraisals of the quality of the pres­
ent .Xmencan Army a« contrasted with that of the 
V’hineM* But there ha.’ been a lack of first hand ac- 
(ijunts by men with authoritative military' back, 
grounds

That lack is brilliantly remedied in the August 
issue of Harper s magazine by Col S L A  Marshall, 
a distinguished student and historian of warfare 
('ol Mar-rhall's article is happily entitled "Our 
.Arm.v in Korea— The Best Yet " and is an adapta­
tion of a senes of reports which first appeared in 
The Detroit News

Korea is almost incredibly bleak and difficult, 
('ol Marshall quotes a G1 saying which runs. 'God 
got tired when He was making the world Hence 
Korea The weather is vile and there are many 
precipitous heights

Colonel Marshall writes, ' Eighty per cent of the 
heavy fighting is done uphill It hat to be done that 
way for the enemy u.*>es the high ground to interdict 
with automatic fire our advance along the low 
ground

In Korea the average infantry company climbs 
all day to reach the top and fight all night If that 
rider falls, there is always the next one, with an­
other enemy band dug in along its crest."

Col Marshall- who went to Korea in November, 
stayed until March, and observed the war all the 
way from top headquarters down to line regimenta— 
has small respect for the quality of Communist 
forces or their organization Their succ^ses he as­
cribes to sheer weight of manpower

He reports that their battle doctrine la about 
as inflexible as it could be. and says, "They make 
war as if the judgment or common sense of anyone 
lower than an army group commander was not to 
be trusted '

Their supply system is primitive, and starvation 
and freezing have taken a heavy toll of their troops 
Their tactics are elementary—Colonel Marshall 
characterizes the theory that they have taken over 
the Russian tactical system as “pure drip." Their 
medical system is so poor that not a tenth of the 
trcKips needs in this department are met.

Newspaper readers have come on account after 
account of suicidal Red ma.*is attacks Of thii. Col. 
Marshall says. Most of the wild, frenzied charges 
we read about, in which screaming hordes of Chi- 
ne.se moved like a human tide straight into the face 
of (ire. and up and over the American line, never 
happened at all . . They are figments of the corre­
spondents' imagination, aided and abetted by the 
helpfulnes.s of the .American soldier, who will never 
let a fellow down for lack of a good story."

Finally. Col Marshall deals with the quality of

the American .Army which has been forged in Korea 
—and this is an all important matter regardless of 
future devolopments and changes in the Korean situ­
ation.

It has become a tough and splendid Army, which 
knows Its business, can accept and deal with severe 
hardships without whining, has high morale and 
great pride in itself.

In the beginning it was afraid of the Chinese and 
of such devices as the tooting of horns and the blow­
ing of bugles In the night It is no longer sfrsld. R 
has confidence and purpose. Col. Marshall gives 
great credit to General Ridgway who. says, "came 
to the comirsrid at just the right time ”

When he came, the Army was at r(Kk button.
Now, to quote Marshall again, ‘*1 will say, with­

out a qualifying word, that the men of the Eighth 
Army are the hardest-hitting, most workmanlike 
soldiers I have yet seen in our uniform in the course 
of three wan.

Day by day these formations—Army and Marine 
—are as capable of high action as any troops alive.” 
That, certainly, is some of the best news that has 
come from Korea For. if the need should arise, our 
great new armies of the future will be built upon the 
nucleus which fought and learned in Korea.—Indus­
trial News Review.

He makes this estimate in an 
article entitled "How High Can 
Taxes Go?” in the current issue 
of The Saturday Ev ruing Post, out 
today His observations are made 
u  the Senate finishes its work on 
a tax bill designed to yield $T.300,- 
000,000 on top of the $60,000,000,- 
000 that taxation already takes 
from our pockets — which the 
Treasury insists is inadequate

Magill. who u  president of the 
Tax Foundation, an non profit re 
aearch organixation. and chairman 
of the Committee on Federal Tax 
Policy, points out that corpora­
tions the well-to-do. and the .Tiod- 
•ratclv wealthy have already been 
squeezed pretty dry, tavwise

Thus, he says, the burden must 
be passed on to the avera,;e citizen 
taxpayer, the man (or woman m 
the lower brackets who already is 
paying more to Uncle Sam than he 
revises because of hidden taxes.

The total tax bill on a fam ly 
with an annual income ot $3..M)0 
la estimated at $908 .And a sober­
ing note is injected into the picture 
by a Department of Labor survey 
which shows that the budgets of 
families across the land contain'

The issuance of bonds to pay' 
Government bills instead of col-1 
lecting enough taxes to balance 
Federal expenditures is held di- 
nectly responsible for the inflation 
which makes a dollar now worth 
alinhUv more than SO cents Thu 
has got to stop. Magill asserts, 
•therwiae the dollar bill will go the 
way of the franc and the mark. 
' “One way to keep Irom going 

into debt is not to spend so much,” 
Magill writes "The Federal Gov­
ernment could try that plan, but 
It’s very hard to do. for we have 
become used to thinking the other 
way. Everything ought to grow 
htgger and bigger—we’ve got plen­
ty of money.

"Bigger government depart­
ments. with more divisions and 
bureaus and aectiona. so that half 
a dosen or fifty or one hundred 
people are working on everything 
anyone can think of."

The only way to cut the budget 
down to size, he says, is to wipe 
the slate clean—to wipe off the 
did lush peacetime authorizations

and start over again with a shorter 
hat of items and a smaller total— 
a total that can be afforded in 
times like these. "It has been 
shown.” Mr. Magill writes, “that 
■even to ten billions can be cut out 
of the budget without any real 
damage ”

"If the Federal budget la cut 
that much,’ 'be adds, "wt won't 
have to have any new taxes. But 
you'll have to do without some gov­
ernmental frills You'll have to get 
along without that new yacht basin 
in Bureau Creek, and maybe there 
won’t be a Federal job for Johnnie 
or Mary ”

Magill explains the impact of 
proposed taxation further by not­
ing that CongrcM proposes to take 
94.S per cent of the top earnings 
of some, making the rates of Fed­
eral and State levies a little over 
100 per cent. Only the fact that 
the Federal Government permits 
deductions of State income taxes 
prevents the big taxpayer frcmi 
having to turn over more than he 
earns

In the calendar year 1950. It is 
shown. United States tax receipts 
gobbled up about 29 per cent of 
the national income, and the point 
It made that a study support^ by 
experience m Great Britain. Italy, 
Japan. Finland. Switaerland. and 
Denmark shows that a 25 per cent 
levy on the national income is the 
critical point where inflationary 
forces come into play.

If the proposed Federal tax bill 
is passed, it will take about 32 per 
cent of the prospective higher na­
tional income. Magill concludes 
that under the circumstances, the 
Federal tax load has just about 
reached its limits

Unusually hazardous weather 
conditions during 1950 tent New 
Mexico's forest fire losses above 
the 100.000-acre mark. A total of 
786 forest fires burned 109.877 
acres in 1950. This compared to 
the mark of 597 fires and 2,177 
acres burned in 1949.

Forty per cent of the state's for­
est acreage loss occurred on 2,955.- 
000 acres of timberland that is 
without organized protection The 
balance of the state's forest area— 
15.106.000 acres—is under organ 
ized protection

I Lightning was a principal cause 
 ̂of forest fire during 1950. A total 
of 563 fires were started that way. 
Careless smokers started 84 fires.
