Out Homestead Oil Right

WASHINGTON #®—~The possi-
bility the federal government with-
held unlawfully oil and gas rights
from patents issued homesteaders
in New Mexico over a quarter® of
a century ago has been raised in
the United States Senate.

The attack on the government's
hold on the now valuable mineral
right in certain sections of south-
castern New Mexico was made by
Sen. Dennis Chavez (D-NM) in be
belf of an elderly widow, Mrs
Pearl O. Marr of Crossroads.

Although the senator’s bill spe-
cifically affects the 280-acre home-
stead of Mrs. Marr, if the Senate
enacts the bill the principles
could be far-reaching in effect.
Chavez said he feels it will in
volve rich oil lands in Lea, Eddy,
Chaves, San uan and Rio Arriba
counties among others,

“No one knows just how many
titles might be involved, but it
could involve hundreds,” the sena-
tor said. “It may reach into other
states.”

ALBUQUERQUE g Active
contracts for construction at mili
tary installations in West Texas
and New Mexico totaled a whop
ping 78 million dollars during the
fiscal year ended June 30, Colonel

The area is under the Albuquer
que district of the corps of engi
neers

Approximately 1w new con
tracts, totaling 28 million dollars,
for new construction at 1! military
installations in New Mexico and
West Texas were let during the
last 12 months. Some 4's million
man hours were rqeuired for the
military construction in the area
laest year, Col. Barnes said

Of the 28 million in new con
tracts, Army and Air Force instal
lations in New Mexico got 18 mil
lions. And of this 18 millions, Al
buquerque, with Kirtland AFB and
Sandia Special Weapons Base, got
cight million. Ft. Bliss at El Pgso
got five millions in new construc
tion and Biggs Air Force Base
one million,

At the beginning of the past fis
cal year, Kirtland and Sandia at
Albuquerque had a total of 10 mil
lion under contract.

Roach Urges Toug

SANTA FE, (#—State Police
Chief Joe Roach has called upon
local police and sheriff's officers
for a crackdown on flagrant traf-
fic violators in their own localities
to cut the state highway death toll.
“I'd rather have such a crack-
down than another 100 men,” he
said

Roach, taking note of a National
Safety Council recommendation
for another 100 state policemen,
said he would use all the men he
could get but indicated the prob-
lem is not that simple.

“I'd much prefer more coopera-
tion from local police and sheriff’'s
officers,” he said. “It's not that
they're not cooperating now but
some of them are tolerating the
flagrant local violator and nothing

is done until there is a serious
accident. of

Roach and state traffic officials
are puzzling over a startling drop
in _the number of out-ofstate peo-
ple killed in New Mexico wrecks.

“It's our own people now,”
Roach said, “and this again points
to the lack of local enforcement.”

He said so far this year, out of
180 deaths, 124 have been New
Mexicans and 56 non-residents.
Seventeen non-residents killed in
accidents in the state were in-
volved in wrecks with New Mex-
icans,

Roach pointed, as an example,
to an accident this year near Taos
where two local men met their
deaths on a curving hill.

“They knew the road like the
back of their hands,” he said. “But
they were liquored up. A contin-
u campaign by local police on

these in Lea and Eddy counties.”

“Now that people in these coun-
ties are conscious of safety, there
is a tremendous drop in fatalities
over last year,” he said.

The Eddy County Safety Council
recently suggested that short jail
sentences of from two to. five
hours for speeding drivers rather
than fines would prevent many
persons from speeding and accid-
ents. A council spokesman said a
$15 fine means nothing to one
man but hurts another. He said
“everyone has just 24 hours a day
and a twohour jail sentence
would penalize the rich and poor
equally.”

Roach said in lots of cases the
fines do good “just on the grounds
of embarrassment.” But he said
he believed a short jail sentence
would go further “if it could be
worked out.” !
