Brown said his main impression
was that our foreign policy has
dwindled into a “money-buys-
friends” program which isn't very
healthy. “We need to realize that
American Christian principles on
which the country is founded
should be examined by each and

“Communists,” he said, “have
done a better job selling their way
of life than the Americans have
theirs. We need to resell our neigh-
bors and foreign friends on the
American way of life after examin-
ing ourselves and realizing our
errors.”

Brown declared, “We cannot
combat Communists with the hy-
drogen bomb, Rather we must sell
the American way of life and our
principles of democracy.”

He observed that the relation-
ship between Canada and the U. §
is a perfect example of democracy
in action. This was a point made at
