Cole said he is in favor of no
new tax levies or increase of pres-
ent taxes until four steps are car
ried out:

1-—Elimination of
from the welfare roll

2--Collection of present stafe
taxes, especially the state income
tax, from all persons and firms
liable to pay them.

3—Opening of the wealfare rolls
for easy public access, if not for
publication.
4—Adoption of lien and rela
tive liability laws.

—including the relatives of some
legislators. Among the best meth-
ods to eliminate them, he declares,
is public inspection of welfare
rolls to sece who is receiving aid

The Artesia represestative op-
poses increase in present state
taxes—income or severance or any
other type—until full collections
of present taxes are made.

Cole cited in particular the
state income tax, which up to this
year, he says, has not been fairly
handled to include all potential
taxpayers.

Opening of the welfare rolls, he
believes, will do much to elimin-
ate the chiselers. Intensified inves-
tigation also will assist, he says.

He declares that in “some coun-
ties of New Mexico” youngsters
grow up with just one awbition:

“To get on the welfare roll and
live it casy.”

Cole explains his position on the
two proposed laws this way:

Many states have a lien law,
which provides that when a wel-
fare patient dies, his property
goes to the state which supported
him, rather than to relatives.

This in itself might also keep
many off the welfare rolls, Cole
points out.

The relatively responsibility law
would make relatives of persons
asking welfare aid liable for the
support of the would-be recipients
if they are financially able.

“Today,” the legislator says,
“too many families which are able
to support relatives on welfare
shirk their ty and turn
it over to the state.”
