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WEEKLY NEWS ANALYSIS-
Explosion Kills Hundreds; 
New Trouble in Palestine; 
Moscow Meeting a Failure

TEXAS CITY BLAST:
Chaos Prevails

The explosion of the French 
freighter Grandcamp in a slip in 
Galveston bay, Texas City, Tex., 
was followed in rather fast order by 
exploision of the freighter High 
Flyer, as well as other explosions. 
Both ships were laden with tons of 
ammonium nitrate.

It may be weeks before any reli­
able facts can be secured—even as 
to the origin of the first blast. Hun­
dreds lost their lives, the injured 
may reach thousands and property 
damage of millions is certain. The 
loss to the Monsanto Chemical 
plant, in immediate vicinity of the 
initial explosion of the French ves­
sel, will reach 20 million dollars.

Prompt assistance by state offi­
cials. federal authorities and Red 
Cross units as well as Houston, Gal­
veston and other Texas firefigh'.ers 
and police, the cooperation of air 
lines, railroads and doctors, nurses 
and ambulance workers, prevented 
t.he loss in life from reaching sev­
eral hundred more.

A few hours after the first blast 
Texas City was the scene of chaos. 
Ten fires sprang up within a few 
hours. The concussion wrecked 
buildings in the center of town, and 
fire.s completed the destruction of 
many sections of the industrial city. 
The re-,idential section was about 
t'le only section not leveled. Homes 
and buildings in Houston, Galveston 
and other cities were thrown open 
to the evacuees, who wandered 
around in a daze. The shock was 
felt 10 miles away and the fires 
could be seen for 100 miles. Even 
airplanes exploded in the air. One 
report was that a bus-load of chil­
dren had disappeared, in explosion 
or lost in mad scramble to evacuate 
the city. Gas masks were rushed to 
the workers who remained in the 
city to recov**r the wounded and 
dead. The danger from escaping 
gas was extremely serious.

PALESTINE:
Reprisals Kxjmted

Underground organizations have 
threatened reprisals for the hanging 
of four of their number as terror­
ists. Some four hundred thousand 
Jews are under house arrest in Tel 
Aviv, Jerusalem and Haifa. They 
are forced to remain indoors during 
the curfew period unless they have 
special permits. The Irgun Zvai 
Leumi organization has promised to 
hang 10 British for every Jew exe­
cuted.

British military authorities are 
bracing themselves for trouble that 
is bound to come when the curfew 
IS lifted. Jewish moderates are 
caught between the British man­
dated government, which they con­
sider illegal, and the underground 
terrorist "government,”  also il­
legal.

The executions, performed secret­
ly and ahead of schedule, fanned 
smouldering bitterness, following 
incidents on a refugee ship at Haifa, 
into flames. Only prompt imposition 
of the curfew and other stringent 
repressive measures ha/e pre­
vented riotous outbreaks, British 
authorities said.

MOSCOW:
.\o Agreement

The conference between U. S. 
Secretary of State Marshall and 
Premier Stalin has achieved little 
or nothing, in the opinion of Ameri­
can diplomats in Moscow. The dead­
lock between Russian and United 
States delegations in the Council of 
Foreign Ministers seems no nearer 
to solution. Basic disagreements 
on the German peace treaty are too 
great, it is thought, for any easy or 
rapid agreement.

This pessimistic view does not ex­
clude the possibility that some 
minor concessions may be made by 
the Russians for propaganda pur­
poses. It is not believed likely, how­
ever, that anything important will 
be achieved at this session. Hope 
that the Austrian treaty would be 
completed has pretty well faded.

Main stumbling block in all the 
treaty negotiations is the Russian 
demand for huge reparations. If the 
Russians would retreat somewhat 
from their position, some arrange­
ment might be worked out, it is 
admitted.

V̂ Tiile there is considerable justi­
fication for calling this conference a 
failure, American diplomats point 
out that certain fundamental issues 
have been aired, and that Secretary 
Marshall has had an opportunity to 
present American policy to Russia 
and the world.

JAPAN:
ff ar Dead, 2 Million

Official reports on Japanese mili­
tary losses place the dead at more 
than two million. This is exclusive 
of 675,000 civilians killed on the 
home islands. Release of the figures 
comes as a shock to the Japs, who 
had no idea casualties would run so 
high.

