FA K M  I.NCOMK:
G reat G ain

Latest round in a heavy barrage 
of statistics apparently destined to 
make the American farmer feel 
that he is an unbelievably fortunate 
man vkns an agriculture department 
report that the nation’s farm own­
ers are taking in more money than 
ever before.

It was estimated that total farm 
cash receipts during the first eight 
months of 19-17 were 17.4 billion dol­
lars, a 21 per cent gain over the 
same period of 1946. itself a record 
year.

The report said that the average 
farm operator realired a net income 
it 52.541 from agriculture and gov­
ernment payments in 1946, and this 
year farm income skyrocketed still 
higher as a result of continuing un­
precedented demands for produce.

"An increase of 24 per cent in 
Tinces." wa.s singled out by the re­
port as the chuf reason for the 
booming income.

But the picture has another side 
—that of farm expenses. Operating 
CGRt.s continue to increase and. al­
though no estimate was made for 
1947. the farmer’s expenses went up 
9 per cent in 1946. Nevertheless, if 
the agriculture department’s esti­
mates are accurate, the increase in 
farm income greatly outweighs the 
simultaneous rise in expenses.
C R IS IS  A G W S :  
T ra n s fu s io n ?

Life these days. Secretary of 
State George Marshall has discov­
ered, is bounded on all sides by one 
crisis after another.

No sooner had he returned to the 
U. S. from Brazil with the mutual 
American defense treaty tucked 
safely under his belt than he was 
beset with calls for succor from 
debilitated Europe, which, appar­
ently, was sliding swiftly down the 
ways toward utter ruin.

Insiders said the European 
situation really was desperate. 
Undersecretary of State Robert 
Lovett had sounded the first 
alarm shortly before Marshall’s 
return when he said that Eu­
rope’s economic structure was 
cracking up faster than anyone 
had expected.
The fear blowing in on the winds 

from Europe intensified. Precari­
ously balanced Britain remained at 
the heart of the trouble, but more 
grief was added by the news that 
bad weather had struck hard at 
crops in many European countries 
this year. Most nations had been 
forced to use their meager produce 
for domestic consumption rather 
than for export. There was no profit 
in that, they said.

Grave doubts were expressed that 
Europe could stave off complete 
economic failure until next spring, 
when the Marshall plan is sched­
uled to go into effect.

In  the V . S., it began to appear more 
likely  that a special session o f congress 
u o u ld  he called this fall to study the  
situation and perhaps set up the appa­
ratus for another economic transfusion  
to  give strength to the ueakening  old  
u o rld .

R A II.R O A D S :
S te a m e d  I p

American railroads and their em­
ployees, generating a full head of 
steam, were getting ready to pull 
out for a long haul along the infla­
tion route—or at least it looked that 
way to some economic experts.

First of all, a million railroad 
workers, members of 17 non-oper­
ating brotherhoods employed by 130

class 1 roads, were awarded 15t -̂ 
cent hourly wage increases by an 
arbitration board. The unions had 
sought an increase of 20 cents an 
hour.

Pointing out that the wage boost 
will cost railroads an additional 
5438,340,000 annually, the Associa­
tion of Western Railways found it­
self a loophole by asserting that 
greater revenue now would be need­
ed to offset the pay increase.

It was immediately apparent 
where the “greater revenue” would 
come from. Major railroads, which 
already had presented the interstate 
commerce commission with a re­
quest for an average 17 per cent 
freight rate increase, were thinking 
strongly of asking for an even larger 
boost on freight rates.

One of the more ominous notes 
sounded by the railroads w'as the 
report that they were considering 
an increase of 5 to 10. per cent a 
ton on the cost of hauling coal.

\ ots Cash hi
Draft time had rolled around 

again for millions of ex-G.I.s, but 
this time it was more in the nature 
of a bank draft as veterans all over 
the nation fell happily into line to 
cash their terminal leave pay 
bonds.

Virtually dvery city reported that 
hordes of veterans had descended 
on banks in an unprecedented rush

to convert their hard-won bonds 
into coin of the realm. Millions of 
former Joes stuffed millions of dol­
lars into their pockets.

Treasury department requests 
that veterans hold their bonds until 
they mature at 2 Vi per cent interest 
in five years were of little avail. 
The department feared the infla­
tionary impact if all nine million 
vets cashed their 1.8 billion dollars 
worth of bonds at once.

What would they do with the 
newly acquired money? A few put 
it back into savings accounts; oth­
ers bought clothes, furniture and 
similar necessities; much of it was 
squandered immediately. But one 
surprising fact developed; A great
many ex-G.I.s—family men now_
were using the store of cash to get 
out from under worrisome debts. 
For them it was a case of “dire 
need.” •

UR study of Sunday’s lesson 
centers about the idea of good­

ness, which is a rather trite-sound­
ing theme, but very vital, I assure 

you, and quite in­
t e r e s t i n g .  Th e  
Scripture passages 
are all found in 
Proverbs, save one, 
and that from the 
v e r y  p r a c t i c a l  
preacher of the 
New Tes t ament ,  
James, chapter 4, 
verse 17.

