the Dominican Republic.

Some of the refugees brought
wives and families, More than
100 of them are already earn-
ing their livings at their regu-
lar trades and occupations.

They include two doctors, one
fawyer-accountant, teacher, a geol-
ogist, miners, a bacteriologist,
farmers, electricians, ma-
chinists, Diesel engine operators,
seamen, cabinet makers, carpen-
ters, a barber, a watchmaker,
cooks and waiters, radio and ra-
dar operators, hairdressers, mani-
curist and dressmakers. All gov-
ernment departments have coop-
erated to find jobs for them.

To care for them in the interim
period between arrival and reset-
tlement, the government installed
the 190 in the dormitories and fac-
ulty residences of the new state
agricultural college in the beauti-
ful town of San Cristobal, only 20
miles from Ciudad Trujillo in the
nearby mountains.

The college buildings have just
recently been completed but will
not be officially in use until study
facilities are installed. In the
meantime, it is an ideal home.
