Open Festivities

(By The Editoer)

We have been asked te write a long
story about the Fiesta that will bring
people from here and there and every
where, to attend the fourth annual
Fiesta. I don’t know what to write
about, except to say everything is
ready for the biggest celebration we
have ever had.

The barbecue pit has been fired
up several times under the supervis-
ion of Irvin Miller, chief barbecuer.
