Washington, June 11 — A show­

down between the spenders and the 
economy bloc in the Congress is fast 
approaching. Before the end of this 
month the Anierican taxpayer is go­
ing to know whether the promised re­
lief from excessive waste and spend- 

i ing and from the heaviest tax burden 
in our history is going to be forth­
coming.

Cut that have been made in depart­
mental appropriaiions up to this 
time have been heavy but they ag­
gregate a small amount compared to 
those that the economy-minded mem­
bers of the Congres sare seeking to 
make in defense and foreign-aid 
spending, particularly the latter. In 
view of the hardships imposed on our 
own people by reductions made in ap­
propriations for urgently-needed pro­
jects in this country it will be diffi­
cult and embarrassing for the spend­
ers to fail to agree to a justifiable 
cut in the two largest items in the 
budget.
