DISTURBING YOUR SLEEP

At a university in the Southwest
recently I addressed the student- body
and faculty on the subject of our basic
American principles and how thev
have worked to the advantage of
everybody. In the address 1 empha-
sized the general lack of understand.
ing of the infiltration tactics of Com-
munist and their fellow travelers in
all phases of our national lifc. The
reaction of the student-body and fac-
ulty was exceptionally fine. We had a
stlmulatmg question and answer pe-
riod. An unusually keen awareness of
the Communist threat was evidenced.

On other occasions, however, I
have sought to minimize the import-
ance of Communists and their work
in our educational institutions. In
fac_t. some declare there is no real
evidence of such infiltration. The
present investigations by the Internal
Security committees of Congress are.
they contend, wholly unnecessary.
This is because not enough people are
reading the reports of the Senat\ In
ternal Security Sub-Committee inves-
tigating “Subversive Influence in' the
Educational Processes.”

School Head Testifies—
Here are some excerpts of testi
mony given under oath:
SENATOR (JAMES O EAST

LAND: What is your judgment about
the number of Communist teachers in
the city schools in New York?

WILLIAM JANSEN (Superinten-
dent of the New York City schwls):
We fired 73 (after investigations were
made) and have eight under susnen-
sion. We have 180 more that we have
under investigation (in elementary
and high schools) . . . a few can exert
an influence far beyond their num-
bers.

SENATOR EASTLAND: Doctor,
does the Communist carry out his ac-
tivities solely in the calssroom?

DR. JANSEN: The Communist

teacher can continually find things
wrong with the United States and
never find anything wrong with the
Commuist countries. Things of that
kind can go on and unless you are
present vou can't detect it . . .

GIDEONSE: Your committee
has been . . . very helpful to us at
Brooklyn College because you have
helped us to remove some (Commu-
nist professors) whom we couldn’t do
anything abotu under the law. Now
you have supplied the evidence that
made it possible to do it. I think one
of the reasons why there is such a
flurry in some circles about the op-
eration of this committee is that there
is so little understanding of the na-
ture of the job done. (End of Judi-
siary Sub-committee excerpts.)

The fellow travelers, who never
join the Party but eagerly carry on
its work, are 10 times more numerous
than actual card-carrying Reds, ac-
cording to J. Edgar Hoover, FBI di-
rector., The congressional records
show that approximately 3,000 profes-
sors from 600 colleges have been af-
filiated more than 26,000 times with
Communist fronts.

Not all these professors are fellow
travelers, nor is the great body of
American education contaminated
with communism. However, a reading
of the first seven transscripts of the
Judiciary Sub-committee testimony
will disturb the sleep of almost any
American citizen. The committee is
rendering a national service.

Mr. Blak-
eney was first stricken a week ago
which caused his hospitalization. He
and his family had just returned
from a vacation trip to Louisiana and
the initial heart attack came as he
unloaded luggage. Members of the

familly said he had over-exerted by
driving long hours through scorching
heat in order to reach home.

Mr. Blakeney had served under
Sheriff Bill High since the latter took
 office on Jan. 1, 1951. Prior to this
he had served in the Carlsbad police
department for two years. Before
coming to Carlsbad he had served
for six years as police chief in Ros-
well. Funeral services were conduct-
ed at the West Funeral Home Friday

Many Farmhouses
Old and Inefficient

{ A great many farmhouses in the
United States are more than 50
years old and lack most of the
conveniences that are considered
minimum needs in town. Yet, in
many ways, farms lend themselves
to modern,
very readily

For example, many farm homes
are tall and narrow enough to
crowd onto a 50-foot lot. Yet, space
is seldom a restriction on farm-
steads. Usually, there is plenty of
room to spread out. Electricity on
the farm has brought with it forced
central heating systems that per-

comfortable houses

mit adequate heating of low one-
story houses.

The front door often opens to-
ward the public road and is seldom
used by either the family or visi-
tors. Porches may cover all sides
of the house, but only the one at
the back door serves any useful
purpose. Storage space, too, is fre-
quently at a premium in present
farm houses although the average
farm family can never get enough
storage space.

These undesirable characteris-
tics should be taken into account
when a new farm home or remodel-
ing job is being planned. The most
important point, however, is to
plan well ahead of the actual con-
struction date to avoid expensive
mistakes.

Bale Grass Silage

Where a field chopper is not
available for handling grass and
legume silage, a pickup baler may
be used without twine. The untied
bales, ‘‘plugs,’’ are easier to han-
dle than tangled forage.
