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 ̂M any Practices in 
Soil Conservation

Whatis soil conservation?
Soil conservation means different 

thngs on different farms.
Since 1933, through the efforts of 

Dr. H. H. Bennett, retired chief of 
^  the U. S. Soil Conservation Service, 

Dr. R. M, Salter, present SCS chief 
and other forward thinking people 
like them, the United States has be­
come awakened to the neea for a na­
tional soil conservation program.

The term soil conservuuoa is i.oard 
and read frequently and iias aca.eved 
a virtue of its own in everyday ti.ink- 
ing.

Yet, conceptions of what soil con­
servation really signifies vary wide­
ly. To one man it may mean lenaces 
and contour strip cropping. Suta an 
obser\'er might drive m.ie after mile 
through flat lands where neither ter­
racing nor contour stripping were 
needed and report he had seen no 
evidence whatever of soil conserva­
tion even though every acre was be­
ing farmed properly with the soil con­
servation practices adapted to that 
k.nd of country.

To the trained conservationist, 
however, soil conservation means 
farming the land according to its nat­
ural capabilities.

Modern soil conservation is sound 
land use and treatment of land with 
all the proven measures that are need 
ed to keep it permanently productive 
while in use. It means terracing land 
that needs terracing; it means con­
touring, strip cropping, and stubble 
mulching the land as needed, along 
with crop rotations, cover crops, lime 
fertilizer and manure, ft means gully 
control, stabilizing water outlets, 
building farm ponds, locating farm 
roads and fences on Ibe contour, plant 
ing steep, erodible land to grass or 
trees, development of good pastures 
and devoting ‘good management to 
them after they have been developed.

Modern conservation, moreover, con 
sists of doing these and still other 
necessary things. Where land is too 
wet, modem soil conservation cails 
for drainage; if it is too dry, it calls 
for irrigation:; if it is subject to wind 
erosion, it calls for strip cropping, 
tree planting, and stubble mulch 
farming. If plant nutrients have been 
depleted, it calls for iertilization. And 

jjnodern soil conservation calls also 
for the use of the best of the most 
adaptable varieties of crops as well 
as tho most efficient tools available 
to farmers.

And an indispensable part of mod­
ern soil conservation is a supporting 

,.program of research, such as will pro­
vide at all times the advantages that 
progressive science can contribute. 
Also, a continuing, vigorous program 
of education, which must be made 
part of our teaching from kindergart­
en through college.

Moreover, modern soil conservation 
calls for the continuing maintenance 
of all effective work which is put on 
the land. These scientifically planned 
conservation measures are not just 
for a single year or cropping season. 
Like savings bonds or savings depos­
its in the bank, they increase in value

“Fm a zealous believer in conservation, both as a na­

tional policy and as a personal creed. I have seen first 
hand in many parts of the world w'hat soil and fertility 
losses can do to civilizations. I have crossed great deserts 
that once were fertile granarii's, now laia waste because 
man wasn’t intelligent enough, or didn’t care enough, to 
preserve his soil.

“To build a strong, secure United States we must save 
our soil—and improve our soil. We aren’t now doing the 
job fast enough or well enough . . .

“The Soil Conservation Service is a competent techni­
cal agency that makes its know-how available to farmers 
in locally-organized, farmer-run Soil Conservation Dis­
tricts. It comes into the districts to help farmers only at 
their invitation .. .

“I srongly favor farmer-managed Soil Conservation 
Districts, with the Soil Conservation Service and other 
public agencies giving such help as farmers request.”

Sociology’s New Religion?
Sociology textbooks widely used for 

the past 25 years in high schools and 
colleges throughout America are fos­
tering a new kind of “religion” 
which, if accepted by a generation of 
youth, could destroy the church as 
the well-spring of our spiritual life 
and supersede the Bible with a social 
worker s handbook. This, in effect, 
is the stunning conclusino drawn by 
UDr. A. H. Hobbs, professor of so­
ciology at the University of Pennsyl­
vania, in a comprehensive analysis of 
: 1 widely use(f sociology textbooks.

His analysis of sociology’s teacii- 
i..gs on the subject of religion is so 
shocking and so vitally important I’m 
going to quote at length from his 
book, “The Claims of Sociology: A 
Critique of Textbooks” (The Stack- 
pole Co., Harrisburg, Pa.). 
.-\stoiiishir.g Texts

“Fifty-four texts contain statements 
which evaluate religion,” Dr. Hobbs 
reports. “Thirty-three texts contend 
that religious organizations should 
reorient themselves in the direction 
o . ŝecularization . . .

“Religious organizations (the 33 
textbooks contend) should decrease 
or eliminate the supernatural appeals, 
iheir abstract moral doctrines, their 
ritual, mysticism, and allegiance to 
traditional codes. Eight additional 
texts emphasize that these factors 
hinder ‘social progress,’ and nine oth- 
tr statements claim that religious or­
ganizations perpetuate themselves 
primarily because of pressures which 
are exerted on them by ‘economic 
interests.’

•riity statements in 41 texts, con- 
trin thc.se critical emphases in rela­
tion to traditional forms of religion. 
The 33 which suggest alternatives 
recommend secularization of religion.

According to this standpoint the pri- 
niary interests of religious groups 
should be focused cn educational cru­
sades to eliminate poverty, ill-health, 
war, racial problems, inadequate edu- 

I cation and crime, in a program of so- 
I cial action. They should ‘use modern 
I methods of social research to demon- 
: strate a practical relationship be­
tween scientific analysis and religious 
objectives.’
Toward Secularizing

“Religious organizations (the 33 
books contend) should help in shap­
ing a new moral code since the old 
one involves ‘cultural lag’ in a society 
which has undergone extensive tech- 
nolo-gical changes. Recommendations 
that religious organizations should 
secularize are representative of the 
positive’ approach. In the ‘positive’ 

approach the textbook author offers 
‘constructive’ suggestions for im­
provement of the institution after 
demonstrating to his own satisfaction 
what is wrong with it from a ‘sociolo­
gical’ point of view. The fact that the 
author cannot prove his statements, 
nor demonstrate that the ‘remedy’ 
wil Inot destroy the essence of the 
institution, appears to be a secondary 
consideration.
• “Two additional texts are content 
to label religion simply as a combina­
tion of mysticism and cultural condi­
tioning, without offering any ‘posi­
tive’ suggestions. Only 11 texts em­
phasize the universality of need for 
spiritual guidance (which formed the 
basis of most religious organizations) 
and accept the view that this is still 
the primary function of religion. 
Suuperseding the Bible

“Authors generally claim that they 
(scientists) support rather than op­
pose religion, buf their support of ‘re­
ligion’ is similar to their defense of 
‘democracy’ and ‘education’ in that it 
involves a redefinition in ‘sociologi­
cal’ terms. Religion is redefined in 
terms which make it practically syn- j 
onymous with social work. In the ‘so -; 
ciological’ religion a social problems 
textbook would be a more important I 
reference than the Bible.” |
