The Cost of Pride

When pride comes, then comes disgrace, but 
with humility comes wisdom. (Proverbs 13:10). Not 
every reference to pride is negative and a measure of 
pride with regard to hygiene, dress and behavior is 
bene fic ia l. There  is pride which goes beyond 
beneficial and levies a horrific cost to our families. 
Three ways which illustrate this cost:

1. ) Pride which will not admit a mistake. This 
inner conceit searches and finds excuses for atrocious 
behavior while refusing to acknowledge personal 
fa ilu re . Everyone makes m istakes and can be 
forgiven. Forgiveness always flows through our 
confession of the particular wrong. It cannot flow 
where pride intervenes and seeks to excuse faulty 
behavior.

2. ) Pride which turns us into liars. Denial and 
covering up destructive behavior are initiated by this 
pride. “1 don’t havaa problem with drugs”, “ I don’t eat 
tha t m uch” , “ I d id n ’t do anyth ing ” , “ I d idn ’t say 
anything”. We’ve all heard these lies; even from our 
own lips. Every destructive behavior requires a 
measure of humility to correct. Lying destroys inner 
character as effectively as drunkenness or drugs 
destroy the body.

3. ) Pride which undermines our institutions.
Governm ents (National, State & Local) Schools, 
Churches and fam ilies fail to be effective when 
leaders allow pride to interfere with cooperation, 
common goals, com m on purposes, and shared 
successes. Pride seeks personal glory and credit 
instead of shared glory. While we have grown to 
tolerate this behavior as “normal”, we cannot ignore 
the cost. They include: bloated wasteful ineffective 
government, school graduates that can’t read, and 
churches that spend more preaching to themselves 
than the lost. We don’t need to wonder where dys­
functional families come from.

15 passenger vans-improperly 
inflated tires-no seat belts 
deadly combination

The use of 15-passenger vans 
by churches, colleges, school 
systems, daycares, and other 
community organizations is 
com m on. A lthough c o n ­
venient, these vans pose a great 
risk to passengers when proper 
safety precautions are not 
followed. Recently, two tragic 
crashes of 15-passenger vans 
in Georgia and New York have 
left 10 dead and 23 injured. 
The contributing factors in both 
cases were tire failure on the 
vans and the lack of seat belt 
use by passengers.

While there is a federal law 
that prohibits selling a 15- 
passenger van to transport 
children to and from school, 
m any ch ildcare providers 
already own such vans and 
use them to transport children 
on field trips. Unlike school 
buses, these vans are not built 
to any government standards.

The National Traffic Safety, 
Administration (NHXSA).has 
issued several wamirigs agairf^ 
15-passenger vans. They are 
inherently dangerous and have 
a higher rate of rollover under 
certain  conditions. A 15- 
passenger van does not handle 
like a passenger vehicle; it 
requires an experienced driver 
who has received additional 
training and operates these 
vehicles on a regular basis. With 
its higher center of gravity, the 
15-passenger van is more prone 
to rollover crashes -  especially 
when the tires are improperly 
inflated  or if the van is 
overloaded. Texas AgriLife 
Extension agent, Martha Alice 
Spraberry, from Taylor County 
reminds owners and operators 
that by taking precautions, 
needless deaths and injuries in 
these vans may be prevented.

The van should never carry 
more than 15 passengers, and 
special attention needs to be 
given to tire maintenance since

improperly inflated tires make 
these vans more prone to 
rollovers. Studies show that 
nearly three-fourths of 15- 
passeger vans have improperly 
inflated tires. Make sure the 
correct size/capacity E-series 
commercial tires are used and 
that tire pressure is checked on 
a regular, weekly basis.

While seat belts are a proven 
way to reduce injuries and 
deaths, particularly in rollover 
crashes, many passengers in 
these vans do not buckle up. 
An unrestrained occupant in a 
15-passenger van involved in a 
sing le-vehicle crash  is 
approximately three times as 
likely to be killed as a restrained 
occupant. It is important that 
all occupants wear seat belts at 
all times when the vehicle is 
moving.

