Rotary Club Hears Program 
On Africa Mission Work

Mark Morton introduced Jerri 
Sauveto who gave the program at 
the noon meeting of Rotary, 
Tuesday.

Mrs. Savueto spoke on her 
family's Mission Work in Africa. 
She stated that they had done 
mission work both in the United 
States and Africa.

"We did mission work in 
Northern Nigeria from 1986 until 
1989," said Mrs. Savueto. 
"Northern Nigeria is the most 
populated area in Africa. For a 
while the people were very 
wealthy.

"Now the people are very poor. 
They are 90 percent Musliums.

"Even though Northern Nigeria 
is the most heavily populated, 
about 50 percent of the young 
people die before the age of two.

"What I really want to talk 
about is a friend, Daniel. He was 
one of the first people we met and 
was the last we said goodby to 
when we left.

"When we arrived his wife was 
expecting a baby. In Nigeria you 
must have have children. If you 
don't birth a child you are not 
worth much, like a dog. You 
especialy needed to have a male 
baby.

"Wc prayed that they would have 
a male baby. On January 17, 1987, 
their baby boy, Nanchin Gideln 
Daniel, was bom.

"We were very close to Nanchin. 
I was at his first birthday party. I 
carried him on my back.

"Daniel was a walking and talking 
encyclopedia for me. It was a 
miracle we worked together so 
well, our backgrounds were so 
different.

"The last year we were there, I 
wanted to do something for Daniel. 
He spoke five languages, but 
couldn't read. He wanted to learn to 
read, so I thought "I'll teach him to 
read."

"1 asked him what language he 
wanted to read in, while praying he 
would say English. As it turned out 
English was the language he 
wanted most to read.

"Not being a teacher, I didn't 
know how to teach reading. 
Everyone told me it would be easier 
if we started reading childrens 
books.

"He learned vary rapidly, and 
everytime he read a book he got so 
excited he wanted to go home and 
real

"After three months, we began to 
read the Bible, that's what he really 
wanted to read. I bought him a 
Bible. On his next visit I told him 
I had him a surprise, the Bible. As 
he reached for the Bible his hands 
shook. He brought the Bible to his 
chest, crying. I must say that that 
was the happiest day of my life.

Most property owners apply for 
1-d-l appraisal. To qualify, the 
land must be used for agriculture, 
timber growth or as an ecological 
laboratory. This form of appraisal 
does not restrict ownership to 
individuals and does not require 
agriculture to be the owner's 
primary business.

However, this form of special 
appraisal requires that the land is 
used for qualifying agricultural or 
timber purpose to the degree of 
intensity generally accepted in the 
area

The chief appraiser, who is 
responsible for approving the 
application, must determine that 
the land has been devoted 
principally to a qualifying use for 
at least five of the preceding seven 
years.

A 1-d appraisal requires annual 
application; ownership by an 
individual, not a corporation, 
partnership, agency or organization; 
agricultural use of the land for at 
least three years prior to the year of 
application; and that the owner's 
primary occupation and source of

"The basis for both types of 
special appraisal is found in the 
Texas Constitution,” Ms. Johnson 
said. Article 8, Sec. 1-d-l addresses 
what is often known as open-space 
land appraisal, and Article 8, 1-d 
addresses agricultural-use or "ag- 
use” appraisal.

Landowners must file completed, 
signed applications for special 
appraisal at the Appraisal District 
office by April 30. Those who 
must file this year include owners 
of land under 1-d appraisal and 
landowners whose property did not 
previously receive 1-d-l appraisal.
Late-filed 1-d-l appraisal 
applications will be considered 
until the day before the 1992, 
appraisal records are approved, but 
will draw a penalty.

"The requirements for application 
and for qualification of both the 
land and the owner are different for 
the two types of appraisal," Ms.
Johnson said.

"In addition, landowners should 
know,” Ms. Johnson said, "that the 
law provides specific penalties for 
taking qualified land out of 
agricultural or timber production."

A "rollback" tax will be assessed 
against the landowner who has the 
1-d appraisal if the land is sold or 
its use changed. The rollback 
extends back for the three tax years 
before the year in which the change 
or sale occurs.

