The new Resource Care Clinic 

of Cross Plains will open in its 
new 3,200 square foot facility at 
301 North Main in Cross Plains 
on Monday, August 15th.

Kristi Via, Chief Operations 
Officer for Resource Care, said 
the Resource Care Clinic in Cross 
Plains will close on Friday, Au­
gust 12th and will move into its 
new facility located next door to 
Dollar General at 8:00 a.m. on 
Monday, August 15th.

The company is planning its 
official grand opening to coin­
cide with the annual Cross Plains 
Festival on September 24th.

Via said the new 3,200 square 
foot facility was constructed by 
Ricky Carouth Construction of 
Cross Plains. Carouth has also 
been awarded the bid to con­
struct the new Resource Care 
Clinic of Clyde.

Via, who had been based in the 
Cross Plains Resource Care Clinic 
the past two years, is now based 
at the Resource Care Clinic in 
Breckenridge.

She said the new facility will 
have five examination rooms, a 
procedure and treatment room, 
and a large waiting room for 
patients. She said the new facil­
ity has ample parking for up to

40 vehicles.
Via said the current Resource 

Care Clinic office at 200 North 
Main will be closed after August 
15th, and will be remodeled into 
a full-service pharmacy, which 
is scheduled to open around 
September 1st.

The new Resource Care Clinic 
will have one full-time doctor on 
staff and a second doctor avail­
able two to three days a week. 
Dr. Albert Kincheloe, who grew 
up in Cross Plains, is the 
company's Chief Medical Of­
ficer.

Terrell, Terry and Gvalde.

“Producers in counties that 
a re  a ls o  a p p r o v e d  fo r 
em ergency haying of CRP 
acres should note that this 
extension only applies to 
em ergency g razing ,” said 
Frost.

There will be a 25 percent 
CRP payment reduction for 
CRP acres used for grazing 
u n d e r  th e s e  e m e rg e n c y

provisions.
To take advantage of the 

emergency grazing provisions, 
authorized producers can use 
the CRP acreage for their own 
livestock or may grant another 
livestock producer the use of 
the CRP acreage. Eligible CRP 
acreage is limited to acreage 
located within the approved 
counties. j,,

Eligible producers who are 
interested in grazing CRP under 
the emergency authorization 
and current CRP participants 
who choose to provide land for 
grazing to an eligible livestock 
producer, must first request 
approval to graze eligible 
acreage; obtain a modified 
conservation plan from the 
N a tu r a l  R e s o u rc e s
Conservation Service (NRCS) 
to  in c lu d e  g ra z in g  
requirements, leave at least 25 
p e rcen t of each  field or 
contiguous CRP field ungrazed 
for wildlife, or graze not more 
than 75 percent of the stocking 
rate as determined by NRCS.

Old Folks and Cowpokes
James Nichols

D r. %o(>ert Lee Qrigg.
At the time Dr. Griggs related 

this story, he had been practicing 
medicine for forty-six years. He 
was called to a home on the bayou 
to deliver a baby. While crossing 
the bayou, a sudden rise caused 
by a heavy rain storm caught him 
in the middle of the creek and 
washed his car downstream.

He managed to lower one 
window and crawl out and swim 
to shore with his medicine bag 
and continued to the patient’s 
house on foot, arriving in time to 
meet the stork. Pecan Bayou was 
the major creek running through 
Callahan County, Texas.

Being Texas born, near 
Carthage, in 1875 some ten years 
after the Civil War, his parents 
proudly chose to honor then 
South’s great General Robert E. 
Lee by naming their son after him. 
It was fitting that a Texan helped 
so many Texans into the world. 
In May of 1946 the Frontier 
Times Magazine reported that Dr. 
Griggs had delivered his 10,895th 
baby.

He chose Callahan County when 
the county had only been in 
existence for twenty-three years 
when Dr. Griggs began his 
practice in the small hamlet of 
Admiral in April of 1901. He 
graduated from the University of 
Tennessee in Nashville with his 
Doctrine of Medical Degree the 
previous year. He started out with 
an old gray horse, two pill bags 
and a borrowed twenty dollar bill.
In 1907, the late C.B. Snyder, Sr. 

of Moran, Texas gave him a 
Hereford bull that started him out 
in the cattle business south of 
Baird. He was a democrat, a 
Baptist, member of the Masonic 
Lodge and the Woodmen of the 
World.

