Texas lake and river
swimmers reminded of
potential health risks

WACO, Texas (June 14,2012)
—With summer starting to heat
up, people across the Brazos
River basin are heading to nearby
rivers and lakes. However, the
conditions that make the water
temperature so delightful can
also encourage the growth of a
rare but dangerous microorgan-
ism.

The Brazos River Authority
encourages visitors to enjoy the
water, while being aware of
health risks associated with
swimming ‘in or around stag-
nant or slow-moving water.

Primary amebic meningoen-
cephalitis (PAM), which is most
common during the summer, is
a rare disease caused by
naegleria fowleri, an amoeba
found in almost all untreated,
fresh surface water and in soil.
The amoeba thrives in low levels
of fresh water that is warmer
than 80 degrees and stagnant or
slow-moving. The PAM infec-
tion occurs when water contain-
ing the organism is forced into
the nasal passages - usually
from diving or jumping into wa-
ter or from water skiing. The
amoeba makes its way into the
brain and spinal cord, destroy-
ing brain tissue. g

Symptoms of the nearly al-
ways fatal infection include se-
vere headache, high fever, stiff
neck, nausea, vomiting, seizures
and hallucinations as the condi-
tion worsens. Although PAM is

rare - affecting about one to
three people a year in Texas -
those infected usually succumb
to the disease within a week.
There were 10 known cases of
PAM in Texas between 2000
and 2010, according to state
health officials. No cases have
been diagnosed in Texas since
the beginning of 2011. World-
wide, only a few hundred cases

have been reporter over the last -

30 years.

To prevent infection, it is rec-
ommended that those taking
part in warm, fresh water-re-
lated activities use nose clips or
hold their noses shut while jump-
ing into water. With the amoeba
often found in soil, it is best to
avoid stirring up underwater sedi-
ment. The Texas Department of
Health recommends that people
avoid stagnant or polluted water
and take "No Swimming" signs
seriously.

While the BRA tests for a vari-
ety of contaminants, such as
E.coli at more than 100 sites, no

testing is conducted for the PAM

microbe.
PAM cannot be spread person

to person nor by drinking water.

Swimming pools and hot tubs
that are properly cleaned, main-

tained and chlorinated are gen-

erally safe, as is salt water.

- USDA Announces Results for
Conservation Reserve Program
General Sign-Up

WASHINGTON, May 25, 2012-
Agriculture Secretary Tom

-Vilsack today announced that the

U.S., Department of Agriculture
will accept 3.9 million acres
offered under the 43rd
Conservation Reserve Program
(CRP) general sign up. During
the extended five week signup,
the Department received nearly
48,000 offers on more than 4.5
million acres of land, demonstrat-
ing the CRP’s continuing
leadership as one of our nations
most successful voluntary
efforts to conserve land and
improve our soil, water, air
and wildlife habitat resources,
Under Vilsack’s leadership,
USDA has now enrolled nearly 12
million acres in the CRP since
2009. Currently, there are
more than 29.6 million acres
enrolled on more than 736,000
contracts.

“For more than 25 years, lands
in CRP have helped to support
strong incomes for our farmers
and ranchers and produce good

middle class jobs throughout the .

country related to outdoor
recreation, hunting and
fishing,” said Vilsack “as the
commodities produced by our
farmers and ranchers continue to
perform strongly in the
marketplace supporting 1 out
of every 12 jobs here in the United
States, it is no surprise that
American producers also
recognize the importance of
protecting -our nation’s most
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environmentally sensitive land by
enrolling CRP.

Enrollment of the new 3.9

million acres will allow USDA to
continue important targeting of
CRP acres through continuous
sign-up initiatives, including
those announced earlier this year
for highly-erodible land, as
well as grasslands and-wetlands,
while also maintaining and
enhancing the significant benefits
that the program has already
achieved. The two continuous

sign-ups announced earlier this
year will target an  additional
1.75 million acres in total.

For the first continuous
sign-up program, USDA
encourages landowners with land
that has an Erosion Index (EI) of
20 or greater to consider partici-
pating the Highly Erodible Land
initiative. Lands eligible for this
program are typically the least
productive land on the farm.
In many cases the  most
cost-effective option to reduce
erosion is to put the land into
wildlife friendly cover, which will
improve habitat and reduce
sediment and nutrient runoff and
reduce wind erosion. For the
second continuous sign-up
program, landowners with
sensitive grasslands, wetlands and
wildlife habitat are encouraged to
participate. The grasslands and
wetlands initiative increases acres
set aside for specific enrollments
that benefit duck nesting habitat,
upland birds, wetlands, and
wildlife, and provides benefits for
specific conservation practices,
including new benefits for
pollinator practices.

