Cross Plains Middle School Awarded 
NASA “Summer of Innovation” Grant

When was the last time you 
discussed a book with someone 
you had never met before? Or 
joined your neighbors in a 
community-wide read-a-thon?
Between September 2012 and 
June 2013, 78 communities 
across the country will spend a 
month immersed in a great work 
of literature, as part of the seventh 
year of The Big Read.

The Big Read is an initiative of 
the National Endowment for the 
arts designed to restore reading to 
the center of American culture.
Seventy-eight not-for-profit 
organizations will receive grants 
totaling $1 million to host a Big 
Read project as part of the 2012- 
2013 program. The Big Read is 
managed by Arts Midwest.

Cross Plains Public Library is 
one of four Texas libraries 
chosen to participate this year.
“We are so excited to receive this 
grant,” said Library Director,
Linda Bums. “As a library, we 
are continually promoting reading 
and The Big Read will enable us 
to reach out to “fallen-away” 
readers and rekindle their love of 
books through a variety of events 
that are planned.”

Our community will celebrate 
“Everything Poe” month in 
October 2012, featuring “Great 
Tales and Poems of Edgar Allan 
Poe.” The annual m urder 
m ystery theatre, “M urder at 
the ‘M eet the A uthor’,” on 
September 29, is billed as our 
“Pre-Carnage” event. Then 
on October 1st the library 
will have a ribbon-cutting 
ceremony re-naming it the Cross 
Plains POE-blic Library and 
proclaiming the month of 
October as “Everything Poe” 
month.
Already, many organizations are 

making plans to participate. The 
Cross Plains Senior Citizens’
Center will host Monday 
Morning Movie features with free 
large-print books of Edgar Allan 
Poe’s noted works and free 
refreshments for all attendees.

Society is hosting “Dig Up the 
Skeletons In Your Closet” at their 
monthly meeting and will 
identify ancestors who were 
“w riters, detectives, alleged 
ghosts, victims of foul play, or 
otherw ise m ysterious folks” 
(guests are invited to attend).

The library will be featuring 
“The Gold Bug,” “Bunnicula 
Meets Edgar Allan Crow,” and 
“Edgar, Allan, and Poe, and the 
Tell-Tale Beets” for the children. 
Author Mark Finn will travel to 
Cross Plains to present his view 
of “Robert E. Howard as Cross 
Plains’ Edgar Allan Poe,” as well 
as host an event in his theater in 
Vernon, Texas. There will be 
poetry readings and book 
discussions and several contests. 
Many of these events will be 
highlighted in upcoming weeks 
and a calendar of all public events 
will be available in September.

The Big Read provides 
communities nationwide with the 
opportunity to read, discuss, and 
celebrate one of 31 selections 
from U.S. and world literature, 
such as In the Time o f  the 
Butterflies by Julia Alvarez, 
Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury, 
The Great Gatsby by F. Scott 
Fitzgerald, A lesson Before Dying 
by Ernest Gaines, The Things 
They Carried by Tim O’Brien, 
and the poetry of Emily 
Dickinson.

Among the organizations 
receiving a Big Read grant are 
arts councils, boys and girls 
clubs, libraries, public 
broadcasting stations, theater 
companies, and universities, 
among others. The selected 
organizations will receive Big 
Read grants ranging from $2,500 
to $20,000 to promote and carry 
out community-based programs. 
Among these 78 organizations, 28 
are first-time Big Read grantees, * 
including Cross Plains.

NEA Chairman Rocco 
Landesman said, “At the NEA 
we know that the arts can help 
to create strong, vibrant

communities by bringing people 
together. Through The Big Read, 
these 78 organizations are giving 
their communities the opportunity 
to share both great works of 
literature and memorable 
experiences.”

Ira Silverberg, the NEA’s 
D irector of Literature, said, 
“Whether you’re reading a used 
paperback or a downloaded novel 
on an e-reader, nothing can beat 
the experience of getting lost in 
a good book. I look forward to 
seeing the creative ways these 78 
organizations will use The Big 
Read to promote reading within 
their communities.”