A standard reference work gives 
468,855 as the number killed in 
battle, scarcely a fourth of what 
now is considered the true toll. Jap 
army statistics admitted that 752,- 
129 weie killed. To this must be 
added an estimated 608,700 long 
Missing, who are presumably dead, 
making the army’s true loss 1,360,- 
829 men. This later figure Is more 
than 30 per cent of the 4,418,971 men 
sent abroad. Nearly 300,000 more 
died in eight years of sporadic fight­
ing in China.

Naval casualties account for the 
remainder of the two million dead. 
The total is set at 413,750, all but
5,000 of whom were killed by Amer­
ican forces.

Fly-Killing Wallpaper

Flies, mosquitos and other insects 
die soon after they come in contact 
with a new DDT-impregnated wall­
paper. The insecticide is mixed into 
the ink in which the design is 
printed. Effectiveness lasts for two 
years.

Research chemists spent 27 
months developing the insect-killing 
wallpaper, and another 17 in ex­
haustive tests.

Annaol Obsenrance Stimulates 
Interest in Mnsicol Activities

WNU Features.
From unrehearsed hymn sings in small rural communities to 

elaborate musical festivals in larger cities, music will fill the air 
during the week of May 4 to 11 as more than 2,500 communities 
throughout the country join in observance of National Music Week.

Intended to stimulate greater year-round interest in music 
and music education, National Music Week has been observed 
since 1924. In previous years, various communities had sponsored 
their own programs at unspecified times.

Although the keynote for Music ^
Week is set by a central Music 
Week committee, with headquarters 
in New York, actual programs are 
entirely in the hands of local com­
mittees and individual workers. The 
central committee, however, is 
available for guidance and informa­
tion.

Stimulate Interest.
The only idea actively promoted 

by the central committee is that the 
week be utilized for activity calcu­
lated to benefit year-round growth 
in musical interest. They believe 
that a period in which people are 
made more conscious of the value 
of music to the individual and to the 
community should serve as a time 
of enjoyment through making and 
hearing music, and as a stimulus to 
musical projects lor young and old.

Many projects designed to aid 
veterans will be promoted as 
features of the 1947 observance.
In some cities these will take 
the form of scholarships and 
educational opportunities gener­
ally; in others musical equip­
ment for servicemen’s centers 
and hospitals; in still others 
concert appearances for the 
especially talented. Local .Music 
Week committees also will pro­
vide musical programs for pa­
tients in veterans’ hospitals. 
Another interest which will gain 

through the Music Week observance 
is “ living war memorials”  (notably 
buildings with acoustics for musical 
performances). In the larger cities 
such memorials are more likely to 
take the form of concert halls and 
auditoriums, and in the smaller 
places band shells and bandstands 
for outdoor use.

Churches Cooperate.
For many years churches have 

marked the opening Sunday of 
Music Week with sermons on music 
and religion, and with special pro­
grams by organists and choirs. In­
creasingly there is a trend toward 
inter-church and inter-denomina­
tional services. The closing Sunday, 
which coincides with Mothers Day, 
is frequently the occasion of musi­
cal events in honor of mothers.

To indicate the wide extent and 
variety of local observances, the 
Music Week committee cites a few 
examples culled from the 1946 
records.

In one of the most elaborate ob­
servances, Los Angeles, Calif., 
staged a week-long series of pro­
grams under municipal auspices. 
Leading event was a music festival 
at Hollywood Bowl featuring a youth 
chorus of 700 voices. A school music 
festival entitled "America Sings,”  
the premiere concert by a civic 
orchestra, concerts by the police, 
county and selected high school 
bands, and a program by a com­
bined women’s chorus were other 
highlights.

Baltimore, Md., also gave a prom­
inent part to youth in its observ­
ance. A “ Children’s Prayer for 
Peace”  program was marked by 
participation of youngsters from the 
Chinese, Jewish, Negro, French, 
Norwegian, Russia/i and other colo­
nies.

Stage 274 Programs. |
Under cooperative auspices of the 

local Business and Professional 
Women’s clubs and the playground 
and recreation commission, Alton, 
111., observed Music Week with a 
total of 274 programs.

A campaign for promotion of 
greater interest in and attendance

at its local symphony orchestra con­
certs was conducted in Springfield, 
Ohio, during the week.