Perhaps you will 
find the passages 
from Proverbs as 
helpful and inter­
esting as I did. It 

will require but two minutes to read 
them—Proverbs 3:5-7; 4:23; 6 16- 
19; 9:10; 14:34: 15:1: 16:18- 21:3; 
22:1; 27:1, 2; 28:1; 29:18.
One Man's Exparianca
A VERY successful business man 

in Atlanta, a shoe manufactur­
er, was telling me his life story one 
day as we fished together at Ho- 
mosassa, Fla. Finally, he said:

“Do you know the passage in the 
Bible that has meant most to me as 
a rule and guide for my faith and 
practice?’’

I wondered what he would say. 
And then he quoted from Proverbs 
3:5-7.

“Trust in the Lord with all thine 
heart; and lean not unto thine own 
understanding. In all thy ways 
acknowledge him, and he shall 
direct thy paths. Be not wise in 
thine own eyes; fear the Lord, and 
depart from evil.’’

The Essence of Goodness
■ \ H A T  is goodness? We talk 
'  ’ about good men and bad men, 

good times and bad times, good luck 
and bad luck. Just what is good­
ness?

Jesus himself once said to a young 
man:

“There is none good but One, that 
is, God.’’ Mark 10:18.

Goodness then, permit me to sug­
gest, is what happens when God 
lives in us. We can never know 
goodness apart from God, try as we 
may. The essence of gc^ness, 
therefore, is found in that heart, in 
that life, that sincerely prays, “Thy 
will be done.’’
The Essence of Badness

Gu id a n c e  from these great 
Proverbs identifies the things 

that we are to shun as well as the 
things we are to do—the essence of 
badness as well as the essence of 
goodness. Here are the seven 
things that God hates—the seven 
qualities of heart that constitute the 
essence of badness:

“Haughty eyes, a lying tongue, 
hands that shed innocent blood, a 
heart that deliberately plans wick­
edness, feet which are swift in run­
ning to mischief, a false witness 
who utters lies, and one who sows 
discord among brethren.”
Analyze these seven qualities of 

heart, and you have the explanation 
of the woes of the world. Many 
clever modern books toy with these 
deadly sins, trying to make them 
seem good, but no amount of deco­
ration can atone for the heart that 
consistently entertains these can­
cers of hell.
The Individual and Society
I LIKE the impact of the.se Prov- 
* erbs. They begin with the indi­
vidual. They fruit in society. In­
dividuals who “trust in the Lord 
with all thine heart,’’ will “exalt a 
nation.’’ It is not enough to put 
better food in peoples’ stomachs, 
better clothes on their bodies, better 
roofs over their heads. These are 
essential as expressing the better 
life; but you have got to give peo­
ple something to live for as well as 
something to live on.

Good business depends upon 
good business men. Good inter­
national relations depend upon 
good nations. Good race relations 
depend upon good races.
We have been greatly enheart- 

ened by the establishment of United 
Nations as a world idea and ideal. 
Will it succeed? The answer is 
found not in dollars and bullets, but 
in hearts that always “ trust in the 
Lord.’’

Appro­
priately dubbed the "Pumpkin Bowl j 
Game,” the contest will pit Eureka | 
college gridders against the Kirks- 
vilJe, Mo., state teachers under the 
floodlights of Eureka stadium.

Honor guest of the celebration 
will be the screen star, Ronald Rea­
gan, Eureka’s "home town boy,” 
and his wife, Jane Wyman, also of 
the films. Illinois state officials also 
will participate in the various pro­
grams. Reagan, an alumnus of Eu­
reka schools, will take part in dedi­
catory ceremonies for a new school 
of speech building on the Eureka 
campus.

Abandoned School 
Serves Community 
Club for 25 Years

MANKATO, MINN. — Formed a 
quarter century ago because a 
schoolhouse was abandoned, the 
Spring Lake Community club re­
cently celebrated its 25th anniver­
sary.

When four adjacent school dis­
tricts were consolidated and a new 
schoolhouse was built at Rapidan in 
1922, the little old schoolhouse which 
had served the Spring Lake commu­
nity was to be discarded.

ers, work of the club is tucked in 
between planting and threshing and 
taking care of the livestock.

Club meetings feature speeches 
and discussions on pertinent world 
and agricultural problems. Potluck 
suppers and contests are frequent 
attractions.

When club repairing or cleaning 
must be done, the project is not con­
sidered work but a club gathering, 
with everyone who can hold a ham­
mer, saw, mop or scrub brush turn­
ing out.

Gov. Luther W. Youngdahl of 
Minnesota was honor guest at the 
25th anniversary dinner.