Fortunately, the seat belt law 
as well as the child safety seat

2009 change ih the law, these 
passengers were ej^empt from 
wearing seat belts. However, 
many 15-passenger vans do 
not haye lap/shoulder belts in 
all positions, which poses a 
problem for adults as well as 
children. Children, who have 
outgrown conventional harness 
seats, need to be in booster 
seats that require lap/shoulder 
belts. Higher harness weight 
seats can be used in these 
situations.

Owners and operators of 15- 
passenger vans can increase 
their safety by following these 
safety tips from NHTSA:

•Keep your passenger load 
light. NHTSA research has 
shown that 15-passenger vans 
have a rollover risk th a t 
increases dramatically as the 
number of occupants increases 
from fewer than five to more 
than 10. In fact, 15-passenger

vans (with 10 or more 
occupants) had a rollover rate 
in single-vehicle crashes that is 
nearly three times the rate of 
those that were lightly loaded.

•C heck  your v an 's  tire  
pressure frequently -  at least 
once a week. A just-released 
NHTSA study found that 74 
percent of all 15-passenger 
vans had improperly inflated 
tires. By contrast, 39 percent of 
passenger cars had improperly 
inflated tires. Im properly 
inflated tires can change 
handling ch a rac te ris tic s , 
increasing the prospect of a 
rollover crash in 15-passenger 
vans.

•Require all occupants to 
use their seat belts or the 
appropriate child restraint.
Nearly 80 percent of those who 
have died nationwide in 15- 
p assen g er vans were not 
buckled up. Wearing seat belts 
dramatically increases the 
cnances of survival (

■> Tolloverrcrash.
•If at all possible, $eat 

passengers and place cjirgo 
forward of the rear axle -  and 
avoid placing any loads on the 
roof. By following these  
guidelines, you'll lower the 
vehicle's center of gravity and 
lower the chance of a rollover 
crash.

•Be mindful of speed and 
road conditions. The analysis 
of 15-passenger van crashes 
also shows that the risk of 
rollover increases significantly 
at speeds over 50 miles per 
hour and on curved roads.

•O nly  qualified  d rivers 
should be behind the wheel. 
Special training and experience 
are required to properly operate 
a 15-passenger van. Make sure 
your driver or drivers have both 
-  and only operate these 
vehicles when well rested and 
fully alert.

W hat's new about Medicare in 2011?

The New Year brings changes 
to Medicare, many of them a 
result of the new Affordable 
Care A ct. Here's a brief 
rundown of what to expect in 
2011:

1) Original Medicare will 
cover the full cost of an annual 
wellness visit with your doctor.

The yearly check-up will 
include routine measurements 
like your blood pressure, a 
review of your prescriptions 
and medical history, and a 
personal assessment of any 
risks to your physical and 
mental health.

Until now, you've been 
entitled to one "Welcome to 
Medicare" exam during the first 
year you sign up for Medicare's 
Part B, which covers outpatient 
services.

If you're enrolled in a private 
Medicare Advantage health 
plan, check with your insurer 
about whether it, too, will cover 
the wellness visit at no cost in 
2011.

2) If you have a drug plan and 
reach the coverage gap, or 
"donut hole," you'll receive a 
discount on your prescriptions.

You'll get 50 percent off the 
price of brand-name drugs and 
7 percent off generics.

And even though you'll pay 
less for a brand-name drug, 
you can count the

prescription's full price toward 
the amount you're required to 
spend on drugs to qualify for 
catastrophic coverage.

That way, you'll enjoy lower 
out-of-pocket costs while in 
the "donut hole," but you'll still 
become eligible for Medicare's 
catastrophic coverage as 
quickly as you would without 
the discount.

3 ) If you have Original 
Medicare, you'll pay nothing 
out of pocket for most 
preventive services.

Until this year, you've usually 
paid 20 percent of the 
Medicare-approved amount 
for lab tests and screenings 
after you met your annual 
deductible.

But starting in 2011, you 
won't have to worry about a 
deductible, co-payment or 
coinsurance for a broad range 
of preventive services.

Those include
colonc)scopies, m am m o­
grams, Pap tests and prostate 
cancer greenings.

If you're in a private Medicare 
Advantage plan, contact your 
insurer to find out whether it 
has also eliminated out-of- 
pocket costs for tests and 
screenings.