Under 1-d-l, a rollback is 
triggered only by changing the 
land's use to one that would not 
qualify for productivity appraisal. 
The additional taxes are levied for 
the five tax years preceding the year 
of the change.

"The rollback tax is measured by 
the difference between taxes paid 
under productivity appraisal and the 
taxes that would have been paid if 
the land had been put on the tax 
roll at market value, Ms. Johnson 
said.

velocity at the soil surface.

Reduced tilled soils will hold 
more moisture after a period of 
time because crop residue traps 
water during a rain giving it more 
time to soak into the soil. In the 
winter residue will trap snowfall 
and prevent it from drifting away 
from the field.

Reducing tillage helps reduce soil 
compaction. Soil compaction is a 
problem that is created by man and 
heavy equipment. It has been 
shown thru studies that soil 
compaction is caused by excessive 
tillage and wheel traffic.

In compacted soils roots are 
restricted in their ability to grow 
vertically resulting in a shallow 
root system. As a result of 
compaction plants are stunted and 
never reach their full yield 
potential. Mulch covered soils are 
firmer and support traffic better 
than clean tilled soils. This will 
allow the producer the opportunity, 
for a more timely harvest during 
rainv periods.

Producers who have questions 
about conservation tillage are 
encouraged to call the local Soil 
Conservation Service at 272-5124 
or come by the office located at 105 
E. Ave. D in Muleshoe.

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"Baghad Pete " Speaks 
To TCU Students

From beneath a table in the A1 
Rashid Hotel, Cable News Network 
reporter Peter Arnett talked to the 
world live as allied bombs plastered 
Baghdad the night the Persian Gulf 
war began.

*  In the weeks that followed, 
Arnett's patriotism was questioned. 
"Baghdad Pete," as some began to 
call him, filed reports from behind 
enemy lines on Iraqi civilian 
casualties and the destruction of a 
baby milk factory..

During a behind-the-scenes 
account of Operation Desert Storm 

^  with a Texas Christian University 
9  audience recently, Arnett shared 

evidence from the noted baby milk 
factory. He also tried to set the 
record straight on his incessant 
blinking, which viewers noted 
during live links with CNN 
headquarters.

Arnett recalled making live 
reports as bomb fell and metal 

^  fragments sizzled in the nearby 
9  hotel pool. He told of seeing out of 

the comer of his eye the chief Iraqi 
censor "wagging his finger" 
cautioning him not to give too 
much detail. Through an ear piece 
linked to Atlanta. Arnett would 
hear his producer asking, "Peter, 
can't you come up with more 
details?"

^  "Can you be surprised that I was 
9  blinking and squinting at times in 

Baghdad?" Arnett asked. "They were 
not coded signals to the CIA; they

were simply heartfelt cries for 
help""

Although Iraqi officials censored 
reports, awareness of criticism in 
America compelled Arnett to 
constrain his reports.

"It's sort of nerve-racking to be 
standing in an enemy capital that 
50 to 100 planes are bombing each 
day, and you're branded a traitor by 
a leading member of the Senate 
who happens to be a close friend of 
the president,"; Arnett said.

About four miles from a military 
installation targeted by allied 
bombers, Arnett reported seeing 
more than a score bomb creators 
throughout a bedroom community 
where chemical plant workers lived.

Holding up a copy of William 
Thackeray's Vanity Fair for the 
audience, Arnett said the book 
belonged to a 19-year-old woman 
reportedly killed by allied bombing 
in the community. He said 
townspeople told him she was 
studying English literature at the 
University of Baghdad.

Arnett said he refrained from 
holding up the tattered paperback in 
from of the camera because he felt 
it would have been too sensitive at 
that time.

"Now that passions have cooled, I 
can reveal that Iraqis are just like 
you and me but have the 
misfortune to be generations away 
from the democratic way of life that 
we enjoy," he reported.

In a story that Arnett said "has 
followed me around the world," the 
Pulitzer Prize-winning journalist 
offered two pieces of evidence to 
show that the facility destroyed by 
allied bombs was indeed an infant 
formula factory. According to 
Arnett, one was a can of formula he 
picked up from the destroyed 
facility during his initial report. 
After claims that the can was 
planted at the facility by Iraqi 
officials. Arnett returned several 
months later to the site and 
retrieved another peice of evidence.