Some time in his fortieth year, 
he married Miss Juanita Idella 
(Cookie) Work and they raised 
two sons and four daughters. He 
was known as “Daddy Doc” by 
his grandchildren. Dr. Griggs died 
March 7, 1961 and his passing 
was a great loss to Callahan 
County and the State of Texas.

TxDOT Launches Statewide 
DWI Enforcement Period with

ABILENE—We've all heard 
the excuses -  T m  OK to 
drive," "I'm only going a few 
blocks" or "I'll take the back 
roads home" -  but just like "the 
dog ate my homework" didn't 
work in elementary school, the 
excuses for drunk driving don't 
work now.

T h a t 's  why th e  T e x a s  
D e p a r tm e n t  of
T ran sp o rta tio n 's  (TxDOT) 
latest cam paign to reduce 
d ru n k  driv ing h ig h lig h ts  
common excuses offenders 
give for driving under the 
influence. At a Thursday (Aug. 
11th) press event at the Law 
Enforcement Center to launch 
the annual Drink, Drive, Go To 
Ja i l  c a m p a ig n  a n d  
enforcement period, TxDOT 
will enlist a troupe of local 
actors who will don prison 
jumpsuits and unveil common 
excuses people ̂ v e  for driving 
drunk.

TxDOT is joining forces with 
DPS, the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration, 
Mothers Against Drunk Driving 
and law enforcement agencies 
statewide to crack down on 
drunk driving as the summer 
winds down.

From August 19th through 
Labor Day (September 5th), 
law en fo rcem en t o fficers 
aro u n d  th e  s ta te  will be 
working overtime to get drunk 
drivers off the road.

It's a problem that continues 
to haunt the state. In 2010, 
there were 25,032 alcohol-

related crashes in Texas that 
resulted in 1,057 deaths and 
16,877 injuries. In 2010, 24 
percent of people killed in 
alcohol-related  crashes in 
Texas were between the ages 
of 20 and 25. However, this age 
segm ent only represents 9 
percent of the overall state 
population.

The purpose of the campaign 
is to remind drivers of the 
c o n se q u e n c e s  of g e ttin g  
behind the wheel after they've 
been drinking and suggest safe 
alternatives. Instead of driving 
home, they can call a cab, ask 
a friend or a family member for 
a ride, hand their keys to a 
designated driver or simply 
stay put until they sober up.

For those who choose to 
d r in k  a n d  d r iv e , law  
enforcement officials statewide 
will be out in force to arrest 
them. No excuses.

Conference has been set for 
Aug. 25th. The biennial

Back to School 2011:
New legislation mandates shots for ail
Abilene, TX, August 1, 2011 -  

As the summer break comes to 
an end, a new season of the year 
known as “back-to-school rush” 
is quickly ushered in as parents 
and children gear up for the 2011 - 
2012 school year. Recent 
vaccination changes could hinder 
a child’s ability to enter to school 
if they are not up to date. This 
includes all Texas college-bound 
students as well.

Over the past several years, 
Texas has phased in updated 
vaccination requirements that 
impacts children entering school 
for the first time as well as those 
entering the 7th grade. To ensure 
adequate protection updated 
Tetanus, pertussis (whooping 
cough), MMR (measles, mumps 
& rubella), varicella (chicken 
pox) and hepatitis A vaccinations 
may be required. Legislation 
passed earlier this year will now 
require all students entering 
Texas universities to have a 
current meningitis vaccination on 
file. Additionally, this year the 
CDC has begun recommending 
a booster dose of meningitis 
vaccine if 5 years have passed 
since the initial dose was 
administered.

“If you have any doubt as to 
whether or not your child needs 
vaccinations, it is best to consult 
with your child’s doctor, local 
health department or visit the 
Care Van vaccination clinic to 
ensure compliance” said Lynda 
Shirley, Program Manger for 
Caring for Children Foundation 
of Texas, “Early preparation will 
help you avoid the long lines and 
delayed appointm ents often 
experienced during the back-to- 
school rush.”

Schools districts are preparing 
for a rush of students in need of 
vaccinations. The Abilene Care 
Van will be at the Medical Care 
Mission, 1857 Pine, Abilene, TX, 
August 18 from 5PM to 7PM. All 
recommended and required 
vaccines offered are provided by 
the Texas Vaccine for Children 
Program. Eligible children 
include children with Medicaid, 
CHIP, those who have no 
insurance or have insurance that 
does not cover vaccines or well 
care. Parents must bring their 
child’s immunization records. No 
appointment is necessary and 
child must be accompanied by a 
parent or guardian.