CRP is a voluntary program
designed to help farmers,
ranchers and pother agricultural
producers protect their
environmentally sensitive land.
Eligible landowners receive
annual rental payments and
cost-share assistance to establish
long-term, resource conserving

covers on eligible farmland
throughout the duration of 10 to
15 year contracts.

CPR has a 25-year legacy of
successfully protecting the
nation’s natural resources through
voluntary participation, while
providing significant economic
and environmental benefits to
rural communities across the
United States. Under CRP,
farmers and ranchers plant
grasses and trees in crop fields
and along streams or rivers. The
plantings prevent soil and
nutrients from washing into
waterways, reduce soil erosion
that may otherwise contribute to
poor air and water quality, and
provide valuable habitat for
wildlife. Plant cover established
on the acreage accepted into the
CRP will reduce nutrient and
sediment runoff in our nation’s
rivers and streams. In 2011, as a
result of CRP, nitrogen and
phosphorous losses from farm
fields were reduced by 23 million
pounds and 124 million pound
respectively. The CRP has
restored more than two million
acres of wetlands and associated
buffers and reduces soil by more
than 300 million tons per year.
CRP also provide $1.8 billion
annually to landowners, dollars
that make their way into local

economies, supporting small

businesses and creating jobs.

In addition, CRP is the largest
private lands carbon sequestration
program in the country. By
placing vulnerable cropland into
conservation, CRP sequesters
carbon in plants and soil, and
reduces both fuel and fertilizer
usage. In 2010, CRP resulted in
carbon sequestration equal to tak-
ing almost 10 million cars off the
road.

USDA selected offers for enroll-
ment based on an Environmental
Benefits Index (EBI) comprised
of five environmental factors plus
cost. The five environmental

STATE OF TEXAS
COUNTY OF CALLAHAN
ORDER PROHIBITING
CERTAIN FIREWORKS IN
UNINCORPORATED AREAS
OF CALLAHAN COUNTY,
TEXAS

WHEREAS, the Commission-
ers Court has determined that
during the July 4th fireworks
season the rural acreage in the
county not under cultivation for
a period of at least twelve months
are determined to be extremely
hazardous for the danger of fire
because of high grass and dry
vegetation and allows the Com-
missioners Court of a county to
prohibit the sale or use of re-
stricted fireworks in specific ar-
eas in Callahan County; and

WHEREAS, on the 11th day of
June 2012, the Commissioners
Court of Callahan County has
determined that the normal dan-
ger of fire in the unincorporated
areas of Callahan County is
greatly enhanced by the ex-
tremely dry conditions now ex-
isting. ;i

NOW, THEREFORE, the Com-
missioners Court of Callahan
County adopts this Order pro-
hibiting the use of restricted fire-
works in the unincorporated ar-
eas of Callahan County.

A. No person may detonate,
ignite, or in any way use fire-
works classified under49 C.F.R.
part. 173.100 (r) (2) (10-1-86
edition), as “skyrockets with
sticks” and “Missiles with fins” in
any portion of the unincorpo-
rated area of Callahan County.

B. This Order does not pro-
hibit:

1. Common fireworks, smallin
size classified as Class C explo-
sives;

2. Large fireworks devices de-
signed primarily to produce vis-
ible or audible effects by com-
bustion, deflagration, or deto-
nation and classified as Class B
explosive by the U.S. Dept. of
Trans. (‘FEX.<OCC. '‘CODE,
Chapter 2154).

3. The sale of “skyrockets with
sticks” and “missiles with fins”.

C. A person commits an of-
fense if he or she intentionally,
knowingly, or recklessly deto-
nates, ignites, or in any way
uses fireworks on a county road
orintheright-of-way of a county
road.

D. If the landowners’ permis-
sion is obtained prior thereto,
persons may detonate, ignite,
or use fireworks on private prop-
erty in unincorporated areas of
the county, as long as:

1. The person using the fire-
works is not intoxicated as de-
fined in Vernon’s Act. Civ. St.
Art 62011-1 (a) (2),

2. Reasonable precautions are
taken concerning proximity to

Once again, the Cross Plains
garden Club was welcomed into
the lovely gardens of Rolan and
Sandra Jones. Club members
Janette Dugger, Diana Miller and
Frances Thornton were joined by
guests Betty Sue Adams and Russ
Miller.