Participating communities ^so  
receive high-quality, free/of- 
charge educational materials to 
supplement each title, whî efh also 
are available for download on 
neabigread.org. Reader’s Guides 
include author biographies, 
historical context foy the book, 
and discussion /questions. 
Teacher’s Guides are developed 
with the National Council of 
Teachers of English and State 
Language Arts standards in mind 
and include lesson plans, essay 
topics, and classroom handouts. 
The Big Read Audio Guides 
feature readings from the novel 
along with commentary from 
renowned artists, educators, and 
public figures such as Michael 
Chabon and Ed Harris, and Big 
Read authors such as Ray 
Bradbury and Amy Tan.

Each community’s Big Read 
includes a kick-off event to 
launch the program; activities 
devoted specifically to its Big 
Read book or poet (e.g., panel 
discussions, lectures, public 
readings); events using the 
selection as a point of departure 
(e.g., film screenings, theatrical 
readings, exhibits); and book 
discussions in diverse locations 
aimed at a wide range of 
audiences.

NASA has just announced the 
awards for its “Summer of 
Innovation” Mini-Grant Program 
and Cross Plains 7th and 8th 
graders are among the winners. 
The school will receive $2,500 for 
the students to design-build- 
launch their own ammonium 
perchlorate composite propelled 
rockets under the watchful eyes 
of science teacher Rhonda Kelley 
and rocket expert Pat Gordzelik.

The NASA Summer of 
Innovation (Sol) program is 
designed to support student 
interest in science, technology, 
engineering and mathematics 
(STEM) by strengthening the 
capacity of organizations or 
schools that inspire and engage 
female, minority or high poverty 
middle school students in STEM 
content.

The Sol focuses on organiza­
tions that provide student 
experiences during the summer 
and through extended learning 
efforts designed to keep students 
involved in NASA-themed 
STEM activities during the 
academic year.

Cross Plains Public Library 
board member Judy Luter

discovered the grant opportunity 
,and passed it to grants 
administrator, Michelle Kaiser, 
who contacted superintendent 
Phil Mitchell and then principal 
Diana Dobbins to see if it would 
be possible to have the kids 
participate in a large project that 
would involve classroom and 
after school curriculum.

After receiving the go-ahead, 
library board member Colburn 
Tdcker, of SolaRise US, worked 
on a plan to have the students 
study solar and wind energy. 
Unfortunately, it is not possible 
to take a tour of a wind farm, so 
an alternate plan was made. 
Thanks to Pat Gordzelik, 
who agreed to be “Principal 
Investigator” for a rocketry 
project, the grant was able to be 
completed.

‘This was not my best work,” 
said Kaiser about the grant 
proposal, “as I had less than 24 
hours to scrap the original 
proposal (for solar and wind 
energy) and write a new one (for 
rocketry). Then I had to put 
together a budget without 
knowing the cost of fuel or

rocket-building materials. I think 
I made up for my “sketchy” 
budget by stressing the far- 
reaching effects this project 
would have on our students. But, 
this project would never have 
happened if it wasn’t for the 
cooperation between Colburn 
(Tucker), Pat (Gordzelik) and Ms. 
Dobbins to see that the children 
got the chance for this learning 
experience.”

Principal Dobbins added, “We 
are very excited about this 
opportunity for our students to see 
applications of science concepts. 
This type of hands-on learning is 
key to students being able to fully 
understand what they are being 
taught in the classroom. Cross 
Plains I.S.D. appreciates the 
efforts of Ms. Kaiser and Mr. 
Gordzelik in acquiring this grant 
and allowing our students to have 
this wonderful opportunity.” 
Students will begin their project 

shortly after school starts and will 
launch their rockets in November. 
The public will be invited to 
attend the launch.

20th: Sitting Bull and about 200 
Indian people arrived at p 
exactly twelve o'clock today, 
and surrendered their arms and 
ponies to Major Brotherton. No 
speeches have yet been made, 
as Sitting Bull and his orators 
are fatigued and hungry. They 
were placed in compartments 
between the post and boat 
landing, and are as secure in 
Major Brotherton's charge as if 
they were in Irons.

plate,” Vandergriff added. “The 
Texas Classic plate design isn’t 
colorful like some of the specialty 
plates or the current general-issue 
plate, but it is a purposeful license 
plate that is supported by law 
enforcement.”