Despite the achievements in 
the larger centers, however, it 
is in the smaller communities 
that the main strength of the 
Music Week movement lies. 
There are between 2,000 and
3.000 communities of less than
5.000 population that almost 
yearly mark thp occasion in 
some worthwhile way.
Because of its median size and

long history as a participant, Paris, 
Tex., is cited as an example of the 
smaller towns which stage unusual 
and effective programs.

The 1946 observance there began 
with an inter-denominational hymn 
festival led by joint choirs of sev­
eral churches. Excerpts from an 
operetta by a school choral club 
provided the entertainment for the 
Parent-Teachers association meet­
ing. The high school band gave a 
demonstration for Rotary club, and 
the public library included in its 
special display of books on music a 
scrapbook history of the local Music 
Study club. Posters submitted in a 
contest for upper grade children 
were hung in store windows and 
awards to the members were mem­
berships in the Civic Music asso­
ciation.

Texas Paradise 
Stays Crimeless 
For Four Years

SARITA, TEX.—Surrounded by a 
sparsely-populated area, Sarita is 
gaining recognition as the crimeless 
section of Texas.

That distinction results from the 
fact that not a single crime has 
been recorded in the last four years. 
District court sessions consist mere­
ly of selection of jurors, who never 
are used.

“ Nothing much has happened In 
the 33 years I’ve been here,”  insists 
District Clerk Nettie P. Woods. “ We 
didn’ t have a divorce last year and 
I don’t think we’ll have one this 
year,”  she adds. No case of juvenile 
delinquency ever has been recorded 
in the county.

“ I guess snakes give us more 
trouble than anything,”  the clerk 
says.

Births, deaths and marriages are 
the only newsworthy events in the 
county, in her opinion. There is no 
state old age assistance, no formal 
charity and during the depression 
of the 30s there was no WPA.

New Diaability Rating

Veterans’ service bureau has re­
ceived a number of inquiries from 
veterans concerning the new dis­
ability rating schedule as author­
ized by congress.

Veterans’ administration informs 
us that these new ratings are re­
viewed automatically and that it is 
not necessary for veterans to write 
in concerning their cases while they 
are pending. Up to March, VA has 
reviewed 842,000 cases out of a total 
of 2,692,000 compensation and pen­
sion cases subject to review under 
the new schedule. Under the law the 
review will be retroactive to April 
1, 1946, so veterans need not get im­
patient as to whether or not their 
cases will be overlooked.

The new schedule, officially 
known as the schedule for rating 
disabilities, 1945 edition, permits 
VA to make a more accurate evalu­
ation of veterans’ disabilities than 
the preceding schedules did. It also 
provides for new types of combat 
wounds and tropical diseases en­
countered by men in the armed 
services, not included under the old 
schedules. The new schedules pro­
vide for increased ratings for cer­
tain types of disabilities and de­
creases in other types, but does not 
make any blanket change in ratings 
although increases far outnumber 
decreases.

All veterans drawing compensa­
tion for service-connected disabili­
ties will have their cases reviewed 
under the new schedule.
Queationg and Answers

Q. My hasband is with the 24th 
iiuantry division in Japan. Could 
you tell me when it will come 
home?—Mrs. P. G., Muncie, Ind.

A. There is no way of knowing 
when the 24th division, as a divi­
sion, will be returned to this country. 
It may remain on occupation duty 
for a year or perhaps five years. 
However, the men in the division 
under the rotation plan are return­
ing from time to time as their serv­
ice ends.

Q. Before entering the service in 
1941 I did not have any fillings in 
my teeth, but had several filled 
while in the service. I was dis­
charged in November of 1945. I need 
dental care on the teeth that were 
filled while in service. Will that be 
service-connected and will the gov­
ernment pay for it?—L. R. S., Glen 
Allen, Ala.

A. Very likely the government 
will nay for it. Had yon gone to 
Ve* <s’ administration within a 
year after your discharge there 
would have been no question of the 
service - connection since VA re­
gards such conditions up to a year 
after discharge as “ presumptive 
service-connected.”  You likely will 
now have to establish the disability 
as service-connected. Go to your 
nearest office of Veterans’ adminis­
tration and apply for a rating as to 
the disability and they will deter­
mine the case.

Q. Can the $20 a week be stopped 
for refusing a job out of town or in 
town, and can they penalize a vet­
eran £(jur weeks for refusing the 
job?—C. J. L., Ellwood City, Pa.