Providing a note of levity on the 
program was the reading of the 
minutes of club meetings for the en­
tire 25 years. One entry in early 
club minutes read, “It was decided 
that the club buy a cord of wood 
and the men come and split it.”

In the 1938 minutes this item ap­
peared: "Painting of the clubhouse 
will soon begin—just as soon as 
threshing and other e.xchange work 
is done."

Into Savory Dishes 
For Lunch or Supper

Aaparagus takes on a pleasinc 
look as well as extra flavor when 
green tips are tucked in between 
layers ^  cheese biscuit, topped 
wHb sauce and garnished with 
slices of hard-cooked eggs.
Remember when we just cooked 

vegetables in boiling, salted water 
and put them on 
the table without 
any thought as 
to subtle season­
ing or attractive 
serving? Thank 
modern cookery 
experts for real­
izing the inflnite 
p o ssib ilitie s  of 
vegetables a n d  
for transforming
vegetables into one of the glamor 
groups of cookery.

First of all, there are innumer­
able sauces you can use with "per­
fection cooked” vegetables to bring 
out all their hidden flavors. Then, if 
you want to forego the sauce, you 
can combine vegetables with other 
foods to make them palate-pleasing 
and tempting.

Whichever way you prefer to 
serve your vegetables, always re­
member that the overcooked vege­
table can never be guaranteed to 
make friends or influence eaters to 
come back for seconds, as they 
should. Cook vegetables so there is 
still a bit of their garden crispness 
left. If cooked to this point and 
served immediately, you will also 
lose less of their lovely colors.

Golden Cauliflower 
(Serves 6)

1 medium head cauliflower
1 cup raw carrots, diced

cup onions, chopped 
Salt
Paprika
2 tablespoons butter, melted 
1 cup rich milk
1 cup Wisconsin Natural Ameri­

can Cheese, grated
Break cauliflower into flower- 

ettes. Arrange cauliflower and car­
rots in buttered casserole. Cover 
with onion, seasonings and butter. 
Pour milk over contents. Sprinkle 
with cheese. Cover. Bake in a mod­
erate oven (350 degrees) 1 hour, re­
moving cover the last 15 minutes.

*Red Cabbage and Apples 
(Serves 8 to 10)

2 quarts red cabbage, shredded
1 cup apples, pared an*', chopped
1 teaspoon salt 
H cup hutter
2 tablespoons flour 
Vi cup vinegar
H cup hrown sugar 
Buttered crumbs
Cook cabbage with apples 10 min­

utes in salted water, drain (save 
water). Melt but­
ter, add flour, 
mix. Add cup 
drained water, 
v i n e g a r ,  a n d  
brown s u g a r ,  
stir until thick­
ened. Add apples 
a n d  c a b b a g e .  
Bake in buttered 

casserole in hot oven (400 degrees) 
until crumbs are brown.

Sweet Potato Cecelia 
(Serves 8 to 10)

3 pounds sweet potatoes
H cup butter
Salt
Pepper
>4 teaspoon nutmeg or mace 
l i  teaspoon cinnamon 
H to 1 cup apple cider

Mash oooked sweet potatoes. Add 
% cup butter, seasonings, and 
cider, mix well. Put in buttered 
baking dish, dot with remaining 
butter. Bake in a moderate oven 
(375 degrees) 30 to 40 minutes, until 
top is brown.

Stuffed Eggplant
Cut a lid from one large eggplant 

lengthwise, scoop out pulp and cook 
in boiling salted water until tender, 
drain and chop fine. Saute one 
small minced onion in butter until 
soft, not brown, add eggplant, one 
half cup of bread crumbs, one half 
cup of chopped pecans, and two 
well-beaten eggs. Mix well with 
seasonings. Lastly add enough wa­
ter in which the eggplant was 
cooked to make the mixture quite 
thin. Fill shell and sprinkle with 
bread crumbs and dot with butter 
and bake about twenty minutes.

Spinach Balls
Wash one peck of spinach in sev­

eral waters, then cover tightly and 
steam with just the drippings from 
the washing for about fifteen min­
utes. Squeeze as dry as possible. 
Chop and press through a coarse 
sieve. Into this puree mix two 
slightly beaten egg yolks, one table­
spoon of grated onion, one table­
spoon of olive oil, and salt and pep­
per to taste. Mix well and form 
into balls, dip in beaten egg, then in 
fine bread crumbs, and fry in 
hot fat to a golden brown.

dishes. Here are two possibilities: 

Lemon-Butter Sauce 
H cup butter 
Juice of 14 lemon 
3 tablespoons parsley (if you 

prefer)
Melt butter, add lemon juice and 

blend thoroughly. Add parsley and 
serve hot with vegetables. An extra 
dish of the lemon-butter sauce may 
be served on the side.

Brown-Butter Sauce 
14 cup butter
1 tablespoon chopped parsley
Salt
Pepper
3 tablespoons lemon Juice

Melt butter in a frying pan and 
stir until a golden brown.