4 ) M edicare Advantage  
health plans are now required 
to have annual out-of-pocket 
maxim um s and other 
consumer protections.

In the event you need an 
expensive treatment, you'll be 
protected from exorbitant out-

of-pocket costs.
For many Advantage plans, 

o u t-o f-p o ck e t expenses 
(excluding prem ium s and 
prescription costs) will be 
capped by law at $6,700 in 
2011 .

J a n u a ry  4, 2 0 1 1 —Your 
home is your castle...or is it? Is 
your home really safe once you 
leave for work or school? Your 
h o m e  is c o n s id e r e d  a 
sanctuary where you should 
feel safe. Your home is the only 
environment where you have 
control over who can get close 
to  you  or y o u r fam ily . 
Protecting your hom e and 
family from criminal intrusion 
should be high on your list of 
priorities.

Home Burglary
Sheriff John Windham states 

that by far, the most common 
threat to our home is burglary. 
A ccord ing  ^o the FBI, a 
burglary occurs somewhere in 
the Gnited States every 15.4 
seconds. By definition, the 
crime of burglary is a non- 
confrontational property crime 
that occurs when we are not at 
home. However, becoming a 
burglary victim can leave a 
family feeling vulnerable and 
violated. To avoid becoming a 
b u rg la ry  v ic tim . S h eriff  
Windham says it is Important 
to first gain an understanding 
of who commits them and 
why.

He states the majority of 
home burglaries occur during 
the daytime when most people 
are away at work or school. 
The summer months of July 
and August have the most 
b u rg la rie s  with F eb ruary  
having the fewest crimes. 
Burglaries are committed most 
often by young males less than 
25 years of age looking for 
i te m s  th a t  a re  s m a ll ,  
expensive, and can easily be 
converted to cash. Favorite 
items are cash; jewelry, guns, 
watches, laptop computers, 
VCRs, video players, CDs and 
other small electronic devices 
are high on the list. Quick cash 
is needed for living expenses 
and drugs. Statistics tell us that 
70% of the burglars use some 
amount of force to enter a 
dwelling, but their preference is 
to gain easy access through an 
open door or window. Ordinary 
h o u s e h o ld  to o ls  lik e  
screwdrivers, channel-lock 
pliers, small pry bars, and 
small hammers are most often 
used by burglars.

S h e r if f  W in d h am  sa id  
although home burglaries may 
seem random in occurrence; 
th ey  a c tu a lly  invo lve a 
s e le c t io n  p ro c e s s .  T he 
burglar’s selection process is 
simple. Choose an unoccupied 
home with the easiest access, 
the greatest amount of cover, 
and with the best escape 
routes. What follows is a list of 
suggestions to minimize your 
risk by making your home 
u n a ttra c tiv e  to  p o ten tia l 
burglars.

Doors and Locks
The first step is to harden the 

target or make your home 
more difficult to enter Sheriff 
Windham stated. Remember, 
the burglar will simply bypass 
your home if it requires too 
much effort or requires more 
skill and tools than  they

possess. Most burglars enter 
via the front, back, or garage 
doors. Experienced burglars 
know that the garage door is 
usually the weakest point of 
entry followed by the back 
door. The garage and back 
doors also provide the most 
cover. Burglars know to look 
inside your car for keys and 
other valuables so keep it 
locked, even when parked 
inside your garage. Gse high 
quality Grade-1 or Grade-2 
locks on exterior doors to resist 
twisting, prying, and lock­
picking attempts. A quality 
deadbolt lock will have a 
beveled casing to inhibit the 
use of channel-lock pliers used 
to shear off lock cylinder pins. 
A quality door knob-in-lock set 
will have a ‘dead  la tc h ’ 
mechanism to prevent slipping 
the lock with a shim or credit 
card.