Holding up a charred package for 
the TCU audience, Arnett 
explained, "This is a baby milk 
powdered bag subject to 3,000 
degrees of heat centigrade, which 
comes from a 'smart' bomb 
supplied by the U.S. Air Force.”
Arnett defended the need for global 

coverage by the news media in the 
post-Cold War era, and he claimed 
that the press reported on changes 
occuring in the Soviet Union 
before government intelligence 
agencies picked up on the swing.

"I think the press overall is way 
ahead of the C.I.A. in figuring out 
great political changes taking place 
in the world," he said.
Arnett predicted in the "new world 

disorder" following the Cold War 
the news media will play a vital 
role in identifying unfolding 
changes which may directly affect 
the Unites States and its concerns 
in the future.

Cotton
Growers
Beware

"Because it's been so wet. I'm 
expecting significant problems 
with seedling diseases in the 1992 
Texas cotton crop."

So predicts Dr. Kamal El-Zik, 
plant pathologist/breeder, Texas 
A&M University. "There are a lot 
of organisms lying in the soil, 
waiting for the cotton seed,” he 
says. The primary pathogens 
affecting Southwest cotton are 
Rhizoclonia, Pythium, Fusarium 
and Thielaviopsis, the latter 
"causing more damage than 
previously recognized or accepted in 
West Texas.”

El-Zik says that all cotton seed 
should be treated with fungicides, 
whether it's to be planted dryland or 
irrigated. The reason? The seedling 
disease complex. According to a 
recent fungicide benefit assessment 
report for all U.S. crops (conducted 
by government and university plant 
pathologists), seedling diseases 
alone reduced 1990 cotton 
production by an estimated $22.3 
million in Texas, $1.9 million in 
Oklahoma and $200,000 in New 
■Mexico.

"Using a combination of 
fungicides to control the entire 
disease spectrum is important." El- 
Zik says. "Growers need to protect 
the seed and the area immediately 
around the seed, especially in a field 
of continuous cotton that has 
chronic seedling disease problems.

"Adequately controlling seedling 
diseases is critical in profitable 
cotton production because the 
potential for yield is set during the 
first 30 days after emergence," says 
the research pathologist. "A 
healthy, vigorous plant is the 
foundation of a profitable crop."

For early planted cotton, El-Zik 
believes an in-furrow combination 
fungicide is warranted. "Growers 
who are planting earlier than the 
norm have to protect the plant from 
seedling diseases and insects to take 
advantage of weather opportunities 
in the growing season." he says. 
The pay-off for earlier planting is 
in higher opportunities for yields 
and in cotton that's ready to strip or 
pick earlier in the fall.

The top-performing fungicide 
program in the seedling disease 
control tests in Swisher County, 
Texas, was combination of a 
captan-APRON seed treatment with 
10 pounds per acre of 
TERRACLOR SUPER X in thd 
furrow. The irrigated. 30-inch rows 
averaged 938 pounds per acre, with 
higher grades than the other plots. 
The loan value was 46.83 cents per 
pound.

Diet & Exercise Go 
Together

If you decide to diet without the 
aid of exercise, you may lose 
important components of the body, 
including muscle, bone and water 
instead of fat. The more severe the 
diet, the greater proportion of these 
vital elements will be lost.

Dieting also slows the resting 
metabolic rate, which will also 
slow the weight reduction process, 
according to Douglas L. Bailor, 
Ph.D., assistant professor for the 
Department of Physical Education 
and Dance at The University of 
Wisconsin, Madison. The resting 
metabolic rate often remains slower 
until any weight lost is regained. 
The inevitable outcome is that

pounds of lean body weight. Instead 
of losing fat, the diet-only group 
lost a percentage of their body's 
muscle, bone and water compo­
sition.