Rolan began our tour by
introducing our members to the
technique of planting shitake
mushrooms. A drill, a post oak
log, wax and mushrooms spores;
hmm... seems simple enough.
We’ll see as we attempt to
germinate mushrooms ourselves.
Elms and other hard woods may
be substituted for post oak. The
wood is to be harvested in
February and held onto for four
to six months before planting the
mushroom spores. A live tree has
natural immunities to pathogens
and the wax will seal off the
newly planted spores and keep
new pathogens from entering the
‘planted areas. Following the
demonstration, we meandered
through the cool canopy of white
oak and pecan trees to his lower
sun filtered garden which houses
maturing mushrooms, potato and
sweet potato beds, Turk’s cap,
blackberries, mulberries,
raspberries, elderberries, plums,
grapes and figs.

We retired to the enticing shade
of the patio as Rolan prepared a
delicious shitake mushroom soup,
fresh mint tea and mushroom hors
d’ourvs which were enjoyed by
all. Dining with Rolan is always
a delicious organic experience.
Although it takes a little more
time to prepare his organic
insecticides and disease
abatement formulas, they are
healthy, natural, and free of the
store bought chemicals that we so
often rely on.

As we dined and enjoyed the
peaceful surroundings, Rolan
discussed the use of composting
materials and.

tions.

techniques to improve our tired,
dry Texas soils. Leaves, for
example, can fill a planting bed
with mulching materials,
composting over time and
reducing the need for watering.
Discussion proceeded under the
shady canopy of white oak and
pecan trees while we enjoyed the
beauty of his blooming Rose of
Sharon, his lovely fish pond and
delightful patio.

As the tour resumed and we
entered another of his many
gardens, we observed a can of
wood ash which Rolan explained
is saved from his wood burning
stove. He uses the ash to keep
cut worms and other pests from
devouring his plants. Moving on,
we saw his magnificent
asparagus, cabbage, fruit trees,
okra, watermelon, cucumbers,
corn, leeks, sunflowers and so
many more plants, t0oo numerous

TxDOT prepares for
2012 hurricane season

AUSTIN—Hurricane season
has arrived along with a flurry of
activity around the state, gov-
ernment agencies, volunteer
groups and private sector part-
ners, all getting ready for the
upcoming storm season.

The Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT) plays

- a critical role in hurricane edu-
cation, evacuation and recov-
ery. So each year, along with its
hundreds of partners, the de-
partment begins, months ahead
of time, preparing for the possi-
bility of seasonal storms.

"Each year, TxDOT begins a
comprehensive review months
in advance of hurricane season
to make sure emergency re-
sponse processes are in place
and that the agency has allo-
cated enough equipment, ma-
terials and employees to do the
job if called upon,"” explained
John Barton, TxDOT's deputy
executive director.

TxDOT plays a key role during
and aftera storm, Barton added.
The agency is committed to
three guiding goals—getting
people out of harm's way, get-
ting them home safely and pro-
viding assistance with cleanup
and recovery.

"Safety is our top priority at
TxDOT and the basis for all the
agency's transportation deci-
sions, particularly so during
emergencies,” he noted.

Steps the agency takes each
year to prepare for the storm
season include:

¢ Reviewing emergency man-

agement plans and training per-
sonnel on emergency traffic con-
trol measures, debris removal
and other recovery procedures.

e Participating in regional and
statewide emergency drills with
other agencies and local juris-
dictions.

e [dentifying and preparing fa-
cilities and equipment needed
for quick mobilization.

¢ Reviewing evacuation plans—
making sure contraflow routes
are open (no lane closures).

eTesting all Dynamic Message
Signs (DMS)

Last year, TxDOT expanded
its social media reach to com-
municate hurricane information
faster and more efficiently. This
year, the agency will continue
using social media Twitter and
Facebook specifically to reach
an increasingly more techno-
logically-savvy population. Tra-
ditional media, newspapers and
television also play animportant
role in getting out the message.

This season, each tweet will
carry a specific storm-related
hashtag to provide an easy way
to catalog all the tweets and
allow all Twitter users to quickly
find hurricane information.

TxDOT has 11,115 Twitter fol-
lowers and more than 6,015
Facebook fans. The numbers
grow hourly.