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Food Banks Strongly Oppose 
Farm Bill SNAP Cuts

Austin -  The Texas Food 
Bank Network joined anti­
hunger organizations in D.C. 
and across the nation Tuesday 
in condemning $16.5 billion in 
p ro p o sed  cu ts  to  th e  
S u p p lem en ta l N utrition 
Assistance Program (SNAP, 
aka food stamps). A farm bill 
now under consideration by 
the House of Representatives 
would eliminate benefits for up 
to 302,800 Texans -  primarily 
children, the elderly and the 
infirm.

"These are real cuts with real 
co n se q u en ce s  for hungry 
families," said Celia Cole, CEO 
of the  T exas Food Bank 
Network. "It is outrageous that

C ongress is considering  
cutting a program that has 
nothing to do with deficit 
reduction, and everything to 
do with keep ing  T exans 
healthy and productive."

The proposed cuts include an 
$ 1 1 .5  billion ch a n g e  to  
program  rules th a t would 
prevent Texas from setting its 
own asset limits for SNAP 
recipients. In 2001, the Texas 
Legislature moved to adopt 
new limits that encouraged 
recipients to develop and keep 
a sse ts , such  as  sav ings 
accounts and reliable vehicles 
so they could more easily 
transition off the SNAP rolls 
and into self-sufficiency.

Taxing sm ^ll businesses

Last week, I set out on my 
annual bus tour in Texas. I have 
taken a tour of Texas every year 
since I entered the Senate, tak­
ing me thousands of miles across 
this glorious state and every one 
of our 254 counties. This is my 
last year as a CIS Senator, and 
nothing highlights the reasons 1 
chose to represent my great state 
better than spending time with 
our people. Texans are strong, 
resourceful, innovative, self-re­
liant, kind, open and world-fa­
mous for friendliness. Texas is a 
destination for everything from 
barbecue to cutting-edge sci­
ence and technology, and that 
is a reflection of the people -  
richly diverse in so many ways, 
but sharing an inimitable and 
unique Texas spirit.

But this is not an easy time in 
Texas, which, though not as 
bad as many other states, still 
has a sluggish economy with 
high unemployment.

1 went to Washington to ensure 
that the American Dream would 
stay alive for every Texan. But 
we find ourselves in a new era, 
where the promise that hard work 
and dedication will translate into 
success is in jeopardy.

The economy is sluggish, re­
covery is stagnant and unem­
ployment numbers won't budge 
-  they haven't been below 8 
percent in three years. And now 
the Administration is proposing 
a tax increase that would slam 
small businesses when they can 
least afford it -  and when we 
need them the most.

Small businesses drive our 
economy, providing some 55 
percent of private sector jobs. In 
the midst of the most uncertain 
economic environment in recent 
memory, punishing them with 
higher taxes is incomprehen­
sible. Even talk about raising 
taxes paralyzes business, as the 
uncertainty about economic 
burdens stops owners from hir­
ing and reinvesting capital to 
grow their businesses. Our 
economy can't sustain that kind 
of deprivation of revenue, and 
the 23 million underemployed 
and unemployed Americans 
can't afford a longer hiring freeze.

The people I met with -  fami­
lies, small-business owners, vet­
erans -  are the people I think of 
as I try to secure tax fairness.

On my tour, 1 met with mem­
bers of the community in a num­
ber of small businesses: in Marble 
Falls atthe Blue Bonnet Cafe, in 
Fredricksburg at the Clear River 
Soda Fountain and in Uvalde at 
the famous Vasquez Restaurant, 
where I had a wonderful after­
noon with my hosts, Enrique 
Vasquez and Donald McLaughlin 
of DKM Enterprises, a local steel 
salvage and distribution com­
pany.

Vasquez Restaurant is the per­
fect example of a great Ameri­
can small business. It was 
founded in 1935 by Enrique's 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Jesus 
Vasquez. Enrique took over and 
has kept it a Uvalde institution. 
Sergeant Major Enrique Vasquez 
served in the US Army and 
fought in the Korean Conflict -  
pictures of his time in Korea and 
Japan adorn one of the restau­

rant walls. He is one of Uvalde's 
most recognizable locals and can 
be found in his restaurant every 
day working the lunch shift.