A. Presumably you are referring 
to readjustment compen.satiun for 
unemployment. Yes, the SCO a week 
can be stopped if you refuse to take 
a job which the USES of the state 
considers suitable for you. Veter­
ans’ administration has nothing to 
do with the $20 until you have been 
certified as on the rolls for com­
pensation from the state organiza­
tion. VA suggests that you take 
whatever job is offered.

Q. We have a neighbor boy who 
served in the Canadian army and 
later in the British air force. A 
friend told us he would be entitled 
to benefits of the servicemen’s re­
adjustment act. Can you tell me if 
that is true?—Mrs. R. H., Pensa­
cola, Fla.

A. Yes. Persons who served in the 
active military or naval service of 
any government allied with the 
United States in World War II and 
were citizens of the U. S. when 
entering such service, if otherwise 
qualified, are eligible for the bene­
fits of the act and of Public Law 
No. 16. They must, however, be 
United States residents at the time 
claim is filed and must not be re­
ceiving the same or similar bene­
fits from the government in whose 
•etive military service they served.

RATES FOUR STARS

Big Business with Capital B—  
VA Tackles Stupendous Job

WASHINGTON.—A slightly built, grayish, baldish man wear­
ing the fatigue uniform of a four-star general, sits behind a huge 
desk in the mammoth, block-long Veterans’ administration build­
ing. He is, without doubt, among the busiest men and has one of 
the biggest jobs in the world. He is Gen. Omar N. Bradley, ad­
ministrator of veterans’ affairs.

He brought with him to Veterans’ administration the same 
qualities for which General Eisenhower gave him equal command 
with General Montgomery on the western front during the war 
and which made him one of the most respected commanders, one 
of the ablest tacticians and disciplinarians in the army.

Although eligible for retirement,^* —— —
General Bradley accepted the as­
signment by President Truman in 
an effort to bring to a state of effi­
ciency the badly-managed, over­
grown Veterans’ administration 
created after the last war and 
bogged down in red tape and bu­
reaucracy.

General Bradley took into VA his 
resourcefulness as a military leader, 
ais bent for democratic action, for 
efficiency, for loyalty and discipline 
and his respect for the G.I.s who 
fought and won a war, thousands of 
them under his direct command.

Streamlines Agency.
He has streamlined VA; he has 

decentralized the administration 
nto regional commands. The job 
IS one of the most stupendous and 
far-flung tasks in the world today.

General Bradley is head of the 
biggest mutual insurance business 
in the world with policies in force 
totaling 35 billion dollars on the 
lives of some five million veterans.

He directs a medical program 
which hires 5,000 doctors and cares 
for 90,000 patients.

Providing benefits and relief in 
one form or another for more than 
14 million World War II veterans,
VA maintains a master file of 24 
million veterans or their dependents 
who have received active benefits.
At the present time, approximately
18.300.000 Americans are veterans 
of some war.

For Instance, VA has on Us 
mailing list about 28,000 Kellys,
17,500 Cohens, 2,000 Komlnskis,
16,000 Shuttles. From this tre­
mendous number of former 
servicemen, VA has received as 
high as II million pieces of mail 
in a month.
General Bradley heads one of the 

country’s largest loan agencies and, 
as of February 1, VA had approved 
loans for 639,200 G.I.s amounting to 
more than $3,421,000,000. Although 
a majority of these loans were for 
homes and farms, they ranged all 
the way from the veteran who 
started a diaper service in Spartans- 
burg, S. C., to the farm boy who 
wanted to purchase a new harrow 
in Arkansas.

Wholesale Purchases.
A purchasing committee of tre­

mendous magnitude is another of 
VA’s activities. This buys in mass 
lots for veterans’ hospitals such as
676.000 pounds of breakfast cereal 
at one time, 144,000 pounds of salted 
soda crackers, 7,014 albums of rec­
ords for juke ^ x es , 800,000 volumes 
of books for hospital libraries.

As of February, 1947, more than
2.430.000 ex-G.I.s were in schools or 
on-the-job training under provisions 
of the G.I. bill. Approximately 385,- 
000 private business firms were con­
ducting on-the-job training courses.
About 1,000 G.I.s are obtaining edu­
cation and allowances for study in 
foreign schools.

In addition. General Bradley ad­
ministers pension and disability 
payments to veterans, which run 
into the billions of dollars, and bur­
ial benefits, which also run into the 
billions.