Gse a solid core or metal door 
for all entrance points

Gse a quality, heavy-duty, 
deadbolt lock with a one-inch 

i throw bolt
Gse a quality, heavy-duty, 

knob-in-lock set with a dead- 
latch mechanism

Gse a heavy-duty, four- 
screw, strike plate with 3-inch 
screws to penetrate into a 
wooden door frame

Gse a w id e-an g le  1601 
peephole mounted no higher 
than 58 inches

Sheriff Windham stated the 
most common way used to 
force entry through a door with 
a wooden jamb is to simply 
kick it open. The weakest point 
is almost always the lock strike 
plate that holds the latch or 
lock bolt in place followed by a 
g lass  paneled  door. The 
average door strike plate is 
secured only by the soft-wood 
doorjam b molding. These 
lightweight moldings are often 
tacked on to the door frame 
and can be torn away with a 
firm kick. Because of this 
construction flaw, it makes 
sense to upgrade to a four- 
screw , h eav y -d u ty , high 
security strike plate. They are 
available in m ost quality 
hardware stores and home 
improvement centers and are 
definitely worth the extra 
expense. Install this heavy- 
duty strike plate using 3-inch 
wood screws to cut deep into 
the door frame stud. Gse these 
longer screws in the knob lock 
strike plate as well and use at 
least one long screw in each 
door hinge. This one step alone 
will deter or prevent most 
th ro u g h - th e -d o o r  fo rced  
entries. You and your family 
will sleep safer in the future.

Sliding-Qlass Patio Doors
Sliding g lass  doors are 

secured by latches not locks. 
Sheriff Windham said they are 
vulnerable to being forced 
open from the outside because 
of these inherently defective 
latch mechanisms. He said this 
can be easily prevented by 
inserting a wooden dowel or 
stick into the track  thus 
p re v e n t in g  o r lim itin g  
movement. Other blocking 
devices available are metal 
fold-down blocking devices 
called “Charley b a rs” and 
various track-blockers that can

be screwed down.
Windows
Windows are left unlocked 

and open at a much higher rate 
than doors. Sheriff Windham 
stated an open window, visible 
from the street or alley, may be 
the sole reason for your home 
to be selected by a burglar. 
Ground floor windows are 
more susceptible to break-ins 
for obvious reasons. Gpper 
f lo o r  w in d o w s b e c o m e  
attractive  if they can be 
accessed from a stairway, tree, 
fence, or by climbing on 
balconies. Windows have 
la tc h e s ,  n o t lo c k s  and  
th e r e fo r e  s h o u ld  h a v e  
secondary blocking devices to 
prevent sliding them open from 
the  o u ts id e . Inexpensive 
wooden dowels and sticks 
work well for horizontal sliding 
windows and through-the- 
fram e pins work well for 
vertical sliding windows. For 
ventilation, block the window 
open no more than six inches 
and make sure you can’t reach 
in from the outside and remove 
the blocking device or reach 
through and unlock the door.

In sleeping rooms, these 
window blocking devices 
should be capable of being 
removed easily from the inside 
to comply with fire codes. Like 
sliding glass doors, anti-lift 
devices are necessary for 
ground level and accessible 
aluminum windows that slide 
h o r i zo n t a l l y .  The  l e a s t  
expensive and easiest method 
is to install screws half-way into 
the upper track of the movable 
glass panel to prevent it from 
being lifted out in the closed 
position. As a deterrent, place 
highly visible decals on the 
glass door near the latch 
mechanism that indicates that 
an alarm system, a dog, or 
b l o c k  w a t c h / o p e r a t i o n  
identification system  is in 
place.

Be a Good Neighbor
Sheriff Windham stated that 

you and your neighbors should 
look out for each other. Get to 
know your neighbors on each 
side of your home and the 
three directly across the street. 
Invite them into your home, 
communi ca t e  of ten,  and 
e s t a b l i s h  t r u s t .  Good  
neighbors will watch out for 
your home when you are away, 
if you ask them. They can 
report suspicious activity to the 
Sheriff's Office or to you while 
you are away. Between them, 
good neighbors can see to it 
that normal services continue 
in your absence by allowing 
vendors to mow your lawn.

Good neighbors can pick up 
your  mai l ,  n e w s p a p e r s ,  
handbills, and can inspect the 
outside or inside of your home 
periodically to see that all is 
well., Good neighbors will 
occasionally park in your 
d r i v e w a y  to g i ve  t h e  
appearance of occupancy 
while you are on vacation.