The important thing to learn k 
from this study is that a diet pro­
gram, when supplemented by 
exercise, will help you lose fat, 
rather than lean muscle mass which 
enabled your body to bum calories 
more efficiently.
Muscle Mass Burns Calories

From a weight-loss standpoint, 
the size of muscles is also 
important because they help deter­
mine metabolic rate. About 40

percent of the body weight of an 
average adult is muscle, according 
to Lawrence Lamb, M.D., author 
of the book. The Weighting Game. 
Even at rest, the average adult's 
muscles will use 25 percent of a 
normal daily caloric intake. Con­
sequently, the more muscle, or 
metabolically active tissue you 
have, the more efficiently your 
body will burn the calories you 
consume.

For example, a 150-pound person 
who is muscular and has very little 
fat will use more calories than a 
150-pound person with less muscle 
and more fat. They body's fat tissue 
doesn't bum fat, it merely stores it.

Exercise Preserves 
Muscle Mass

A study by W.B. Zuti and L.A. 
Golding reveals how exercise pre­
serves and increased muscle mass 
when dieting. Women who were 
from 20 to 10 pounds overweight 
were studied by monitoring their 
percentage of lean body weight. 
They were divided into three 
groups: a diet-only group; an 
exercise and no diet group; and an 
exercise plus diet group.

After the 16-week program, the 
diet-only group lost 2.42 pounds of 
lean body weight, the exercise and 
no diet group gained 1.0 pounds of 
lean body weight and the exercise 
plus diet group actually gained 2.0

Grosvenor Speaks At Lions

After World War II until 1949 the 
base was deactivated then re-opened 
under the name Lubbock Air Force 
Base. Later the name was changed.

Reese had the first jet pilot 
training school. A trainer called a T 
37 was used in air training 
command for undergraduate pilot 
training. "For the last 30 years we 
have had universally trainable 
pilots," Grosvenor says.

"Now we are working with larger 
airplanes and this will extend the 
life of the T-38.

"You will be able to see the TIs 
going to and from Cannon." 
Grosvenor says. "We train some of 
the best pilots at Reese."

Grosvenor noted an experience in 
Okinawa with the pilots of 72 
airplanes. "We were the Air 
Force's premier group. " He told a 
story of a night to Seoul. For 
some reason pilots got 300 miles 
off course. Because of this 
programming error the pilots got 
into Soviet air space.

Screwworm Outbreak 
Could Reach Into Texas

An unexpected screwworm 
outbreak in southern Mexico could 
find its way into Texas, which 
imports one million head of 
Mexican cattle each year.

"There's no question that cattle 
ranches, particularly in South 
Texas, could be threatened by a big 
screwworm outbreak," said Dr. 
Cliff Hoelscher, an entomologist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

Hoelscher said that 19 cases have 
been confirmed since late January 
across a large area spanning three 
Mexican states--C am peche, 
Tabasco, and Chiapas.

"We're greatly concerned because 
the outbreak is over such a large 
area and because evidence suggests 
that at least one sample collected in 
mid-August was not identified until 
recently," Hoelscher said. "That 
means the insect has cycled through 
several generations.”

Even though the outbreak is 
approximately 900 miles from the 
Texas border, Hoelscher said, "it's 
only a short 3 to 4 day haul on a 
cattle trailer." Most of the cattle 
coming in from Mexico arc fattened 
up in feed lots and ranches in South 
Texas, then shipped back across the 
border.

He advised Texas ranchers to 
begin checking their livestock for 
wounds that might contain blowfly 
larvae of any type. If worms are 
found in the wounds, collect about 
10 worms in a container of alcohol 
and send them to a laboratory for 
positive identification.

Mailing kits are available from 
most county Extension Service 
agents. All samples, Hoelscher 
said, should be sent to the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture’s 
Animal and Plant Health Inspection

"Cooperation from the ranchers 
is the best way we will be able to 
learn of any outbreak in Texas.” 
Hoelscher said.

The screwworm had been the 
scourge of the livestock industry 
for generations, accounting for 
$250 million in annual losses in 
the United States during the 1950s 
and 1960s.

Eradication in the United States 
was largely achieved by 1978, after 
U.S. scientists discovered that the 
insect could be beaten by dropping 
planeloads of sterile male flies in 
the infected regions. The resulting 
matings produced no new offspring. 
Texas has not had a confirmed 
screwworm case since August 
1982.