The tax increases proposed by 
the Administration will hit busi­
nesses like Vasquez Restaurant. 
Why? Because 75 percent of 
small businesses pay taxes at an 
individual rate, as they are orga­
nized as "flow-through" busi­
nesses, such as partnerships, S 
Corporations, LLCs and sole 
proprietorships. The Joint Com­
mittee on Taxation estimates 
that 53 percent of all flow­
through business income will be 
subject to the top two individual 
income tax rate increases sched­
uled to take effect in 2013.

This increase is an unfair bur­
den on hard-working Americans. 
Sergeant Major Vasquez's par­
ents started a business, worked 
hard and made it a success. 
Sergeant Major Vasquez served 
his country, took over his par­
ents' business and made it an 
even bigger success that pro­
vides jobs to locals and is a 
fixture in the community. It sur­
vived the Great Depression and 
11 recessions and is working its 
way through a 12th. These tax 
hikes punish businesses like 
Vasquez Restaurant in already 
tough times, starve the Ameri­
can economy of revenue and 
deprive job-seekers of opportu­
nities.

1 hope that the Administration 
will heed calls from both parties 
to rethink this tax on our job- 
creators.

Callahan County's jobless 
rate rises in May to 5.1%
The unemployment rate in Cal­

lahan County rose three-tenths 
of one percent to 5.1% in May 
2012, according to jobless fig­
ures released Friday, June 15th 
by the Texas Workforce Com­
mission. The unemployment 
rate in Callahan County one year 
ago in May 2011 was 6.5 per­
cent.

Callahan County's unemploy­
ment rate was 4.8% in April, 
2012 .

Previous monthly jobless rates 
in Callahan County included: 
5.3% in March 2012, 5.4% in 
February, 5.5% in January  
2012, 5.8% in December 2011, 
5.7% in November, 6.1% in Oc­
tober, 6.7% in September, 6.9% 
in August, 7.4% in July, and 
7.8% in June, according to the 
unemployment figures.

Big Country area counties, bor­
dering Callahan County, and the 
counties' unemployment rates 
for May 2012 include: Brown, 
6.1%; Coleman, 6.3%; Eastland, 
5.9%; Jones, 6.5%; Runnels, 
6.3%; S hackelfo rd , 3.6%;

The Abilene MSA (Metropoli­
tan Statistical Area) unemploy­
ment rate, which includes Tay­
lor, Callahan and Jones Coun­
ties, stood at 5.7% in May, 2012, 
accord ing  to the  Texas 
W orkforce C om m ission. 
A bilene's C om bined Labor 
Force is 82,400. There were 
77,700 employed during May 
2012, while 4,700 were unem­
ployed, giving the Abilene MSA 
an unemployment rate of 5.7%.

The Abilene MSA reported the 
workforce was 82,900 in April, 
2012. Total employment of 
78,500 was reported in April 
2012, while 4,400, or 5.3% were 
unemployed in April 2012.

The Abilene MSA unemploy­
ment rate for May, 2011 was 
6.3%. The total workforce was 
reported at 84,400, with 79,100 
employed and 5,300 unem ­
ployed in May, 2011.

Highlights of the Texas 
Labor Force

(Not Seasonaiiy A djusted)
Texas recorded its second con­

secutive month of posting an 
unemployment rate below 7.0 
percent. From last month, the 
unemployment rate rose four- 
tenths of a percentage point to 
6.9 percent. The last April-to- 
May change posted an increase 
of two-tenths of a percentage 
point. From year-ago levels, the 
unemployment rate decreased 
by 0.9 percentage points. The 
national unemployment rate 
moved up two-tenths of a per­
centage point for an unemploy­
ment rate of 7.9 percent. For 66 
consecutive months the Texas 
unem ploym ent rate has re­
mained at or below the national 
unemployment rate.

• The Civilian Labor Force re­
corded its third consecutive 
month of reaching an all-new 
high at 12,606,800 Texans. Over 
the month, 58,200 individuals 
were added into the Civilian La­
bor Force. This April-to-May 
change was at the highest level 
seen since 1987. From May 
2011, the Civilian Labor Force 
expanded by 182,200 persons. 
Since January, the Civilian La­
bor Force grew by 144,900 
people.