Under terms of one law, he 
bought more than 6,000 automobiles 
for war amputees. He also directs 
a service to supervise legal guard­
ians and custodians of about 141,000 
wards of VA, children of deceased 
veterans.

Benefit Payments High.
Approximately six million veter­

ans have received unemployment 
and self-employment compensation 
benefits through VA and United 
States Employment service.

Most of the VA administrative 
problems, which were at an ex­
tremely low ebb when General 
Bradley took over, have been due 
to the mushroom growth of its activ­
ities.

How long will the nation be 
paying huge pension lists? In 
March, 1946, VA made the final 
payment to a dependent, closing 
the rolls on the War of 1812.
Payments still are being made 
to 49 dependents of Mexican war 
veterans, while 916 veterans 
and 2,392 dependents of Indian 
wars still are getting monthly 
checks. There are 116 Civil war 
veterans, with an average age 
of 106, who are still receiving 
payments.

A V IA T IO N  NOTES
YOUNG FLY. OLD DO NOT

When Americans are young and 
have little mon^y, they fly. When 
they get older and begin to earn 
more, they don’t fly.

Two interesting curves in graphic 
form tell this story in a study en­
titled “ Age Study of the Flying Pub­
lic," made by Civil Aeronautics 
administration.

The study reveals that almost 50 
per cent of all pilots are found in 
the two age groups of 20-24 and 25- 
29, while persons in these groups 
comprise only 19 per cent of the 
total population 16 years or older. 
Less than 5 per cent of persons in 
these age groups earn $5,000 a year. 
Two-thirds of the people who earn 
$5,000 a year or more are between 
the ages of 35 and 55, but the pro­
portion of all pilots in those age 
groups drops sharply from 10 per 
cent at 35 to almost nothing at 55.

Beyond 35, the percentage of 
pilots drops rapidly. Apparently 
Americans quit flying completely at 
65 although there are known to be 
several sexagenarian pilots still 
active in the United States.

It is cheaper to operate an air­
plane than an automobile for 
buiiness, Arthur Whitcomb, 
Keene. N. H.. contraetdY In­
sisted in testifying before the 
New Hampshire legislative com­
mittee on aviation. He reported 
that he flew his own plane 27,000 
miles last year on business at 
an average cost of 5Vi cents a 
mile. He drove his car 18,000 
miles at an average cost of 6V4 
cents.

• • •
FEES REDUCED 

A 20 per cent reduction in fees for 
recording ownership of aircraft and 
aircraft liens, from $5 to $4, became 
effective May 1, under orders of 
Civil Aeronautics administration.

The charges were instituted last 
August under a congressional man­
date to CAA that it defray the cost 
of service operations through serv­
ice fees whenever possible.

Other charges levied by CAA in 
accordance with directions of con­
gress include $10 for issuance of 
air agency certificates to flying and 
ground schools, mechanic schools 
and repair stations, and $5 for issu­
ance of certificates to parachute 
lofts.

• • •

Even airline pilots scurrying 
back and forth across the con­
tinent can’t escape the watchful 
eyes of their wives. Mrs. Jack 
Jenkins of Cleveland insists a 
short wave radio band on the 
living room console is a neces­
sity for pilots’ wives. When her 
husband, who pilots an Ameri­
can Airlines flight from Cleve­
land to Nashville three times a 
week, returns from a flight, she 
always has dinner on the stove 
and his slippers ready. She 
picks up his position report to 
the airport on their home short 
wave band.

SETS SPEED RECORD. . . Unit­
ed Air Lines’ new four-engined 
Mainliner 300 (Douglas DC-6) set 
a new official coast-to-coast air­
line speed record of 6 hours, 47 
minutes, 13 seconds on a 2,400- 
mile flight from Santa Monica, 
Calif., to New York City. The 
Mainliners now are in scheduled 
■ervice.

Meat Makes Fine Main Dish Salads
(S «« Recipes Below)

Spring Salads

“ Most women know how easy it 
is to whip together a salad,’* said 
my next door neighbor. "Why dpn’t 
they think of using a meat or fish 
salad to make spring lunches easy?’ ’ 

Naturally I agreed with her 
wholeheartedly, and promised to re­

mind my readers 
of this thought 
n ow  t h a t  t he  
weather is be­
coming warmer. 
What Is better 
when you’ve been 
h a n g i n g  o u t  
clothes or gar­

dening, than coming in to lunch on 
a cri.sp, chilled salad? You know 
you can slip the salad together be­
fore you start the morning’s w’ork 
and place in the refrigerator until 
luncheon.