Lighting
Interior lighting is necessary 

to show signs of life and 
activity inside a residence at 
night. Sheriff Windham said a 
dark home night-after-night 
sends the message to burglars 
that you are away on a trip. 
Light timers are inexpensive 
and can be found everywhere. 
Sheriff Windham said they 
should be used on a daily 
basis, not just when you're 
away. In this way you set up a 
routine that your neighbors 
can observe and will allow 
them to become suspicious 
when your normally lighted 
h o m e  b e c o m e s  d a r k .  
Typically, you want to use 
light-timers near the front and 
back windows with the curtains 
closed. The pattern of lights 
turning on and off should 
simulate actual occupancy. 
ItOs also comforting not to 
have to enter a dark residence 
when you return home. The 
same light timers can be used 
to turn on radios or television 
sets to further enhance the 
illusion of occupancy.

Exterior lighting is also very 
important. It becomes critical if 
you must park in a common 
a r e a  p a r k i n g  lot  or  
underground garage and need 
to walk to your front door. The 
purpose of good lighting is to 
allow you to see if a threat or 
suspicious person is lurking in 
your path. If you can see a 
potential threat in advance 
then you at least have the 
choice and chance to avoid it. 
Exterior lighting needs to 
bright enough for you to see 
100-feet and it helps if you can 
identify colors. Good lighting is 
defini tely a de t er rent  to 
criminals because they don’t 
want to be seen or identified.

Another important area to be 
well-lighted is the perimeter of 
your home especially at the 
entry way. Exterior lighting on 
the front of a property should 
always be on a tim er to 
es t ab l i sh  a r out i ne  and  
appearance of occupancy at 
all times. The practice of 
leaving the garage or porch 
lights turned on all day on a 
single family home is a dead 
giveaway that you are out of 
town. Exterior lighting at the 
rear of a home or apartment 
are usual ly on a switch 
because of the proximity to the 
sleeping rooms. The resident 
can choose to leave these 
lights on or off. Security lights 
with infra-red motion sensors 
are relatively inexpensive and 
can easily replace an exterior 
porch light or side door light on 
single family homes. The heat- 
motion sensor can be adjusted 
to detect body heat and can be 
programmed to reset after one 
minute. These security lights 
are highly recommepded for 
single family homes.

Alarm System s 
Sheriff Windham stated that 

alarm systems definitely have 
a place in a home security plan 
and are effective, if used 
properly. The reason why 
a l a r m s  s y s t e m s  d e t e r  
burglaries is because they 
increase the potential and fear 
of being caught and arrested 
by the police. The deterrent 
value comes from the alarm 
company lawn sign and from 
the alarm deca ls  on the 
windows. Home burglars will 
usually bypass a property with 
visible alarm signs and will go 
to another property without 
such a sign. Some people, with 
alarm systems, feel that these 
signs and decals are unsightly 
and will not display them. The 
risk here is that an uninformed 
burglar might break a window 
or door and grab a few quick 
items before the police can 
respond. Also, don’t write your 
alarm pass code on or near the 
alarm keypad.

Identification
S h e r i f f  W i n d h a m

recommends that you engrave 
your drivers' license, not your 
social security number, on 
t e l e v i s i o n s ,  s t e r e o s ,  
c o m p u t e r s ,  a n d  s ma l l  
electronic appl iances.  He 
suggests this so they can 
identify and locate you if your 
stolen items are recovered. He 
also suggest that you go way 
beyond this step 

He recommends that you 
photograph your valuables in 
their locations around your 
home and make a list of the 
make,  model ,  and serial 
n u m b e r s .  Th i s  is very  
important for proof when filing 
insurance claims. You should 
keep this list in a safety deposit 
box or with a relative for safe 
keeping. Keep receipts of the 
larger items in case you need 
to prove the value of the items 
for i n s u r an c e  pu r p o s e s .  
Beyond that, he recommends 
that you photocopy important 
documents and the contents 
of your wallet. You will be 
thankful that you took these 
steps in case your home is ever 
destroyed by fire or flood, is 
ransacked, or if your wallet is 
lost or stolen.

Identify your valuables by 
engraving your drivers' license 
number

Photograph and record the 
serial numbers of all valuables 

Photocopy the contents of 
y o u r  wa l l e t  a n d  o t h e r  
documents

Store the copies in a safe 
deposit box or with a relative