Mexico had been declared free of 
screwworms in February 1991 after 
no cases had been found for six

months. Eradication efforts are 
under way now in Honduras and 
El Salvador, with a goal of ridding 
all of Central America of the 
screwworm by 1996.

Hoelscher said APHIS inspectors 
and Mexican officals will attempt 
to define the boundaries of the 
screwworm infestation during the 
next three to four weeks.

Immediately after the first case 
was confirmed January 22, planes 
began dropping five million sterile 
flies per week over the three 
Mexican states. Since mid- 
February, 31 million sterile flies 
are being dispersed per week in the 
outbreak area.

Officials speculate that 
screwworm-infccted livestock may 
have entered Mexico from heavily 
infested Central American countries 
during the Christmas holidays, 
when border stations in southern 
Mexico were not fully staffed, 
according to Jana Evans, a USDA- 
APHIS spokeswoman in Mexico 
City.

Traffic Deaths Decline 
On Texas Highways

Fewer people died in Texas traffic 
accidents during 1991, than in any 
year since 1974, figures compiled 
by the Texas Department of Public 
Safety show.

Last year, 3,079 traffic deaths 
were recorded on the state's streets 
and highways, compared with 
3,243 deaths in 1990. That 
amounts to a 5.1 percent decrease.

"This is the sixth time in the 
past seven years that Texas has 
seen a drop in the number of traffic 
fatalities." said DPS Director Col. 
James R. Wilson. "We're very 
pleased at this, but we aren't losing 
sight of the fact that more than 
3,000 people died on our roadways 
last year. We’re going to continue 
doing everything we can to see that 
traffic deaths stay on the decline in 
this state."

The death rate on Texas roadways 
also decreased, Wilson said.

"For every 100 million miles 
travelled in Texas last year, only 
1.9 deaths occurred," the DPS 
Director said. "By way of 
comparison, in 1981. when a record 
4.701 persons died in Texas traffic 
accidents, the death rate was 3.9. 
This means our roadways have 
become significantly safer in recent 
years.”

accidents continued to be a leading 
cause of traffic fatalities. Of the 
3.079 deaths. 1,249 fatalities-40.6 
per cent -  were alcohol or drug- 
related, DPS statistics showed.

An analysis of last year's traffic 
, statistics also showed nearly two- 
thirds of those killed in the front 
seats of passenger cars and light 
trucks had not been wearing safety 
belts.

"There's nothing accidental about 
the drop we've seen in traffic 
deaths,” Wilson said. "All Texas 
law enforcement agencies are doing 
a good job getting drinking drivers 
off the roadway and in slowing 
motorists down. This reduces 
accidents, injuries and deaths.”

Wilson said other factors 
contributing to lower traffic deaths 
in Texas are the decline in the 
social acceptability of drinking and 
driving, tougher prosecution of 
DW1 offenders, safety belts, air 
bags, and driver education efforts.

"As an example of how 
legislation has improved highway 
safety, motorcycle deaths dropped 
by 31 percent last year, from 197 
in 1990, to 136 last year," Wilson 
said. "That decline is clearly 
attributable to the motorcycle 
helmet law."

A November 1991 ruling by the 
Texas Attorney General which 
appeared to give the Texas Water 
Commission the power to regulate 
ground water within the state has 
been clarified by Attorney General 
Daniel Morales in a letter written 
in response to a query from Senator 
John T. Montford (D-Lubhbock).

Senator Montford recently asked 
Attorney General Morales to 
comment on Attorney General 
Opinion DM-54. DM-54 overruled 
a 1941 Attorney General Opinion, 
which declared Texas Water Code 
Section 28.011 unconstitutionally 
vague, preventing the Texas Water 
Commission and its predecessor 
agencies from making and 
enforcing rules and regulations for 
conserving water in the state.

In his letter to the Attorney 
General, Senator Montford noted 
that AG Opinion DM-54 did not 
address the scope of Texas Water

around

Muleshoe

Code Section 28.011 or its 
predecessor.