• The number of jobholders 
rose by 5,500 individuals for an 
estimate of 11,739,600 Texans. 
The number of employed Tex­
ans was recorded as the third 
consecutive month of all-time 
highs. This May’s annual change 
was at 285,600 people. This was 
the highest May annual change 
seen in the series since 1984. 
From the start of 2012, the num­
ber of jobholders increased by 
224,300 persons. The number 
of those seeking Job opportuni­
ties grew by 52,700 persons for 
an estimate of 867,200 Texans. 
Over the year, the number of 
Jo b se e k e rs  co n trac ted  by
103.400 people. From the be­
ginning of this year, the number 
of jobseekers decreased by
79.400 individuals.

• The number of individuals

continuing to file unemployment 
insurance claims declined by
1.200 persons for a total of
125.200 Texans. From last 
year’s level, the number of those 
continuing to file for unemploy­
ment insurance claims dropped 
by 14,500 people. In the Metro­
politan Statistical Area (MSA) 
10 rose and 15 declined in un­
employment insurance claim­
ant activity. The Texarkana, the 
Victoria and the Amarillo MSAs 
recorded the largest drop among 
the MSAs at 12.8 percent, 11.2 
percent, and 6.9 percent, re­
spectively.

Fairmont to Operate Down­
town Convention Hotel

AUSTIN, TX (Austin-American 
Statesman)—Luxury manage­
ment company Fairmont Hotels 
& Resorts will be the operator for 
a $350 million convention hotel 
planned for downtown, making 
Austin only the second Texas 
city to feature the famed brand. 
Fairmont said it will manage the 
50-story, 1,000-room hotel for 
which Manchester Texas Finan­
cial Group plans to break ground 
next spring, with a projected 
opening in 2015. At 580 feet, 
the hotel would be the second- 
tallest building in Austin’s sky­
line.

The Austin Fairmont is ex­
pected to create 800 jobs during 
construction and about 1,000 
permanent jobs after it opens, 
said Doug Manchester, presi­
dent of Manchester Texas. Ac­
cording to Jennifer Fox, presi­
dent of Fairmont Hotels & Re­
sorts, “Austin is currently seeing 
tremendous interest and growth 
in the convention market and 
with its reputation as a dynamic, 
vibrant capital city will be a great 
addition to our portfolio.” The 
Fairmont brand now has more 
than 60 hotels worldwide, in­
cluding one in Dallas.

Exxon Mobil Plans Major 
Chemical Plant

NEW YORK, NY (Reuters)— 
Exxon Mobil Corp., the world’s 
largest publicly traded energy

company, plans to build a multi­
billion dollar chemical plant in 
Texas to take advantage of 
cheap North Aitierican shale 
gas, according to a U.S. envi­
ronmental filing seen by Reuters. 
The plant, which could be on­
line as soon as 2016, would 
sharply crank up Exxon Mobil’s 
chemical production capacity 
and help it compete more effec­
tively with rival Dow Chemical 
Co.

Exxon Mobil has been North 
America’s largest natural gas 
producer. By using its own natu­
ral gas in chemical production - 
something Dow is not able to do 
- Exxon Mobil further slashes its 
costs. The expansion should 
create 10 000 construction jobs 
and boost Exxon Mobil’s 
Baytown permanent work force 
by 350 to 6 850, the company 
said. More than $90 million per 
year in additional tax revenue 
and 3,700 extra jobs will be 
created in the local community, 
Exxon Mobil estimates.

Oxygen Therapy Provider 
Moves to Richardson

DALLAS, TX (Dallas Morning 
News)—Inogen Inc., a Califor* 
nia-based manufacturer and 
accredited homecare provider 
of oxygen therapy equipment 
and services, has signed a lease 
for 31,204 square feet of space 
in Richardson for a major corpo­
rate expansion. The company 
will maintain its headquarters 
near Santa Barbara while rely­
ing on the new Richardson loca­
tion to facilitate its national 
growth plans. Inogen expects to 
hire approximately 200 new 
employees by 2013. Employ­
ees based at the facility will pro­
vide services that include medi­
cal billing, sales, customer sup­
port and clinical services. The 
facility will also house part of 
Inogen’s growing manufactur­
ing and distribution operations.

HOUSTON, TX (Houston Busi­
ness Journal)—University Gen­
eral Health System Inc. is plan­
ning five new hospitals in the 
Houston market over the next 
two years, said President Donald 
Sapaugh.

States for Business study results 
are out and Texas is on top.