Protein is an important re­
quirement of our body, whether we 

j  are young or old. Thus, it’s wise to 
i plan a main dish salad that makes 

use of one of the good protein foods 
such as eggs, fish, cheese or meat. 
But make it crisp and crunchy, too, 
using vitamin and mineral-laden 
greens right from the garden.

Veal Salad.
I (Serves 6>
I 2 cups rooked macaroni 

1 cup chopped celery 
6 sweet pickles, chopped 
6 sliced radishes

cup cucumber, sliced 
3 tablespoons chopped green pepper 
2Ti cups diced, cooked veal

Mix salad ingredients. Toss to­
gether with just enough mayonnaise 
to moisten all ingredients thorough­
ly. Serve cold on crisp greens.

(Note: If desired, roast leftover 
or stewed veal may be used.)

Potato Salad.
(Serves 6)

6 new potatoes, sliced
6 slices imeooked bacon, diced
1 small onion, minced
H cup vinegar
M teaspoon salt
Dash of pepper
V4 cup sour cream
Boil potatoes in their skins until 

tender. Peel and slice. Fry bacon 
until crisp; remove and brown on­
ion in fat. Add vinegar, salt, pepper 
and sour cream. Add potatoes and 
bacon. Serve hot or cold, garnished 
with sliced tomatoes and weiners 
prepared thus:

Broiled Weiners.
6 frankfarters 
6 slices bacon 
M pound American cheese 
Mnstard

Slit frankfurters, spread inside 
with mustard and insert strips of 
cheese. Wrap a strip of bacon 
around each frankfurter and place 
under broiler. Heat to brown and 
crisp the bacon and melt the cheese.

(Serves 6)

1 clove garlic 
1 head of lettuce 
^  bunch watercress 
1 enp French dressing 
1 cup celery, cut in strips 
1 cup cooked ham or tongue, 

slivered
1 cup cooked chicken, slivered 
1 enp Swiss cheese, slivered 
1 enp cooked ot canned pears 
1 hard-cooked egg, ehopp^

Jellied Fish Salad.
(Serves 6 to 8)

V i  cups grated tuna fish or flaked 
salmon

2 shelled hard-cooked eggs, chopped 
M cup chopped, stuffed olives 
2 tablespoons capers 
1 tablespoon chopped chives or 

minced onion 
1 tablespoon plain gelatin 
H cup cold water 
It i cops mayonnaise 
Lettuce or greens 
Tomatoes, sliced or quartered 
Avocado slices, marinated in lemon 

Juice
Combine tuna fish, eggs, olives, 

capers and chives, ^ a k  gelatin in 
cold water for 5 minutes, then dis­
solve over hot water. Add dissolved 

gelatin to mayon­
naise ,  st irr ing  
constantly. Add 
to fish mixture 
and mix together 
thoroughly. Turn 
into a mold and 
chill until firm. 
Unmold on bed of 
greens and gar­
nish with tomato 
an d  a v o c a d o  

slices. Serve with additional dress­
ing, if desired.

Green pepper and eggs go togeth­
er like bread and butter. You can 
chop hard-cooked eggs together with 
minced green pepper and use as 
the basis of a salad sandwich, or if 
you want to fuss a bit more you can 
make a pretty-pretty salad this way, 
when you invite your next door 
neighbor over for a sp>ot of lunch.

Prepare this salad in advance and 
it will slice more readily.

Stuffed Green Pepper and 
Egg Salad.

(Serves 6 to 8) ,
3 medium-sized green peppers 

pound cream cheese 
3 shelled, hard-cooked eggs 
1 sweet pickle 
T4 cup chopped stuffed olives 
H cup mayonnaise 
Lettuce

' French dressing
Wash peppers, cut off tops and 

remove the seeds. Meanwhile cream' 
the cheese until it is smooth. Put 
eggs, pickle and olives through a 
food chopper and add to cheese with 
mayonnaise and combine to make 
a thick paste. Pack this mixture 
into the peppers and chill for sev- 
eral hours. Slice peppers crosswise, 
V4 inch thick, and arrange several 
slices on lettuce. Serve with french 
dressing, if desired.