"Considerable uncertainty 
remains concerning the scope of 
authority delegated to the Texas 
Water Commission by Texas Water 
Code 28.011. Many believe that 
section 28.011 's predecessor was a 
relatively narrow authorization of 
rule-making to prevent ground 
water pollution or contamination 
from improperly constructed wells. 
Others would construe it as a broad 
authorization of ground water 
regulation by the state through the 
rule-making authority of the Texas 
W ater Com m ission," wrote 
Montford.

In his reply to Senator Montford, 
the Attorney General stated that the 
Texas Legislature has carefully and 
expressly protected the ground 
water rights of landowners during 
the past 50 years.

"Moreover, the extent the Texas

Legislature has taken recent action 
concerning the regulation of ground 
water, it has indicated a desire to f  
vest any regulatory control over 
underground water with local 
underground water districts. It 
would be inappropriate for this 
office to usurp legislative 
prerogative on such an important, 
fundamental private property 
matter," wrote Morales.

Morales noted that the Texas 
Water Commission has not f  
requested an opinion on the scope 
of Texas Water Code Section 
28.011, nor has it requested an 
o p in io n  re g a rd in g  the 
harmonization of Chapter 52 
(which authorizes the creation of 
underground water conservation 
districts and specifies their powers 
and duties) with Section 28.011.

Morales indicated that a formal §  
opinion regarding the scope of 
Section 28.011 may be 
forthcoming because he considers 
litigation imminent should the 
Texas W ater C om m ission 
promulgate section 28.011-based 
rules or regulations

They're back. First-time home- 
buyers are once again a factor in the 
Texas real estate market.

"More than half the existing 
homes sold by Multiple Listing 
Services (MLS) in major Texas 
cities in 1991 were $69,999 or 
less," said Ted C. Jones, chief 
economist for the Real Estate 
Center at Texas A&M University. 
"Numbers for 1991 show buyers 
active in the lower price ranges."

Nearly 12,000 homes were sold 
in the $40,000-$49,000 range 
alone. That was 12.2 percent of all 
existing home sales for the year. 
Another 10.9 percent of all homes 
sold during the year were priced at 
$50,000 to $59,999.

"An upsurge in first-time pur­
chases has ramifications throughout 
the real estate industry." said Jones. 
"Move-up buyers begin to purchase 
when they have someone to sell 
their existing home to."

Home sales in the $70,000- 
$99,000 range represented 22.6 
percent of residential market 
activity in 1991, said Jones. At the 
top of the market, homes selling 
for $200,000 and more were 6.1 
percent of all sales.

"There were 6,700 MLS sales in 
December," said Jones, "bringing 
the 1991 total to more than 
96.500."

Overall, the number of homes 
sold in 25 major markets monitored 
by the Real Estate Center were 
downed nearly 2 percent for 1991. 
The median price of $69,600 was 
.3 percent less than 1990.

''Texas homes remain an 
excellent bargain when compared to 
those nationwide," said Jones. "The 
U.S. median for 1991 was $98,900 
— some $29,300 more than it was 
in Texas. While the Texas median 
declined slightly, the U.S. rose 

"nearly 4 percent."
Permits for new homes were 

another bright spot in 1991. Only 
five of 32 cities reported a decline 
in new residential permits. Killeen- 
Fort Hood led the state with a 59 
percent increase. Austin was second

home should move quickly," said 
Jones. "All signs point to higher 
prices and fewer available homes 
during the spring buying season. 
The inventory of existing homes 
continues to shrink. In December, 
the pipeline was only 8.5 months. 
Prices are beginning to move 
upward. And, wet weather in many 
parts of Texas has delayed 
construction of new homes."

The Railroad Commission 
granted a total of 56 new permits 
for horizontal wells in February, as 
premit applications to drill the 
advanced technology wells declined 
from the previous month, according 
to RRC Chairman Lena Guerrero.

By comparison, the Commission 
issued 59 permits for horizontal 
wells in January, 60 in December. 
67 in November, 80 in October, 
and 56 in September, 1991.

In all, operators have applied for 
115 permits to drill horizontal 
wells so far in 1992. Altogether, 
the Railroad Commission has 
issued a grand total of 2,311 
permits f~r horizontal wells in 
Texas since 1984.

The Pearsall and Giddings 
(Austin Chalk) Fields continue to 
lead the nation in horizontal 
drilling activity. Four new permits 
were granted for horizontal projects 
in the Pearsall (Austin Chalk) in 
February, compared to 14 in 
January. Meanwhile, operators in 
the Giddings field applied for 
twenty-two new horizontal permits 
last month, led by Fayette County 
with 15.

Frio County in the Pearsall 
(Austin Chalk) continues to lead all 
others with a total of 616 permits 
for horizontal wells now granted. 
499 of those wells have been 
completed.

Meantime, Dimmitt County 
ranks second in the Pearsall Field 
with 181 horizontal permits issued 
through Feb. 29, followed by 
Zavala County with 176 and 
LaSalle County with 163.

In all, 1,136 permits for 
horizontal wells have been granted 
to operators in the Pearsall Field. 
Some 892 of those wells have now 
been completed.

Meanwhile, the Commission has 
issued 562 permits for horizontal 
wells in the Giddings (Austin 
Chalk) Field through February 29. 
Burleson County leads the 
horizontal race there with 299, 
followed by Fayette County with 
194, Lee County with 58, and 
Washington County with eleven. 
As of February 29, 361 horizontal 
wells have been completed in the 
Giddings Field.

Drilling was completed on some 
73 horizontal wells during the 
month of February, raising to 
1,611 the number of horizontal 
wells completed in Texas since 
1984.

Overall, operators in 73 Texas 
counties have now received 
Railroad Commission permits to 
drill horizontal wells. Besides the 
counties previously noted, 186 
permits for horizontal wells have 
been granted to operators drilling 
horizontal holes in Wilson County.

Horizontal drilling is a technique 
used to tap oil reserves that can’t be 
recovered profitably using standard 
methods.

Safety Urged As 
Planting Begins

With the farm planting season in 
full swing, it's important to 
remember one aspect of farming 
that has l ife -a n d -d e a th  
repercussions: farm equipment 
safety.

Farming may not seem like it, 
but it's one of the nation's most 
dangerous professions.

Nationally, hundreds of people 
are injured or die each year in farm 
machinery accidents. In Texas 
alone, about 70 deaths annually / 
result from farm machinery 
accidents, said Dr. Charlie Coble, a 
professor of machinery and 
environmental engineering at Texas 
A&M University and a researcher 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station.

And for every death, Coble said, 
an estimated 10 percent suffer 
permanently disabling injuries, 
such as the one in the national 
news recently in which a North 
Dakota teen-ager's arms were 
severed in a farm machinery 
accident

But Coble said m any-if not 
m ost-of these accidents can be 
prevented by playing it safe around 
farm equipment.

"Farmers generally have a lot of 
jobs to do," he said. "They work a 
lot of hours so they tend to take 
shortcuts, and many times in doing 
that, they don't work as safe as 
they should."

The piece of farm equipment that 
is the source of most accidents is 
the tractor, Coble said, because it is 
a relatively unstable vehicle.

"The center of gravity is higher, 
the wheels are larger," he said. 
"Combine that with the fact that 
the operator is on rough ground, 
ditches, close to slopes. One wheel 
goes down in a ditch, and the 
tractor overturns. These are the 
most common types of accidents."

Coble offers these suggestions 
when operating farm equipment:

♦Make sure all safety shields are 
in place.

‘ Update old equipment. 
Machines still in use that are 30 to

40 years old are not equipped to 
meet today's safety standards.

‘ Be aware of the terrain. Rough 
ground, ditches and slopes are 
likely places for tractors and other 
equipment to overturn.

♦Work with another person. If 
an emergency should occur, you 
have help.

"Many times the operator of a 
tractor or a machine is working 
alone, and this helps turn an 
accident into a fatality because 
there's no one around to help," 
Coble said.

‘ And do not allow children to 
operate machinery. Children have 
the highest number of farming 
accidents.

"It's not unusual to see nine and 
ten year-olds driving tractors in the 
state," Coble said. "In most cases, 
these kids don't have the response 
judgment needed to operate a 
tractor. If they have a problem, 
they don't always respond the right 
way.

"We need to be very careful with 
our children not to send them out 
to do an adult's job."

He also said that adults must be 
aware of where children are at all 
times around farm equipment.

"We have had several accidents in 
the past few years with round hay 
bales falling off of trailers onto 
children," Coble said. "Two-year- 
olds being crushed. We have to be 
aware, and to keep our children out 
of the way."

Although safer, improved 
equipment has contributed to a drop 
in the number of Texas farming 
deaths from a high of about 200 a 
year in the 1960s to about 70 
now. Coble said, farmers still need 
to exercise extreme caution around 
farm machinery.

"Unfortunately, most agricultural 
m achines are made and 
manufactured to cut, throw, shred, 
mow, slice, chop. And for any 
machine made to do that, it's rather 
difficult to make it 100 percent 
failsafe so that if someone gets in 
the way of that he is not sliced, cut 
or thrown."

Professors sometime find unusual 
situations prompt ideas for research 
projects. Dr. Paul King, chairman 
of Texas Christian University's 
Department of Speech Communi­
cation, experienced such an occa­
sion recently when a loved one's 
struggle with pain led to some 
special observations.

While watching his mother deal 
with pain during her recovery from 
hip surgery. King noted how the 
comm unications of medical 
professionals, family and friends 
varied. His observations led to a 
study published by the journal 
Health Communication.

During a review of available 
students. King found that a link 
between professional pre-surgery 
advising and a patient's success in 
coping with pain had been 
established. But he located only 
minimal documentation on the way 
communications by relatives and 
friends may help to ease a patient's 
suffering.

The researcher identified a 
significant relationship between 
anxiety, depression and pain. 
"Spousal and family support can 
mediate the relationship and posi­
tively impact the perception of 
pain," he a '.ded.

King advised family and friends to 
provide attention to the recovering 
patient at all times. He said 
responding only to a patient's 
moaning may reinforce the 
behavior and create problems.

The study of recovery communi­
cation is affected by factors of 
emotional makeup and pain thresh- 
hold, which vary among individ­
uals, families and cultural groups. 
King explained. He encouraged 
additional research in this area to 
show how family and friends may 
truly help to ease the pain.

prevention into family physicians' 
practices.

Family physicians are encouraged 
to give comprehensive risk 
evaluations to all patients. 
M aterials such as a risk 
questionnaire, office flowchart, 
chart stickers, patient schedule 
cards, appointment reminders and 
screening flow sheets are included 
in the program packet.

Development of the program was 
funded through TMA’s Physician 
Oncology Education Program 
(POEP).

Mowing a lawn more frequently 
can reduce the time spent on yard 
work, explained Texas Christian 
University's director of grounds.

"The whole key is mowing when 
the grass needs it," said Robert 
Sulak, who manages the care of 
TCU's 200-plus-acre grounds.

When a yard is trimmed as often ' 
as every four days, grass clippings 
can be left behind rather than 
bagged, Sulak explained.

"By leaving the clippings on the 
yard, you're returning nutrients in 
to the soil so that they can be re- : 
used," he said.

Not more than one-third of the 
grass plant should be cut each time, 
he noted. Waiting a week or more 
could require additional effort to cut 
away half or more ot uic grass 
plant.

Sulak suggested setting a mower 
slightly lower for the first lawn 
trimming of the season hut 
cautioned against scalping, he said 
cutting a lawn too short can put an 
extra strain on grass plants, which 
are growing through rejuvenation, 
and place a yard at a higher risk for 
weeds.

Reducing the risk of weeds also 
can be accomplished with proper 
applications of water and fertilizer. 
Sulak said heavy watering of a /aid 
allows water to soak into the :soil 
and build deep grass roots, helping 
a lawn better weather hot Texas 
summers. v

Sulak explained that fertilizer is 
distinguished by a series of three 
numbers identifying the amounts of 
nitrogen, phosphorous and 
potassium contained within. 
Appropriate mixtures vary 
according to location, and any 
reputable nursery can assist with 
fertilizer best for local soil, he said.
